La Canadian Pacific Express Company est une filiale 
du chenin de fer Facifique Canadien at soccupe  des 
messageries de la compagnie-mere. Lee measageries 
Un National-Canadian at de Ia Northern Alberta 
Railways relevant dc divisions de ces chemina de icr, 
mats lee comptes sont teflus ee'parIment at on trouve-
ra dams le pre'sent rapport lee chtffres concernant 
l'exploitatton de cee cervices. La Railway Express 
Agency s'ocupe surtout dee secteure canadians des 
chemnine de for amnericains, oomme la division Canada 
Southern (N.Y. Central), et lee divisions Wabach et 
Pêre Marquette de la Chesapeake and Ohio. Abet, ii 
n'y a que deux soclétes de neesagerte at deu.x servi-
ces ferroviairee out s'ocoupent de messaerie su 
Canada.

La Railway Express Agency Inc. cit is proprie'-
te de 70 sociétés ferroviaires dc premiCre classe d.es 
Etate-Unis at tous icc profits nets son re'partls 
d'après lee recettes brutes des messaeries cur lee 
lignes qut participant a i'entente. Tons lee revenue 
nets declares au Canada sont ordinnirement egaux aux 
taxes. 

Express rate increases are generally affected 
by advances in freight rates or parcel post rates. 
During 1952 increased charges were applied mainly to 
special commodity tariffs and to the standard rates 
on small shipments of less than one hundred pound.. 

The current report is a continuation of the 
annual issued since 1917 covering the operations of 
express companies utilizing, for the most part, rail-
way facilities and closely allied to them. A short 
historical resume was given in the edition for 1949. 
The so-called express services offered by motor 
carriers and airlines are covered in the annual reports 
for these operators, namely "Motor Carriers, Ireight 
and Passengers" and "Civil Aviation" but are not 
separable. Indeed, there is some overlapping as the 
airlines often utilize the pick-up and delivery 
faciflties of the railway express companies, and ax-
press service to off-rail points is arranged through 
licenced motor-carriers. 

The tables which follow present the financial 
and operating statistics of express companies in 
Canada for the calendar year 1952. The Canadian 
Pacific Express Company operates as a subsidiary 
company of the Canadian Pacific Railway and handles 
the express business of the parent company. The 
express business for the Canadian National System and 
the Northern Alberta Railways is carried on by depart-
nants of these railways, but accounts are maintained 
separately and data are made available for this report. 
The Railway Express Agency operates mainly over the 
Canadian sections of United States railways, such as 
the Canada Southern (N.Y. Central), the Wabash and the 
Pere Marquette division of the Chesapeake and Ohio. 
There are thus only two express companies and two 
express departments of railways carrying on express 
business in Canada. All statistics of the express 
departments of the Canadian National System and the 
Northern Alberta Railways are also included in the 
Bureau's annual report on steam railway statistbcs. 
Only the net operating results of the Canadian Pacific 
Express Company are carried over into the income 
account of the Canadian Pacific Railway and employeee, 
etc. are not dllcated for that company. 

The Railway Express Agency Inc. Is owned by 
70 Clacs 1 U.S. railways and any net profits are 
apportioned according to the gross express revenues 
on lines party to the agency agreement. Any net 
revenue reported in Canada usually equals taxes.

The Canadian National reported 24,548,248 
express shipments handled during 1952 representing 
an increase of nearly 6 p. c. over the previous year.

Employment in the industry was much better 
with 10,849 full-time employees against 9,610 in 1951 
and 8,974 in 1950. Total salaries and wages rose 
$3,895,595 or 13.6 p.c. over 1951 to reach a record 
$32,503,058. The gain in employment was 12.9 p.c. 
The shorter work week introduced June 1. 1951 plus a 
heavier volume of business raised employment.
