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EXPRESS STATISTICS 

STATISIQUES DES MESSAGERIES 
1954 

This annual report provides details of the 
operations of railway express companies for 1954. 
A short historical resume was given in the edition 
for 1949. The express services of motor carriers 
and airlines are included in the annual reports 
"Motor Carriers, Freight and Passengers" and 
"Civil Aviation' • but are not separable. There tends 
to be some overlapping in reporting express 
statistics. Airlines often utilize the pick-up and 
delivery facilities of the railway express companle% 
and express service to off-rail points Is sometimes 
arranged through licenced motor-carriers, while the 
airlines also carry some rail-express shipments on 
an "as available" basis. 

The tables which follow present the financial 
and operating statistics of express companies in 
Canada for the calendar year 1954. The Canadian 
Pacific Express Company, a subsidiary of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway, handles that company's 
express business. Express services of the Canadian 
National System and the Northern Alberta Railways 
are carried on by departments of the two railway 
companies while the Railway Express Agency 
operates mainly over the Canadian sections of 
United sates railways. There are thus two express 
companies and two express departments of rail-
ways carrying on railway express business In 
Canada. All statistics of the express departments 
of the Canadian National System and the Northern 
Alberta Railways are also included in the Bureau's 
annual report on railway transport statistics. 
Whereas, only the net operating results of the 
Canadian Pacific Express Company are carried 
over into the Income account of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. The Railway Express Agency 
Inc. is owned by 70 Class 1 U.S. railways and net 
profits are apportioned according to the gross 
express revenues on lines party to the agency 
agreement. Any net revenue reported In Canada 
usually equals taxes levied. 

Review of 194 results 
The express reporting form has been revised 

and the four express services reported their 1954 
statistics on the new basis which, while revised, 
Is generally comparable with previous data. 

Le present rapport annuel porte stir l'exploltation 
des sociétés de messageries terrovlaires en 1954. 
L'éditlon de 1949 contenait une breve retrospective. 
Les services de messagerie des soclétés de voitu-
rage motorisd et aérien figurent dans les rapports 
annuels "Volttn'ge motorisé, marchandises et voya-
geurs" et "Aviation civile", mats Us ne peuvent en 
étre séparés. L.a statistique des messageries talt 
parfols double emplol. Les lignes aériennes em-
pruntent souvent les services de rainassage et de 
llvraison des soclétés de messagerle des chemins de 
fer, et Is llvraison par messagerle aux endroits non 
desservis par les chem.lns de fer se fait parfois par 
l'entremlse des soclétés de volturage motorisé au-
torisèes, landis que les lignes aériennes t.ransportent 
aussi, quand elles le peuvent une certaine quantité de 
marchandises confiées aux messagerles ferrovlalres. 

Les tableaux qul suivent présentent Ia statis-
tique des finances et de l'exploltation des soclétés 
de messagerle du Canada pour l'année clvile 1954. 
1'illale du chemin de fer Pacifique-Canadien, la 
Canadian Pacific Express Company s'occupe des 
messagerles de la compagnie-mbre. Les messagerles 
du National-Canadien et de la Northern Alberta Rail-
ways relévent de divisions de ces chemins de fer. 
La Railway Express Agency s'occupe surtout des 
secteurs canadiens des chemins de I er américains. 
On compte ainsi deux soclétés de messagerle et deux 
services ferroviaires qul s'occupent de messagerie 
au Canada. Toutes les données statistiques des 
services de messagerle du National- Canadi en et de 
Ia Northern Alberta Railways sont aussi comprises 
dans le rapport annuel du Bureau sur Ia statistique 
du transport fermvlalre. En consequence, seuls 
les résul.tats nets d'exploitatlon de la Canadian 
Pacific Express Company sont portés au compte du 
revenu du chemin de ter Pacifique-Canadien. La 
Railway Express Agency Inc. est Ia propriétd de 70 
sociétés ferroviaires de premiere classe des Etats-
Unis at tous les profits nets sont répartis d'apresles 
recettes brutes des messageries sur les lignes qul 
participent k l'entente. Tous les revenus nets dd-
dares au Canada sort ordina.tremert égaux aux taxes. 

