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EXPRESS STATISTICS 

STATISTIQUES DES MESSAGERIES 
1955 

This annual report provides details of the 
operations of railway express companies for 
1955. A short historical resume was given in 
the edition for 1949. The express services of 
motor carriers and airlines are included in the 
annual reports "Motor Carriers, Freight and 
Passengers" and "Civil Aviation" but are not 
separable. There tends to be some overlapping 
in reporting express statistics. Airlines often 
utilize the pick-up and delivery facilities of the 
railway express companies, and express service 
to off-rail points is sometimes arranged through 
licenced motor-carriers, while the airlines also 
carry some rail-express shipments on an "as 
available' basis. 

The tables which follow present the financial 
and operating statistics of express companies in 
Canada for the calendar year 1955. The Canadian 
Pacific Express Company, a subsidiary of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway, handles that company's 
express business. Express services of the Canadian 
National System and the Northern Alberta Railways 
are carried on by departments of the two railway 
companies while the Railway Express Agency 
operates mainly over the Canadian sections of 
United States railways.  There are thus two express 
companies and two express departments of rail-
ways carrying on railway express business in 
Canada. All statistics of the express departments 
of the Canadian National System and the Northern 
AlbertaRailways are also included in the Bureau's 
annual report on railway transport statistics. 
Whereas, only the net operating results of the 
Canadian Pacific Express Company are carried 
over into the income account of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. The Railway Express Agency 
inc. is owned by 70 Class 1 U.S. railways and net 
profits are apportioned according to the gross 
express revenues on lines party to the agency 
agreement. Any net revenue reported in Canada 
usually equals taxes levied. 

Review of 1955 results 
Gross earnings of the four express companies 

operating in Canada in 1955 amounted to 
$73,434,962, an increase of $3,395,908 or 4.8 per 
cent over the previous year. Operating expenses 
advanced to a lesser degree rising $559,029 or 1.2 
per cent to $48,726,272 while express privileges, 
which is that portion of the earnings payable to 
the railways for carrying the express, rose by 
$2,780,267 from $20,753,503 to $23,533,770. As 
a result net operating revenue before taxes 
amounted to $1,174,920 compared with $1,118,308 
in 1954 and the net income was up $83,252 to 
$656,119 from $572,867. 

Le present rapport annuel porte sur l'exploitation 
des sociétés de niessageries ferroviaires en 1955. 
L'edition de 1949 contenait une breve retrospective. 
Les services de messagerie des transporteurs 
routiers et aêrienne figurent dans les rapports annuels 
"Voiturage motorisé, marchandises et voyageurs"  et 
"Aviation civile", mats ils ne peuvent en etre 
séparés. La statistique des messagerles fait parfols 
double emploi. Les lignes aeriennes empruntent 
souvent les services de ramassage et de livraison 
des sociétés de messagerles des chemins de fer, et 
la livraison par messagerie aux endroits non desser-
via par les chemins de fer se fart parfois par l'en-
tremise des transporteurs routiers autorisés, tandis 
que les lignes aêriennes transportent aussi, quand 
elles le peuvent, une certaine civantité de marchan-
dises confiées aux messageries ferroviaires. 

Les tableaux qui suivent présentent la statis-
tique des finances et de l'exploitation des sociêtês 
de messagerie du Canada pour l'année civile 1955. 
Filiale du chemin de fer Pacifique-Canadien, la 
Canadian Pacific Express Company s'occupe des 
messageries de la compagnie-mère. Lea messageries 
du National-Canathen et de la Northern Alberta Rail-
ways relèvent de divisions de ces chemins de for. 
La Railway Express Agency s'occupe surtout des 
secteurs canadiens des chemins de fer américains. 
On compte ainsi deux societes de. messagerie et deux 
services ferroviaires qui s'occupent de messagerie 
au Canada. Toutes les données statistiques des 
services de messagerie du iVational-Canadien et de 
la Northern Alberta Railways sont aussi comprises 
dans le rapport annuel du Bureau sur la statistique 
du transport ferroviaire. En consequence, seals 
lea résultats nets d'exploitation de la Canadian 
Pacific Express Company soul portés au compte do 
revenu du chemin de for Pacifique-Canadien. La 
Raiiu'ay Express Agency Inc. est la proprieté de 70 
sociêtés ferroviaires de premiere classe des Etats-
Unis et tous les profits nets sont rCpartis d'apres lea 
recettes brutes des messageries sur les lignes qui 
participent A l'entente. Tous les revenus nets de-
dares au Canada sont ordinairement égaux aux taxes. 

