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EXPRESS STATISTICS 

STATISTIQUE DES MESSAGERIES 
1956 

This annual report provides details of the 
operations of railway express companies for 
1956. A short historical résumé was given in 
the edition for 1949. The express services of 
motor carriers and airlines are included in the 
annual reports, "Motor Carriers, Freight and 
Passengers" and "Civil Aviation" but are not 
separable. There tends to be some overlapping 
in reporting express statistics. Airlines often 
utilize the pick-up and delivery facilities of the 
railway express companies, and express service 
to off-rail points is sometimes arranged through 
licenced motor-carriers, while the airlines also 
carry some rail-express shipments on an "as 
available" basis. 

The tables which follow present the financial 
and operating statistics of express companies in 
Canada for the calendar year 1956. The Canadian 
Pacific Express Company, a subsidiary of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway, handles that company's 
express business. Express services of the Canadian 
National System and the Northern Alberta Railways 
are carried on by departments of the two railway 
companies while the Railway Express Agency 
operates mainly over the Canadian sections of 
United States railways. There are thus two express 
companies and two express departments of rail-
ways carrying on railway express business in 
Canada. All statistics of the express departments 
of the Canadian National System and the Northern 
Alberta Railways are also included in the Domin-
ion Bureau of Statistics annual report on railway 
transport statistics. Whereas, only the net operat-
ing results of the Canadian Pacific Express Com-
pany are carried over Into the income account of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway. The Railway Ex-
press Agency inc. is owned by 70 Class 1 U.S. 
railways and net profits are apportioned according 
to the gross express revenues on lines party to the 
agency agreement. Any net revenue reported in 
Canada usually equals taxes levied. 

Review of 1936 Results 
The adoption in 1956 of the new "Uniform 

Classification of Accounts" by the Canadian 
National Railways and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company has resulted in a minor change in 
the presentation of revenue and expense accounts 
as compared with previous years. Although the 
Northern Alberta Railways and the Railway 
Express Agency did not report on this new basis, 
their statistics have been presented in such a 
manner as to be comparable with the C.N.R. and 
C.P.R. 

Le present rapport annuel porte sur l'exploitation 
des sociétés de messageries ferroviaires en 1956. 
L'édition de 1949 contenait une breve retrospective. 
Les services de messagerie des transporteurs 
routiers et aérienne figurent dans les rapports annuels 
"Voiturage motorisé, marchandises et voyageurs" et 
"Aviation civile", mais us ne peuvent n être 
séparés. La statistique des messageries fait parfois 
double empioi. Les lignes aériennes empruntent 
souvent les services de ramassage et de livraison 
des sociétés de messagerles des chemins de fer, et 
Ia livraison par messagerie aux endroits non desser-
vis par les chemins de fer se fait parfois par l'en-
tremise des transporteurs routiers autorisés, tandis 
que les lignes aériennes transportent aussi, quand 
elles le peuvent, une certaine quantité de marchan-
dises conflées aux messageries ferroviaires. 

Les tableaux gui suivent présentent la statis-
tique des finances et de l'expioitation des soclétés 
de messagerie du Canada pour l'année civile 1956. 
Filiale du chemin de fer Pacifigue-Canadien, Ia 
Canadian Pacific Express Company s'occupe des 
messageries de la compagnie-mére. Les messageries 
du National-Canadlen et de la Northern Alberta 
Railways relèvent de divisions de ces chemins de fer. 
La Railway Express Agency s'occupe surtout des 
secteurs canadiens des chemins de fer américains. 
On compte ainsi deux sociétés de messagerie et deux 
services ferroviaires gui s'occupent de messagerie 
au Canada. Toutes les données statistiques des 
services de messagerie du National-Canadien et de 
in Northern Alberta Railways sont aussi comprises 
dans le rapport annuel du Bureau sur la statistique 
du transport ferroviaire. En consequence, seuls 
les résultats nets d'exploitation de La Canadian 
Pacific Express Company sont portés au compte du 
revenu du chemin de fer Pacifique-Canadien. La 
Railway Express Agency inc. est Ia propriété de 70 
sociétés ferrovlaires de premiere classe des Etats-
lJnis et tous les profits nets sont répartis d'après les 
recettes brutes des messagerles sur les lignes gui 
participent a l'entente. Tous les revenus nets dé-
dares au Canada sont ordinairement égaux aux taxes. 

Exploitation en 1956 
A la suite de l'adoption, en 1956, de la nouvelle 

"Classification uniforme des comptes" par le 
National-Canadien et le Pacifique-Canadien, la pré-
sentation des recettes et dépenses diffère un peu de 
celle des années passées. Bien que Ia Northern 
Alberta Railways et l'Agence ferroviaire des messa-
genes n'aient pas tenu compte de cette classification 
dans leurs rapports, leur statistique a été recUflée de 
façon a être comparable it celle du National-anad.ten 
et du Pacifique-Canadien. 
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Gross receipts of the four express companies 
operating in Canada during 1956 climbed to an 
all-time high of $88,012,718. This was $ 14,577,756 
or 19.9 per cent more than the $73,434,962 earned 
in the previous year. However, increased revenues 
were accompanied by still higher expenditures 
which rose quite sharply to $60,180,066 from 
$48,726,272 or by 23.5 per cent. Express privi-
leges, which is that portion of the earnings pay -
able to the railways for carrying the express, 
was also considerably higher at $27,114,672 
advancing 15.2 per cent from $23,533,770. The 
resulting net operating revenue after taxes amount-
ed to $717,980, an increase of 77,8 per cent over 
the $403,794 netted in 1955. 

