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PREFACE

Annual railway transport statistics in Canada are
published in a series of six reports each of which covers
specific aspects of the industry; services rendered,
cquipment available, traffic handled, the labour force
involved and the financial aspects of railways operating
in this country.

Statistics on railways have been collected and
published in Canada since 1875, first by the Depart-
ment of Railways and Canals until 1918, and Statistics
Canada since its inception in 1918. During this time
the data have been published in varying degrees of
detail. Until 1950 one volume contained all this annual
raitway statistical data. In 1951 there were three;
1952 - 1957 there were five, and since 1958 six
separate parts have been used to reflect these annual
operations. The present report encompasses the fol-
lowing six parts which are not necessarily released in
the order they are numbered.

Les statistiques annuelles du transport ferroviaire au
Canada sont publiées dans six bulletins dont chacun traite
d’un sccteur particulier de cette branche d'activité: les
services, le matéricl, le fret transporté, la main-d’ocuvre et
les aspects financiers de I'exploitation ferroviaire.

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INTRODUCTION

Presented in this publication are the financial
results for 1971 of all common carrier railways
operating in Canada except the Cartier Railway in
Northern Quebec. Included for the first time in this
publication are the financial results of railway express
operations (Table 9) formerly shown in Catalogue
52-204, Railway Express now discontinued.

Financial Highlights

Operating revenues reported by these railways
totalled a record $1,805,660,746 in 1971 up 7.5%
from the 1970 total of $1,679,759,268. By com-
parison Canada’s Gross National Product in current
dollar terms posted a gain of 8.9% over the same
period.

Total railway expenses rose 7.9% to
$1,698,206 454 leaving net revenue from operations
(after taxes but before fixed charges) up 1.2% at
$107,454,292.

Net rail income after taking into account express,
communications and highway transport (rail) opera-
tions plus fixed charges, interest income, etc., declined
10.0% to $30,281.808. Non-rail operations (steam-
ships, hotels, etc.) of these companies however showed
a substantial improvement as their net income rose to
§26.971,895 from $2,126,009 in 1970. This left
overall net income up 60.0% at $57,253,703.

The increase in total operating revenue is entirely
attributable to a 10.0% increase in freight revenues to
$1,579,704,147. Average revenue per ton-mile of
freight rose to 1.33¢ trom 1.30¢ in 1970. Passenger
revenue also posted a small gain of 1.1% to
$64,430,286 reversing the downward trend of recent
years.

The rise in railway expenditures affected most
areas with equipment rents, general expenses, and
equipment maintenance posting the largest percentage
increases.

Retained income at December 31, 1971 totalled
$824.6 millions, up $16.1 millions from the year
earlier figure. Dividend appropriations however de-
clined $0.6 million to $64.9 millions in 1971.

Total assets rose 2.9% during the year to $10,477
millions at the end of 1971. Increased investment in
road and equipment was the main factor behind this

Ce bulletin présente les résultats financiers pour
1971 de tous les chemins de fer publics exploités au
Canada, a I'exception de la Cartier Railway dans le Nord
du Québec. On y retrouve pour la premiére fois les
résultats financiers de I'exploitation des messageries ferro-
viaires (Tableau 9) qui figuraient dans le bulletin Message-
ries ferroviaires (Catalogue 52-204), maintenant disconti-
nué.

Points saillants

Les recettes d’exploitation déclarées par ces chemins
de fer ont atteint le chiffre record de $1.,805,660,746 en
1971, soit 7.5 7% de plus quen 1970 ($1,679,759.268). En
comparaison, le Produit pational brut du Canada en
dollars courants a connu un gain de 8.9 % par rapport i la
meéme période.

Les dépenses ferroviaires totales ont augmenté de
7.9 % pour atteindre $1,698,206,454, ce qui laisse des
recettes nettes d’exploitation (apres déduction des impots,
mais avant déduction des frais fixes) de $107,454,292,
soit une augmentation de 1.2 %.

Le revenu net des chemins de fer, compte tenu des
messageries, des communications et du transport routier
(entre terminus) et des frais fixes, du revenu d’intérét,
etc., a atteint $30,281,808, soit une diminution de 10.0 %.
L’exploitation autre que les chemins de fer (bateaux a
vapeur, hotels, etc.) de ces compagnies a toutefois connu
une nette amélioration puisque leur revenu net est passé
de $2,126,009 en 1970 a $26,971,895 en 1971. Ceci
laissait un revenu net global de $57,253,703, soit une
augmentation de 60.0 %.

