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PREFACE 
Annual railway transport statistics in Canada are 

published in a series of six reports each of which covers 
sJ)CCIIIC aspects of the industry; services rendered, 
cquipment available, traffic handled, the labour force 
involved and the fmancial aspects of railways operating 
in this country. 

Statistics on railways have been collected and 
published in Canada since 1875, first by the Depart-
ment of &.ailways and Canals until 1918, and Statistics 
Canada since its inception in 1918. During this time 
the data have been published in varying degrees of 
detail. Until 1950 one volume contained all this annual 
railway statistical data. In 1951 there were three; 
1952- 1957 there were five, and since 1958 six 
separate parts have been used to reflect these annual 
operations. The present report encompasses the fol-
lowing six parts which are not necessarily released in 
the order they are numbered.

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INTRODUCTION 

Presented in this publication are the financial 
icsults for 1973 of all conimon carrier railways 
perating in Canada except the Cartier Railway in 

,)uebec (see explanation below). 

Concepts and Methodology 
A "corn mon carrier", as referred to in this series 

refers to one which holds itself out to the general 
public to transport passengers and/or goods for corn-
pensat ion. 

Presented herein are financial details of com-
mon carrier railways operating in Canada reported 
in accordance with the "Uniform Classification of 
Accounts for Common Carriers by Railway" prescribed 
by the Railway Transport Committee, Canadian Trans-
port Commission. 

For purposes of these accounting regulations, 
railways are grouped into the following four classes: 

Class I. Canadian National Railways and the 
Canadian Pacific Rail. 

Class II. Other carriers having average gross 
revenues of $500,000 or more annually from Canadian 
rail transportation operations. 

Class Ill. Other carriers having average gross 
evenues of less than $500,000 annually from Canadian 
il transportation operations. 

Class IV. Other railways such as terminal, bridge, 
i'd tunnel companies. 

Class 11, Class III, and Class IV carriers have the 
option of using a condensed classification of expenses 
provided for them. In Table 3 operating expenses for 
all railways are presented on this condensed basis for 
purposes of comparison, while in Table 3A, accounts 
of the CNR and CPR are shown separately in more 
detail. 

Data is shown separately for only those indi-
vidual railways having gross operating revenues of $10 
million or more annually. These roads account for over 
9717o of gross railway operating revenues in Canada. 

While transporation and traffic statistics of the 
Cartier Railway Corapany are included in material 
appearing in Parts ill, IV and V of this annual series, 
financial details relative to their railway operations are 
not available and thus do not appear herein or in Part 
VI-

Statistics Canada uses the Canadian Standard Industrial 
Classification (S.1.C.), Catalogue 12-501, which pro-
vides a set of groups and classes suitable for the 
compilation of statistics related to different industries. 
The building block (reporting unit) which is fitted into 
the above structure is the "establishment". An estab-
lishment can be defined as the smallest unit which is a 
separate operating entity capable of reporting principal 
elements of input and output. While the establishment 
is typically a factory, mine, store or similar unit and in 
most cases is a separate firm, it may encompass two or 
more operating units which are not necessarily in the 
same location. It can also be an individual working on 
his own account. 

Industry 503 (formerly 506), Railway Transport, 
as classified in the S.I.C. includes establishments 
primarily engaged in operating railways. The kinds of 
activities normally carried on by railway establishments 
embraces the operation of freight and passenger trains, 
commuter service (but not street railways) mainte-
nance of way and structures, maintenance of equip-
ment, (including that carried on in railway shops) 
dining car and sleeping car services, freight, express and 
the operation of railway terminal facilities. Road 
transportation services operated by railway establish-
ments and providing pick-up and delivery for the 
freight or express services of the railway are included 
in this industry but long distance trucking operations 
owned by railway companies are usually treated as 
separate establishments classified to the trucking indus-
try and included under S.I.C. Industry 507, Truck 
Transport. 

Railway express service is included under Indus-
try 503, Railway Transport. However, beginning in 
1973 express services of Canadian Pacific Express Com-
pany is being treated as a separate establishment and no 
longer appears under "rail" in this report' It will be in-
corporated instead under Industry 507, Other Truck 
Transport since most of the operations of this company 
are highway transport' 

Commercial corn munications facilities providing 
service to the general public as well as to the railway 
are treated as separate establishments and included in 
S.I.C. Industries 544 Telephone Systems and 545 
Telegraph and Cable Systems. 

Highway transport (rail) covers only certain high-
way movements which are deemed to form an integral 
part of a railway haul. Thus a railway may offer a 
service on a single ticket or rate to a northern point 
some distance from the railhead and provide bus or 
truck transport to destination with its own equipment. 
Most railways however, merely turn such traffic over

Financial Highlights 

Railway operating revenues rose by 9.4% in 1973 
over 1972 to a new high of $2323.0 million. This 
increase reflected a higher volume of freight traffic 
moved during the year and an improvement of 8.0% in 
receipts from this source. Federal government pay-
ments to the railways under the National Transporta-
tion Act were $144.4 million, $72.8 million more than 
in 1972. After having posted gains in each of the two 
preceding years, passenger revenues declined 17.4 17c to 
$57.2 million. Most of this decrease was no doubt due 
to traffic losses resulting from the July-September 
strike. 

Substantially offsetting additional revenues, from 
an earnings standpoint, were record high operating 
expenses of $2,033.0 million. This represented an 
increase of 10.3% over 1972 and was mainly attrib-
utable to higher labour costs and material prices. 
Outlays for road and equipment maintenance and for 
transportation operations accounted for 76.7 0/o of 
operating expenses (78.1% in 1972). Cost escalation 
pushed all three categories to new highs in the year 
tinder review. Taxes, which in these statistics are 
ucluded in operating expenses, were also higher, rising 

to $1 15.6 million or by 11.4%. The resultant net 
railway revenues from operations (after taxes but 
before fixed charges) declined 8.2% to $90.0 million. 

However, net rail operating income, which takes 
into account express, communications, and highway 
transport (rail) except for Canadian Pacific express (see 
reference in the "Introduction"), declined to $115.2 
million in 1973. down 8.0% from the earlier year. 

Net rail income (after taking into account other 
sources of rail income and fixed charges) dropped 
sharply in 1973 to $1 .5 million from $32.0 million, 
while net non-rail income at $46.4 million rose from 
$27.3 million in 1972. 

The retained income balance at December 31, 
1J3 stood at $846.0 million, an increase of $8.7 
iiillwti over the preceding year.

Toutefois, les recettes nettes d'exploitation des 
chemins de fer, cornpte tenu des messageries, des com-
munications et du transport routier (entre terminus) saul 
les messageries du Canadien Paciflque (voir Ia réfCrence 
dans l'"Introduction"), ont baissé de 8.0 % par rapport a 
l'an dernier, pour s'établir a 115.2 millions de dollars. 

Les revenus nets (compte tenu des autres sources de 
revenu des chemins de fer et des frais fixes) ont chute en 
1973, passant de 32.0 millions de dollars a 1.5 millions de 
dollars; Ic revenu net non ferroviaire s'est établi a 46.4 
millions de dollars, alors qu'il Ctait de 27.3 millions de 
dollars en 1972. 

Le solde des bénéfices non répartis au 3 1 décembre 
1973 a atteint 846.0 millions de dollars, soit 8.7 millions 
de dollars de plus que l'année précédente. 

L'actif total a augmenté de 4.4 % au cours de 
l'année observée pour atteindre 11,289.1 millions de 
dollars.
