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PREFACE

Annual railway transport statistics in Canada are
published n 4 series of six reports each of which covers
specific aspects of the industry: services rendered,
equipment available, traffic handled, the labour force
involved and the financial aspects of railways operating
in this country.

Statistics on railways have been collected and
published in Canada since 1875, first by the Depart-
ment of Railways and Canals until 1918, and Statistics
Canada since its inception in 1918. During this time
the data have been published in varying degrees of
detail. Until 1950 one volume contained all this annual
railway statistical data. In 1951 there were three;
1952 to 1957 there were five, and since 1958 six
separate parts have been used to reflect these annual
operations. The present report encompasses the fol-
lowing six parts which are not necessarily released in
the order they are numbered.

PREFACE

Les statistiques annuelles du transport ferroviaire au
Canada sont publiées dans six bulletins dont chacun traite
d’un secteur particulier de cette branche d’activité: les
services, le matériel, le fret transporté, la main-d’oeuvre et
les aspects financiers de I’exploitation ferroviaire.

Les statistiques sur les chemins de fer ont été
recucillies et publiées au Canada depuis 1875, tout
d’abord par le ministére des Chemins de fer et canaux
jusquen 1918, puis par Statistique Canada depuis sa
création en 1918. Pendant cette période, les données ont
été publiées d’'une maniére plus ou moins détaillée.
Jusqu’en 1950, il n’y avait qu'un volume pour toutes ces
données statistiques annuelles sur les chemins de fer.

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INTRODUCTION

Presented in this publication are the tinancial
results of all common carrier railways operating in
Cunada during 1975 except the Cartier Railway in
Quebec (see explanation below).

The Canada and Gulf Terminal Railway Com-
pany, whose statistics in prior years appeared under the
lieading, “Classes I and V™, was acquired by Cana-
dian National Railways effective January 1, 1975.
Accordingly. details of that line are now consolidated
with those of the CNR.

Concepts and Methodology

A “‘common carrier”, as referred to in this series
is one which holds itself out to the general public to
transport passengers and/or goods for compensation.

Financial details of railways are reported in
accordance with the Uniform Classification of Ac-
counts for Common Carriers by Railway prescribed
by the Railway Transport Committee, Canadian
Transport Commission,

For accounting purposes railways are divided
into the following four classes:

Class I. Canadian  National Railways and
Canadian Pacific Limited.

Class 1. Other carriers having average gross
revenues of $500,000 or more annually from Canadian
rail transport operations.

Class I1I. Other carriers having average gross
revenues of less than $500.000 annually.

Class IV. Other railways such as terminal, bridge.
and tunnel operations.

Classes I1, 11l and IV carriers have the option of
using a less detailed classification of expenses than
Class I carriers. Therefore in Table 3 operating ex-
penses for all railways are presented on this condensed
basis for purposes of comparison while in Table 3 A,
accounts of the CNR and CP appear separately in more
detail.

Details relating to individual railways have been
confined to those with gross operating revenues of $10
million or more annually. These roads account for over
97% of gross railway operating revenues in Canada.
Remaining railways are grouped under *‘Other” within
the respective accounting classifications noted above.

Ce bulletin présente les résultats financiers pour

La société Canada and Gulf Terminal Railway
Company dont les statistiques paraissaient sous la ru-
brique “classes IIl et IV” les années précédentes a été
acquise par le Canadien National le 1€T janvier 1975. Par
conséquent, les statistiques détaillées de cette société sont
maintenant regroupées avec celles du C.N.

Concepts et méthodologie

Un “chemin de fer public™ au sens qu’on tui donne
dans cette série est une exploitation qui offre au grand
public un service de transport de marchandises et (ou) de
voyageurs contre rétribution.

Figurent ici les états financiers des chemins de fer
publics exploités au Canada déclarés suivant I'Uniform
Classification of Accounts for Common Carriers by Rail-
way établie par le Comité des transports par chemin de fer
de la Commission canadienne des transports.

Pour les besoins de ces réglements comptables, les
chemins de fer sont regroupés en quatre classes:

Classe I. Canadien National et Canadien Pacifique.

Classe 1l. Autres chemins de fer ayant des receites
brutes moyennes de $500,000 ou plus par année prove-
nant de leur exploitation ferroviaire au Canada.

