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Canadian railway history began with the opening 
for traffic of a 16-mile line between St. Jean and 
Laprairie. Quebec on July 21, 1836. This was only six 
years after the opening of the first railway in the 
world, the Liverpool and Manchester in England. 

There were three great periods of railway con-
struction in Canada, the 1850's, when the Grand Trunk 
and the Great Western Railways were built; the 1870's 
and 1880's, when the Intercolonial and the Canadian 
Pacific Railways were built; and the 1900 to 1917 
period which saw construction of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific. the National Transcontinental and the Cana-
dian Northern. 

In 1867 the colonies that came together in 
Canada's Confederation had some 2,500 miles of 
railway line. 

The Canadian Pacific Railway, a joint stock 
company, was the first transcontinental system, having 
been conipleted in 1885. The Canadian National 
Railways, a name applied in 1918 to all govern-
ment-owned and controlled lines, had its origin in 
(anada's first railway. The system embraces in addition 

that pioneer line, numerous other railways and is 
lie corporate successor to the Grand Trunk, the 

lntercolonial, the Canadian Northern, the National 
Transcontinental and the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
ways. It is the only railway now serving all ten 
provinces and the Northwest Territories. 

Today, the Canadian National and Canadian 
Pacific Limited are engaged in countrywide trans-
portation services and are the two main rail systems in 
Canada. Both operate a number of subsidiary services 
including hotels, telecommunications, express, highway 
transportation, steamships and airlines. 

In all, some 33 common carrier companies 
provide railway transportation in Canada. Nearly half 
of this number are United States subsidiary lines 
operating between the two countries. 

Annual Railway Transport statistics are pub. 
lished in a six-part series of reports. Each of these 
parts covers a specific subject or group of subjects 
relative to services rendered, equipment available, 
traffic handled, the labour force and financial results. 

Statistics on railways have been collected and 
nublished in Canada since 1875; first by the Depart-
inent of Railways and Canals until 1918 and by 
statistics Canada since its inception in that year. Over 
this period of time the data have been published in 
varying degrees of detail. Until 1950 all annual data 

L'histoire des chemins de fer canadiens remonte au 
21 juillet 1836 avec l'ouverture d'une ligne de 16 mules 
entre St. Jean et Laprairie, au Québec. Cet événement 
survenait six ans seulement aprés Ia misc en service du 
premier chemin de fer dii monde, le Liverpool and 
Manchester d'Angleterre.

Annual statistics of railways in Canada are 
compiled by the Transportation and Communications 
Division of Statistics Canada from returns made in 
accordance with the provisions of the Railway Act and 
the Statistics Act. The returns are certified as being 
correct by the comptrollers or other senior officers of 
the companies. 

Published railway transport information is in-
tended to serve a wide variety of purposes chief among 
which are: 

(a) to aid in the planning and formulation of national 
and regional transportation policy: 

(b) to furnish details useful in the administration 
and regulation of railway carriers; 

(c) to provide a basis for description and analysis of 
this sector of the economy; 

(d) to provide inputs into national statistical aggre-
gates, such as the Gross National Product for use 
in the formation of Canada's economic policy

The operations of railway companies, although 
diverse in nature, have been found to conform closely 
to the establishment concept outlined in the Standard 
Industrial Classification (SIC 503) Railway Transport. 

Not included in railway transport statistics are 
operations of private industrial railways. These carriers 
are not for-hire and exist solely to transport the goods 
of companies engaged in such activities as mining, 
forestry and manufacturing.

Financial details of railways are reported in 
accordance with the Uniform Classification of Ac-
counts for Common Carriers by Railway prescribed by 
the Railway Transport Committee, Canadian Transport 
Commission. For accounting and statistical purposes 
railways are divided into the following four classes: 

Class I. Canadian National Railways and Cana-
dian Pacific Limited and their related 
operations which are defined as Cana-
dian rail operations. 

. (1tv, II Other carriers having average gross rev-
enues of $500,000 or more annually 
from Canadian rail transport opera-
tions. 

Class Ill. Other carriers having average gross 
revenues of less than $500.000 annu-
ally. 

Class IV. Other companies which report under 
the Railway Act, such as terminal. 
bridge, and tunnel companies. 

All four reporting levels are covered in the six-
part annual. Statistics issued on a more frequent-than-
annual basis refer to Classes I and Il only. The latter 
account for 24 of the 33 common carrier railways 
operating in Canada. 

The Canada and Gulf Terminal Railway Com-
pany, whose statistics prior to 1975 were included in 
the six-part annual series under the heading "Classes Ill 
and 1V", was acquired by Canadian National Railways 
effective January 1, 1975. Accordingly, details of that 
line are now consolidated with those of the CNR. 

