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Introduction 

General 
Canadian railway history began with the opening 

for traffic of a 16-mile line between St. Jean and 
Laprairie, Quebec on July 21, 1836. This was only six 
years after the opening of the first railway in the 
world, the Liverpool and Manchester in England. 

There were three great periods of railway construc. 
lion in Canada, the 1850's, when the Grand Trunk 
and the Great Western Railways were built; the 1870's 
and 1880's, when the Intercolonial and the Canadian 
Pacific Railways were built; and the 1900 to 1917 
period which saw construction of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, the National Transcontinental and the Cana-
dian Northern. 

In 1867 the colonies that came together in 
Canada's Confederation had some 2,500 miles of 
railway line. 

The Canadian Pacific Railway, a joint stock com-
pany, was the first transcontinental system, having 
been completed in 1885. The Canadian National Rail-
ways, a name applied in 1918 to all government-
owned and controlled lines, had its origin in Canada's 
first railway. The system embraces in addition to that 
pioneer line, numerous other railways and is the cor-
porate successor to the Grand Trunk, the Inter-
colonial, the Canadian Northern, the National Trans-
continental and the Grand Trunk Pacific Railways. It 
is the only railway now serving all 10 provinces and 
the Northwest Territories. 

Today, the Canadian National and Canadian Pa-
cific limited are engaged in countrywide transporta-
tion services and are the two main rail systems in 
Canada. Both operate a number of subsidiary services 
including hotels, telecommunications, express, high-
way transportation, steamships and airlines. 

In all, some 33 common carrier companies provide 
railway transportation in Canada. Nearly half of this 
number are United States subsidiary lines operating 
between the two countries. 

Introduction

L'histoire des chemins de fer canadiens remonte au 21 

juillet 1836 avec I'ouverture d'une ligne de 16 milles entre 
St. Jean et Laprairie, au Québec.

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Statistics on railways have been collected and pub-
lished in Canada since 1875; first by the Department 
of Railways and Canals until 1918 and by Statistics 
Canada since its inception in that year. Over this 
period of time the data have been published in vary-
ing degrees of detail. Until 1950 all annual data were 
contained in one volume. In 1951 there were three 
separate parts and from 1952 through 1957 there 
were five. Since 1958 six parts have been published 
in this series as noted below. These are not necessarily 
released in the order they are numbered.

Annual statistics of railways in Canada are com-
piled by the Transportation and Communications 
Division of Statistics Canada from returns made in 
accordance with the provisions of the Railway Act 
and the Statistics Act. The returns are certified as 
being correct by the comptrollers or other senior 
officers of the companies.

Survey Methodology and Concepts 
This six-part annual rail series is based on a census 

of common carrier railways in Canada which come 
within the legislative authority of the Canadian 
Transport Commission. During 1978 there were 33 
such railways operating in Canada. 

The operations of railway companies, although 
diverse in nature, have been found to conform closely 
to the establishment concept outlined in the Standard 
Industrial Classification (SIC 503) Railway Transport. 

Not included in railway transport statistics are 
operations of private industrial railways. These carriers 
are not for-hire and exist solely to transport the 
goods of companies engaged in such activities as 
mining, forestry and manufacturing. 

Financial details of railways are reported in accord-
tnce with the Uniform Classification of Accounts for 

Common Carriers by Railway prescribed by the Rail-
way Transport Committee, Canadian Transport Com-
mission. For accounting and statistical purposes rail-
ways are divided into the following four classes. 

Class I. Canadian National Railways, Canadian Pacific 
Limited and VIA Rail Canada Incorporated and their 
related operations which are defined as Canadian rail 
operations. 
Class H. Other carriers having average gross revenues 
of $500 .000 or more annually from Canadian rail 
transport operations. 
Class HI. Other carriers having average gross revenues 
of less than $500,000 annually. 
Class W. Other companies which report under the 
Railway Act, such as terminal, bridge, and tunnel 
corn panies. 

All four reporting levels are covered in the six.part 
annual. Statistics issued on a more frequent-than-
annual basis refer to Classes I and II only. The latter 
account for 24 of the 33 common carrier railways 
operating in Canada. 

The Canada and Gulf Terminal Railway Company, 
whose statistics prior to 1975 were included in the 
six-part annual series under the heading "Classes III 
and IV", was acquired by Canadian National Rail- 

Méthodes et concepts d'enquete 
Cette série annuelle en six bulletins sur le transport 

ferroviaire se fonde sur le recensement des chemins de fer 
publics du Canada qui relève de Ia Commission canadienne 
des transports.

Consequently, financial 
statistics pertaining to the Cartier Railway are ex-
cluded from Parts 11 and VI of the six.part annual 
series of reports. However, details of the physical 
work perfonned by this railway are included in Parts 
I, Ill, IV and V. In computing dollar-related averages 
traffic and transportation statistics of the Cartier 
way have been omitted. 

Data relative to Canadian National Railways, Cana-
dian Pacific Limited, Class II railways and Classes III 
and IV railways are shown in all but Part I of the 
annual report. 

