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General 

Canadian railway history began with the 
opening for traffic of a 16-mile line 
between St-Jean and Laprairie Quebec, on 
July 21, 1836. This was only six years after 
the opening of the first railway in the 
world, the Liverpool and Manchester in 
England. 

Générali Lés

There were three great periods of railway 
construction in Canada, the 1850's, when the 
Grand trunk and the Great western Railways 
were built.; the 1870's and 1880's, when the 
Intercolonial and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
ways were built; and the 1900 to 1917 period 
which saw construction of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, the National Transcontinental and 
the Canadian Northern. 

In 1867 the colonies that came together 
in Canada's Confederation had some 2,500 
iii los of railway line. 

S The Canadian Pacific Railway, a joint 
ick company, was the first transcontinen-

til system, having been completed in 1885. 
The Canadian National Railways, a name 
applied in 1918 to all government-owned and 
controlled lines, had its origin in Canada's 
first railway. The system embraces in addi-
tion to that pioneer line, numerous other 
railways and is the corporate successor to 
the Grand Trunk, the Intercolonial, the 
Canadian Northern, the Nat ional Transconti-
nental and the Grand Trunk Pacific Railways. 
It is the only railway now serving all 10 
provinces and the Northwest Territories. 

Today, the Canadian National and Canadian 
Pacific Limited are engaged in countrywide 
transportation services and are the two main 
rail systems in Canada. 6oth operate a num-
ber of subsidiary services including hotels, 
telecommunications, express, highway trans-
portation, steamships and airlines. 

Up to and including 1980, 33 common 
carrier companies provided railway transpor-
tat ion in Canada. In 1981, this number was 
reduced to 32 due to the purchase and amal-
jamation of Northern Alberta Railway with 
Canadian National Railways. Nearly half of 
this number are United StateG subsidiary 
I 	 IHj 	ftt 	Hi* 	t WU (tutit r•iP$. 

On a assisté a t.rois grandes périodes de cons-
truct ion de chemins de fer au Canada: les années 
1850 narquèrent l'avèneinent du Grand-Tronc et de 
Ta Great Western Railways; puis dans les années 
1870 et. 1880, co fut le cheinin de fer Int.ercolo-
nial et le Canadien Pacifique; enfin, daris la 
période de 1900 a 1917, on construisit le Grand-
Tronc-Pacifique, le National Transcontinental et 
le Canadien-Nord. 

En 1867, les colonies gui formèrent la Confé-
dération canadienne disposaient de quelque 2,500 
milles de voles ferrées. 

Le Canadien Pacifique, 	une société par 
actions, a été le premier réseau transcontinen-
tal, ayant été achevé en 1885. Les Chernins de fer 
Natioriaux du Canada (Canadien National), nom 
donnée en 1918 a toutes les lignes possédées et 
contrOlées par l'Etat, tirent leurs origines du 
premier chemin de fer canadien. Outre cette 
premiere ligne, le réseau comprend de nornbreux 
autres chetnins de fer et constitue le successeur 
du Grand-Tronc, de l'Intercolonial, du Canadien-
Nord, du National Transcontinental et du Grand-
tronc-Pacifique. C'est le seul chemin de fer 
desservir actuellement Tes 10 provinces et les 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest. 

Aujourd'hui, le Canadien National et le Cana-
dien Pacifique exploitent un service de transport 

l'échelle du pays et forment les deux princi-
paux systèmes ferroviaires au Canada. us offrent 
également un certain nombre de services complé-
inentaires dans les domaines de l'hôtellerie, des 
téléconiiiunications, des nessageries et du trans-
port routier, maritime, et aérien. 

Jusqu'à 1980, ii existait 33 entreprises de 
transport public assurant le transport ferro-
vinire au Canada.

Près 
de Ia moitiC d'entre dies sont des filiales amé-
riceines exploitant un service entre Ins dcix 
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Annual Railway Transport statistics are 
published in a six-part series of reports. 
Each of these parts covers a specific sub-
ject or group of subjects relative to servi-
ces rendered, equipment available, traffic 
handled, the labour force and financial 
results. 

Statistics on railways have been collect-
ed and published in Canada since 1875; first 
by the Department of Railways and Canals 
until 1918 and by The Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics (now Statistics Canada) since its 
inception in that year. Over this period of 
time the data have been published in varying 
degrees of detail. Until 1950 all annual 
data were contained in one volume. In 1951 
there were three separate parts and from 
1952 through 1957 there were five. Since 
1958 six parts have been published in this 
series as noted below. These are not 
necessarily released in the order they are 
numbered.

