Highlights of the 1984 data on commodities 
transported by the major railways in Canada are 
as follows: 

Based on the monthly data, 

• the total revenue freight transported within 
Canada during 1984 was 254.6 million 
tonnes. This represented a 15% increase over 
1983. 

• a major proportion (50.1%) of the freight 
transported in 1984 consisted of crude 
materials; fabricated materials followed at 
27.3%.

Introduction 

This publication brings together under one 
cover, a summary of statistics on commodities 
transported by the major railways in Canada 
during 1984. Previously, this information was 
published in two separate annual publications: 

• Railway Freight Traffic (Catalogue No. 
52-205) 

• Railway Transport In Canada: Commo-
dity Statistics (Catalogue No. 52-211) 

Statistics presented in this integrated 
publication are derived from two surveys 
conducted by the Transportation Division of 
Statistics Canada: 

• The railway Annual Report - Revenue 
Freight Carried (Schedule 11) and, 

• The monthly survey Railway Transport - 
Revenue Freight Traffic. 

The principal objective for combining the 
above surveys is to provide total information on 
the output, size, structure and economic perfor-
mance of Canada's railway industry. Rail data 
are also used for the establishment of National 
economic statistics (such as the Gross National 
Product and the Gross Domestic Product). 

This publication contains commodity infor-
mation on shipment origins and destinations by 
province. Statistics by major railways are also 
provided. 

The data are collected in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 325 of the Railway Act, 
R.S.C. 1970 c.R-2, and the Statistics Act, Chapter 
15, Statutes of Canada 1970-71-72. 

Users are encouraged to contact the Trans-
portation Division for additional information and 
services. A complete list of publications available 
from the Transportation Division is provided at 
the back of this publication. 

Coverage 

Revenue Freight Traffic Statistics 

The revenue freight traffic data presented in 
this publication are obtained from the 21 Class I 
and Class II common carrier railways operating 
in Canada,

Statistique du trafic commercial 

Les données du trafic commercial, publiées dans 
cette publication sont obtenus de 21 compagnies 
ferroviaires (transporteurs publics) de Classe 1 et 2 
operant au Canada. 
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These companies are recorded on Statistics 
Canada's Business Register by a Standard 
Industrial Classification code (Industry Group 
453 - Railway Transport and Related Service 
Industries). A complete description of the classifi-
cation system is available from the Standard 
Industrial Classification Manual, 1980 (Cata-
logue No. 12-501). 

Railway Commodity Statistics 

Commodity detail is published on the basis of 
a 320 code structure derived from the Standard 
Commodity Classification (SCC) of Statistics 
Canada. A description of the classification 
system is presented in the Standard Commo-
dity Classification Manual, 1972 (Catalogue 
No. 12-502). The principal criteria employed for 
SCC grouping are: stage of fabrication; chief com-
ponent material; and, purpose. 

Railway companies within the legislative 
authority of the Parliament of Canada are 
classified as follows: 

• Class I - Canadian National Railways, Cana-
dian Pacific Limited and Via Rail Canada 
Inc., and their related operations. 

• Class II - Other carriers involved in Cana-
dian rail transportation operations.

Methodology 	 Méthodologie 

Data presented in this publication are 
derived from a mail census of Class I and II 
common carrier railway companies operating in 
Canada on forms specified by the Railway 
Transport Committee of the Canadian Transport 
Commission and the Transportation Division of 
Statistics Canada. 

Individual reports undergo a comprehensive 
review by the Transportation Division. Traffic 
patterns are studied to see if they are consistent 
with historical trends and carloads are compared 
against torinages, on an individual commodity 
basis, to ensure that the weight reported per car 
is within acceptable parameters. Also, a reason-
ability check is performed to ensure that 
tonnages reported as "loaded in Canada't and the 
tonnages "received from the United States" agree 
with the total tonnages "unloaded in Canada" 
plus amounts "delivered to railways in the 
United States".

The latter, involving less than 1% of 
all tonnage, is included in the "Metric tonnes 
carried" total in Table 17 of Catalogue No. 
52-215, Railway Transport In Canada - 
Gene ral Statistics.

4. Table 1 provides a summary of all revenue 
freight transported by railways within 
Canada. 

Tables 2.1 to 2.11 present data separately 
for those commodities where the tonnage of 
revenue freight receiving initial/final rail 
haul exceeds an arbitrary weight limit. It 
should be noted that these limits vary from 
province to province. Other commodities 
hauled are grouped under the stub heading 
"All Other". Individual tabulations are 
aailable for those commodities included in 
the "All Other" groups, on a cost recovery 
basis from the Transportation Division. 

Table 3 is derived from the results of the 
Revenue Freight Carried section of the 
Annual Report (Schedule 11). Data for eight 
major railways are shown individually and 
the statistics for the remaining railways are 
grouped under Class II "All Other". Freight 
interlined between railways operating in 
Canada is also shown in Table 3. These 
movements are included in the totals for 
individual companies.
