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Highlights 

Highlights for freight transported by major railways in 
Canada during 1987 are as follows: 

Based on annual statistical reports 

• revenue freight carried by railways in Canada 
reached 290.8 million tonnes during 1987. 
following a 4% increase over 1986 

• receipts from Canadian connections totalled 28.9 
million tonnes and represented about 10% of the 
total 

• freight received from U.S rail connections were 
down almost 4% over 1986 to 12.9 million tonnes; 
about 27% of this freight tonnage transited to 
other U.S. points 

Based on annual aggregation of monthly 
statistical reports 

• 	British Columbia traffic accounted for a fifth of all 
tonnes loaded, while Ontario represented 18% of 
the total; Quebec and Alberta each registered 
shares of about 15% 

• freight unloaded in British Columbia represented 
almost a third of the total, at 31%; another 27% of 
the freight was discharged in Ontario while 
Quebec accounted for 24% 

• crude materials accounted for almost 49% of the 
total tonnage transported, down slightly from their 
composite share of 51% in 1986 

• food, feed, beverages and tobacco registered a 
substantial increase between 1986 and 1987, with 
tonnage rising more than 22% to reach almost 
421million tonnes 

• fabricated materials accounted for 27% of the total 
tonnage hauled in 1987 following an increase of 
4.5% over 1986 

• the three leading commodities transported were 
coal (39.1 million tonnes) iron ore and 
concentrates (36.1 million tonnes) and wheat (27.7 
million tonnes). Together, they accounted for 
slightly more than 39% of the total tonnage 
carried, up only one percentage point from the 
corresponding share registered in 1986

Introduction 
This publication brings together under one cover, 

a summary of statistics on commodities transported by 
the major railways in Canada during 1987. Prior to 
1984, this information was published in two separate 
annual publications: 

• Railway Freight Traffic (Catalogue No. 52-205) 

• Railway Transport In Canada: Commodity 
Statistics (Catalogue No. 52-2 1 1) 

Statistics presented in this integrated publication 
are derived from two surveys conducted by the 
Transportation Division of Statistics Canada: 

• The railway Annual Report - Revenue Freight 
Carried (Schedule 11) and, 

• The monthly survey Railway Transport - 
Revenue Freight Traffic 

The principal objective for combining the above 
surveys is to provide total information on the output, 
size, structure and economic performance of Canada's 
railway industry. Rail data are also used for the 
establishment of National economic statistics (such as 
the Gross National Product and the Gross Domestic 
Product). 

This publication contains commodity information 
on shipment origins and destinations by province. 
Statistics by major railways are also provided. 

The data are collected in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 325 of the Railway Act, R.S.C. 
1970 c.R-2, and the Statistics Act, Chapter 15, 
Statutes of Canada 1970-71 -72. 

Users are encouraged to contact the 
Transportation Division for additional information and 
services. A complete list of publications available from 
the Transportation Division is provided at the back of 
this publication.

Coverage 

Revenue Freight Traffic Statistics 

The revenue freight traffic data presented in this 
publication are obtained from the 19 Class I and Class 
II common carrier railways operating in Canada. 

These companies are recorded on Statistics 
Canada's Business Register by a Standard Industrial 
Classification code (Industry Group 453 - Railway 
Transport and Related Service Industries). A complete 
description of the classification system is available 
from the Standard Industrial Classification Manual, 
1980 (Catalogue No. 12-501).

Railway Commodity Statistics 

Commodity detail is published on the basis of a 
320 code structure derived from the Standard 
Commodity Classification (SCC) of Statistics Canada. 
A description of the classification system is presented 
in the Standard Commodity Classification Manual, 
1972 (Catalogue No. 12-502). The piincipal criteria 
employed for SCC grouping are: stage of fabrication; 
chief component material; and, purpose. 

Railway companies within the legislative authority 
of the Parliament of Canada are classified as follows: 

• Class I - Canadian National Railways, Canadian 
Pacific Limited and Via Rail Canada Inc., and their 
related operations. 

• Class II - Other carriers involved in Canadian rail 
transportation operations. 

Methodology 

Data presented in this publication are derived from 
a mail census of Class I and II common carrier railway 
companies operating in Canada on forms specified by 
the Railway Transport Committee of the Canadian 
Transport Commission and the Transportation Division 
of Statistics Canada. 

Individual reports undergo a comprehensive 
review by the Transportation Division. Traffic patterns 
are studied to see if they are consistent with historical 
trends and carloads are compared against lonnages, 
on an individual commodity basis, to ensure that the 
weight reported per car is within acceptable 
parameters. Also, a reasonability check is performed 
to ensure that tonnages reported as "loaded in 
Canada" and the tonnages "received from the United 
Stales" agree with the total torinages "unloaded in 
Canada" plus amounts "delivered to railways in the 
United States". 

Data Quality and Limitations 

Users should note the following points concerning 
railway freight corn modity statistics: 

1. Most respondents report their data in short tons 
which are converted to metric tonnes by Statistics 
Canada.

Explanatory Notes 

The following notes regarding the data presented 
in this publication should be considered: 

1. Freight interlined between two-or-more 
Canadian rail carriers - is included only once 
to avoid duplication. Traffic handled in 
intermediate switching service is excluded. 

A railway which operates in both Canada and the 
United States will have all traffic south of the 
border considered a United States rail connection 
for the purpose of this publication. Thus, freight 
crossing the international boundary (whether from 
or to a non-reporting United States railroad at 
that point, or carried by one of the respondents 
reporting in this series), appears as a "receipt 
from" or "delivery to" a United States rail 
connection. Certain extensions of Canadian 
National and Canadian Pacific rail services in the 
United States are, for statistical purposes, 
considered part of the Canadian operations and 
are included herein. This includes, for the most 
part, overhead movements (Canada to Canada 
through the United States) and short rail 
extensions across the border to connecting United 
States carriers. 

3. Data presented in Tables 1 and 2 (2.1 - 2.11) 
are derived from monthly returns regarding 
Revenue Freight Traffic whereas, Table 3 shows 
similar data derived from the Annual Reports. The 
totals as shown, however, are not identical 
because year end adjustments have been applied 
by the respondents. 

4. Table 1 provides a summary of all revenue freight 
transported by railways within Canada. 

5. Tables 2.1 to 2.11 present data separately for 
those commodities where the tonnage of revenue 
freight receiving initial/final rail haul exceeds an 
arbitrary weight limit. It should be noted that 
these limits vary from province to province. Other 
commodities hauled are grouped under the stub 
heading "All Other". 	Individual tabulations are 
available for those commodities included in the 
"All Other" groups, on a cost recovery basis from 
the Transportation Division.

Definitions 

Respondents are advised to use the following 
definitions when completing their reports: 

"Common carrier" - a railway which offers its ser-
vices to the general public to transport goods and/or 
passengers for compensation. 

"Delivered to United States rail" - traffic delivered 
to United States rail connections or transported across 
the border by the respondent.
