published in a series of six reports each of which covers 
specific aspects of the industry; services rendered, 
equipment available, traffic handled, the labour force 
involved and the financial aspects of railways operating 
in this country. 

Statistics on railways have been collected and 
published in Canada since 1875, first by the Depart-
ment of Railways and Canals until 1918, and Statistics 
Canada since its inception in 1918. During this time 
the data have been published in varying degrees of 
detail. Until 1950 one volume contained all this annual 
railway statistical data. In 1951 there were three; 
1952 - 1957 there were five, and since 1958 six 
separate parts have been used to reflect these annual 
operations. The present report encompasses the fol. 
lowing six parts which are not necessarily released in 
the order they are numbered.

Statistical Highlights 
Total employment in Al common carrier railways 

in Canada, including telecommunications, hotels and 
other operations carried out by these railways, aver-
aged 131.092 during 1971. down 1.3% from 132,838 
during 1970. This is a continuation of the long term 
decline which has seen this employment total drop 
39.1% from 215.324 in 1956. Total compensation 
amounted to $1,122.7 millions up 7.8% from the 1970 
total of $1,041.5 millions and a 43.97r. rise from 
$780.1 millions in 1956. 

Average earnings per employee rose 9.2% to 
$8,564 for the year 1971. This compared with $7,841 
in 1970 and was well over double the 1956 figure of 
$3,623. Average hourly earnings rose to $3.90 up 33 
from the 1970 rate of $3.57.

Among the various railways reporting, Canadian 
National had a small decrease in employment as their 
1971 total ot 75,139 employees was 340 employees or 
0.5% lower than in 1970. Canadian Pacific on the other 
hand showed a larger decrease with a drop of 1,089 
employees or 2.3%, to 45.450. The Class 11 railways as 
a group showed a decrease of 316 employees or 3.0 91c,  
to 10,061 employees in 1971. 

The following table shows the relative increase in 
railway salaries and wages, by function in 1970 and 
1971. Average of the years 1956, 1957 and 1958 has 
been used as a base in the calculation of this index.

Concepts and Methodology 
The statistics presented in this publication have 

been reported in accordance with the Uniform Cana-
dian Classification of Railway Employees which was 
introduced January 1, 1964. 

Concepts et méthodologie

The structure of the Uniform Canadian Classifi-
cation of Railway Employees is designed to classify all 
rail occupations primarily on the nature of work done, 
into major and minor occupational classes, within 
functions. The latter means that all supervisory, pro-
fessional and clerical positions are classified to the 
functional groups (road maintenance, equipment and 
transportation) with which they are associated rather 
than being included in the "general group" as was the 
case in the previous classification used between 1956 
nd 1963. See page 21 for definitions of railway 

Functions.

These are based on (a) a mid-month count of em-
ployees on payroll. or (b) the sum of the total number 
of employees who work a specified number of days in 
the first semi-monthly pay period l)lUs the total 
nuniber of employees working the same number of 
days in the second semi-monthly pay period divided by 
two, plus all employees paid once a month. Prior to 
1964, the count of employees was taken at a fixed date 
each month although the Canadian National Railways 
adopted the alternative method (b) noted above for 
reporting starting in 1963. Monthly and annual com-
parisons of CNR counts, taken both ways, have 
indicated that method (h) tends to reduce the average 
number of employees by about 3%.

Service hours paid for are shown separately 
herein, by occupation, in accordance with the Uniform 
Canadian Classification of Railway Employees. The 
number of hours actually worked, details of which 
were given by individual occupational class prior to 
1964 under the heading "time on duty", are now 
available by functional group totals only and are shown 
above under "Statistical highlights". 

Hours paid for include time actually worked plus 
vacations, holidays, and leaves of absence, when paid 
for, and apply to all employees, including engine men 
and trainmen paid on the basis of trips or miles run and 
employees paid at piece rates. 

Under "Total compensation" is the gross amount 
paid to employees and charged to operating, capital 
and other company accounts as well as to outside 
parties. This includes vacations, holidays and leaves of 
absence, with pay and before deductions for income 
tax, unemployment insurance contributions, etc. Total 
compensation does not include retroactive wage pay-
ments nor fringe benefits. 

In view of the alternative methods now in use to 
count employees and the new classification principle 
implemented in 1964, caution should be exercised in 
making historical comparisons with pre-1964 railway 
employment statistics. 

To eliminate duplicate reporting and to uncover 
statistical gaps, Statistics Canada uses the Canadian 
Standard Industrial Classification (S.I .C.), (Catalogue 
12.501) which provides a set of groups and classes 
suitable for the compilation of statistics related to 
different industries. The building block (reporting unit) 
which is fitted into the above structure is the "estab-
lishment". An establishment can be defined as the 
smallest unit which is a separate operating entity 
capable of reporting principal elements of input and 
output. While the establishment is typically a factory, 
mine, store or similar unit and in most cases is a 
separate firm, it may encompass two or more operating 
units which are not necessarily in the same location. It 
can also be an individual working on his own account. 

Industry 503 (formerly 506) Railway Transport, 
as classified in the S.I.C. includes establishments 
primarily engaged in operating railways. The kinds of

Grand totals of Divisions I to 83 throughout this 
report include details relating to employees residing 
outside Canada whose salaries and wages are charged to 
Canadian tipeat inns.

communications operations. 

Outside Operations 
This function includes such operations as hotels 

which are operated both as to revenues and expenses 
separate and apart from actual rail operations.
