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PREFACE 
\iuival railway transport statistics in Canada are 

'iiiIicd in a series of six reports each of which covers 
pecitic aspects of the industry; services rendered, 

equipment available, traffic handled, the labour force 
involved and the financial aspects of railways operating 
in this country. 

Statistics on railways have been collected and 
published in Canada since 1875, first by the Depart-
ment of Railways and Canals until 1918, and Statistics 
Canada since its inception in 1918. During this time 
the data have been published in varying degrees of 
detail. Until 1950 one volume contained all this annual 
railway statistical data. In 1951 there were three; 
1952 - 1957 there were five, and since 1958 six 
separate parts have been used to reflect these annual 
operations. The present report encompasses the fol-
lowing six parts which are not necessarily released in 
the order they are numbered.

PREFACE 
Les statistiques annuelles du transport ferroviaire au 

Canada sont publiées dans six bulletins dont chacun traite 
d'un secteur particulier de cette branche d'activité: les 
services, le materiel, Ic fret transportC, Ia main-d'oeuvre et 
les aspects financiers de I'exploitation ferroviaire.

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INTRODUCTION 

Presented in this report is an outline by occupa-
tion of employment data pertaining to all common 
arrier railway operations in Canada for the year 1974. 
\ "common carrier" railway is one which holds itself 
out to the general public to transport goods and/or 
passengers for compensation. 

Ce bulletin présente un aperçu statistique de l'em-
ploi scIon Ia profession dans l'ensernble des chemins de fer 
publics en exploitation au Canada pour 1974. Un "chemin 
de fer public" est une exploitation qui offre au grand 
public Un service de transport de marchandises et (ou) de 
voyageurs contre retribution. 

Statistical Highlights 

Persons employed in Canadian railway operations 
(excluding those in rail express and highway transport 
operations, telecommunications, hotels and other non-
rail activities) averaged 118,356 in 1974, a gain of 7.3% 
over the previous year total. This increase reversed a 
general downward trend in the industry which had 
prevailed for more than a decade and a half. Compensa-
tion paid railway employees for work performed 
during the year under review amounted to $1,442.7 
million, up 23.8% from $1,165.2 million in 1973. A 
breakdown of earnings by railway function showed 
that wages of employees engaged directly in transporta-
tion services accounted for 44 cents of the average 
wage dollar paid in 1974. Wages of equipment mainte-
nance and road maintenance workers took 25 cents 
and 18 cents, respectively, and personnel classified as 
"general" received 1 3 cents. 

I nployees in the above functions averaged 
annually in 1974, an increase of SI ,625 or 

and hourly wage rates at $5.52 represented a 69 
cCflt gain over the preceding twelve-month period. 

In addition to railway service personnel, 13,552 
employees earning a total $1 50.9 million in 1974 were 
engaged in rail express, highway transport operations 
classified as rail, commercial telecommunications and 
outside operations. This compared with 13,900 persons 
similarly occupied and $1 30.3 million in the earlier 
year. The latter group of employees earned an average 
annual salary of $11,135 ($9,373 in 1973) and an 
hourly wage rate averaging S5.07 as against $4.34 
twelve months previously. 

Compensation figures appearing in Tables I to 6 
of this report exclude adjustments for retroactive wage 
increases paid in 1974 which related to work per-
formed in a prior period. This back pay, by function, is 
presented below along with similar data for the two 
previous years.

Service hours paid for totalled 291.1 million for 
all employees, up 7.4% from 271.1 million, and hours 
actually worked at 257.6 million were up 7.5% from 
1973. Total hours paid for, represented by time 
actually on duty, rose slightly to 88.5% from 88.3% 
with the result that paid leaves of absence, vacations 
and holidays accounted for 11.5% of total time paid as 
against 11.7% in 1973. A breakdown, by function, of 
hours actually worked is shown in the following table.

An examination of data provided by the two 
major railways in Canada showed an average of 78,631 
persons on Canadian National's payroll in 1974, an 
increase of 5,941 employees over the preceding year. 
Canadian Pacific Limited also recorded a higher em-
ployment figure with 41,859 employees, 1,311 more 
than in 1973. Class II railways as a whole reported an 
average 10,994 persons, an incease of 456 over the 
year before.

