	 Introduction 

General 

Canadian railway history began with the opening 
for traffic of a 16-mile line between St-Jean and 
Laprairie, Quebec on July 21, 1836. This was only 
six years after the opening of the first railway in the 
world, the Liverpool and Manchester in England. 

There were three great periods of railway con-
struction in Canada, the 1850's, when the Grand 
Trunk and the Great Western Railways were built; 
the 1870's and 1880's, when the Intercolonial and 
the Canadian Pacific Railways were built; and the 
1900 to 1917 period which saw construction of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, the National Transcontinental 
and the Canadian Northern.

1 lie (atiadi:ni laci lie Raihvay, a jOint stock 
company was the first transcontinental system, 
having been completed in 1885. The Canadian 
National Railways, a name applied in 1918 to all 
government-owned and controlled lines, had its origin 
in Canada's first railway. The system embraces in 
addition to that pioneer line, numerous other rail-
ways and is the corporate successor to the Grand 
Trunk, the lntercolonial, the Canadian Northern, 
the National Transcontinental and the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railways. It is the only railway now serving 
all 10 provinces and the Northwest Territories. 

Today, the Canadian National and Canadian 
Pacific Limited are engaged in countrywide trans-
portation services and are the two main rail systems 
in Canada. Both operate a number of subsidiary servi-
ces including hotels, telecommunications, express, 
highway transportation, steamships and airlines. 

In all, some 33 common carrier companies pro-
vide railway transportation in Canada. Nearly half of 
this number are United States subsidiary lines opel-
it ing between the two countries. 

Annual Railway Transport statistics are pub-
ished in a six-part series of reports. Each of these

Until 1950 all annual data 
were contained in one volume. In 1951 there were 
three separate parts and from 1952 through 1957 
there were five. Since 1958 six parts have been 
published in this series as noted below. These are 
not necessarily released in the order they are num-
bered.

Annual statistics of railways in Canada are com-
piled by the Transportation and Communications 
Division of Statistics Canada from returns made in 
accordance with the provisions of the Railway Act 
and the Statistics Act. The returns are certified as 
being correct by the comptrollers or other senior 
officers of the companies. 

Published railway transport information is inten-
ded to serve a wide variety of purposes chief among 
which are. 
to aid in the planning and formulation of national 
and regional transportation policy; 
to furnish details useful in the administration and 
regulation of railway carriers; 
to provide a basis for description and analysis of 
this sector of the economy,  
to provide inputs into national statistical aggre-
gates, such as the Gross National Product for use 
in the formation of Canada's economic policy.

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The Change Effective With This Edition 

.\ notable change occurred in the universe of 
this publication. VIA Rail Canada submitted data for 
employment figures and has been added to Class I 
Railways. In this regard Table 3, Class I including VIA 
Rail, is new to this publication necessitating a change 
in the historical numerical sequencing of tables.

Survey Methodology and Concepts 

This six-part annual rail series is based on a census 
of common carrier railways in Canada which come 
within the legislative authority of the Canadian 
Transport Commission. During 1979, 33 such rail-
ways operated in Canada. 

The operations of railway companies, although 
diverse in nature, have been found to conform closely 
to the establishment concept outlined in the Standard 
Industrial Classification (SIC 503) Railway Transport. 

Not included in railway transport statistics are 
operations of private industrial railways. These car-
riers are not for-hire and exist solely to transport the 
goods of companies engaged in such activities as min-
ing, forestry and manufacturing. 

Financial details of railways are reported in 
accordance with the Uniform Classification of Ac-
counts for Common Carriers by Railway prescribed 
by the Railway Transport Committee, Canadian 
Transport Commission. For accounting and statistical 
purposes railways are divided into the following four 
classes:

I. Canadian National Railways, Canadian Pacific 
Limited and VIA Rail Canada Incorporated and 
their related operations which are defined as 
Canadian rail operations.

Méthodes et concepts d'enquete 

Cette série annuelle en six bulletins sur le transport fer-
rovjaire se fonde sur le recensement des chemins de fer 
publics du Canada qui relêve de Ia Commission canadienne 
des transports. Au cours de 1979, 33 sociéts ferroviaires 
de ce genre furent en activité au Canada. 

Les activités des chemins de fer, bien que des plus varies, 
correspondent de très près a Ia classe 503 (CAE 503), Trans-
ports ferroviaires, de Ia Classification des activitës ëcono-
miques.

Consequently, financial 
statistics pertaining to the Cartier Railway are ex-
cluded from Parts II and VI of the six-part annual 
series of reports. However, details of the physical 
work performed by this railway are included in Parts 
I, III, IV and V. In computing dollar-related averages 
traffic and transportation statistics of the Cartier 
Railway have been omitted. 

