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General 

Canadian railway history began with the 
opening for traffic of a 16-mile line 
between St-Jean and Laprairie, Quebec on 
July 21, 1836. This was only six years after 
the opening of the first railway in the 
world, the Liverpool and Manchester in 
England. 

There were three great periods of railway 
construction in Canada, the 1850'9, when the 
Grand Trunk and the Great Western Railways 
were built; the 1870's and 1880's, when the 
Intercolonial and the Canadian Pacific 
Railways were built; and the 1900 to 1917 
period which saw construction of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, the National Transcontinental 
and the Canadian Northern.

The Canadian Pacific Railway, a joint 
stock company was the first transcontinental 
system, having been completed in 1885. The 
Canadian National Railways, a name applied 
in 1918 to all government-owned and control-
led lines, had its origin in Canada's first 
railway. The system embraces in addition to 
that pioneer line, numerous other railways 
and is the corporate successor to the Grand 
T(unk, the Intercolonial, the Canadian 
Northern, the National Transcontinental and 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railways. It is the 
only railway now serving all 10 provinces 
and the Northwest Territories. 

Today, the Canadian National and Canadian 
Pacific Limited are engaged in countrywide 
transportation services and are the two main 
rail systems in Canada. Both operate a num-
ber of subsidiary services including hotels, 
telecommunications, express, highway trans-
portation, steamships and airlines. 

Up to and including 1980, 33 common 
carrier companies provided railway transpor-
tation in Canada. In 1981, this number was 
rrduced to 32 due to the purchase and amal-
iiamation of Northern Alberta Railway with 
flanadian National Railways. Nearly half of 
hum number are United States subsidiary 
lines operating between the two countries.

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Annual Railway Transport statistics are 
published in a six-part series of reports. 
Each of these parts covers a specific sub-
ject or group of subjects relative to ser-
vices rendered, equipment available, traffic 
handled, the labour force and financial 
results. 

Statistics on railways have been collect-
ed and published in Canada since 1875: first 
by the Department of Railways and Canals 
until 1918 and by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics (now Statistics Canada) since its 
inception in that year. Over this period of 
time the data have been published in varyinq 
deqrees of detail. Until 1950 all annual 
data were contained in one volume. In 1951 
there were three separate parts and from 
1952 through 1957 there were five. Since 
1958 six parts have been published in this 
series as noted below. These are not 
necessarily released in the order they are 
numbered.

Annual statistics of railways in Canada 
are compiled by the transportation and Com-
munications Division of Statistics Canada 
from returns made in accordance with the 
provisions of the Railway Act and the Sta-
tistics Act. The returns are certified as 
being correct by the comptrollers or other 
senior officers of the companies. 

Published railway transport information 
is intended to serve a wide variety of pur-
poses chief among which are: 

to aid in the planning and formulation of 
national and regional transportation policy; 

to furnish details useful in the adniinxstra-
tion and regulation of railway carriers:

Survey Methodology and Concepts 

This six-part annual rail series is based 
on a census of common carrier railways in 
Canada which come within the legislative 
authority of the Canadian Transport Commis-
sion. During 1981, 32 such railways operated 
in Canada. 

The operations of railway companies, 
although diverse in nature, have been found 
to conform closely to the establishment 
concept outlined in the Standard Industrial 
Classification (SIC 503) Railway Transport. 

Not included in railway transport statis-
tics are operations of private industrial 
railways. These carriers are not for-hire 
and exist solely to transport the goods of 
companies engaged in such activities as 
mininq, forestry and manufacturing.

1 in accordance with the Uniform Classifi-

nation of Accounts for Common Carriers by 
Railway prescribed by the Railway Transport 
Committee, Canadian Transport Commission. 
For accounting and statistical purposes 
railways are divided into the following lour 
classes:

How-
ever, details of the physical work performed 
by this railway are included in Parts I, 
III, IV and V. In computing dollar-related 
averages, traffic and transportation statis-
tics of the Cartier Railway have been 
omitted. 

Data relative to Canadian National Rail-
ways, Canadian Pacific Limited, and VIA 
Rail, Class II railways and Classes III and 
IV railways are shown in all but Part I of 
the annual report. 

Data appearing in the six parts have been 
tabulated from audited annual returns fur-
nished by the respondent railways. A comple-
ted copy of each return is filed with both 
the Canadian Transport Commission and Sta-
tistics Canada in accordance with joint 
reporting arrangements. The returns are 
based on the calendar year ended December 
31st and they are to be submitted to the 
above federal agencies not later than March 
31st of the year following that to which the 
reports relate. 

