Data presented in this Service Bulletin are derived 
from two trucking related surveys, one a census of 
Canadian domiciled for-hire motor carriers of freight 
and household goods movers and the other a recent 
pilot study on Canadian private trucking. 

The objectives, coverage, limitations and other 
aspects of the Motor Carriers of Freight and Household 

• Goods Movers Survey (MCF) are described in the puAli-
cation entitled, Motor Carriera of Freight and Howe-
hold Goods Movers (Catalogue 53-222). 

A brief description of the Trucking Activity (TA) 
Survey, its coverage and limitations is given below. 

Definition of Private Trucking 

For the purpose of the TA Survey, private truckers 
were defined as operators of trucks, tractors and 
trailers whose principal activity was not for-hire 
trucking. 

Survey Objectives 

The primary objective of the TA Survey was to test 
the feasibility of conducting an on-going survey of 
private truckers. 

The secondary objective of the survey was to 
develop some basic information on private trucking to 
deacribe the size and structure of this activity. 

Source and Description of Survey (Miverse 

The universe of private truckers was developed from 
the provincial motor vehicle registration files. For 
budgetary and practical considerations the universe 
and the aubsequent mail out was limited to operatora 
of seven or more vehicles. Excluded from the survey 
universe and from final tabulations were: 

fire trucks, ambulances, police and military vehicles;

QualitC at liaites 

Bien quil ne soit pas possible de faire dam comparaisons 
directes entre lea rCsultata des deux enquetes, nous crayons 
qu'une certsine comparsison eat possible at avantageuse. 
Cependant, lee utilisateurs prendront bonne note des diffC-
rences au niveau des concepts at du champ d'obaervation qui 
existent entre lee deux enquetea. Cem differences sont illus-
trees ci-deemous. 

Outre lea differences décritem ci-dessus mu titre des con-
cepts at du champ d'observstion, un certain nombr.e de facteurs 
influent sur lv precision ins totalisations sur In namioniiage 
privC.

Un grand nombre de ceux-ci étaient do 
petitm exploitants dont le pare comptait moms do 10 vChi-
cubs. Ce groupe comprenait egalement lea exploitants retiréa 
des affaires, las sociétéa do lousge at lea camionneurs pour 
eomnpte d'autrui. 

Des questionnaires ont été envoyes aux expboitants do vChi-
cubs, h chaque endroit 00 l'expboitant avait issatriculC sept 
cmnions ou plus. Cola signifie qu'il peut y avoir eu un sous-
dCnosbrement des pares de certains grands expboitants puisque 
las parcs de sept véhicules ou moms no faiaaient pas partie 
do l'enquéte. 

Une autre source de sous-dénoinbrement concerne las exploita-
tions dont is siege social est situC aux tata-Unis. La noinbre 
do ces exploitations que l'on a pu relever grace aux fichiers 
d'inaiistriculation des provinces n'atteignait psa 100.

automobile dealers; 

farm trucks in Ontario;

Post Office returns; 

leasing companies;

The niriber surveyed and used for tabulation pur-
poses are shown in Table 1. 

Quality sM Li.itstiane 

Although no direct comparison can be made between 
the results of the two surveys, it is felt that some 
comparison is both feasible and advantageous. However, 
users should be aware of both conceptual and coverage 
differences which exist between the two surveys. These 
differences are presented below. 

In addition to the above described conceptual and 
coverage related differences the accuracy of the pri-
vate trucking tabulations are affected by a nunber of 
factors. These are: 

For many firms, the cost of trucking activity was not 
segregated from the other costs. In other cases, esti-
mates only were given. This was particularly true for 
firms in the construction and mining industries and 
for very small operations. Therefore the total cost of 
operating private trucking fleets is underestimated. 

There were 7 0 886 operators of vehicles who did not 
respond to the survey. Many of these were small opera-
tors with a fleet size of less then 10. This group 
also included operators out of business, leasing com-
panies and for-hire truckers. 

Questionnaires were sent to those operators of vehic-
les at each location where the operator had seven or 
more trucks registered. This meant that operations by 
large operators may have been undercounted as other 
locations of the operations where there were less than 
seven trucks were not part of the survey. 

Another source of undercounting involves those opera-
tions whose head office is in the United States. The 
nixnber of such operations which were identified from 
provincial motor vehicle registration tapes were less 
than 100. 

Fuel expenses, salaries, maintenance expenses, and 
rental (broker) expenses reflect, reasonably accu-
rately, the total cost of operating a fleet of 
trucks. However, 'Other expenses" which should include 
insurance expenses, taxes, licenses, depreciation and 
other similar expense items are underestimated, for 
two main reasons; (i) non-response to this particular 
item, (ii) many operators included these expense items 
with those of other "non-trucking related expenses".

