F rework 

IhP universe of the For-hire Trucking Survey 
consists of those carriers whose reports to the Motor 
Carriers freight and Household Goods Movers Survey for 
1980 showed earnings of $100,000 or more from the 
domestic movement of goods over 15 miles or 24.1 
kilometres on public roads. 

The carrierm surveyed are classified according to 
the transportation revenue earned from their intercity 
operations. All carriers earning $2.7 million or more 
are classified as Class I carriers. Carriers earning 
between $150,000 to $2.7 million are classified as 
Class II carriers and all those earning between 
$100,000 and $349,999 are referred to as Class III 
carriers. 

Methodology 

Estimates are produced using a probability ssmple. 
The selection of the sample depends on the size of the 
carrier. For Class I and Class II, it consists of a 
two-stage design. The first stage is a stratified 
simple random sample of firms. The second stage is, 
generally, a systematic sample of shipping documents 
from the files of the selected firms. For Class III 
firms, the sample design consists of a stratified 
irriple random sample of firms, from which macro infor-

mat ion is ohtajnpd.

NICIt IGHTS 

In 1981, an estimated $3,786,331 million was earned 
as transport revenue on the movement of an estimated 
35.978 million shipments by Classes 1, Il, III 
carriers. The activity was highest in Ontario where 
13.908 million shipments originated and 15.454 million 
ended up. Total tonnage carried was estimated at 
139 277 ODD tonnes. Amongst all the commodities 
transported, revenue generated on the transport of the 
Food Materials and Food Preparation group, was 
highest.
