Data presented in this Service Bulletin are pro-
duced from the results of the 1982 For-hire Trucking 
Survey which was conducted in accordance with the 
objectives, framework and methodology established for 
the reference year 1981. 

jectives 

The objectives of the survey are to provide esti-
mates concerning the origin and destination of domes- 

• tic intercity (defined as over 15 miles or 24.1 kilo-
metres) corsuodity movements by for-hire motor car-
riers. Estimates are produced on revenues, nusber of 
shipments and tonnes carried at the province-to-pro-
vince (territory) level. 

Frss.snrk 

The universe of the For-hire Trucking Survey 
consists of those carriers whose reports to the Motor 
Carriers Freight and Household Goods Movers Survey for 
1981 showed earninqa of $100,000 or more from the 
domestic movement of goods over 15 miles or 24.1 
kilometres on public roads. 

The carriers surveyed are classified according to 
the transportation revenue earned from their intercity 
operations. All carriers earning $2.9 million or more 
are classified as Class I carriers. Carriers earning 
between $350,000 to $2.9 million are classified as 
Class II carriers and all those earning between 
$100,000 and $349,999 are referred to as Class III 
carriers. 

Methodology 

Estimates are produced using a probability sample. 
The selection of the sample depends on the size of the 
carrier. For Class I and Class II, it consists of a 
two-stage design. The first stage is a stratified 
simple random sample of firms. The second stage is, 
generally, a systematic sample of shipping documents 
from the files of the selected firms. For Class III 
firms, the sample design consists of a stratified 
simple random sample of firma, from which macro infor-
mation is obtained.

sources. 

When the data have been transcribed and processed, 
sample weights are applied to the variables to produce 
the estimates. These sample weiqhts are equal to the 
inverse probablility of selection and are adjusted to 
reflect non-response, missinq and unusable documents. 

Sampling error arises because the sample selected 
is only one of a large number of possible samples of 
the same size that could have been selected using the 
same sample design under the same conditions. Meastir-
ing the sampling error amounts to measuring the varia-
bility of the estimates obtained from different 
samples of the same size. The coefficient of variation 
is used in this bulletin to measure the standard error 
and shows the precision with which an estimate based 
on the sample approximates the estimate obtained had a 
census been undertaken. The lower the coefficient of 
variation the more reliable the estimate. 

Exclusions from the Survey Universe 

The following are considered outside the domain of 
the survey: 

Armoured car services. 

Messenger services, courier services and parcel deli-
very services. 

Carriers whose main activity is not for-hire trucking, 
e.g., construction companies, logging companies, 
excavation services, sand and gravel companies that 
sell the merchandise as well as transport it. 

Private trucking firms. 

Trucking rental firms and brokers. 

Carriers domiciled outside Canada. 

Household goods movers (own account). 

Exclusions from Survey Results 

International shipments. 

Shipments transported 15 miles (24.1 kilometres) or 
less from origin to destination. 

Shipments which might be double-counted as a result of 
interlining between road carriers. Only the complete 
shipment origin-destination data as recorded on the 
documents of initiating road carriers are included in 
survey estimates. 

Non-revenue shipments. 

Records which relate to non-transportation services 
such as storage, packing, equipment rental, labour, 
loading and unloading. 

Limitations 

In making use of estimates from the For-hire Truck-
ing Survey, it is useful to keep the following points 
in mind, especially when comparing revenue figures 
with revenue data obtained from other sources. 
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Urti, with respect to payments made to carriers 

S 	the Maritime Freight Rate Assistance Act, the 
tea shown in the For-hire Trucking Survey tables 

based on chargea paid by the shipper, excluding, 
on possible, subsidy payments received. 

Second, piggyback movements of goods (truck trailer 
or container on railway flatcar) are considered to be 
extensions of movements by road. Thus, shipment 
origins and destinations are those shown on for-hire 
carriers' documents. However, in cases where it is 
possible to determine that shipments are loaded in 
rail cars (piggyback), the truck shipment destination 
is considered to be the point at which the railway 
receives the goods. In such cases, revenues are esti-
mated for the road portion only. 

Third, interline shipments (transfer of shipment 
from one for-hire road carrier to another for further-
ance) are treated in the For-hire Trucking Survey in 
such a way as to produce net figures for revenues and 
tonnes. This means that duplicetion has been avoided 
in cases where a shipment has been documented in the 
files of more than one road carrier. 

Coarthility of Data 

Users are advised to use caution when comparing 
1982, commodity origin and destination data with those 
prior to 1981, and to take into account redefinition 
of survey population, improvement in stratification 
variables, different sampling techniques and introduc-
tion of improved imputation techniques affecting the 

1 data.

In 1982, an estimated $3,815,592 million was earned 
as transport revenue on the soveinent of an estimated 
31.851 million shipments by Classes I, II, III 
carriers. The activity was highest in Ontario where 
12.425 million shipments originated and 11.349 million 
ended up. Total tonnage carried was estimated at 
141 226 000 tonnes. Amongst all the comodities 
transported, revenue generated on the transport of the 
Food Materials and Food Preparation group, was 
highest.
