INTRODUCTION 

Les donnees prêsentes dans le present 
Bulletin de service proviennent de l'Enquête sur 
le transport routier de marchandises pour cornpte 
d'autrui et couvrent la pêriode allant de 1976 a 
1980. 

Le nombre estimatif d'expéditions eeL une des 
principales variables déterminêes par 1'Enqu8te. 
Le present bulletin analyse le nombre est.imetif 
d'expeditions aux niveaux des provinces, des ter-
ritoires et du pays et suivant 10 catégories de 
poids et six categories de marchandises. 

Pour obtenir une description des objectifs, du 
cadre et de la methodologie de l'enquête, veuil-
lez consulter L'enquête sur le transport routier 
de marchandises pour coate d'autrui, no 53-224 
au catalogue. 

The estimated number of shipments trans-
ported is one of the major variables deter-
mined by the survey. This Service Bulletin 
analyses the estimated number of shipments 
at the provincial/territorial and Canada 
levels based on 10 weight groups and six 
commodity groups.

ANALYSIS 

Framework 

The analysis is based on the estimated 
number of shipments, broken down by three 
variables: weight, commodity and province! 
territory. Ten weight groups are analysed: 
up to 100 lb., 100-999 lb., 1,000-1,999 lb., 
2,000-4,999 lb., 5,000-9,999 lb., 10,000-
19,999 lb., 20,000-29,999 lb., 30,000-49,999 
lb., 50,000-69,999 lb. and 70,000 lb. and 
over. 
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L'analyse repose sur le nombre estimatif 
d'expéditions, réparti suivant trois variables: 
is poids, le type de marchandise et la province 
ou le territoire. Dix categories de poids sont 
analysêes: jusqu'a 100 liv, 100-999 liv, 1,000-
1,999 liv, 2,000-4,999 liv, 5,000-9,999 liv, 
10,000-19,999 liv, 20, 000-29, 999 liv,30,000-
49,999 liv, 50,000-69,999 liv et 70,000 liv et 
plus. 
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In addition, six commodity groups are 
analysed: live animals; food, feed, beverage 
and tobacco; crude materials, inedible; fab-
ricated materials, inedible; end products, 
inedible; and general or unclassified 
freight. Finally, the shipments are divided 
into the 10 provinces and two territories. 

HIGHLIGHTS 

Req ional 

The estimated nunber of shipments in 1980 
was 32,396,920 (refer to Table 1). This is 
an increase of 9.8% from the 1976 estimate 
of 29,495,149 shipments, although it is a 
slight decrease from the 1979 high of 
32, 736, 800. 

The major origins of freight in 1980 were 
Ontario (37.4% of total shipments) and 
Quebec (21.5%), followed by British Columbia 
(13.2%) and Alberta (13.0%). Only 14.9% of 
the shipments originate in the remaining six 
provinces and two territories. 

Several provinces have increased their 
relative share of shipments. In 1980 (with 
1976 percentages in parenthesis) 0.7% (0.3%) 
of total shipments originated in Newfound-
land, 13.0% (9.1%) in Alberta and 13.2% 
(8.5%) in British Coluiia. Conversely, the 
share of total shipments has decreased in 
Quebec 21.5% (25.3%), Ontario 37.4% (41.6%) 
and Manitoba 4.8% (5.5 0%). 

The remaining provinces and territories 
have maintained a relatively stable share of 
total shipments throughout the period, 
although in Saskatchewan a downward trend 
has emerged in recent years. 

En outre, six categories de marchandises sont 
analysées: les animaux vivants; les aliments, 
les provendes, les boissons et le tabac; les 
matières brutes, non comestibles; les demi-pro-
duits, non comestibles; les produits finis, non 
comestibles; le fret ordinaire ou non classé. 
Enfin, les expeditions sont divisêes selon lea 
10 provinces et les deux territoires. 

FAIlS SARLANTS 

Selon les regions 

En 1980, le nombre estimatif dexpéditions 
était de 32,396,920 (voir le tableau 1). Compara-
tivement 'a l'estimation de 29,495,149 expeditions 
établie en 1976, ii s'agit d'une augmentation de 
9.8% même s'il s'est produit une légère baisse 
depuis le sommet de 32,736,800 expeditions at-
teint en 1979. 

