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The tables in this report show reve-
nues earned by provincial, territorial and 
federal governments from motive fuel taxes, 
vehicle registration fees, drivers' licence 
fees, and other motor vehicle related 
charges during the 1976 fiscal year. This 
fiscal year covers the period from April 1, 
1976 to March 31, 1977. It should be noted 
Lhat these statistics are obtained from re-
ports submitted by the 12 provincial and 
territorial governments across the nation. 

Total provincial and territorial rev-
enues in the 1976 fiscal year amounted to 
$2,216 million, up 6.5% from $2,081 million 
in 1975. The bulk of these revenues came 
from taxes on motive fuel which showed a 
gain of 3.9% to $1,564 million. These tax 
receipts arise primarily from gasoline and 
diesel fuel but in certain cases, they origi-
nate from other types of fuel such as fur-
nace and stove oil, propane and aviation 
fuel. The Northwest Territories included In 
their 1976 net motive fuel tax figure, reve-
nues collected from fuels taxed at less than 
road-use rates; this explains the 50.8% in-
crease from $2,626,736 in 1975 to $3,963,218 
in 1976. The increase in the taxes col-
lected at road-use rates was only 4.8%, i.e., 
from $2,626,736 to $2,752,578. Due to this 
item, the revenues of the Northwest Terri-
tories totalled $4,550 million, up 35.6% 
from $3,357 million in 1975. 
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Les tableaux de ce bulletin présentent les 
recettes des administrations provinciales, tern-
toriales et fédérale provenant des taxes sur les 
carburants, des frais d'immatniculatlon, de permis 
de conduire et d'autres frais perçus au titre des 
véhicules automobiles au cours de l'année finan-
cière allant du 1er  avril 1976 au 31 mars 1977. 
Ces statistiques sont tirées des declarations 
présentées par les 12 administrations provinciales 
et territoriales au pays. 

Les recettes totales des provinces et tern-
tomes sont passées de $2,081 millions en 1975 
$2,216 millions en 1976, une augmentation de 6.5 %. 
La plupart de ces recettes provenaient des taxes 
sur les carburants(surtout de l'essence et du car-
burant diesel mais aussI parfois du mazout, du pé-
trole du chauffage, du propane, du carburant 
d'aviation et d'autres types de carburant), qui se 
sont accrues de 3.9 % pour atteindre $1,564 mil-
lions. En 1976, les Territoires du Nord-Ouest ont 
inclus les taxes acquittées en decà des taux de 
consommation routire dans le montant net des 
taxes sur les carburants, d'oü une augmentation de 
50.8 % ($3,963,218) par rapport a 1975 
($2,626,736). Les taxes perçues aux taux de con-
sommation routire sont passées de $2,626,736 
$2,752,578, soit seulement 4.8 % de plus. Lea 
recettes des Territoires du Nord-Ouest ont ainsi 
atteint $4,550 millions, une hausse de 35.6 % sur 
1975 ($3,357 millions). 
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VhLclo rcgi stroLlon fees, which is the 
second Largest revenue item, rose 13.6% to 
$538 million in 1976. The 4.3% increase in 
the number of vehicles registered along with 
increased registration fees in some provinces 
accounted for the increased revenues. For 
example, the revenues collected by the prov-
ince of Newfoundland from passenger automo-
bile registrations amounted to $3,978 million, 
45% higher than the $2,743 million reported 
in 1975. This augmentation reflects an av-
erage increase of 50% in the passenger auto-
mobile registration fees in that province. 

Excluding the 35.6% increase in the 
Northwest Territories, the provincial and 
territorial revenues varied from a decrease 
of 16.0% in the Yukon to an increase of 18.1% 
in Saskatchewan. Most of the Saskatchewan 
increase may be attributed to a 25% increase 
in the tax rate on gasoline and liquefied 
petroleum gases and a 28% increase in the 
tax rate on diesel fuel. The decrease in the 
Yukon reflects the effects of a prolonged 
mining strike on the taxes collected on mo-
tive nd other fuels. 

ihe Federal Gasoline Excise Tax, which 
La app] ]ed at a rate of 10e, per gallon to 
gasoline consumed on public roads and streets 
in non-commercial activities, was collected 
during the entire 1976 fiscal year. Net  rev-
enue from this tax totalled $600 million.

lea frais d' immat rfculatn, deuxime poste 
en importance des recettes, ont progressé de 13.6 P 
en 1976 pour s'établir a $538 millions. Cette 
hausse est attribuable a l'accroissement de 4.3 
du nombre de véhicules immatriculés ainsi qu'3 is 
majoration des frais d'immatriculation dans cer-
tames provinces. A titre d'exemple, l'immatri-
culation des voitures particulières a rapporté 
Terre-Neuve $3,978 millions, chiffre qui dépasse de 
45 % lea $2,743 millions déclarés en 1975. Cette 
augmentation découle de la maj oration de 50 ¼ en 
moyenne des frais d'immatriculation des voitures 
particuliares dams cette province. 

Si l'on me tient pas compte de la hausse de 
35.6 % dams lea Territoires du Nord-Ouest, les re-
cettes des provinces et des territoires s'éche-
lonnent entre - 16.0 % au Yukon et 18.1 ¼ en Sas-
katchewan. La plus grande partie de l'augmentation 
en Saskatchewan est imputable a des gains du taux 
de la taxe sur l'essence (25 ¼), les gaz de pétrole 
liquéfiés (25 ¼) et le carburant diesel (28 ¼). 
Au Yukon, la diminuation des taxes sur lee carbu-
rants et lea autres combustibles résulte d'une 
grave prolongée des mineurs. 

La taxe d'accise fédérale de lOc. par gallon 
d'essence consommé par lee véhicules routiers non 
commerciaux a été en vlgueur durant toute l'année 
financiére 1976. Lea recettes nettes de cette 
taxes ont totalis6s $600 millions.
