Background 

The statistical tables presented are based upon 
the results of the 1974 For-hire Trucking Survey 
(Commodity Origin and Destination Survey) conducted by 
the Transportation and Communications Division. The 
underlying objective of this survey is to provide 
information on the domestic intercity movements of 
goods by Canada's regulated for-hire trucking industry. 
The data collected to satisfy this objective are: 
origins and destinations of shipments, commodities 
carried, weights of goods and revenue received from 
their transport. 

Requests for this information have come from a 
wide variety of sources, government departments con-
cerned with trade; transport officials at both federal 
and provincial levels; carriers; universities and con-
sultants, and many other organizations, associations 
and individuals who share a common interest in trans-
portation. 

The information collected serves four basic re-
quirements: 

(1) to measure the volume of domestic trade transport-
ed by regulated "for-hire" carriers provincially 
and inter-provincially; 

[) to aid in the assessment of the industrial growth 
rate reflected by this activity, and to provide 
information on regional development; 

I) to assist in transportation studies, particularly 
in transportation planning and; 

l to support the presentation of briefs, submissions 
and other inquiries to regulatory authorities and 
commissions. 

Highlights 

Estimated total revenue increased 17.6%, from 
$1,278.24 million in 1973 to $1,503.75 million in 
1974. The largest revenue increases in interprovincial 
freight movements were between the provinces of Quebec 
and Ontario. 

Revenue earned on intraprovincial movements of 
freight increased in all areas except Prince Edward 
Island, British Columbia, the Yukon and the Northwest 
Territories. The largest increases were reported in 
Quebec, Ontario and Alberta. 

The 17.6% increase in revenues is attributable 
to the following main factors: 

the growth of the industry, 
an increase in the size of the universe, 
higher freight rates, 
the inclusion of CF Express Ltd. in the 
survey universe. 

Total tonnage and ton-miles are essentially the 
same. The differences are well within the sampling 
variability and are due to an increase in the number 
of shipments made and the change in commodity mix. 
Although the number of shipments sampled for the 1974 
survey remained at 225,000, there was a 9.6 increase 
in the number of shipments used for tahulatinn nurposos.

(Enqute sur l'origine et Is destination des marchandises 
du transport routier) 

Rejgnements généraux 

Les tableaux statistiques présentés ici soot tires des 
résultats de l'enquéte de 1974 sur le transport routier de 
marchandises pour compte d'autrui et en location (enquéte 
sur l'origine et la destination des marchandises) menée par la 
Division des transports et des communications. L'objectif de 
base de cette enquéte eat de fournir des renseignements sur 
lea mouvements intérieurs do biens entre villes par lea soins 
de l'industrie canadienne réglementee du transport routier 
pour compte d'autrui et en location. Les données recueillies 
afin de réaliser cet objectif portent sur l'origine et Is 
destination des expeditions, lea marchandisea transportêea. 
le poids des biena acheminés et lea recettes au titre 65 ce 
transport. 

Lea demsndea visant cette information ont émané d'un 
grand nombre de sources, qu'il s'agisse des ministéres intéres- 
sea par le commerce, des agents des transports des paliers fé- 
déraux et provinciaux, des transporteura, des universités et 
des conseils no des nombreux autres organismes, associations 
et particuliers qu'intéressent le secteur des transports.

(1) mesurer le volume des marchandisea du commerce intérieur 
transportées dana lea provinces at entre celles-ci par lea 
tranaporteurs regis pour compte d'autrul et en location; 

(2) faciliter Is determination du taux de croissance indus-
trielle dont témoigne cette activitC et procurer des don-
nées sur l'expansion régionale; 

(3) faire des etudes sur les transports et notamment 1 plani-
fier l'activitC de ce secteur; 

(4) ëtayer la presentation de mémoires, de communications et 
de demandes aux organes et commissions de reglementation. 

Points saillants 

Lea recettes estimativea totales ont augmenté de 17.6 %, 
passant de $1,278.24 millions en 1973 1 $1,503.75 millions en 
1974. Pour le transport interprovincial de marchandisea, c'esr 
le commerce entre 1'Ontario at le Quebec qui a procure la plus 
forte hausse des recettes. 

Las recettes du transport intraprovincial de marchan-
dises ont augmenté dans toutes lea regions I l'exception de 
l'lle-du-Prince-Edouard, Colombie-Britannique, du Yukon et 
des Territoirea du Nord-Ouest. C'est su Québec, en Ontario 
et en Alberta qu'on a enregistré lea hausses lea plus consi-
dCrables.

