Renseignements généraux 

L'enquête sur le transport routier de marchan-
dises pour compte d'autrui sert b évaluer ies 
mouvements de marchandises effectuës par cette 
industrie au Canada. Depuis Is publication des 
résultats de l'enquête de 1970 dans le premier 
numéro, Is méthode et les procédés d'enquête ont 
subi plusieurs modifications afin d'accroltre le 
degré de fiabilité des estimations h un niveau de 
désagrégation inférieur.

Background 

The For-hire Trucking Survey measures 
commodity movements by the for-hire trucking 
industry in Canada. Since the results of the 
1970 survey were published in the first edi-
tion of this publication, several revisions 
and many adjustments have been made to both 
methodology and procedures. Their purpose 
has been to improve the reliability of esti-
mates at a more disaggregated level. 

The survey is designed to produce reli-
able estimates concerning the origin and 
destination of domestic intercity commodity 
movements by for-hire motor carriers in suf-
ficient detail to meet major user needs. An 
intercity movement is one over a distance 
greater than 24 kilometres. The basic samp-
ling unit is the shipment. For each ship-
ment, information collected includes the 
true origin and destination, a description 
of the commodity or commodities carried, the 
weight and the transportation revenue 
u'arned. Published estimates cover revenues, 
tonnes and tonne-kilometres relating to 

.  movements within and between provinces, 
torritories and major cities, in total and 
for major commodity groups. As well, tabula-
I ions show selected ratios derived from the 
estimates, including revenue per tonne and 
per shipment, and weight per shipment. For 
details on derivation and calculation, see 
Appendix A and for definitions, see Glos-
sary. 

Intercity commodity origin-destinat ion 
information available from the For-hire 
Trucking Survey complements financial and 
operational data to be found in the Motor 
Carriers - Freight and Household Goods 
Movers, Annual publicat ion (Catalogue 
53-222). 

Information obtained from the For-hire 
Trucking Survey may be used to: 

measure the volume of interprovincial trade 
carried by intercity for-hire trucking; 

measure the market share of groups of 

S carriers in selected markets; 

measure the voli.sne of intercity commodity 
movements by for-hire motor carriers within 
each province; 



provide information for iritermodel compari-
Sons and market share analyses, and 

produce a substitute for trucking rate 
indices. 

Data from the survey results may also be 
used in a variety of analytical studies. 
They have been extensively used for: 

examining the effects of regulation compared 
with deregulation; 

market share studies to examine economic 
concentration in a specific transport 
market; 

economies of scale studies; 

examining the effects of regulation on the 
average price level using ratios such as 
revenue per tonne-kilometre and revenue per 
tonne; and 

background papers for transport planning and 
policy development. 

The data may also provide information on 
for-hire trucking as a contributor to indus-
trial growth and regional development.

The universe has been made more relevant 
through the exclusion of own-account house-
hold goods movers, which are largely local, 
and oilfield carriers earning less than half 
their revenue from transportation, which 
properly belong to other industries. A major 
small-shipment carrier formerly excluded has 
been added to the universe. The computer 
system has been modified to accept magnetic 
tapes and other input from carriers who can 
supply information in machine-readable 
form. The sample size has been increased to 
provide more reliab1e estimates. The survey 
methodology has been modified to improve 
stratification, imputation methods and 
sampling procedures and hence the quality of 
the estimates produced. 

As in any major redesign program, the 
advantages are gained, to some extent, at 
the cost of a certain amount of continuity. 
Thus it is necessary to caution the user 
against making inferences about the differ-
ences between estimates in the old surveys 
and their equivalents in the new survey.

Reasons for the 1981 Revision 

It is Divisional policy to review each 
survey program regularly. The last major 
revisions were introduced in 1973. Since 
that time, the sample size of 225,000 ship-
ments has remained constant, while the esti-
mated shipment population has increased from 
20 million to 35 million. Introduction by 
some carriers of computer systems for sched-
uling and billing now makes possible the use 
of machine-readable information as survey 
input. Because experience has indicated that 
many of the smaller carriers do not maintain 
sufficiently detailed records for proper 
sample selection, it has been necessary to 
modify the data collection method for these 
carriers. Finally, major users require more 
reliable estimates at more detailed levels. 

All aspects of the survey have been 
ffected, particularly stratification and 
ornple selection methods, and the estimation 
;trategy. In addition, the use of machine-
'eadable input not only increases the data 
ase but also reduces response burden. 

