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SUL4ARY OF MONTHLY TRANSIT REPORTS 

1947 

In thio report data were compiled from the published monthly returns with some revisions. 

Similar summaries were issued for the period 1933-1945 and for 1946. 

The ntsnber of passengers carried on the street cars, motor and trolley buses of reporting 

urban transit systems during 1947 totalled nearly 1,505,555,000, a minor decline of 0.4 p.c. or 

6,486,000 passengers from the all time record established In 1946. Increases over 1946 were shown 

in Nov Brunswick and çueboc, while a striko in the fall depressed traffic in British Colimibia. 

Interurban systems reported a more active year with passengers approaching 100 million at 99,915,293 2  

up 4.? p.c.  over 1946. Advances were registered in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec and Ontario. 

Intorprovincial routes showed a minor decline in traffic from 1946 at 820,748 compared with 847,115 

passengers one year earlier. Vehicle mileage in urban and interurban service was up 4 p.c • and 5,5 

p.c. respectively. Some 310,238,000 miles were covered by transit system vehicles in transporting 

passengers throughoct Canada during 1947, and over 31, 354,000 gallons of gasoline were consumed as 

well as 1,889,000 gallons of diesel oil in addition to the considerable amount of electric power 

required. 

Revenues for urban lines were doan about 227,000 from 1946 at 492,055,623 but inter-. 

urban lines improved 851,000 at 35,383,453. 

As previously, a number of bus operators, mainly in Quebec, failed to file monthly 

reports. For comparability, their statistics are excluded from the previous year.
