Some 13,527,117 tons of cargo were shipped through 
Canadian canals during July, some 35.9 per cent over 1969. 
Behind this drive forward was a strike-free period for iron 
ore shipments this year, and an appreciable advance for 
agricultural products, notably to the European Econonic 
community. Consequently cumulative tonnage stands 30.6 
per cent above the 39,240,380 tons in 1969. 

Grains and iron ore are cornerstones of traffic for 
the St. Lawrence Canals; during July these products contri-
buted 62.5 per cent of the total, and were prominent in the 
remarkable overall increase of 59.3 per cent to 6,218,902 
tons from 3,902,979 tons. Steel products were down again, 
to 438,883 tons from 463,337 tons in July 1969, consisting 
largely of imports for this continent. 

The Welland Canal basically shared the sane experi-
ence for grains, iron ore and steel; however traffic rose 
at the lower rate of 22.3 per cent to 6,985,361 tons. Coal 
shipments dropped to 794,664 tons from 1,425,808 tons, the 
amulative volumes being 5.2 million in 1970 and 5.8 mU- 
on ronn in 1969. However large voinmes of coal were
