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COMMODITY MOVEMENT STATISTICS

The attached tables represent totals
for tons of commodities loaded and unloaded
at all Canadian ports during the years 1969
and 1970 in both International and Domestic
shipping. The figures represent short ton-
nages (i.e. 2,000 lbs.). Further details
are available in the Shipping Statistics
monthly and various Shipping Report annual
series. It is expected that 1969 Shipping
Reports will be released shortly and the 1970
publications in a few months. In the mean-
time much additional information is available
. in the relatively current monthly publica-
tions.

The following should be noted in ana-
lysing the attached tables:

1. The statistics are compiled from reports
submitted by operators on a vessel
movement basis.

2. Transhipments, i.e. cargo moved from
one vessel to another within a port,
are excluded.

3. Intra-port movement, i.e. movements of
cargo within port boundaries, are
excluded.
