Ii eat a signaler, toutefois, que lea chif-
free pour lea dewc annCes ont Cté calculés sur la 
métue base et, par consequent, sont conparables. 

En comparant lea chiffres pour les deux an-
nCes, on constate qu'une légère hausse e'est pro-
duite dans la navigation internationale au cours 
du premier setnestre de 1971 mais que le volume de 
lan navigation nationale, par contre, a diminuC 
(de 10,227,624 tonnes contre 13,658,128). 

The attached tables represent totals 
for tons loaded and unloaded at selected 
Canadian ports during the months January - 
March inclusive for 1970 and 1971, in both 
international and domeatic shipping. The 
figures represent short tonnages (i.e. 2,000 
lbs.). Much additional information is avail-
able in the current monthly publication. 

The following should be noted in ana-
lysing the attached tables: 

1. The statistics are compiled from reports 
submitted by operators on a vessel move-
ment basis. 

2. Figures are subject to various inclu-
sions and exclusions as per footnotes 
attached to the tables. 

3. Trans-shipments i.e. cargo moved from 
one vessel to another within a port, 
are excluded. 

4. Intra-port movements, i.e. movements of 
cargo within port boundaries, are cx-
ci uded. 

It should be noted however, that sta-
tistics for both years have been compiled on 
the same basis and are thus comparable. 

In comparing the figures for the two 
years, while international shipping showed a 
slight increase for the first three months 
of this year, domestic shipping was down to 
10,227,624 tons, compared with 13,658,128 
tons for the same period last year.
