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PORT ACTIVITY STATISTICS 

The attached tables represent totals 
for tone loaded and unloaded at selected 
Canadian ports during the months January - 
April inclusive for 1970 and 1971, in both 
international and domestic shipping. The 
figures represent short tonnagee (i.e. 2,000 
lbs.). Much additional information is avail-
able in the current monthly publication. 

The following should be noted in ana-
lysing the attached tables: 

1. The statistics are compiled from reports 
submitted by operators on a vessel move-
ment basis. 

2. Figures are subject to various inclu-
sions and exclusions as per footnotes 
attached to the tables. 

3. Trans-shipments i.e. cargo moved from 
one vessel to another within a port, 
are excluded. 

4. Intra-port movementa, i.e. movements of 
cargo within port boundaries, are ex-
cluded. 

It should be noted however, that sta-
tistics for both years have been compiled on 
the caine basis and are thus comparable.
