This bulletin represents a stwinary pre-
view of 1971 shipping statistics which are 
due for publication later this year. The 
attached table gives totals of tons loaded 
and unloaded at selected Canadian ports 
during the years 1970 and 1971 in both 
International and Domestic shipping. The 
figures represent short tonnages (i.e. 2,000 
lbs.). The ports listed are those included 
in the monthly publication and much addition-
al information will be available in the 
December, 1971 issue. 

The following should be noted in analysing 
the attached table: 

(1) The statistics are compiled from reports 
submitted by operators on a vessel 
movement basis. 

(2) Figures are subject to various inclu-
sions and exclusions as per footnotes 
attached to the table. 

(3) Transhipment, i.e. cargo moved from 
one vessel to another within a port, 
are excluded. 

(4) Intra-port movement, i.e. movement of 
cargo within port boundaries, are 
excluded.
