The figures represent 
short tonnagea (i.e., 2,000 lbs.) and must 
be considered preliminary. These statistics 
are compiled from reports submitted by oper-
ators to the collector of Customs and 
Excise. 

Excluded are transhipments (cargo 
moved from one vessel to another within a 
port) and intra-port movements (movements 
of cargo within port boundaries).
