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This bulletin presents prelim‘nary totals for
tons of commodities loaded and unloaded at all Cana~
dlan ports in international and domestic shipping
during the first quarter of 1977 (i.e., Table 1). The
tigures are specified in both short tons and metric
ronnes.

Also included is a preview of the 1976 shipping
statistics which are due for publication later this
year. (The data are presented in short tons, only.)
Preliminary totals for selected commodities loaded and
unloaded at Canadian ports in international trade by
geographic area are given in Table 2. The commodities
listed are those included in Shipping Report, Part V
(Catalogue 54-207). Preliminary totais for cargoes
loaded and unloaded at selected Canadian ports in
international trade by geographic area are given in
Table 3. The ports listed are those included in
Shipping Report, Part IV (Catalogue 54-206).

Shipping statistics are compiled from reports
submitted by vessel operators to the Collector of Cus-
toms and Excise. Excluded are transshipments (cargo
moved from one vessel to another within a port) and
intra-port movements (movements of cargo within port
boundaries}.

Please note that preliminary 1976 shipping sta-
tistics contained in the annual publications, Shipping
Reports, Parts I to V are now available in advance of
