STATISTIQUE FINANCIRE DES TRANSPORTEURS 
PAR EAU 

Preliminary 
	 Données provisoires 

Canadian domiciled carriers engaged in 
water transportation on Inland, Coastal and 
International waterways were surveyed and 
had to complete the Water Transportation 
Report L  1976. The attached tables present 
summary statistics compiled from the ques-
tionnaires collected for the 1976 fiscal 
year. Excluded from the tables are: plea-
sure craft, fishing operations and defence 
vessels. 

Water transportation includes the 
following types of operations: transport of 
commodities, transport of passengers, towing 
(i.e., log booms, barges and scows), 
bareboat charter to others, time charter to 
others and voyage charter to others. In 
1976, sightseeing and tourist carriers were 
included in these tabulations; they ac-
counted for $3.4 million. 

In Tables 1 and 4, the For-hire car-
riers are classed according to annual gross 
water transportation revenues as follows: 

Class I - Gross operating revenues greater 
than or equal to $1,000,000. 

Class II - Gross operating revenues greater 
than $100,000 and less than 
$1,000,000. 

Class III - Gross operating revenues lecs 
than or equal to $100,000. 

A Private Carrier is any water carrier 
undertaking which is mainly engaged in the 
transport of its own commodities (or passen-
gers) or those of its parent or sister 
company. 
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Les transporteurs canadiens engages dana le 
transport sur les voies navigables intêrieures et 
c6tires du Canada ainsi que sur les eaux étran-
gres furent enqutés et durent completer le 
Raiort sur le transport Dar eau. 1976. Des sta-
tistiques sotmttaires furent établies 	partir des 
questionnaires recueillis pour l'année financière 
de 1976 et celles-ci sont presentees dana lea 
tableaux ci-joints. Les bateaux de plalsance, de 
pche, de la defense sont excius de ces tableaux. 

Les genres d'exploltation suivants furent 
identifies conmie faisant partie du transport par 
eau: transport de inarchandises et de passagers, 
touage (c.-à-d., estacades flottantes, chalands 
et péniches), affrëtement coque-nue a autrui, 
affrtement a temps A autrul ainsi que l'affrte-
ment au voyage. En 1976, les transporteurs en-
gages dana lea excursions touristiques ont été 
ajoutés; ils ont compté pour $3.4 millions. 

Dana les tableaux 1 et 4, lea transporteurs, 
pour compte d'autrui sont classes selon lea re-
cettes d'exploitation annuelles brutes au titre 
du transport par eau coimne suit: 

Catégorie I - Recettes d'exploitation brutes 
égales ou supérleures a $100,000. 

Catégorie II - Recettes d'exploitation brutes 
supérieures A $100,000 et infé- 
rieures A $1,000,000. 

Catégorie III - Recettes d'exploitation brutes 
dgales ou inférleures A $100,000. 

Un transporteur privé est toute entreprise 
de transport par eau transportant principalement 
sea propres marchandises (ou passagers) ou celles 
de la société mre ou d'une soclété soeur. 
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A Government Carrier is any Federal, 
Provincial, Territorial, or Municipal under-
taking engaged in the transport of commodities 
or passengers. 

In relation to the data contained in 
the tables, a few points are noteworthy. The 
statistics for International Services in 
Table 1 include services to and from the 
United States. For Class III carriers, only 
total International Service revenues were 
available for Table 2 and Agency fees, com-
missions and brokerage have been grouped with 
berthage, port dues, pilotage and canal tolls 
in Table 4.

Les services de transport entre ports canadiens et 
ports americains sont compris dans les statistiques 
du service international du tableau 1. Pour le 
tableau .2, seules les recettes globales d'exploi-
tation au titre du srvice international furent 
disponibles pour 1e8 transporteurs de la caté-
gone III. Pour cette mime catégorie de transpor-
teurs, les droits, commissions et courtage ont été 
groupés avec les droits de quai et de port, les 
frais de pilotage et les droits de canal dans le 
tableau 4.
