This bulletin presents data on the 
canadian ports which handled ten (10) million 

•iiort tons or more of cargo in international 
md domestic shipping for 1977. 

When considering the tables it should 
be noted that: 

(a) the statistics are compiled from reports 
submitted by operators to the Collector 
of Customs and Excise; 

(b) transhipments, i.e., cargo moved from 
one vessel to another within a port, are 
excluded; 

(c) intra-port movements, i.e., movements of 
cargo within port boundaries, are also 
excluded; 

(d) the metric figures for 1977 are calcu-
lated on individual cargo movements 
whereas previous years were calculated 
on port totals.
