submitted by operators to the Collector of 
Customs and Excise; 

transhipments, i.e., cargo moved from one 
vessel to another within a port, are ex-
cluded; 

intra-port movements, i.e., movements of 
cargo within port boundaries, are also ex-
cluded; 

the metric figures from 1977 are calculated 
on individual cargo movements whereas pre-
vious years were calculated on port totals.