Exploitation en 1954 
La formule de rapport des messageries a été 

modifiée et les quatre services de messagerle ont 
prodult leur declaration statistique de 1954 d'après 
Ia nouvelleformule qui,blen que modlflée, se compare 
de facon générale a I'ancienne. 
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Gross receipts forthe tour companies amounted 
to $70,039,054 for the year ended December 31. 
1954. down 5.7 p.c. from $74,296,948 for 1953, the 
major decline occuring in express revenue, down 
$4,000,000 to $67,737,974. Operating expenses 
fell by 2.8 p.c. to $48,167,243 from $49,569,842 
and express privileges dropped to $20,753,503, 
down 12.0 p.c. from $23,584,806. Net  operating 
revenue before taxes was $1,118,308, down slightly 
from $1,142,300 for 1953. Net  income fell by 
15.9 p.c. to $572,867 from $680,800. 

Capital stocks outstanding amounted to 
$4,000,000 versus $5,769,800 whereas amounts 
payable to affiliated companies rose to $3,276,870 
from $1,497,326. Investments in real property and 
equipment amounted to $7,916,906 as against 
$10,969,603 with the reduction mainly due to the 
elimination of property not exclusively assigned to 
express services by the Canadian Pacific Express 
Co. Taxes were slightly higher at $594,677 as 
compared with $573,384 for 1953. 

Total value of financial paper issued amounted 
to $159,777,046, down 3.2 p.c. from $165,006,300. 
Money orders issued fell by $4,000,000 to 
$130,807,463. There were 11,450 employees (full 
time and part time) in 1954, earning $35,882,288, 
an average salary of $3, 134; in 1953, a total of 
11,579 full time employees received $37,331,438, 
or an average of $3,224. 

Mileage operated amounted to 68,373.20 miles 
as compared with 55,805.21 in 1953, the difference 
being accounted for mainly by 12,290.00 miles of 
aircraft mileage reported for the first time by the 
Canadian National Express. 

Les recettes brutes des quatre sociétés se sont 
chiffrées par $70,039,054 durant i'année terminée le 
31 décembre 1954, soit une baisse de 5.7 p. 100 au 
regard de celles de $74,296,948 obtenues en 1953. 
La majeure partie de Ia baisse est attribuable au 
revenu du service de messagerie, qui a fléchi de 4 
millions pour s'établir a $67,737,974. Les frais 
d'exploitation sont tombés de 2.8 p. 100 ou de 
$49,569,842 it $48,167,243 et les privileges de mes-
sagerie,de 12 p.100 ou de $23,584,806 ê. $20,753,503. 
Les recettes nettes d'exploitation avant deduction 
des taxes ont été de $1,118,308, contre $1,142,300 en 
1953. Le revenu net a dlminué de 15.9 p.  100, soit de 
$680,800 a $572,867. 

Les actions-capital en cours se sont ch.iffrées par 
4 millions contre $5,768,800, alors que le montant 
payable aux filiales s'est élevé cle $1,497,326 a 
$3,276,870. Les placements propriété et équipement 
se sont chiffrés par $7,916,906, contre $10,969,603 
l'année précédente. La diminution est due principale-
ment a l'élimination de la proprieté non exclusivement 
affectée aux services de messagerie par la Canadian 
Pacific Express Co. Les taxes ont légérement aug-
menté de $573,384 en 1953 a $594,677. 

La valeur totale des paplers négociables émis 
en 1954 a été de $159,777,046, baisse de 3.2 p.  100 
au regard des $165,006,300 de 1953. Les mandats 
circulaires émis ont diminué de 4 millions pour 
s'établir a $130,807,463. On comptalt en 1954 11,450 
employés (a plein temps et a temps partiel) auxquels 
on a verse $35,882,288, ce qui représente un salaire 
moyen de $3,134; en 1953. 11 y avait 11,579 employés 
a plein temps qui ont gagné $37,331,438, ou $3,224 
en moyenne. 

Le nombre de mules parcourus durant l'année a 
été de 68.373.20, contre 55,805.21 en 1953; la dif-
férence vient surtout de Ia declaration pour la 
premiere fois de 12,290.00 mules aérlens par Ia 
compagnie Canadian National Express.