Exploitation en 1955 

Les recettes brutes des quatre sociétés de messa-
genes en activi0 au Canada en 1955 ont totalisO 
$73,434,962, soit $3,395,908 ou 4.8 p. 100 de plus 
qu'en 1954. Les dépenses d'exploitation ont moAns 
augmenté, soit de $559,029 ou de 1.2 p. 100, pour 
atteindre $48,726,272, tandis que les frais de trans-
port, c'est-ã-dire Ia partie des recettes payables aux 
chemins de fer pour l'acheminement des messageries, 
Se sont accrus de $2,780,267 (de $20.753,503 
$23,533,770). Le bénCfice net d'exploitation (avant 
les impots) s'est chiffré par $1,174,920 contre 
$1,118,308 en 1954 et le revenu net a augmenté de 
$83,252, soit de $572,867 A $656,119. 
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Capital reported at the end of the year totaUed 
$7,184,323, down slightly from $7,276,870 while 
investments in real property and equipment 
increased to $8,253,055 from $7,916,906. 

The value of financial paper issued during the 
year increased to $162,413,878 with money order 
sales at $133,479,411 accounting for 82.2 per 
cent of the total. In 1954 the amount of financial 
paper Issued totalled $159,777,046 of which 
$130,807,463 or 81.9 per cent was derived from 
issua.nces of money orders. 

Salaries and wages paid the 11,577 full time 
employees engaged in the industry amounted to 
$36,143,001, this compares with 11,436 employees 
and $35,823,452 reported one year earlier. Sixteen 
part time workers employed  by the Express Depart-
ment of the Northern Alberta Railways earned 
$57,738 in 1955 as against 14 employees and 
$58,836 in 1954. Commissions paid during the year 
under review totalled $2,745,259, an increase of 
$53,819 over the previous year total of $2,691,440. 

Mileage of routes operated in 1955 totalled 
65,916.40 compared with 68,373.20 miles in 1954. 
In Canada the mileage was 62,858.29 down 
2,537.B0 from 65,396.09 in 1954. 

Le capital-actions déclaré A la fin de l'annêe 
totalisait $7,184,323, soit une légére baisse sur l'an 
dernier ($7,276,870), tandis que les investissements 
dans les biens immobiliers et l'equipement ont 
augmente & $8,253,055 ($7,916,906). 

La valeur des papiers negociables émis durant 
l'année a augmente A $162,413,878, dont 82.2 p. 100 
était formé de mandats d'argent ($133,479,411). En 
1954 ,les papiers négociables ont totalisé $159,777,046 
dont 81.9 p. 100 de manda.ts d'argent ($130,807,463). 

Les traitements et salaires payés aux 11,577 em-
ployOs de plein temps se sont chiffrés par$36, 143,001 
contre $35,823,452 payés 6. 11,436 employés en 1954. 
Les 16 employés A temps partiel du Service des 
messageries des Northern Alberta Railways ont touché 
$57,738 en 1955 contre $58,836 touches en 1954 par 
14 employés. Les commissions payees en 1955 ont 
totalisé $2,745,259, soit use augmentation de $53,819 
sur 1954 ($2,691,440). 

La longueur des lignes exploitées en 1955 était de 
65,916.40 mules contre 68,373.20 en 1954 La ion-
gueur des lignes en territoire canadien totalisait 
62,858.29 milles, soit une baisse de 2,537.80 sur les 
65,396.09 de 1954.