Investment in property and equipment was 
placed at $12,915,793 against $8,253,055 one 
year earlier. This sharp increase is due to the 
addition of miscellaneous physical property 
detail not previously presented in this report. 

The value of all financial paper issued, 
increased slightly to $166,290,232 in 1956 from 
$162,413,878 in the preceding year. In the year 
under review, money order sales were appreciably 
higher at $137,713,945 in comparison with 
$133,479,411 in 1955. Sale of travellers' cheques 
were also higher amounting to $8,450,960 against 
$8,110,137, while "C.O.D." cheques and tele-
graphic transfer issuances were slightly less 
at $19,985,044 and $140,283 respectively. 

Equipment data showing the number of road 
and platform vehicles used in the express opera-
tions, is presented on page 6 for the first time. 
The number of road vehicles owned and operated 
by the four express firms in 1956 totalled 2,669, 
of which 1.990 are employed  in the express 
business while 679 are use in cartage services. 

Salaries and wages paid the 12,431 full-time 
employees engaged in the industry amounted 
to $40,940,878 Indicating an average annual wage 
of $3,293. In 1955, the 11,577 full-time employees 
earned $36,143,001 for an average $3,122 annually. 
Seventeen part-time workers employed by the ex-
press department of the Northern Alberta Railways 
earned $40,891 In 1956 as against 16 employees 
and $37,412 in the preceding year. Commissions 
paid to others than employees during the year 
totalled $3,044,285, up $299,026 from $2,745,259 
in 1955. 

During the year Canadians had express 
services available over a land, sea and air dis-
tance of 67,983.6 miles compared with 65,916.4 
miles a year earlier. 

Les recettes brutes des quatre sociétés de 
messageries en activité au Canada en 1956 ont atteint 
un somrnet de $88,012,718, soit $14,577,756 ou 19.9 
p. 100 de plus qu'en 1955 ($73,434,962). Cependant, 
cette augmentation a été accompagnée de dépenses 
qui ont grimpé a $60,180,066, soit 23.5 p.  100 de plus 
qu'en 1955 ($48,726,272). Les privileges de messa-
gene, qui sont cette pantie des recettes payables aux 
chemins de fer pour le transport des messageries, ont 
aussi considérablement augmenté. soit $27,114,672 
contre $23,533,770, ou hausse de 15.2 p.  100. La re-
cette nette d'exploitation, après impôt, a donc été de 
$717,980, soit 77.8 p.  100 de plus qu'en 1955 
($403,794). 

Les immobilisations et les frais d'équipement 
ont atteint $12,915,793, contre $8,253,055 en 1955. 
Cette brusque augmentation est attnibuable a l'addi-
tion de diverses propnidtés, dont ii est tenu compte 
pour la lre  fois. 

La valeur de tous les papiers négociables émis 
a légèrement augmentd a $166,290,232 ($162,413,878 
en 1955). Durant l'année étudiée, les ventes de man-
daIs circulaires ont sensiblement augmenté, soil 
$137,713,945 contre $133,479,411. La vente des chè-
ques de voyage a aussi augmenté: $8,450,960 au re-
gard de $8,110,137; d'autre fait, les emissions de 
cheques "C.R." et les transferts de fonds par téld-
graphe ont diminué a $19,985,044 et $140,283 
respectivement. 

Les données sur l'dquipement, qui indiquent le 
nombre de véhicules routiers et de véhicules de quai, 
paraissent a Ia page 6 pour la lre  fois. Les quatre 
sociétés de messagerie possédaient 2,669 véhicules 
routiers en 1956, dont 1,990 servaient au service de 
messagenie et 679 aux services de transport. 

Les salaires at gages verses aux 12,431 employés 
it plein temps de l'industrie se sont chiffrés a 
$40,940,878, soit des gages annuelles moyennes de 
$3,293. En 155. les 11,577 employés a temps ont 
reçu $36143,001, soit $3,122 en moyenne durant l'an-
née. Dix-sept ouvrlers a temps partiel a l'emploi du 
service de rnessagerie de la Northern Alberta Railways 
ont gagné $40,891 en 1956 au regard de $37412 vet-
sés a 16 employés en 1955. Les commissions versées 
a d'autres que les employds oft totalisé $3,044,285. 
soil $299,026 de plus qu'en 1955 ($2,745,259). 

Durant l'année, les services de messagerle dis-
ponibles au Canada sur terre, sun les mers et dans 
les airs couvraient une distance de 67,983.6 mules, 
contre 65,916.4 en 1955.