L’augmentation des recettes totales d’exploitation
est entiérement attribuable & une hausse de 10.0 % des
recettes du trafic marchandises, qui sont passées d
$1,579,704,147. Les recettes moyennes par tonne-mitle
de marchandises ont angmenté, passant de 1.30c. en 1970
a4 1.33c. en 1971. Contrairement 4 la tendance des
derniéres années, les recettes du trafic voyageurs ont
également connu une légére augmentation de 1.1 % pour
passer a $64,430,286.

L’augmentation des dépenses ferroviaires s’est fait
sentir dans la plupart des domaines, les hausses propor-
tionnelles les plus importantes étant enregistrées dans les
loyers de matériel, les frais généraux et Pentretien du
matériel.

Au 31 décembre 1971, les bénéfices non répartis
s’élevaient a $824.6 millions, soit $16.1 millions de plus
que Pannée derniére. Les dividendes ont toutefois diminué
de $0.6 millions pour s'établir 2 $64.9 millions en 1971.

L'actif total a augmenté de 2.9 % au cours de

rise although investments in affiliated companies was
also up significantly. The offsetting increases in liabil-
ities occurred mainly in depreciation reserves and in
long term debt.

Concepts and Methodology

A “common carrier”, as referred to in this series
refers to one which holds itself out to the general
public to transport passengers and/or goods for com-
pensation,

Presented herein are financial details of com-
mon carrier railways operating in Canada reported
in accordance with the “Uniform Classification of
Accounts for Common Carriers by Railway™ prescribed
by the Railway Transport Committee, Canadian Trans-
port Commission.

For purposes of these accounting regulations,
railways are grouped into the following four classes:

Class I. Canadian National Railways and the
Canadian Pacific Rail.

Class 1I. Other carriers having average gross
revenues of $500,000 or more annually from Canadian
rail transportation operations.

Class II1. Other carriers having average gross
revenues of less than $500,000 annually from Canadian
rail transportation operations.

Class 1V. Other railways such as terminal, bridge,
and tunnel companies.

Class Il, Class 111, and Class 1V carriers have the
option of using a condensed classification of expenses
provided for them. In Table 3 operating expenses for
all railways are presented on this condensed basis for
purposes of comparison, while in Table 3A. accounts
of the CNR and CPR are shown separately in more
detail.

Data is shown separately for only those individ-
ual railways having gross operating revenues of $8
million or more annually. These roads account for over
96 1/2% of gross railway operating revenues in Canada.

While transportation and traffic statistics of the
Cartier Railway Company are included in material
appearing in Parts 111, I'V and V of this annual series,
financial details relative to their railway operations are
not available and thus do not appear herein or in Part
VI.

In order to define the scope of any given
industry and avoid the overlapping of different publica-
tions covering two or more closely related industries,

Figurent ici les états financiers des chemins de fer
publics exploités au Canada déclarés suivant “Uniform
Classification of Accounts for Common Carriers by
Raitway " établie par le Comité des transports par chemin
de fer de la Commission canadienne des transports.

Pour les besoins de ces réglements comptables, les
chemins de fer sont regroupés en quatre classes:

Classe 1. Canadien National et Canadien Pacifique

Classe I1. Autres chemins de fer ayant des recettes
brutes moyennes de $500,000 ou plus par année prove-
nant de leur exploitation ferroviaire au Canada.

Classe III. Autres chemins de fer ayant des recettes
brutes moyennes de moins de $500,000 par annde
provenant de leur exploitation ferroviaire au Canada.

Classe [V. Autres chemins de fer que les sociétés
exploitant des installations terminales, des ponts et des
tunnels.

Les transporteurs des Classes II, 11l et IV peuvent se
servir d’une classification des dépenses condensée qu’on
leur a fournie. Au Tableau 3, les dépenses d’exploitation
pour I'ensemble des chemins de fer sont présentées sous
cette forme condensée pour en permettre la comparaison,
alors que les comptes du CN et du CP figurent séparément
au Tableau 3A avec beaucoup plus de détail.

Les données se sont établies séparément que pour
les chemins de fer dont les recettes brutes d’exploitation
sont de $8 millions ou plus par année. IIs représentent
plus de 96 1/2 % des recettes brutes d’exploitation ferro-
viaire au Canada.

Bien que les statistiques du transport et du traffic de
la Cartier Railway Company figurent aux Parties 111, IV ct
V de cette série annuelle, les états financiers de son
exploitation ferroviaire ne sont pas disponibles et ne
peuvent donc pas étre publiés ici ou dans la Partie VI.