Classe III. Autres chemins de fer ayant des recettes
brutes moyennes de moins de $500,000 par année prove-
nant de leur exploitation ferroviaire au Canada.

Classe IV. Autres chemins de fer comme les sociétés
exploitant des installations terminales, des ponts et des
tunnels.

Les transporteurs des classes 11, 111 et IV peuvent se
servir d’une classification moins détaillée que celle des
transporteurs de classe 1. Au tableau 3, les dépenses
d’exploitation pour Pensemble des chemins de fer sont
présentées sous cette forme condensée pour en permettre
ta comparaison et les comptes du C.N. et du C.P. figurent
séparément au tableau 3 A, avec beaucoup plus de détails.

Les données sur des sociétés en particulier n'ont été
rassemblées que pour celles dont les recettes brutes
d’exploitation dépassent $10 millions par année. Celles-ci
fournissent plus de 97 ‘% des recettes brutes d’exploitation
ferroviaire au Canada. Les autres sociétés sont groupées
dans un poste intitulé “*Autres” de la classification comp-
table mentionnée plus haut.



While transportation and traffic statistics of the
Cartier Railway Company are included in Parts I, IV
and V of this annual series, financial details relative to
their railway operations are not available and thus do
not appear herein or in Part VI.

In order to define the scope of any given in-
dustry and avoid the overlapping of different publica-
tions covering two or more closely related industries,
Statistics Canada uses the Canadian Standard Industrial
Classification (S.1.C.), Catalogue 12-501, which pro-
vides a set of groups and classes suitable for the
compilation of statistics related to different industries.
The building block (reporting unit) which is fitted into
the above structure is the ‘establishment”™. An
establishment can be defined as the smallest unit which
is a separate operating entity capable of reporting
principal elements of input and output. While the
establishment is typically a factory, mine, store or
similar unit and in most cases is a separate firm, it may
encompass two or more operating units which are not
necessarily in the same location. It can also be an
individual working on his own account.

Industry 503 Railway Transport, as classified in
the S.I.C. includes establishments primarily engaged in
operating railways. The kinds of activities normally
carried on by railway establishments embraces the
operation of freight and passenger trains, commuter
service (but not street railways) maintenance of way
and structures, maintenance of equipment (including
that carried on in railway shops) dining car and
sleeping car services, freight, express and the operation
of railway terminal facilities. Road transportation
services operated by railway establishments and provid-
ing pick-up and delivery for the freight or express
services of the railway are included in this industry but
long distance trucking operations owned by railway
companies are usually treated as separate establish-
ments classified to the trucking industry and included
under S.1.C. Industry 507, Truck Transport.

Railway express service is included under
Industry 503, Railway Transport. Beginning in 1973,
however, the express services of Canadian Pacific
Express Company were treated as a separate establish-
ment and no longer appear under “rail”. It is now
incorporated instead under Industry 507, Other Truck
Transport since most of the operations of this com-
pany are highway transport.

Commercial communications facilities providing
service to the general public as well as to the railway
are treated as separate establishments and included in
S.I.C. Industries 544 Telephone Systems and 545
Telegraph and Cable Systems.

Pour délimiter le champ d’une industrie et pour
éviter que deux publications portant sur deux ou plusieurs
industries voisines traitent d’'un méme domaine, Statis-
tique Canada utilise 1a Classification des activités écono-
miques (C.A.E.), n0 12-501F au catalogue, qui prévoit des
groupes et des classes convenant au calcul de statistiques
portant sur diverses activités économiques. L’élément de
base (unité déclarante) que I'on insére dans la structure
ci-dessus est “‘Pétablissement’. Un établissement est la
plus petite unité constituant un ensemble d’exploitation
séparé capable de déclarer les éléments utilisés et les
produits. Habituellement, I’établissement est une usine,
une mine, un magasin ou une unité de ce genre et la
plupart du temps une entreprise séparée, mais il peut
englober deux unités ou plus qui ne sont pas nécessaire-
ment situées au méme endroit. Il peut également s agir
d’une personne travaillant pour son propre compte.