Because of the close accounting relationship 
. hetween the mining and railway activities of the Cartier 

Railway, operating revenues and expenditures for the 
aLter cannot be segregated. Consequently, financial

However, details of the physical work per-
formed by this railway are included in Parts I, Ill, IV 
and V. In computing dollar-related averages traffic and 
transportation statistics of the Cartier Railway have 
been omitted. 

Data relative to Canadian National Railways and 
Canadian Pacific Limited, and seven other roads 
normally earning gross operating revenues of $10 
million or more annually, are shown individually in all 
but Part I of the annual report. Statistics for the 
remaining 24 railways are grouped under their respec-
tive headings, "All Other Class II" and. "Classes Ill and 
IV". 

In recent years the express facilities of some 
railways have become primarily "over-the-highway" 
operations. This has resulted in the re-classification of 
these services to SIC Industry 507 "Other Truck 
Transport" and the inclusion of statistics relative there-
to in Catalogue 53-222, Motor C'arriers - Freight and 
Household Goods Movers. In 1973 details of the 
Canadian Pacific Express Company were reclassified in 
this manner and, commencing in 1976, the Railway 
Express Agency no longer appears in the rail series. 

Data appearing in the six parts have been 
manually tabulated from audited annual returns fur-
nished by the respondent railways. A completed copy 
of each return is filed with both the Canadian 
Transport Commission and Statistics Canada in ac-
cordance with joint reporting arrangements. The re-
turns are based on the calendar year ended December 
31st and they are to be submitted to the above federal 
agencies not later than March 31st of the year follow. 
ing that to which the reports relate. 

Standard editing, compilation, cold type and 
printing practices are employed by Statistics Canada in 
the preparation and publication of these data. Every 
effort is made in each phase of production to minimize 
the consequence of error. 

Quality and Data Limitations 

Railway accounting is governed by a uniform 
system of accounts prescribed by the Canadian Trans-
port Commission under specific provisions of the 
Railway Act. This uniform system is divided into six 
classifications, which are in minute detail, and which 
are supplemented from time to time by interpretations 
issued by the Commission.

This classification was developed solely for the 
purpose of establishing a standard basis of reporting 
employees, their service hours and compensation in 
statements to the Canadian Transport Commission and 
Statistics Canada. 

Railway commodity information has, since 1970, 
been reported and published on the basis of a 320 code 
structure derived from the Standard Commodity Class-
ification (SCC) of Statistics Canada. The SCC is a 
system which classifies commodities according to end 
use and it is one which is compatible with a system 
used by the United Nations, In Statistics Canada the 
SCC is also the basis for commodity series published on 
water and road transport, imports, exports, manu-
facturing materials and shipments. 

Prior to 1970 rail traffic statistics were published 
for 267 commodity classes based on an aggregation of 
the Association of American Railroads (AAR) codes. 
That code was structured primarily on categories of 
industrial output and there is only indirect corn pat-
ibility between the 267 commodity groupings and the 
new 320 commodity system. 

The above-mentioned classifications, along with 
supplementary instructions provided on many of the 
forms used for reporting purposes, facilitate a 
considerable degree of uniformity and reliability in 
iatistical data. It should be borne in mind, how-
ver, that for some operating statistics such as 
hose relative to mileage (train-miles, loco motive- miles 

and car-miles) no standard rules, instructions or inter-
pretations governing their reporting are available in 
Canada from any one source. Consequently, it is 
conceivable that the methodology for recording these 
data may differ from carrier to carrier resulting in 
reporting anomalies which could go undetected. Note 
too that since completed statements submitted by the 
railways contain data at an aggregate rather than at a 
single record level, it is not always possible to identify 
reporting errors or slight deviations from standardized 
classification systems. 

Financial data for the two major railways, (CN 
and CP), filed and published monthly in. Railway 
Operating Statistics (Catalogue 52-003), may differ 
from year-end audited figures shown separately in the 
annual series.

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Statistical Highlights 

Compared with 1976, railway operating revenues 
rose 10.8% to a new high of $3,538.1 iriillion. Receipts 
for revenue freight increased 11.6% to $2,935.3 
million. Federal government payments to the rail-
ways, under the National Transportation Act, were 
$355.2 million or 12.9% more than in 1976. Paenger 
revenues increased for the fourth consecutive year. 

The average revenue earned by the railways 
per ton-mile of freight decreased 5.0% to 2.07 cents 
from 2.18 cents. Average revenue per ton-mile is the 
average amount received for hauling a ton of freight 
one mile. While it does not necessarily measure average 
rate levels (because it is affected by composition 
of traffic and length of haul) it does show the average 
freight charges for traffic handled. 