In recent years the express facilities of some rail-
ways have become primarily "over-the-higway" oper-
ations. This has resulted in the re-classification of 
these services to SIC Industry 507 "Other Truck 
Transport" and the inclusion of statistics relative 
thereto in Catalogue 5 3-222, Motor Carriers - 
Freight and Household Goods Movers. In 1973 de-
tails of the Canadian Pacific Express Company were 
reclassified in this manner and, commencing in 
1976, the Railway Express Agency no longer appears 
in the rail series. 

Data appearing in the six parts have been manually 
tabulated from audited annual returns furnished by 
the respondent railways. A completed copy of each 
return is filed with both the Canadian Transport 
Commission and Statistics Canada in accordance with 
joint reporting arrangements. The returns are based 
on the calendar year ended December 31st and they 
are to be submitted to the above federal agencies not 
later than March 31St of the year following that to 
which the reports relate. 

Standard editing, compilation, cold type and 
printing practices are employed by Statistics Canada 
in the preparation and publication of these data. 
Every effort is made in each phase of production to 
minimize the consequence of error.

Quality and Data Limitations 
Railway accounting is governed by a uniform sys-

tem of accounts prescribed by the Canadian Trans-
port Commission under specific provisions of the 
Railway Act. This uniform system is divided into six 
classifications, which are in minute detail, and which 
are supplemented from time to time by interpreta-
tions issued by the Commission.

The coverage given to the Canadian railway indus-
try in this publication reflects information available 
from annual reports filed by the 33 companies opera-
tingin 1978. 

Limitations of data from two carriers influenced 
the contents of the tables in the following way: 
The annual report submitted by the White Pass 
and Yukon Route Railway was incomplete. As a 
result, their financial statistics are not contained in 
this publication. However, freight tonnage figures 
according to commodity classes were filed and can 
be found in two publications: Railway Freight Traffic 
(Catalogue 52.205) and Railway Transport: Part V 
(Catalogue 52-21 1). 

. 

Financial statistics pertaining to the Cartier Railway 
are excluded from this annual publication because of 
the close accounting relationship between their 
mining and railway activities. However, details of the 
physical work performed by this railway are included 
in Parts I, 111, IV and V. 

The ability of CN and C? to adhere to the Uni-
form Classification of Accounts was reduced when 
special contractual arrangements were made with 
VIA Rail. CN and CP provide tracks, stations and 
facilities to VIA Rail for a fee. CN and CP also sell 
equipment, refurbish cars and perform services such 
as engine and car maintenance for VIA Rail. The 
money that CN and CP receive from VIA Rail is 
shown as "Passenger revenues". As a result, the 
amounts under this heading overstate the amounts 
actually earned by CN and CP from the operation of 
their own commuter passenger services and long 
distance runs not taken over by VIA Rail. This also 
affects ('N and CP revenue per passenger-mile (pas-
senger-kilometre) calculations and produces artifi-
cially high results in these categories.

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Financial data for the two major railways, (CN and 
CP), filed and published monthly in, Railways Opera-
ting Statistics (Catalogue 52-003), may differ from 
year-end audited figures shown separately in the 
annual series.

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Statistical Highlights 
Compared with 1977, railway operating revenues 

rose 9.7% to a new high of $3,882.3 million. Receipts 
for revenue freight increased 9.3% to $3,208.1 
million. Federal government payments to the rail-
ways, under the National Transportation Act and 
the Railway Passenger Services Contract Regulations, 
were $384.2 million or 8.1% more than in 1977. 

The average revenue earned by the railways per 
ton-mile of freight increased 7.5% to 2.23 cents from 
2.07 cents. Average revenue per ton-mile is the 
average amount received for hauling a ton of freight 
one mile. While it does not necessarily measure 
average rate levels (because it is affected by composi-
tion of traffic and length of haul) it does show the 
average freight charges for traffic handled. 

Total railway expenses rose 9.7% to $3,675.4 
million in 1978 and, as a result, net operating income 
(after taxes, but before fixed charges) amounted to 
$206.9 million, a 9.5% increase over 1977. During 
1978, expenditures for road and equipment mainte-
nance, and for transportation operations accounted 
for 769% of operating expenses. All three of these 
categories showed increases over 1977, equipment 
maintenance costs being the lnghcst with an increase 
of 12.3 

Railway ta accruals amounted to $222.7 million, 
13.4% above 1977. Compared with the previous year, 
income taxes rose 7.6% to $64.2 million while provin-
cial and municipal taxes combined increased 19.5% 
to $1 11 .8 million. Pension plan and old age retire-
ment taxes at $22.3 million were 13.8% above the 
year earlier level. 

"Rail" operations in 1978 showed a net operating 
income of $250.3 million compared with $223.9 
for 1977, an II .8% increase. "Rail" operations in-
cluded the railway services referred to previously, as 
well as express operations (excluding CP Express 
and the Railway Express Agency, see reference in the 
"Introduction"), commercial communications opera-
tions and highway transport (rail) operations. After 
taking into account other sources of rail and non-rail 
income and fixed charges, the railways reported total 
earnings of $191.2 million, an increase of 180.3% 
over the $68.2 million reported for 1977. This gain 
was due mainly to CN which showed net earnings of 
$135.8 million in 1978 compared with $30.8 million 
in 1977. 

The retained income balance at the end of 1978 
was $845.0 million, an increase of $87.4 million from 
the $757.6 million at the end of 1977. 

Total assets rose by $271.3 million during the year 
under review to $14,153.0 million.