Annual statistics of railways in Canada 
are compiled by the Transportation and Com-
munications Division of Statistics Canada 
from returns made in accordance with the 
provisions of the Railway Act and the Sta-
tistics Act. The returns are certified as 
being correct by the comptrollers or other 
senior officers of the companies. 

Published railway transport information 
is intended to serve a wide variety of pur-
poses chief among which are: 

to aid in the planning and formulation of 
national and regional transportation policy; 
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to ñ,rnish details useful in the administra-
t. Ion an&l i1ij1atiori of rOil_way ('arrler.s; 

U prov ic a basis for descript 1011 011(1 atial-
SlS of this sector of the economy; 

to provide inpUts into national statistical 
aggregates, such as the Gross National Prod-
uct for use in the formation of Canada's 
economic policy. 

Survey Methodology and Concepts 

This six-part annual rail series is based 
on a census of common carrier railways in 
Canada which come within the legislative 
authority of the Canadian Transport Commis-
sion. During 1981 there were 32 such rail-
ways operating in Canada. 

The operations of railway companies, 
although diverse in nature, have been found 
to conform closely to the establishment con-
cept outlined in the Standard Industrial 
Classification (SIC 503) Railway Transport. 

Not included in railway transport statis-
tics are operations of private industrial 
railways. These carriers are not for-hire 
and exist solely to transport the goods of 
companies engaged in such activities as 
lIming, forestry and manufacturing. 

Financial details of railways are report-
ed in accordance with the Uniform Classifi-
cation of Accounts for Common Carriers by 
Railway prescribed by the Railway Transport 
Committee, Canadian Transport Commission. 
For accounting and statistical purposes 
railways are divided into the following four 
classes.

Cette série annuelle en six bulletins sur le 
transport ferroviaire se fonde sur le recensement 
des chemins de fer publics du Canada qui relëve 
de la Commission canadienne des transports.

Les activités des chemins de fer, bien que des 
plus variées, correspondent de très près h la 
classe de la CAC 503, Transports ferrovimires, de 
la Classification des activités économiques. 

Les act ivités des chemins de fer industriels 
privés ne ligurent pas dans les statistiques du 
transport ferroviaire puisque ces derniers ne 
sont pas des transporteurs pour compte d'autrui 
et s'occupent uniquement du transport de marchan-
dises pour le compte d'entreprises minières, 
forestières ou manufacturières. 

Le lecteur trouvera ici les états financiers 
des chemins de fer publics exploités mu Canada, 
déclarés suivant l'Uniform Classification of 
Accounts for Coninon Carriers by Railway etablie 
par le Comité des transports par chemin de fer de 
la Commission canadienne des transports.

La comptabilittl de Is Cart ier Railway ne fnt 
pas de distinction marquee entre ses activités 
minières et ferroviaires, aussi n'est-il pas pos-
sible d'isoler les recettes et les dépenses d'ex-
ploitatton liées aux seules activités ferro-
viaires. En consequence, les statistiques finan-
cières de cette entreprise ne figurent pas dons 
les parties II et VI de la série annuelle. Toute-
fois, les details des travaux effectués par ce 
chernin dft fer sont présentés dons les parties I, 
III, IV et V. Les statistiques du trafic et du 
transport de la Cartier Railway ont été oniises 
dans le calcul des moyennes en dollars. 

Les données relatives au Canadien National, au 
Canadien Pacifique et VIA Rail ainsi que les 
chemins de fer de la classe II et ceux des 
classes III et IV paraissent dons tous les 
bulletins de la série annuelle sauf la partie I. 

Ces dernires années, les services de message-
ries de certains chemins de fer se sont surtout 
faits par route. En consequence, on les a reclas-
sés sous la rubrique 507 de la CAF, "Autrn 
camionnage", tandis que les statistiques pert r-
nentes paraissaient dons la publication [ntrepri 
ses de cam ionnaqe et de déinénaqeient, no 53-22 
au ctalogue. En 1973, les donrrées relatives sri 
Messageries du Canadien Pacifique ont été reclas--
sees de la rnême façon et, partir de 1976, 
celles de la Railway Express kjency ne figurent 
plus dans Ia série sur le transport ferroviaire. 

Les données de la série en six parties ont 
fait l'objet de totalisations manuelles partir 
des declarations annuelles vérifiées produites 
par les sociétés ferroviaires répondantes. Un 
exemplaire rempli de chaque declaration est 
envoye a la Commission canadienne des transports 
et a Statistique Canada conformément aux ententes 
conclues entre ces deux parties. Les declarations 
portent sur l'année civile terminée le 31 décem-
bre et doivent parvenir aux orqanisrnes fédéraux 
susmentionnés au plus tard le 31 mars de l'année 
suivant l'année visée par la declaration. 