The Chart on page 6 indicates the change in the 
number of employees in each functional group over the 
years 1965 . 1974, during which time the total 
dropped 14.7%.

The statistics presented in this publication have 
been reported in accordance with the Uniform Cana-
dian Classification of Railway Employees which was 
introduced January 1, 1964. 

The structure of the Uniform Canadian Classifi-
cation of Railway Employees is designed to classify all 
rail occupations primarily on the nature of work done, 
into major and minor occupational classes, within 
functions. The latter means that all supervisory, pro-
fessional and clerical positions are classified to the 
functional groups (road maintenance, equipment and 
transportation) with which they are associated rather 
than being included in the "general group" as was the 
case in the previous classification used between 1956 
and 1963. See page 21 for definitions of railway 
functions. 

For the average number of employees two 
methods of counting are permissible under the Uni-
form Canadian Classification of Railway Employees. 
These are based on (a) a mid-month count of em-
ployees on payroll, or (b) the sum of the total number 
of employees who work a specified number of days in 
lie first semi-monthly pay period plus the total 
'umber of employees working the same number of

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two, plus all employees paid once a month. Prior to 
1964, the count of employees was taken at a fixed date 
each month although the Canadian National Railways 
adopted the alternative method (b) noted above for 
reporting starting in 1963. Monthly and annual com-
parisons of CNR counts, taken both ways, have 
indicated that method (b) tends to reduce the average 
number of employees by about 3%. 

In the 1974 statistics presented herein, the 
Canadian National Railways employee average was 
based on the method of counting mentioned in (b) 
above, while Canadian Pacific Rail uses both methods 
depending on the basis on which employees are paid. 
Since the railways have converted from semi-monthly 
to bi-weekly pay periods, the 28-day "month" has 
replaced the calendar month for purposes of applying 
these methods. 

Service hours paid for are shown separately 
herein, by occupation, in accordance with the Uniform 
Canadian Classification of Railway Employees. The 
number of hours actually worked, details of which 
were given by individual occupational class prior to 
1964 under the heading "time on duty", are now 
available by functional group totals only and are shown 
above under "Statistical highlights". 

Hours paid for include time actually worked plus 
vacations, holidays, and leaves of absence, when paid 
for, and apply to all employees, including enginemen 
and trainmen paid on the basis of trips or miles run and 
employees paid at piece rates. 

Under "Total compensation" is the gross amount 
paid to employees and charged to operating, capital 
and other company accounts as well as to outside 
parties. This includes vacations, holidays and leaves of 
absence, with pay and before deductions for income 
tax, unemployment insurance contributions, etc. Total 
compensation does not include retroactive wage pay-
ments nor fringe benefits. 

In view of the alternative methods now in use to 
count employees and the new classification principle 
implemented in 1964, caution should be exercised in 
making historical comparisons with pre-1964 railway 
employment statistics. 

To eliminate duplicate reporting and to uncover 
statistical gaps, Statistics Canada uses the Canadian 
Standard md ustrial Classification (Si .C.), (Catalogue 
12-501) which provides a set of groups and classes 
suitable for the compilation of statistics related to 
different industries. The building block (reporting unit) 
which is fitted into the above structure is the "estab-

Truck trans-
portation services operated by railway establishments 
and providing pick-up and delivery for the freight or 
express services of the railway are included in this 
industry but long distance trucking operations owned 
by railway companies are usually set up as separate 
establishments classified to the trucking industry and

This function is responsible for the construction 

and maintenance of all track and structures and signal 
installations. 

Equipment Maintenance

and servicing of all motive power, car, shop and power 
plant equipment. 

Transportation (Non-train and Train) 
This function is responsible for scheduling, dis-

patching and operating trains and other ancillary 
services, the operation of terminal facilities and the 
distribution of cars and motive power. This function is 
also responsible for the movement of merchandise by 
means of the integration of express and less carload 
operations. 

Express 
This function is responsible for non-integrated 

express operations. 

Highway Transport (Rail) 
This function is responsible for non-integrated 

cartage and highway services ancillary to rail opera-
tions. 

Telecommunications 
This function is responsible for all tele-

communications operations. 

Outside Operations 
This function includes such operations as hotels 

which are operated both as to revenues and expenses 
separate and apart from actual rail operations.