Data relative to Canadian National Railways, 
Canadian Pacific Limited, and VIA Rail. Class II 
railways and Classes III and IV railways are shown in 
all but Part I of the annual report. 

Data appearing in the six parts have been tabu-
lated from audited annual returns furnished by the 
respondent railways. A completed copy of each 
return is filed with both the Canadian Transport 
Commission and Statistics Canada in accordance with 
joint reporting arrangements. The returns are based 
on the calendar year ended December 31st and they 
are to he submitted to the above federal agencies not 
later than March 31st of the year following that to 
which the reports relate - 

Standard editing, compilation, cold type and 
printmg practices are employed by Statistics Canada 
in the preparation and publication of these data. 
Every effort is made in each phase of production to 
minimize the consequence of error. 

Quality and Data Limitations 

Railway accounting is governed by a uniform 
system of accounts prescribed by the Canadian Trans-
port Commission under specific provisions of the 
Railway Act. This uniform system is divided into six 
classifications, which are outlined in minute detail, 
and which are supplemented from time to time by 
interpretations issued by the Commission. 

Employment statistics contained in Part VI of 
the annual series, are reported in accordance with 
the Uniform Canadian Classification of Railway Em-
ployees. This classification was developed solely for 
the purpose of establishing a standard basis of re-
porting employees, their service hours, and compensa-
tion, in statements to the Canadian Transport Com-
mission and Statistics Canada.

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Statistical Highlights 

Employment in the railway industry has declined 
by 3.6% in the past decade, while annual payrolls 
have risen by 135.7%. Over the same span of years, 
annual earnings per employee have increased from 
$7,992 in 1970 to $19,546in 1979,a gain of 144.6%. 

The number of persons engaged in Canadian rail. 
way operations (excluding those in rail express, high-
way transport, telecommunications, hotels and other 
non-railway activities) averaged 112,307 in 1979. 
This represented a increase of 2,086 employees, 
or 1.9%, from the 1978 level. 

Compensation paid to railway employees for 
work perfonned in 1979 amounted to $2,195.2 mil-
lion, a 13.9% increase over 1978. A breakdown of 
earnings by railway function shows that wages of 
employees engaged directly in transportation servi-
ces accounted for 41.4 cents of the average dollar 
paid in 1979. Wages of equipment maintenance and 
road maintenance workers took 25.7 and 20,2 
cents respectively, and personnel classified as 
"general" received 12.7 cents.

In addition to railway service personnel, 9,765 
employees earning a total of $181.4 million in 1979 
were engaged in rail express, highway transport opera-
tions classified as rail, commercial telecommunica-
tions and outside operations compared with 9.814 
employees in 1978 with a payroll of $164.7 million. 
This group of employees earned an average annual 
salary of $18,579 ($16,783 in 1978). The average 
hourly wage rate was $8.03 compared with $7.51 
last year. 

Compensation data appearing in Tables 1 to 7 
of this report exclude adjustments for retroactive 
wage increases paid in 1979 but related to work per-
formed in a prior year. Since each carrier at-ranges 
these wage payments differently no accurate com-
parison may be made. 

Service hours paid for in 1979 totalled 244.7 
million for railway employees, up 2.5% from 238.7 
million a year earlier. 

A breakdown, by function, of hours actually 
v.rked for Canadian National and Canadian Pacific, 
is shown in the following table:

1 a 7 de ce bulletin ne comprennent pas les rappels de 
salaires verses en 1979 pour du travail effectué au cours 
d'une période antérieure. A cause de différentes façons de 
paiements pour ces salaires par les transporteurs, aucune 
comparaison juste ne doit dtre laite. 

Le nombre total d'heures de service payées au personnel 
des chemins de fer est passé de 238.7 millions en 1978 
a 244.7 millions en 1979 une hausse de 2.5 %.

An examination of data provided by the two 
major lines operating in Canada shows Canadian 
National with an average of 62,964 railway em-
ployees on payroll in 1979. This was 1,2921  less than 
in 1978. The average annual wage rate was $19,963, 
compared with $17,745 a year earlier. 

Canadian Pacific reported 34,697 railway em-
ployees in 1979, 372 less than the 1978 railway em-
ployment figure. The average annual wage rate was 
$19,339 as against $17,406 a year earlier. 

Class 11 railways (i.e., other carriers having aver -
age gross revenues of $500,000 or more annually 
from Canadian rail transport operations) reported 
an average of 10,019 employees in 1979 a decrease of 
135 from 1978. The average annual wage of Class El 
railways was $18,894 compared with $16,255 in 
1978. 