Standard editing, compilation and print-
ing practices are employed by Statistics 
Canada in the preparation and publication of 
these data. Every effort is made in each 
phase of production to minimize the conse-
quence of error.

Quality and Data Limitations 

Railway accountinq is governed by a uni-
form system of accounts prescribed by the 
Canadian Transport Commission under specific 
provisions of the Railway Act. This uniform 
system is divided into six classifications, 
which are outlined in minute detail, and 
which are supplemented from time to time by 
interpretations issued by the Commission. 

Employment statistics contained in Part 
VI of the annual series, are reported in 
accordance with the Uniform Canadian Classi-
fication of Railway Employees. This classi-
fication was developed solely for the 
purpose of establishing a standard basis of 
reporting employees, their service hours, 
and compensation, in statements to the Cana-
dian Transport Commission and Statistics 
Canada.

With the exclu-
sion of this carrier, it should be noted 
that annual figures in this publication tend 
to be understated. In comparisons of Class I 
and II statistical data, caution should be 
exercised as Northern Alberta data was 
incorporated with 1981 Canadian National 
data but not in previous years where it was 
under the class II category. 

As of 1981, "Other operations", divisions 
80 to 83, will no longer be published in 
with railway statistical tables as most of 
these areas are covered in other publica-
tions issued by Statistics Canada. The chart 
and tables 1 to 7 in this publication have 
been adjusted to reflect this chanqe. 

Employment statistics on telecommunica-
tions carriers are published annually and 
quarterly in Catalogue 56-001, Service Bul-
letin - Comnunications and Catalogue 56-201, 
Telecoivwmjnications Statistics.

Frnployment in the railway industry has 
1ined by 6.01' from 1971 to 1981, while 

i,rir,ual payrolls have risen by 161.1%. Over 
the same span of years, annual earnings per 
employee have increased from $8,728 in 1971 
to $24,245 in 1981, a gain of 177.8%. 

The number of persons engaged in Canadian 
railway operations (excluding those in rail 
express, highway transport, telecommunica-
tions, hotels and other non-railway activi-
ties) averaged 108,031 in 1981. This repre-
sented a decrease of 2,963 employees, or 
2.7%, from the 1980 level. 

Compensation paid to railway employees 
for work performed in 1981 amounted to 
$2,619.2 million, an 10.1 10 increase over 
1980. A breakdown of earnings by railway 
function shows that wages of employees en-
gaged directly in transportation services 
accounted for 39.4 cents of the average dol-
lar paid in 1981. Wages of equipment mainte-
nance and road maintenance workers took 26.3 
and 20.5 cents respectively, and personnel 
classified as "general" received 13.8 cents. 

• 	 Employees in the above occupational func- 
tions averaged $24,245 per annum, a 13.1% 
increase over 1980. The average hourly wage 
rate of $11.24 represented a gain of $1.34 
or 13.5%.

An examination of data provided by the 
two major lines operating in Canada shows 
Canadian National with an average of 60,746 
railway employees on payroll in 1981. This 
was 1,191 less than in 1980. The average 
annual wage rate was $25,219, compared with 
$22,079 a year earlier. 

Canadian Pacific reported 33,783 railway 
employes in 1981, 388 less than the 1980 
railway employment figure. The average an-
nual wage rate was $22,927 as against 
$20,979 a year earlier. 

Class 11 railways (i.e., other carriers 
having average gross revenues of $500,000 or 
more annually from Canadian rail transport 
operations) reported an average of 9,321 em-
ployees in 1981 a decrease of 523 from 1980. 
The average annual wage of Class II railways 
was $22,036 compared with $20,809 in 1980.

The statistics presented in this publica-
tion have been reported in accordance with 
the Uniform Canadian Classification of Rail-
way Employees which was introduced January 
1, 1964. 

The strurture of the Uniform Canadian 
Classification of Railway Employees is de-
siqned to classify all rail occupations 
primardy on the nature of work done, into 
major and minor occupational classes within 
functions. This means that all supervisory, 
professional and clerical positions are 
classified to the functional groups (road 
maintenance, equipment and transportation) 
with which they are associated rather than 
beinq included in the "qeneral qroup" as was 
the case in the previous classification used 
between 1956 and 1963. See definitions of 
railway functions.