Ii eat possible de dresser in univers des camionneurs privéa 
en se basant sur lea fichiers d'imatriculation des bureaux 
provinciaux de véhicules automobiles, l'exception des explo-
itants qui se servent uniqijement de véhicules loués. 

La plupart des exploitants qui ne font pas de camionnage pour 
compte d'autrui conservent lea renseignements sir leurs véhi-
cules dont on a besoin aux firm de notre enquAte (par cx., le 
carburant consommé, Is rémunération, lea marchandises trana-
portées). 

Bon nombre d'exploitants de camions pour compte privé, comae 
ceux qui travsillent dans le commerce de detail ou de gros, 
gérent leur entreprise d'une façon similaire h celle des 
camionneurs pour compte d'autrui. D'autres, surtout ceux qui 
oeuvrent principalement dana lea administrations publiques et 
dans l'industrie des télécomsuriications, utilisent si premier 
chef leurs véhicules conaiie service supplémentaire a leur acti-
vitC principale et ne conservent pas de registre distinct pour 
leurs camions. 

Coaraison mitre lea transporteurs rout iers de marchandises  
et le caaionnage privé 

Malgré lea nombreusea difficultés liées a Is coinparaim 
des ciinnCes concernant le camionnage privé et lea transpi - 
teurs routiers de marchandises, lea totalisations nous permel-
tent de dégager lea points suivants: 

L'industrie des transporteurs routiers de marchandises et eel-
le du camionnage privée dépensent a peu près lea mémes soimnes 
pour le carburant, Is rémunération et l'entretien. 

Lindustrie du camionnage privé exploite 51.1% de vChicules de 
plus que lindustrie du transport routier de msrchandises; cc-
pendant, Is plus grande partie de son parc se compose de cami-
ons simples. La taille du parc nmyen a atteint 25.1 vChicules 
chez les exploitants privés et 31.4 pour lea transporteurs 
rout iers de marchandises. 

Lindustrie dii camionnage price emploie environ 97,000 chauf-
feurs comparativement è 53,200 pour l'industrie du transport 
routier de marchandise. 

Camionnage privC

An unknown number of operators of motor vehicles, such 
as farmers, were excluded from the survey universe, 
because the scope of the survey was limited to those 
operators with fleets of more than seven vehicles. 

Operators which did not have vehicles registered under 
their own name, because they use leased vehicles only, 
were excluded from the survey universe. 

Findinqa and Conclusions 

General Findings 

The pilot study on trucking activity has shown 
that: 

A universe of private truckers can be developed based 
on the provincial motor vehicle registration files; 
with the exception of those operators using exclu-
sively leased vehicles. 

Most of the operators not engaged in for-hire trucking 
retain vehicle oriented information needed for such a 
survey (e.g., fuel consuned, salaries, conanodities 
carried, etc.). 

Many operators of non-for-fire trucks such as those 
involved in retail ana wholesale trade operate in a 
similar way to those of for-hire truckers. Others, 
mainly involved in the government and telecommunica-
tions industries use their vehicles only as a supple-
ment to their main activity and cii not keep separate 
accounts for their trucking operations. 

A Coarison of the Motor Carriers Freiit Industry 
and Private Trucking Activity 

In spite of the many difficulties associated with 
comparing data relating to private trucking activity 
and the motor carriers freight industry, the following 
picture emerges from the tabulations: 

The motor carrier freight industry and private truck-
ing activity spend approximately the same amount of 
money on fuel, salaries and maintensnce. 

The private trucking activity operates 51.1% more 
vehicles that the motor carrier freight industry, how-
ever, most of its fleet consists of straight trucks. 
The average fleet size is 25.1 for private trucking 
and 31.4 for the motor carrier freight industry. 

The private trucking activity employs approximately. 
97,000 drivers as opposed to the 53,200 employed by 
the motor carrier freight industry. 

Private Trucking Activity 

Other highlights of the Private Trucking Activity 
Survey are: 

Of the 8,928 operators reporting, 2,678 were cbmiciled 
in Ontario; 1,908 in Alberta; 983 in Quebec sn" 912 in 
British Columbia. 

Of the 8,928 operators reporting, 3,126 were involved 
in construction, 2,189 in trade, 1,284 in manufactur-
ing and 1,133 in agriculture. 

Of the 8,928 respondents, 3,325 were operating inter-
provincially while 5,603 were operating only within 
provincial or territorial boundaries.