En 1980, le fret provenait principalement de 
l'Ontario (37.4% des expeditions totales) et du 
Québec (21.5%), suivies par la Colombie-Britan-
nique (13.2%) et l'Alberta (13.0%). Les six 
autres provinces et les deux territoires se 
partagent los 14.9% qui restent. 

Plusieurs provinces ont augmenté leur part 
relative des expeditions. En 1980 (les pourcen-
tages de 1976 sont indiqués entre parentheses), 
0.7% (0.3%) des expeditions totales provenaient 
de Terre-Neuve, 13.0% (9.1%) de 1'Alberta et 
13.2% (8.5%) de la Colombie-Britannique. Inverse-
ment, le Québec, l'Ontario et le Manitoba ont vu 
leur part des expeditions totales diminuer res-
pectivement b 21.5% (25.3%), 37.4% (41.6%) et 
4.8% (5.5%). 

Dans los autres provinces et lea territoires, 
ce pourcentage est demeuré relativement constant 
même si, ces dernières années, une tendance h la 
baisse a commence a paraltre en Saskatchewan. 

Selon le poids 

Pendant la période d'enquête, presque deux 
tiers de toutes les expeditions pesaient moms de 
1,000 liv; en 1980, 27.9% de toutes les expédi-
tions pesaient moms de 100 liv et 36.7% pesaient 
entre 100 liv et 999 liv. Cette repartition n'a 
pas change de façon appreciable depuis 1976 (voir 
le tableau 2). 

Les autres expeditions sont divisées en huit 
categories de poids. Pour la plupart do ces 
categories, leur part des expeditions totales eat 
demeurée relativement constante pendant Is 
période d'enquête. Cependant, lea expeditions 
pesant entre 1,000 liv at 1,999 liv ne reprê-
sentaient plus, en 1980, que 6.2% des expeditions 
totales, comparativement a 7.3% en 1976; par au-
leurs, la part des expeditions de 70,000 liv et 
plus eat passée de 1.9% an 1976 è 3.3% en 1980. 

Weight 

Thoughout the period, almost two thirds 
of all shipments weighed under 1,000 lb.; in 
1980 27.9% of total shipments weighed under 
100 lb. and 36.7% weighed between 100 and 
999 lb. This breakdown has not altered sig-
nificantly since 1976 (refer to Table 2). 

The remaining shipments are divided into 
eight weight categories. Most of these 
groups have maintained a relatively constant 
share of total shipments throughout the 
period. However, the 1,000-1,999 lb. cate-
gory has decreased its relative share of 
shipments from 7.3% in 1976 to 6.2% in 1980 
while the 70,000 lb. and over group has in-
creased from 1.9% in 1976 to 3.3% in 1980.

the Canada total level, over 70% of 
I shipments in 1980 were concentrated in 

two commodity groups: end products, inedible 
(49.7%) and fabricated materials, inedible 
(22.4%). The percentage of shipments in end 
products, inedible has increased 6.1 
percentage points from the 1976 level of 
43.6%. Trends are evident in other commodity 
groups. The 1980 breakdown (with 1976 per-
centages in parenthesis) is fabricated 
materials, inedible 22.4% (25.1%); food, 
feed, beverage and tobacco 12.4% (14.8%); 
and crude materials, inedible 3 • 5% (3.8%). 
No distinct trends emerge in either general 
or unclassified freight 11.1% (11.8%) and 
live animals 0.9% (0.9%). 

Selon les marchandises 

En 1980, h l'échelle du pays, deux categories 
de marchandises constituaient plus de 70% de 
toutes lee expeditions: les produits finis, non 
comestibles (49.7%) et les demi-produits, non 
comestibles (22.4%). Les expéditions des produits 
finis, non coinestibles ont augmenté de 6.1 points 
par rapport au niveau de 1976, soit 43.6%. On 
peut aussi deceler certaines tendaices dans les 
autres categories de marchandises. Pour 1980 (lee 
pourcentages de 1976 sont indiquês entre paren-
theses), la repartition se lit come suit: les 
demi-produits, non comestibles, 22.4% (25.1%); 
lee aliments, les provendes, les boissons et le 
tabac, 12.4% (14.8%); et les matieres brutes, non 
comestibles, 3.5% (3.8%). Cependant, aucune 
tendance notable n'est apparue dans le fret ordi-
naire ou non classe, qui constitue 11.1% (11.8%) 
des expeditions et dans les animaux vivants, qui 
totalisent 0.9% (0.9%) de celles-ci.