Comparability Between Years 

The results of the 1974 survey should not be com-
pared with years prior to 1973. Refer to the table 
commencing on page 5 of the 1973 publication. The ta-
ble shows that changes in survey objectives, an improved 
survey universe, larger sample size and more effective 
sampling procedures preclude this comparability. 

Scope of the 1974 Survey 

The following characteristics define those firms 
or shipments which, according to survey concepts, are 
out-of-scope. 

Exclusions from the Survey Universe 

(1) Carriers earning less than S100.000 annually from 
intercity movements of freight. 

(2) Strictly local carriers (operating in less than a 
16 miles radius). 

(3) Rail-express and air-express companies. 
(4) Armoured carriers. 
(5) Messenger service carriers. 
(6) Carriers whose main activity Is not for-hire 

trucking. 

(7) Unregulated for-hire and private trucking firms 

(8) Truck rental firms as well as brokers. 

(9) Carriers domiciled outside Canada. 

Exclusions from the Tabulations 

(1) International shipments. 
(2) Local shipments. 
(3) Interline duplications. 

(4) Non-reference year shipments. 
(5) Van-line duplicate shipments. 

Survey Methodology 

There were numerous alternatives considered for 
collecting data on the for-hire trucking industry. 
Because of the multitude of firms, the expense and 
work associated with obtaining the information on a 
total company basis, it was decided that a stratified 
sampling of both firms and shipping documents should 
be taken.

trip reports for the reference calendar year. 

Data Collection and Processing 

The following outlines the procedures involved 
in collecting data in the offices of the trucking firms 
and the production of the tabular statistics in this 
publication. 

Data were recorded on the Transcription Form 
which contained such information as shipment identifi- 
cation, origin and destination of the shipment, descrip-
tion of the commodity, weights of commodities carried, 
revenues earsd, and various descriptive codes to assist 
in the computer system. A second document, the Control 
Form, was used to record the numeric details of the 
sampling scheme used for a particular workload. Later 
in the processing cycle, the computer system used this 
information in the computation of a factor (or weight) 
by which the sampled data on the Transcription Form 
was multiplied and accumulated to obtain an estimate 
of commodity movement. 

Both forms were sent from the Regional Offices of 
Statistics Canada to Ottawa where the Information was 
registered and processed by computer. Firstly, the data 
were edited by a computer program which rejected any 
data that ere inconsistent, for subsequent manual cor-
rection ana resubmission. The 'good' data proceeded 
further in the computer system to the 'coding' stage. 
In the coding stage, numeric codes were assigned auto-
matically to each valid origin, destination and commo-
dity name. This was done by comparing a particular 
name against a 'library" on magnetic tape until the same 
name was found. When a match was found the correspon-
ding code was assigned to the data. If a particular 
name was not found, it was added to the library manu-
ally, with a corresponding code, so that it could be 
utilized on the next match. Mileages were obtained 
from another computer library program which gave dis-
tances between specific cities. Where a mileage could 
not be found in the library, it was computed by a for-
mula using latitudes and longitudes of the terminals. 
The use of libraries eliminated tedious and expensive 
clerical coding, and provided greater coding consis-
tency by reducing human error. 

When the data were coded and edited as far as 
possible, they passed into the "imputation" stage. 
This consisted of another computer program which filled 
in any information not available tc the enumerator in 
the field. For example, if a weight and a rate were 
stated, the revenue could be computed. However, if such 
straight calculation could not provide the missing in-
formation, the computer supplied an estimate of the 
likeliest value, taking into account the other informa-
lion recorded for this shipping document or the infor-
mation on other similar documents. 

All records were "weighted up" to accommodate 
the fact that not all shipments were sampled in the 
survey. "Non-selected" data, such as local trips, 
United States origins and destinations, and rentals, 
among others, were eliminated by the computer. The 
remaining "good" records were then sorted and accumu-
lated by the computer to produce the data appearing in 
this publication.