Improved data processing technologies have 
been used to better the data quality and the 
cost-effectiveness of the survey. 

METHODOLOGY 

Population and Frane 

The survey population consists of all 
shipments made by trucking firms earning 
more than $100,000 in intercity trucking 
revenue. Since this population of shipments 
is not directly accessible, it is reached 
through the carriers of the shipments. These 
carriers are used as natural clusters of 
shipments in the first stage of the sample 
design. The frame consists of a list of car- 
riers which reported to the Motor Carriers — 
Freight and Household Goods Movers survey 
for the previous reference year that they 
had domestic intercity revenue over $100,000 
in the preceding fiscal year.

Three kinds of inputs are accepted in 
this survey: tapes from selected carriers, 
information transcribed from sampled ship-
ping documents and overall estimates con-
cerning principal commodities carried. The 
tapes contain information relating to indi-
vidual shipments, the characteristics of 
which are the same as those which are 
recorded on shipping documents. Thus the 
ultimate sampling unit for those firms which 
either provide tapes or whose shipping docu-
ments are sampled is the shipment.

Stratification and Sple Allocation 

Using the results of the previous year's 
Motor Carriers - Freight and Household Goods 
Movers survey, the firms are stratified 
according to their domestic intercity trans-
portation revenue, type of operation and 
area of operation. The dollar cut-offs used 
in the stratification by revenue are flex-
ible and vary from year to year according to 
observed changes in the survey population. 
The stratification creates 840 strata, 376 
of which contain one or more firms in the 
current survey. 

The sample allocation resulted in the 
following sample sizes for the 1982 survey. 
(See Text Table 2.) 

The sample sizes shown in Text Table 2 
represent the maximum number of carriers 
from which information may be obtained. In 
practice, the actual sample size is smaller, 
because some selected carriers prove to be 
unsuitable for participation in the survey. 
The sample sizes may change from year to 
year in keeping with changes in the For-hire 
trucking environment as well as financial 
considerations.

The survey uses a two-stage sample 
design. The first stage is a stratified 
simple random sample of carriers. In each 
stratum, a number of carriers are selected 
as determined by the sample allocation pro-
cedure. Because of their known heterogeneity 
and their individual importance to the 
industry, all Class I carriers are included 
in the sample. Although the exact number may 
vary, approximately half of the Class II and 
Class III carriers are presently allocated 
to the sample. 

The second stage of the sample design 
applies to Class I and Class II carriers 
only, since most Class III carriers lack the 
required detailed documentation on ship-
ments. This second stage consists of select-
ing a systematic sample of shipments from 
the files of each carrier selected in the 
first stage. If the documents of a selected 
carrier are stored at several locations, all

For Classes I and 11 carriers, Statistics 
Canada personnel visit each selected carrier 
at all locat ions at which the relevant docu-
ments are, kept. Each sample document is 
drawn and the required information concern-
ing each shipment is transcribed on a work-
sheet. Sometimes a Class I or Class II firm 
is unable to provide part of the shipping 
documentation required for sampling pur-
poses. In that case a profile, or verbal 
description, of the missing information is 
obtained.

Data Collection 

Carriers selected are treated in one of 
three ways according to size and record-
keeping procedures. Classes I and II are 
subject to the second steqe of the sample 
design. Alternatively, if a carrier has 
computerized records compatible with the 
requirements of the survey design, then that 
carrier supplies records on tape as input to 
the survey. Such tapes may be used in their 
entirety, or sampled by methods simulating 
those applied to files of documents. Each 
carrier tape is dealt with on an individual 
basis. Because many Class III carriers do 
not keep records in sufficient detail to 
permit use of the planned sampling proce-
dures, their officers are interviewed to 
gain an estimate of the number, size, value 
and usual origin and destination of the 
shipments of the principal comodities 
handled by each carrier.

Data Processing 

Assignment of Codes 

Completed worksheets are assembled at 
each Statistics Canada Regional Office and 
sent to Ottawa for processing. The place 
names listed as the origin and destination 
of each shipment documented are matched 
against a municipality library file to 
obtain the corresponding Standard Geographi-
cal Classification (SGC) code. Similarly the 
comodity name shown on each document is 
matched against a commodity library file to 
obtain the appropriate three-digit Standard 
Commodity Classification (SCC) code. When 
either a place name or a commodity is not 
listed in the library, then the correct code 
is determined and assigned manually. Each 
new name is added to the library for future 
use. 
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ContrOle et imputation

Méthodes d 'estimation 

Pour simplifier le calcul des estimations de 
la variance d'échantillonnage, on considère 
l'échantillonnage systématique du second degré 
comme un échantillonnage aléatoire simple sans 
remise. II faut donc supposer que lea documents 
d'expédition sont classes de façon aléatoire car, 
dans le cas contraire, cela introduirait un biais 
dont le risque ne pourrait être éliminé que par 
l'emploi de formules complexes et, partent, d'une 
programmat ion. 