Statistics Canada uses the Canadian Standard Industrial
Classification (S.1.C.), Catalogue 12-501, which pro-
vides a set of groups and classes suitable for the
compilation of statistics related to different industries.
The building block (reporting unit) which is fitted into
the above structure is the “establishment”. An estab-
lishment can be defined as the smallest unit which is a
separate operating entity capable of reporting principal
elements of input and output. While the establishment
is typically a factory, mine, store or similar unit and in
most cases is a separate firm, it may encompass two or
more operating units which are not necessarily in the
same location. It can also be an individual working on
his own account.

Industry 503 (formerly 506), Railway Transport,
as classified in the S.I.C. includes establishments
primarily engaged in operating railways. The kinds of
activities normally carried on by railway establishments
embraces the operation of freight and passenger trains,
commuter service (but not street railways) mainte-
nance of way and structures, maintenance of equip-
ment, (including that carried on in railway shops)
dining car and sleeping car services, freight, express and
the operation of railway terminal facilities. Road
transportation services operated by railway establish-
ments and providing pick-up and delivery for the
freight or express services of the railway are included
in this industry but long distance trucking operations
owned by railway companies are usually treated as
separate establishments classified to the trucking indus-
try and included under S.1.C. Industry 507, Truck
Transport.

Commercial communications facilities providing
service to the general public as well as to the railway
are treated as separate establishments and included in
S.I.C. Industries 544 Telephone Systems and 545
Telegraph and Cable Systems.

Highway transport (rail) covers only certain high-
way movements which are deemed to form an integral
part of a railway haul. Thus a railway may offer a
service on a single ticket or rate to a northern point
some distance from the railhead and provide bus or
truck transport to destination with its own equipment.
Most railways however, merely turn such traffic over
to independent highway carriers in an arm’s length
transaction.
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que Canada utilise la Classification des activités économi-
ques (C.A.E.), Catalogue 12-501F, qui prévoit des groupes
et des classes convenant au calcul de statistiques portant
sur diverses activités économiques. L’élément de base
(unité¢ déclarante) que I'on insére dans la structure
ci-dessus est “I’établissement™. Un établissement est la
plus petite unité constituant un ensemble d’exploitation
séparé capable de déclarer les éléments utilisés et produits.
Habituellement, I’établissement est une usine, une mine,
un magasin ou autre unité semblable et la plupart du
temps une entreprise séparée, mais il peut englober deux
unités ou plus qui ne sont pas nécessairement situées au
méme endroit. Il peut également s’agir d’une personne
travaillant pour son propre compte.

L’activité économique numéro 503 (autrefois 506),
transports ferroviaires, comprend, selon la C.AE., les
établissements dont 1’activité principale est 'exploitation
de chemins de fer. Les activités habituelles de ces
établissements ferroviaires sont le transport de passagers et
de marchandises, les chemins de fer de banlieue (mais non
les cheniins de fer urbains ni les tramways), 'entretien de
la voie et des ouvrages, 'entretien du matériel (y compris
le travail effectué dans les ateliers des chemins de fer). les
services de voitures-restaurants et de voitures-its, les
services de messageries et Pexploitation de terminus
ferroviaires. Les services de transport routier assurés par
des établissements ferroviaires et fournissant des services
de ramassage et de livraison de marchandises et les services
de messageries des chemins de fer sont inclus dans cette
activité économique. Toutefois, le camionage interurbain
assuré¢ par des compagnies ferroviaires constitue habi-
tuellement un établissement séparé, classé avec le camion-
nage et inclus dans I'industrie numéro 507 de la C.A.E.,
(autre camionage).

Les installations de communications commerciales
desservant le grand public et les chemins de fer sont
considérées comme des établissements séparés et incluses
aux rubriques 544 (réseaux de téléphonie) et 545 (réseaux
de télégraphie et de cables) de la C.A.E.

Le transport routier (entre terminus) ne s’applique
qu’a certains mouvements routiers qui sont considérés
comme faisant partie intégrante d’un systéme de transport
ferroviaire. Ainsi, un chemin de fer peut offrir un service
compris dans le prix d’un seul billet ou & un tarif fixe vers
un point situé a une certaine distance au Nord de la fin du
chemin de fer et assurer le transport par autobus ou
camion jusqu'a destination & méme son propre matériel.
Toutefois, la plupart des chemins de fer se contentent de
confier ce trafic & des transporteurs routiers indépendants
dans le cadres d’une transaction sans liens de dépendance.