L’activité économique numéro 503, transports fer-
roviaires, comprend, selon la C.A.E., les établissements
dont Pactivité principale est I'exploitation de chemins de
fer. Les activités habituelles de ces établissements ferro-
viaires sont le transport de passagers et de marchandises.
Pexploitation de chemins de fer de banlieue (mais non de
chemins de fer urbains ni de tramways), entretien de la
voie et des ouvrages, I'entretien du matérie! (y compris le
travail effectué dans les ateliers des chemins de fer), les
services de voitures-restaurants et de voitures-lits, les
services de messageries et exploitation de terminus fer-
roviaires. Les services de transport routier assurés par des
¢tablissements ferroviaires et fournissant des services de
ramassage et de livraison de marchandises et les services de
messageries des chemins de fer sont inclus dans cette
activité économique. Toutefois, le camionnage interurbain
assuré par des compagnies ferroviaires constitue habituel-
lement un établissement séparé, classé avec le camionnage
et inclus dans Pindustrie numéro 507 de la C.A.E. (autre
camionnage).

Le service de messageries des chemins de fer est
compris dans 'activité économique numéro 503, trans-
ports ferroviaires. Toutefois, le service des messageries de
la société de messageries du Canadien Pacifique est con-
sidéré, depuis 1973, comme un établissement distinct et
ne parait plus sous la rubrique “chemin de fer” dans ce
rapport. Il est plutdt classé dans activité économique
numéro 507, autre camionnage, puisque la plupart des
activités de cette société consistent en transport routier.

Les installations de communications commerciales
desservant le grand public et les chemins de fer sont
considérées comme des établissements séparés et incluses
aux rubriques 544 (réseaux de téléphonie) et 545 (réseaux
de télégraphie et de cables) de la C.A.E.




Highway transport (rail) covers only certain high-
way movements which are deemed to form an integral
part of a railway haul. Thus a railway may offer a
service on a single ticket or rate to a northern point
some distance from the raithead and provide bus or
iruck transport to destination with its own equipment.
Most railways, however, merely turn such traffic over
to independent highway carriers in an arm’s length
transaction.

Financial Highlights

Despite untavourable economic conditions rail-
way operating revenues edged upward by 6.4% to
$2.733.8 million. Freight receipts, which rose 5.7%
primarily because of rate increases, amounted to
$2,263.2 million or 82.8% of the 1975 total revenue
figure. Federal government payments made to the
railways under the National Transportation Act (see
notes on page 10) were up by $20.8 million to $237.4
million and passenger fares contributed $83.8 million,
a slight improvement over the preceding year.

Inflated railway operating expenses more than
offset the modest gain in revenues, rising 11.5% to
$2,802.0 million. Higher wage and pension expenses,
fuel prices and material costs contributed heavily to
the overall increase. Outlays for road and equipment
maintenance, which represented more than a third of
all operating expenses, were up [1.0% to $1,046.8
million. Transportation costs at $1,119.3 million were
responsible for nearly 40% of the total and moncey
spent on general administration and accounting added
an additional $318.1 million to the expense bill.
Railway tax accruals were up 2.6% to $136.3 million.

Railways reported an operating deficit of $68.2
million in 1975 down considerably from net earnings
of $56.1 million a year earlier. The above figures
represent the difference between operating revemnues
and operating expenses before adding non-operating
income and deducting fixed charges.

Rail operations produced a deficit of $35.8 mil-
lion in 1975 as opposed to a net income of $&1.8
million in 1974. Rail operations include the railway
services referred 10 above, plus express (except that
relative to Canadian Pacific), commercial communica-
tions and highway transport (rail) operations. After
taking into account other sources of rail income and
lixed charges, the railways reported a deficit of $197.0
million — higher than the deficit of $52.3 million of
1974.

Le transport routier (entre terminus) ne s’applique
qu'a certains mouvements routiers qui sont considérés
comme faisant partie intégrante d’un systéme de transport
ferroviaire. Ainsi, un chemin de fer peut offrir un service
compris dans le prix d’un seul billet ou a un tarif fixe vers
un point situé a une certaine distance au Nord de la fin du
chemin de fer et assurer le transport par autobus ou
camion jusqu'a destination @ méme son propre matériel.
Toutefois, la plupart des chemins de fer s¢ contentent de
confier ce trafic a des transporteurs routiers indépendants
dans le cadre d'une transaction sans liens de dépendance.