Total railway expenses rose 8.9% to $3,349.0 
million in 1977 and, as a result, net operating income 
(after taxes, but before fixed charges) amounted to 
$189.0 million, a 62.2% increase over 1976. This 
was due mainly to Canadian National which showed 
a net operating revenue of $110.3 million in 1977 
compared with $56.1 million in 1976. During 1977, 
expenditures for road and equipment maintenance, 
and for transportation operations accounted for 
77.4% of operating expenses. All three of these cat-
egories showed increases over 1976, equipment main-
tenance costs being the highest with an increase of 
15.9%. 

Railway tax accruals amounted to $196.5 
million, 12.8% above 1976. Compared with the pre-
vious year, income taxes rose 11.5% to $59.7 million 
while provincial and municipal taxes combined in-
creased 15.2% to $93.6 million. Pension plan and old 
age retirement taxes at $19.6 million were 10.2 % 
above the year earlier level. 

"Rail" operations in 1977 showed a net oper-
ating income of $223.9 million compared with $147.0 
for 1976, a 52.3% increase. "Rail" operations included 
the railway services referred to previously, as well 
as express operations (excluding Canadian Pacific 
Express and the Railway Express Agency, see reference 
in the "Introduction"), commercial communications 
operations and highway transport (rail) operations. 
After taking into account other sources of rail and non-
rail income and fixed charges, the railways reported 
total earnings of $68.2 million an 84.7% increase 
over the $36.9 million reported for 1976. 

Points saillants 

Par rapport a 1976, les recettes d'expluitttioii 
ferroviaires ont progressé de 10.8 % pour atteindre un 
nouveau sommet de $3,538.1 millions. Les recettes an 
titre des marchandises payantes ont augmenté de 11.6 % 
pour s'établir $2,935.3 millions. Les paiements du 
gouvernement fédéral en vertu de Ia Loi nationale sur 
le transport se sont chiffrés a $355.2 millions, soit 12.9 % 
de plus qu'en 1976. Les recettes au titre du transport 
des voyageurs ont marqué une hausse pour Ia quatri-
ième année consecutive. 

Les recettes moyennes des chemins de fer par mule-
tonne de marchandises ont baissé de 5.0 %, passant de 
2.18 cents a 2.07 cents. Les recettes moyennes par mille-
tonne représcntent le montant moyen reçu pour le trans-
port d'une tonne de marchandises sur une distance d'un 
mule. Ce chiffre ne correspond pas nécessairement au 
tarif moyen (en raison de l'incidence de Ia nature des 
marchandises et de Ia longueur du trajet) niais refléte 
cependant les frais moyens pour l'acheminement des 
marchandises. 

Les dCpenses totales des societes ferroviaires ont 
grinipé de 8.9 % pour monter a $3,349.0 millions en 
1977, le bénéfice net (apres inipot mais avant les frais 
fixes) se chiffrant $189.0 millions, une hausse de 62.2 ¶ 
par rapport a 1976. C'est le Canadien National qui a 
le plus contribuC a cette augmentation puisque ses recettes 
d'exploitation se sont chiffrées a $110.3 millions en 
1977 comparativement a $56.1 millions en 1976. En 
1977, les dCpenses au titre de l'entretien des voies, du 
materiel et du transport ont cornpte pour 77.4 % de 
ces depenses. Ces trois postes de dCpenses ont aff'iché 
des hausses sur 1976, les frais d'entretien du materiel 
intervenant pour Ia plus forte augmentation avec 15.9 %. 

Les impOts accumulës ont totalisë $196.5 millions 
au cours de l'année, soit 12.8 % de plus qu'en 1976. 
Par rapport a l'année précédente, les socidtés ferroviaires 
ont payC 11.5 % plus d'impOt ($59.7 millions) et 15.2 % 
plus d'impãt provincial et municipal ($93.6 millions). 
Les contributions aux regimes de pensions et de sécurité 
de Ia vieillesse se sont cliiffrées a $19.6 millions, en 
hausse de 10.2 % sur l'année précddente. 

En 1977, l'exploitation "ferroviaire" a affichC 
un bénCfice net de $223.9 millions comparativement 
a $147.0 millions pour 1976, cc qui représente une hausse 
de 52.3 %. L'cxploitation "ferroviaire" comprend les 
services mentionnées ci-dessus, les services de messageries 
sauf ceux du Canadien Pacifique Ct de Ia Railway Express 
Agency (voir I'introduction), les communications corn-
merciales et Ic transport routier. Compte tenu des autres 
sources de revenu de I'exploitation ferroviaire et non 
ferroviaire et des frais fixes, les chemins de fer ont déclai 
des gains totaux de $68.2 millions, une augmentation 
de 84.7 % par rapport aux $36.9 millions enregistrës 
en 1976.