Statistique Canada fait appel a des méthodes 
normalisées de collecte, de rassemblement, de 
composition froide et d'impression pour lo pré-
paration et la publication de ces données. On ne 
ménage aucun effort b chacun des étapes de la 
production pour minimiser les consequences 
d' erreurs. 

All four reporting levels are covered in 
the six-part annual. Statistics issued on a 
more frequent-than-annual basis refer to 
Classes I and II only. The latter account 
for 24 of the 32 common carrier railways 
operating in Canada. 

Because of the close accounting relation-
ship between the mining and railway activi-
ties of the Cartier Railway, operating reve-
nues and expenditures for the latter cannot 
be segregated. Consequently, financial sta-
tistics pertaining to the Cartier Railway 
are excluded from Parts II and VI of the 
six-part annual series of reports. However, 
details of the physical work performed by 
this railway are included in Parts I, III, 
IV and V. In computing dollar-related avera-
ges traffic and transportation statistics of 
the Cartier Railway have been omitted. 

Data relative to Canadian National Rail-
ways, Canadian Pacific Limited, and VIA 
Rail, Class II railways and Classes III and 
IV railways are shown in all but Part I of 
the annual report. 

In recent years the express facilities of 
some railways have become primarily "over-
the-highway" operations. This has resulted 
in the re-classification of these services 
to SIC Industry 507 "Other Truck Transport" 
and the inclusion of statistics relative 
thereto in Catalogue 53-222, Motor Car-
riers - Freight and Household Goods tbvers. 
In 1973 details of the Canadian Pacific 
Express Company were reclassified in this 
manner and, commencing in 1976, the Railway 
Express Agency no longer appears in the rail 
series. 

Data appearing in the six parts have been 
manually tabulated from audited annual 
returns furnished by the respondent rail-
ways. A completed copy of each return is 
filed with both the Canadian Transport Com-
mission and Statistics Canada in accordance 
with joint reporting arrangements. The 
returns are based on the calendar year ended 
December 31 5t and they are to be submitted 
to the above federal agencies not later than 
March 31st  of the year following that to 
which the reports relate. 

Standard editing, compilation, cold type 
and printing practices are employed by 
Statistics Canada in the preparation and 
publication of these data. Every effort is 
made in each phase of production to minimize 
the consequence of error. 
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jalité et limites des données 

La comptabilité des chemins de fer est reqie 
par un système uniforrne de declaration comptable 
prescrit par la Commission canadienne des trans-
ports en vertu de certaines dispositions de la 
Loi sur les chemins de fer. Ce système présente 
six classifications détaillées, complétées de 
temps 6 autre per des précisions apportées par la 
Commission. 

Les données sur l'industrie ferroviaire cana-
dienne figurant dans la présente publication pro-
viennent des declarations annuelles des 32 
sociétés en activité en 1981. Cependant, les 
données de la White Pass and Yukon Route n'était 
pas disponibles lors de l'irnpression de cette 
publication. Le fait d'exclure lee statistiques 
do ce chemin de fer, implique une sous-estimation 
des données annuelles de cette publication. En 
comparant les statistiques de 1981 b ceux de 1980 
pour les chemins de fer des classes I et II, on 
dolt tenir cornpte du faiL que les données de la 
Northern Alberta, une compangnie de classe II, 
colt comprises dans celles du Canadien National 
en 1981 mais qu'elles ne l'étaient pas les années 
antérieures. 

Lee données de deux transporteurs influent sur 
le contenu des tableaux de Ia façon suivante: 

Les statistiques financières de la Cartier Rail-
way ne figurent pas dans cette publication an-
nuelle parce que la comptabilité de cette entre-
price ne fait pas de distinction marquee entre 
ses activités minières et ferroviaires. Toute-
fois, les details des travaux effectués par ce 
chemin de fer sont presentés dane les parties I, 
III, IV et V. 

Le CN et le CP n'ont Pu se conformer b la 
Classification uniforme des comptes entièrement 
en raison des ententes spéciales conclues avec 
VIA Rail. Le CN et le CP mettent h la disposition 
de VIA Rail des voies, des gares et des installa-
tions moyennant une retribution. En outre, le CN 
et le CP vendent du materiel, remettent a neuf 
les wagons et assurent des services comme l'en-
tretien des locomotives et des wagons pour VIA 
Rail. Les sommes que le CN et le CP reçoivent de 
VIA Rail figurent sous la rubrique "Recettes fer-
roviaires voyaqeurs". C'est pourquoi les montants 
fiqurant sous cette rubrique sont supérieurs aux 
montants qu'ont effectivement obtenus le CN et le 
CP par suite de l'exploitation de leurs services 
de banlieue et leurs services interurhains qui 
n'ont pas été pris en charge par VIA Rail.

• 	Uuality and Data Limitations 

Railway accounting is governed by a uni-
rurrn system or accounts prescribed by the 
:anadian Transport Commission under specific 
provisions of the Railway Act. This uniform 
system is divided into six classifications, 
which are specified in minute detail, and 
which are supplemetiied from time to time by 
interpretations issued by the Commission. 

The coverage given to the Canadian rail-
way industry in this publication reflects 
information available from annual reports 
Filed by the 32 companies operating in 1981. 
However, statistical information concerning 
the White Pass and Yukon Route railway was 
not obtainable in time for this .ublica-
tion. With the exclusion of this carrier, it 
should be noted that annual figures in this 
publication tend to be understated. In com-
parisons of Class I and II statistical data, 
caution should he exercised as Northern 
Alberta data was incorporated with 1981 
Canadian National data but not in previous 
years where it was under the class II cate-
gory. 

Limitations of data from two carriers 
influenced the contents of the tables in the 
following way: 

. 	Financial statistics pertaining to the Car- 
tier Railway are excluded from this annual 
publication because of the close accounting 
relationship between their mining and rail-
way activities. However, details of the phy -
sical work performed by this railway are 
included in Parts I, III, IV and V. 

The ability of CN and CP to adhere to the 
Uniform Classification of Accounts was re-
duced when special contractual arrangements 
were made with VIA Rail. CN and CP provide 
tracks, stations and facilities to VIA Rail 
for a fee. CN and CP also sell equipment, 
refurbish cars and perform services such as 
engine and car maintenance for VIA Rail.The 
money that CN and CP receive from VIA Rail 
is shown as "Passenger revenues". As a 
result, the amounts under this heading over-
state the amounts actually earned by CN and 
CP from the operation of their own commuter 
passenger services and long distance runs 
not taken over by VIA Rail. This also 
affects CN an CP revenue per passenger-mile 
(passenger-kilometre) calculations and pro-
duces artificially high results in these 
categories. 
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Financial data for the two major railways 
(CN and CP), riled and published monthly in, 
Railways Operating Statistics (Catalogue 
52-003), may differ from year-end audited 
figures shown separately in the annual 
series because of rounding errors. 

Explanatory Notes 

Classes II, III and IV railways have the 
option of using a less detailed classifica-
tion of operating expenses than do Class 1 
(CNR, CP and VIA Rail) carriers. In Table 3 
the operating expenses of all railways are 
presented on this condensed basis for pur-
poses of comparison. In Table 4 accounts of 
the CNR and CPR appear separately in more 
detail.

Notes exol icat ives 

Leo sociétés ferroviaires des classes 11, III 
et IV peuvent produire un état moms détaillé des 
dépenses d'exploitation que les transporteur de 
la classe 1 (CN, CP et VIA Rail).

Statistical Highlights 

Compared with 1980, railway operating 
revenues rose 15.2% to a new high of 
$6,144.6 million. Receipts for revenue 
freight increased 12.1% to $4,635.2 million. 
Federal government payments to the railways, 
under the National Transportation Act and 
the Railway Passenger Services Contract Reg-
ulations were $721.9 million or 33.4% more 
than in 1980. 

The average revenue earned by the rail-
ways per ton-mile of freight increased 12.1% 
to 2.97 cents from 2.65 cents. Average reve-
nue per ton-mile is the average amount 
received for hauling a ton of freight one 
mile. While it does not necessarily measure 
average rate levels (because it is affected 
by composition of traffic and length of 
haul) it does show the average freight char-
ges for traffic handled. 

Total railway expenses rose 14.8% to 
$5,742.2 million in 1981 and, as a result, 
net operating income (after taxes, but 
before fixed charges) amounted to $402.4 
million, a 21.6% increase over 1980. During 
1981, expenditures for road and equipment. 
maintenance, and for transportation opera-
tions accounted for 77.3% of operating 
expenses. All three of these categories 
showed increases over 1980, road maintenance 
operations costs being the highest with an 
increase of 17.2%. 

Railway tax accruals amounted to $365.5 
million, 14.6% above 1980. As compared to 
last year, provincial and municipal taxes