Text Table I shows the relative increase in salaries 
and wages of Classes I and II railways, by function, 
in the years 1978 and 1979. An average of the year 
1971 has been used as a base in the calculation of 
this index.

L'examen des donnes fournies par les deux principales 
sociétés ferroviaires au Canada indique qu'en 1979, l'effectif 
moyen du Canadien National s'est chiffrë a 62,964, sUit 
1,292 salaries de moms qu'en 1978. Le salaire annuel moyen 
a ëtë de S 19,963, contre $17,745 un an plus tOt. 

Le Canadien PaciuIque a dëclaré 372 employds de moms 
qu'en 1978, c'est-a-dire 34,697 salaries en 1979. L.e salaire 
annuel moyen s'est établi it S19,339 contre $17,406 un an 
plus tOt. 

Les sociétés ferroviaires de la classe H (qui comprend 
les autres chemins de fer touchant des recettes brutes moyen-
nes de $500,000 ou plus par année provenant de leur ex-
ploitation ferroviaire au Canada) ont declare une moyenne de 
10,019 salaries en 1979, soit 135 personnes de moms qu'en 
1978. Le salaire annuel moyen des societes ferroviaires de 
Ia classe H s'est situé a $18,894 contre $16,255 en 1978.

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The chart reflects the change in the number of 
employees in each functional group for Classes I 
and II railways for the years 1970 to 1979 
During that period total employment dropped by 
8.1%. The largest proportional decline occurred in 
"other operations" primarily because of evolutionary 
conceptual changes in the handling of express and 
small package freight and resulting reporting compli-
cations. These changes involved the integration of 
express, less-than.carload (l.c,l.) shipments and truck 
traffic into one combined operation which was then 
classified to trucking.

Explanatory Notes 

The statistics presented in this publication have 
been reported in accordance with the Uniform 
Canadian Classification of Railway Employees which 
was introduced January 1,1964. 

The structure of the Uniform Canadian Classifi-
cation of Railway Employees is designed to classify 
all rail occupations primarily on the nature of work 
done, into major and minor occupational classes 
within functions. This means that all supervisory, 
professional and clerical positions are classified to 
the functional groups (road maintenance, equipment 
and transportation) with which they are associated 
rather than being included in the "general group" 
as was the case in the previous classification used 
between 1956 and 1963. See definitions of railway 
functions. 

To obtain the average number of employees two 
methods of counting are permissible under the Uni-
form Canadian Classification of Railway Employees. 
These are based on (a) a mid-month count of employ-
ees on payroll, or (b) the sum of the total number of 
employees who work a specified number of days in 
the first semi.monthly pay period plus the total 
number of employees working the same number of 
days in the second semi-monthly pay period divided 
by two, plus all employees paid once a month. Prior 
to 1964, the count of employees was taken at a fixed 
date each month although the Canadian National 
Railways adopted the alternative method noted above 
for reporting starting in 1963. Monthly and annual 
comparisons of CNR counts, taken both ways, have 
indicated that the latter method tends to reduce the 
average number of employees by about 3%. 

In the 1979 statistics presented herein, the Cana-
dian National Railways employee average was based 
on the method of counting mentioned in (b) above, 
while Canadian Pacific Rail used both methods de-
pending on the basis on which employees are paid. 
Since the railways converted from semi-monthly to 
hi-weekly pay periods, the 28-day "month" has 
replaced the calendar month for purposes of applying 
these methods. 

Notes explicatives

ployees, entrée en vigueur le lerjanvie r  1964.

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Service hours paid for are shown separately 
herein, by occupation, in accordance with the Uni-
form Canadian Classification of Railway Employees. 
The number of hours actually worked, details of 
which were given by individual occupational class 
prior to 1964 under the heading "time on duty", 
are now available by functional group totals only 
and are shown under "Statistical Highlights". 

Hours paid for include time actually worked plus 
vacations, holidays, and leaves of absence, when paid 
for, and apply to all employees, including enginemen 
and trainmen paid on the basis of trips or miles run 
and employees paid at piece rates. 

"Total compensation" is the gross amount paid 
to employees and charged to operating, capital and 
other company accounts as well as to outside parties. 
This includes vacations, holidays and leaves of 
absence, with pay and before deductions for income 
tax, unemployment insurance contributions, etc. 
Total compensation does not include retroactive wage 
payments nor fringe benefits. 

In view of the alternative methods in use to 
count employees and the classification principle im-
plemented in 1964, caution should be exercised in 
making historical comparisons with pre-1964 railway