If only one firm were selected from a particular 
stratum at the rate of 1 in 5 and shipments within that 
firm were drawn at the rate of 1 in 20, the sum of rev-
enues for all shipments in the firm would be multiplied 
by 100 (that is, 5 times 20) to yield an estimate of 
total revenue earned for the stratum in question. 
Weight in pounds was similarly calculated. The total 
weight in pounds was then divided by 2,000 to obtain 
total tons shipped. Ton-mile estimates were determined 
by multiplying the weight shown in pounds on the record 
by the distance shipped, expanding this product by the 
corresponding factor weights and then dividing by 2,000 
to obtain ton-miles. 

The average revenues per ton and per ton-mile 
were calculated in two parts using a weighted average. 

Reliability of Data 

Errors may occur at almost every phase of a sur-
vey's operations - interviewers may misunderstand in-
structions; respondents may make errors in answering 
questions; shipping documents may be incomplete or in-
correct; and errors may be introduced into the process-
ing and tabulation of data. All such errors are cal-
led non-sampling errors. While some of the non-
sampling errors will usually balance out over a large 
number of observations, systematically occurring errors 
will contribute to biases. Non-sampling errors have 
been reduced to a minimum by intensive training of field 
personnel, by the stringent design of standard sampling 
plans, and by careful control of the various processing 
operations. 

However, had a complete census by interview rath-
er than a sample of shipping documents been employed 
to obtain the data on Canada's for-hire trucking indus-
try, a different set of figures would have been ob-
tained despite the fact that the same questionnaires, 
interviewers and processing techniques had been used 
in both instances. This discrepancy is known as the 
'sampling error' of the estimates. The sampling error, 
expressed as a percentage of the estimate to which it 
refers is not identical for all estimates; of any two 
estimates, the larger one will probably have the small-
er per cent sampling error; of two estimates of the 
same size, the one referring to a characteristic more 
evenly distributed across the country will tend to have 
the smaller per cent sampling error. 

The sampling error cannot be calculated directly 
A quantity called the standard deviation can however, 
be estimated from the sample data. The standard devi-
ation of an estimate is a statistical measure of its 
sampling error. It also partially measures the effect 
of non-sampling errors, although it does not reflect 
any systematic biases in the data. The chances are 
approximately 68 out of 100 that the difference be-
tween an estimate (based on the sample) and the corre-
sponding census figure will be less than the standard 
deviation; the chances are approximately 95 out of 100 
that the difference will be less than twice the stan-
dard deviation; and about 99 out of 100 that it would 
be less than two and one half times as large. 

In this report the standard deviations of the 
estimates, expressed as percentages of the estimates, 
have been given letter codes indicative of the range 
of the deviation. The letter 'a' indicates that the 
standard deviation is smaller than 10.01 of the esti- 
mate; the letter 'b" indicates that rh 	t md b.

Lea enquiteurs peuvent mal comprendre 
lea instructions, les enquitis peuvent se tromper dans leurs 
riponses, les documents d'expidition peuvent itre incomplets 
ou incorrects et des erreurs peuvent ae glisser lors de l'ex-
ploitation ou de la totalisation des données.

Although these 
charges contribute to the cost of moving goods, they 
are not part of the line-haul transportation charge 
and are not included in the transportation revenue 
from a 8hipment. 

Bill of Lading 

A contract setting Out the details for transport-
ing goods from a consignor (shipper) to a consignee 
(receiver). The bill of lading usually contains a 
description of the goods, the origin and destination, 
the weight or number and the transportation charges. 

Commodity 

Any goods that are transported by carriers as 
distinguished from a service that is performed.

Probill 

A document which is made by the trucking company 
from the bill of lading. It is a company control 
method describing the handling of a shipment of goods 
and usually contains information on origin, destination, 
commodity description, weight (or other measurement), 
rate, revenue and interlining. A probill is sometimes 
referred to as a waybill.

Sampling 

A procedure used to draw a random part of a group 
for examination. Rather than examining an entire group 
referred to as the population or universe, one may 
examine a small part of the group called a "sample' 5 . 

Shipment 

A quantity of goods transported by a for-hire 
carrier and covered by a shipping document from one 
person or organization (consignor or shipper) to an-
other person or organization (consignee or receiver) 

Shipping Document 

Any document recording the transportation of goods 
by carrier, which can be sampled. A probill (waybill), 
bill of lading, load manifest, trip report, invoice, 
or the individual records of a sunanary sheet are ship-
ping documents. 

Stratification 

The creation of a set of sub-populations is such 
that each unit of the population occurs in one and 
only one of the sub-populations. Theoretically, each 
sub-population is internally consistent. 

Manifeste