En premier lieu, les poids sont calculés a 
deux degrés pour les transporteurs des categories 
I et II et a un degré, pour ceux de la catégorie 
III.

En faisant la somme des 
données pondérées pour obtenir lea agrégats you-
lus, on obtient des estimations des recettes, du 
volume de marchandises, et des tonnes-kilomètres. 

tits and Imoutations 

W 	During processing, the data are subjected 
machine edit and imputation procedures, 

.diich are designed to catch and correct 
missing and erroneous data. An edit is the 
evaluation of a reported value to ensure 
that it is both logically possible and real-
istic. Imputation is the assignment of a 
value to a missing data item. Reported data 
and known relationships between the vari-
ables are used by the computer to impute 
values which could reasonably or logically 
be expected. 

Data failing the edit criteria are iden-
tified, and examined manually. Recognized 
errors are corrected, possible entries are 
accepted, and the remaining unacceptable 
variables are treated as missing data items. 

Edits and imputations are performed in 
such a way as to maximize the amount of 
available data. It is recognized that, inso-
far as the substitutions made differ from 
the tçue but unavailable data, non-sampling 
errors occur as a result of this process. 

Ft imat ion Procedures 

• 	To simplify the computation of estimates 
sampling variance, the second stage sys-

iaiatic sampling procedure is considered as 
:rnple random sampling without replacement. 

It must be assumed, therefore, that the 
shipping documents are stored in random 
order. To compensate for the bias introduced 
by the fact that files are normally kept in 
some order would require complicated formu-
lae and hence prograrmaing. 

In the first step of the estimation pro-
cedures, weights are calculated, in two 
stages for Classes I and II, and in one 
stage for Class III records. First-stage 
weights are based on the inverse of the 
probability of selection of a firm or loca-
tion in its stratum. Second-stage weights 
are based on the inverse of the probability 
of selecting a shipment from the records of 
a firm or location. First-stage weights are 
adjusted to compensate for non-participation 
of a selected firm. Second-stage weights are 
adjusted to compensate for missing documents 
or out-of-scope transcriptions. Final 
weights are assigned to each record and 
applied to each variable. The variables thus 
calculated replace the original entries in 
each record. Estimates of revenue, tonnage 
and tonne-kilometres are generated by sum-
ninq the weighted data to obtain the aggre-
[4lteS desirr'd. 
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Sampling error occurs because only a 
sample of the population shipments has been 
enumerated, rather than the entire popula-
tion. The estimates derived from the survey 
are likely to differ from results of a 
census taken under the same general survey 
conditions. Sampling errors depend on fac-
tors such as the size of the sample, var!-
abi1ity in the population, sample design and 
estimation method. For example, for a given 
sample size, the sampling error will depend 
on the choice of sampling units, the strati-
fication method, the allocation of the 
sample and the selection method. 

Fiabilité des estimations

Reliability of the Estimates 

Since the estimates produced from the 
For-hire Irucking Survey are derived from a 
sample, they are subject to sampling error 
as well as non-sampling error. The quality 
of the estimates obtained depends on the 
combined effect of these types of error.

Response error usually occurs when the 
answers provided by the respondent are 
incorrect or misleading. In this survey, 
such errors may also be in the records used 
or in their interpretation by the tran-
scriber. 

Coding error may result from any step 
requiring coding. Both place names and com-
modities are coded in this survey. Whenever 
a record can be subject to more than one 
interpretation, a judgement must be made. 
The choice could be logical but incorrect. 

Sampling Error Measure 

The particular sample used in this survey 
is only one of many that might with equal 
probability have been selected. The result 
from each such sample would have been dif-
ferent, and each would probably be different 
again from the actual universe. However, the

An estimate calculated from a sample sur -
vey is said to be precise if it is near the 
expected value. One way to measure the sam-
pling error is to calculate the variance of 
the estimator, which is defined as the aver-
age, over all possible samples, of the 
squared difference of the estimate from its 
expected value. 

Once the sample estimate and the variance 
of the sample are derived, other measures of 
sample precision can be calculated. The 
standard error, defined as the square root 
of the variance, measures the sampling error 
in the same unit of measure as that of the 
estimate: it is thus a measure of precision 
given in absolute terms. The coefficient of 
variation, defined as the standard error 
dLvided by the sample estimate, is a measure 
of precision in relative terms, and is usu-
ally shown as a percentage. For purposes of 
comparing the sampling error of a number of 
estimates, the coefficient of variation is 

iire suitable. 

. 	 H this publication, the coefficient of 
I ion is used to indicate the sampling 

i i oi of the estimates. However, since the 
calculation of these coefficients of varia-
tion involves transcribed and reported data, 
they also reflect some non-sampling error. 

The formula used to calculate the coef-
ficient of variation is:

where X denotes the estimate, CV(X) the 
coefficient of variation of X, and S(X) the 
standard error of X. 

Confidence intervals can be constructed 
around an estimate using the coefficient of 
variation. Thus, for a sample, it can be 
stated with a given level of confidence that 
the expected value will fall within a given 
confidence interval constructed around an 
estimate. For example, if an estimate of 
$12,000,000 has a coefficient of variation 
of 10%, the standard error will be the esti-
mat.e multiplied by the coefficient of varia-
tion, or $1,200,000. It can then be stated 
with 68% confidence that the expected value 
will fall within one standard deviation 
about the estimate or between $10,800,000

The coefficient of variation is an accu-
rate and appropriate measure of sampling 
error when sample sizes are relatively 
large. However, when sample sizes are rela-
tively small, involving fairly small areas 
or routes and commodities having quite low 
volumes, the coefficient of variation is a 
much less valid measure. In such circums-
tances, indicated by "(1)" to the right of 
an estimate, the reader is advised to use 
caution in interpreting the coefficient of 
variation as an indicator of the quality of 
the estimate.

H IGHL IGHTS 

As explained in the Introduction, the 
extensive changes made effective with the 
1982 For-hire Trucking Survey may prevent 
direct comparison with previous years. 
Therefore only the current survey results 
are considered here. 

In terms of revenues, intraregional move-
ments dominate, as shown in Chart 1. Percen-
tages ranged from 58 10' for Quebec to 76% for 
the Atlantic Provinces. However, interre-
gional movements, relatively insignificant 
in tonnage terms, are important sources of 
revenue. Movements eastward from British 
Columbia and the Territories account for 35% 
of intercity trucking revenues for the 
region, while 34% of Quebec's intercity 
trucking revenues are from westbound move-
ments. For Ontario, eastward and westward 
movements almost balance, with 20% of reve-
nue earned from eastbound shipments, and 19% 
From westbound. 

It is apparent from Chart 2 that a major 
portion of goods moved by for-hire trucks 
remain within the region of origin. Intra-
regional movements account for from 84 0% of 
intercity trucking tonnages originating in 
Quebec to more than 92% of those originating 
within the Prairie Provinces. 

Directional percentages for intercity 
trucking tonne-kilometres, as shown in Chart 
3, are available for Class I and Class II 
carriers only, since insufficient detail is 
obtained from Class III carriers. In terms 
of tonne-kilometres, intraregional and

POINTS SAILLANTS 

Comme on le souligne dans l'introduction, les 
changements import ants apport6s lors de 1 'enquête 
sur le transport rout ier de marchandises pour 
conipte d'autrui de 1982 ne permettent pas 
l'utilisateur d'établir une comparaison directe 
avec les résultats des enquêtes précédentes. Par 
consequent, seuls les résultats de la dernière 
enquête mont étudiés dans le present document. 

Au point de vue des recettes, les mouvement 
intrarégionaux dominent, comme l'illustre I 
graphique 1. Les proportions varient, allant h 
58% pour le Québec lb 76% pour les provinces 1 
l'Atlantique. Toutefois, les mouvements interr-
gionaux de marchandises, dont le nombre de tonne; 
est relativement insignifiant, constituent une 
importante source de revenus. Les mouvements vers 
l'est en provenance de la Colombie-Britannique et 
des territoires représentent 35% des recettes du 
transport interurbain pour cette region, tandis 
que 34% des recettes du transport interurbain du 
Québec proviennent des mouvements vers l'ouest. 
En Ontario, les mouvements vers l'est et ceux 
vers l'ouest sont h peu près equivalents: 20% des 
recettes sont tirées des expeditions vers l'est 
et 19%, des expeditions vers l'ouest. 

On remarque au graphique 2 que la majorité des 
biens transportés par les transporteurs routiers 
de marchandises pour compte d'autrui restent a 
l'intérieur de la region d'origine. En terme de 
tonnage, les mouvements interurbains de marchan-
dises au niveau intrarégional varient de 84% pour 
ceux en provenance du Québec jusqu'b plus de 92% 
pour ceux en provenance des provinces des 
Prairies. 

Le graphique 3 présente des pourcentages par 
direction évalués en tonnes-kilomètres découlant 
des expeditions interurbaines effectuées par les 
transporteurs des categories i et II seulement 
puisque nous n'avons pu recueillir suffisamment 
d'information sur ce sujet auprès des transpor-
teurs de Ia catégorie III. Sur le plan de 
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balance for British Columbia and the Terri-
tories and for Ontario and Quebec. For the 
Prairie Provinces and the Atlantic Prov-
inces, however, intraregional movements 
account for over 60% of tonne-kilornetres 
originating in those regions.

For example, 
a round trip, which was reported on a single 
shipping document, is actually two ship-
ments, since the origin and destination is 
reversed on the return trip. On the other 
hand, the cartage of more than one commodity 
with a cormion origin and common destination 
is considered a single shipment.

For certain corwTiodity breakdowns, the 
cell values do not add to the marginal 
totals. The reason is that the shipment 
definition introduces an element of multiple 
counting. When a shipment consists of 
several comodities, its characteristics may 
be counted once for each commodity, so that 
in fine comodity breakdowns it may be 
allocated to several domains or cells. The 
validity of the marginals should not be 
affected, nor should the higher level break-
downs be distorted to any great extent. 
However, for very fine commodity breakdowns, 
the shipment definition might result in 
unavoidable inaccuracy.

Counodity. The description of the merchan-
dise as recorded on the carrier's shipping 
document. This information is encoded accor-
ding to the Standard Corasodity Classifica-
tion at the three-digit level of detail and 
survey estimates are published using the 
commodity descriptions associated with these

[)estination. The point to which goods were 
lelivered by the final road carrier (road 
e1rrier in this context includes piggyback). 

For-hire carrier. Any carrier which, for 
compensation, undertakes the transport of 
goods. 

Intercity. The distance a shipment was 
transported was greater than 24 kilometres. 
Data transcribed for shipments with an 
assigned origin-destination distance of 24 
kilometres or less are not included in 
survey estimates. 

Interline shipments. The movement of a con-
signment by an initiating carrier to an 
intermediate point. From this point a subse-
quent carrier moves the consignment to 
another point which may be an intermediate 
point or the destination. 

Invoice. A bill which requests payment from 
a customer for transportation services ren-
dered. It may contain the origin, destina-
tion, description of the goods transported 
and the amount charged for the transporta-
tion service.

Private carriers. Those carriers which use 
their own or lease vehicles to carry their 
own goods and where transportation is only 
an incidental part of their operation. No 
compensation is paid or received for these 
services. 

Probill. A document which is made by the 
trucking company from the bill of lading. It 
is a company control method describing the 
handling of a shipment of goods and usually 
contains information on origin, destination, 
commodity description, weight (or other 
measurement), rate, revenue and interli-
ning. A probill is sometimes referred to as 
a waybill. 

Reference year. The calendar year from 
January 1st to December 31st, prior to the 
year in which the data are collected. 

Revenue. The amount earned by the carrier 
for provision of transportation and related 
services such as temperature control, bridge 
tolls, ferry charges, piggyback charges and 
pick up or delivery within a metropolitan 
area. Revenue does not include amounts 
earned from provision of ancillary services 
such as storage, loading and unloading, 
packing, labour, equipment rental, heavy 
lift or warehouse handling. 

Sampling. A procedure used to draw a random 
part of a group For examination. Rather than 
examining an entire group referred to as the 
population or universe, one may examine a 
small part of the group called a "sample". 

Shipment. A quantity of merchandise trans-
ported by a for-hire carrier from one person 
or organization (consignor or shipper) to 
another person or organization (consignee or 
receiver). To show in the results of this 
survey a shipment must yield revenue. 

Shipping docunent. Any document recording 
the transportation of goods by carrier, 
which can be sampled. A probill (waybill), 
bill of lading, load manifest, trip report,

PlutOt que d'étudier le groupe tout entier, 
appelé population ou univers, on peut étudier une 
partie du groupe appelée "échantillon". 

Expedition. Quantité de marchandises transporteés 
par on transporteur pour compte d'autrui et envo-
yées par une personne ou par un organisrne (dési-
gné sous le nom de consignateur ou d'expéditeur) 
a one autre personne ou organisme (désigné sous 
le nom de consignataire ou de destinataire). Pour 
qu'une expedition figure dans lea résultats de 
Uenquête, elle doit avoir fait l'objet d'une 
recette. 

Doc&jnent d'expédition. Tout document ayant trait 
au transport de marchandises par on transporteur 
routier et qui peut être échantillonné. fti borde-
reau d'envoi (lettre de voiture), une lettre de 
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transport, un manifeste, une feuille de route, 
une facture, des dossiers part iculiers d'un réca-
pitulatif ou un ruban magnétique peuvent être 
considérés comme des documents d'expédition. 

Stratification. Creation d'un ensemble de sous-
populat ions théoriquement homogènes choisies de 
telle sorte que chaque unite de population Se 
retrouve dans une sous-populat ion seulement. 

Frais suppléinentaires et frais de traversée. Les 
frais supplémentaires s'appliquent ati transport 
de marchandises dans les regions urbaines forte-
ment peuplées. Les frais de traversée s'appli-
quent au transport de marchandises de la terre 
ferme a des Iles au large des côtes et vice-
versa. Ii existe, par exernple, des services de 
traversier vers l'Ile de Vancouver, vers Terre-
Neuve et vers l'Ile-du-Prince-rdouard. 

Tonnes-kilomètres. Expression du poids (masse) 
multiplié par Ia distance entre l'origine et la 
destination de chaque expedition. Lorsque c'est 
possible, on utilise les distances officielles 
qui figurent sur les cartes routières ou dans les 
répertoires de tarifs et d'associations de 
camionnage. S'il faut calculer la distance entre 
des points inhabituels, on se sert d'un programme 
d'informatique qui calcule la distance partir 
d'une projection orthogonale. De cette façon, 
nous pouvons arriver des distances gui se 
rapprochent d'avantage de Ia réalité. 

Feuille de route. Déclarat ion oi'j figurent des 
details concernant au moms l'un des trajets 
effectués par un véhicule de transport et mdi-
quant l'origine, Ia destination, la marchandise, 
le poids ou autres mesures, le tarif, les recet-
tes et les operations de transfert. Elle peut 
mentionner des trajets h l'arrivée aussi bien 
qu'au depart. 

Lettre de voiture. Voir bordereau d'envoi. 

Poids (masse). Expression du poids des biens 
expédiés figurant sur le document d'expédition. 
Les liquides, les gaz, certaines pièces et autres 
articles qui ne sont pas facturés d'après le 
poids se voient attribuer un poids établi grace è 
une table de conversion. 

invoice, or the individual records of a 
;ummary sheet or tape are considered to be 
shipping documents. 

Stratification. The creation of a set of 
sub-populations is such that each unit of 
the population occurs in one and only one of 
the sub-populations. Theoretically, each 
sub-population is internally consistent. 

Surcharges and ferry charges. Surcharges for 
such items as heating, refrigeration and 
transportation of goods in densely populated 
urban areas are sometimes added to the 
original transportation charges. Ferry 
charges apply to shipments carried from/to 
the mainland to/from off-shore islands; for 
example, ferry services exist at Vancouver 
Island, Newfoundland and Prince Edward 
Island. 

Tonne-kilometre. An expression of weight 
(mass) multiplied by distance from origin to 
destination for each shipment. Official 
highway distances taken from maps, tariffs 
and trucking association directories are 
used when available. Shipment distance 
between less common origin-destination 
combinations are calculated by a computer 
program using a formula to create a "great 
circle" (orthographic) track and this is 
djusted to conform more closely to actual 
Foad distances. 

Trip report. A statement giving details of 
at least one trip of a transport vehicle 
detailing the origin, destination, commo-
dity, weight (or other measurement), rate, 
revenue and interlining. It may include both 
inbound and outbound journeys. 

Waybill. See Probill. 

Weight (mass). An expression of the weight 
of goods shipped as noted on the shipping 
docunent. Liquids, gases, pieces and other 
items not charged for on a weight basis are 
assigned weights from a conversion table. 
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