Points saillants

En dépit d’une conjoncture défavorable, les recettes
d’exploitation ferroviaires ont progressé légérement, soit
de 6.4 2, pour atteindre $2,733.8 millions. Les recettes au
titre du transport des marchandises se sont accrues de
5.7 %, surtout a cause de la hausse des tarifs, pour
totaliser $2,263.2 millions, ce qui représente 82.8 % des
recettes en 1975. Les paiements du gouvernement fédéral
en vertu de la Loi nationale sur les transports (voir note,
page 10) se sont accrus de $20.8 millions pour atteindre
$237.4 millions, et le transport des voyageurs a fourni
$83.8 millions, montant quelque peu supérieur a celui de
I'année précédente.

La poussée des dépenses d’exploitation ferroviaires a
plus que compensé ce modeste accroissement des recettes:
les dépenses sont passées a $2,802.0 millions, soit une
croissance de 11.5 %. Les hausses des salaires, des verse-
ments aux régimes de retraite, du prix du carburant et des
couts du matériel ont été les principaux facteurs inhérents
a cette augmentation. Les immobilisations pour Pentretien
de la voie et du matériel ont cri de 11.0 %, pour totaliser
$1,046.8 millions. Les frais de transports, & $1,119.3
millions, ont constitué pres de 40 % du montant total et
les frais d’administration et de comptabilité ont ajouté
$318.1 millions aux dépenses. Les impots accumulés ont
augmenté de 2.6 7% pour s'élever a $136.3 millions.

Les sociétés ferroviaires ont déclaré un déficit de
$68.2 millions en 1975, alors que Pannée précédente il
sagissait d'un bénéfice net de $56.1 millions. Les chiffres
ci-dessus représentent la différence entre les recettes et les
dépenses d’exploitation, avant addition des recettes autres
que d'exploitation et déduction des frais fixes.

Lexploitation ferroviaire a accusé un déficit de
$£35.8 millions en 1975, contrairement a un revenu net de
$81.8 millions en 1974. Sont inclus dans le poste
“exploitation ferroviaire™ les services mentionnés ci-
dessus, les services de messageries (sauf celui du Canadien
Pacifique), les services de communications commerciales
et de transport routier. Compte tenu des autres sources de
revenu des chemins de fer et des frais fixes, les sociétés
ferroviaires ont accusé un déficit de $197.0 millions,
c'est-a-dire un montant encore plus élevé qu'en 1974, ou il
avait été de $52.3 millions.



The retained income balance at the close of 1975
stood at $791.1 million a decline of $249.874 from
December 31 a year previous.

Total railway assets rose by $779.8 million dur-
ing the year under review to $12,722.8 million.

Government Payments to Canadian Pacific Rail

Prior to 1975, claims for branch line and passen-
ger service losses could not be made in the current
year, and compensation paid under the terms of the
National Transportation Act was received and recorded
subsequent to the end of the year concerned. There
were also uncertainties as to the amount the company
would be entitled to recover in respect of a year, as the
basis for calculation of the amounts of loss had not
been finally determined. Accordingly, loss recoveries
were not recorded until the cash was actually received.

In 1975, the uncertainties regarding determina-
tion of the amounts recoverable were substantially
resolved and under the Railway Advance Payment
Regulations, pursuant to Appropriation Act, No. 4,
1975, it became possible to file claims and receive
payment on a current basis. As a result, the company
has changed its accounting for the loss compensation
from the cash basis, which is no longer appropriate, to
the accrual basis and CP rail results for the years 1970
to 1974 have been restated to give retroactive effect to
this change. The effect has been to increase CP rail’s
results as follows:

En 1975, les incertitudes quant au montant a
recevoir ont été en grande partie dissipées et, en vertu du
Réglement sur les paiements anticipés verses aux chemins
de fer et conformément a la Loi n® 4 de 1975 portant
affectation de crédits, il est devenu possible de faire des
réclamations et de recevoir des paiements sur une base
courante. La société est donc passée d'un systeme de
comptabilité de caisse, qui n’était plus approprié¢, a une
comptabilité d'exercice et les chiffres pour les années
1970 a 1974 ont été repris, pour donner un effet rétroac-
tif a cette modification. Il en est résulté une augmentation
des chiffres:
