INIRODUCT JUN 

This publication presents preliminary 
statistics on the carriage of goods by the 
marine mode of transport in Canadian coastal 
waters, the Great Lakes and the St. Lawrence 
Seaway. This activity is alternatively 
described as domestic or coastwise shipping. 

The information on coastwise shipping is 
collected by means of a series of reporting 
forms. These are completed by agents or 
operators of vessels and forwarded to Sta-
tistics Canada for editing, compilation and 
processing. These reporting forms are 
described as "Shipping Reports" and are 
explained under "Methodology". Shipping 
reports give details on the port, the vessel 
and the cargo transported. Information col-
lected on these variables is combined to 
form the data base for coastwise shipping. 

Preliminary figures are published on a 
ctisrterly basis in this publication and 

. 

	

	snnual figures are made available in Coast- 
wise Shipping Statistics (Catalogue 54-210). 

A list of Canadian Ports for which ship-
ping data are available is shown at the end 
of this publication. British Columbia Ports, 
n.e.s., have been grouped by geographical 
areas of operation. 

The published list of commodities is 
based on the Standard Commodity Classifica-
tion published by Statistics Canada. There 
are 217 categories of goods identified; 
non-specific categories such as general 
cargo and containerized freight are included 
in this list. 

Since the program to collect interna-
tional data by means of the "Shipping 
Report" was cancelled in 1978, a new data 
base was completed from the A6 General 
Declaration form of Revenue Canada. These 
data are published in International Vessel 
Traffic Statistics (Catalogue 54-004 quar-
terly) commencing with the first quarter of 
1979 and annually under the same title in 
Catalogue 54-209. 

Other water trasportation data are made 
available on an occasional basis in the 

.  Water Transport Service Bulletin (Catalogue 
54-003). Requests for data requirements 
which are not covered by these publications

The Transportation and Communications 
Division of Statistics Canada is responsible 
for the collection of marine statistics at 
the national level. Until the survey year 
1979, coastwise shipping data were extracted 
from the S.1 Shipping Report and published 
in the monthly report, Shipping Statistics 
(Cataloque 54-002). Annual Shipping Reports, 
Part III, IV and V (Catalogue 54-204, 54-206 
and 54-207) were published annually until 
1978. Although these annual publications 
were discontinued during the 1978 survey 
year as a result of the reduction in govern-
ment expenditures, the data are available on 
request. 

Survey Objectives 

The coastwise shipping data base was 
established to provide basic vessel and 
cargo data for the use of federal and pro-
vincial qovernment departments, shipping 
firms, consultants, interested associations 
and businesses concerned with trade, indus-
try and transport and to: 

record the pattern of domestic commodity 
movements; 

measure the quantity of domestic cargo 
handled at Canadian ports; 

identify the ports of origin and destination 
of domestic commodity movements; 

assist in transportation studies; and 

provide information for the presentation of 
briefs, submissions and inquiries to regula-
tory authorities and/or commissions. 

Survey Concents 

Vessel 

A vessel is classed as being in coastwise 
shipping when: 

it is of Canadian registry, sails between 
two Canadian ports and loads or unloads no 
foreign freight; or 

it is of foreign registry, but is granted a 
waiver by the Canadian Transport Commission 
to engage in coasting service. 

Only data relating to those vessels which 
are engaged in port-to-port transportation 
of goods have been included; data relating 
to the intraport movements of goods have 
been excluded.

Coastwise shipping data are collected for 
vensels calling at coastal, St. Lawrence 
River, Great Lakes, Hudson Bay and Arctic 
Ocean ports.

The "gross registered tonnage" of a 
vessel is the capacity in cubic feet of the 
spaces within the hull and of the enclosed 
spaces above the deck divided by 100. 

The "net registered tonnage" of a vessel 
is the gross registered tonnage less the 
space, expressed in tons, that is used for 
the accommodation of personnel, propelling 
machinery and fuel. 

Cargo 

The cargo is loaded and unloaded at 
Canadian ports. Domestic cargoes which are 
loaded in one navigational season but not 
discharged until the following season are 
recorded in the followinq year's annual 
report. This is particularly important in

The S.4 Towboat and Ferry Operators 
Shipping Report. This report was implemented 
January 1st, 1979 and is used by the members 
of the Council of Marine Carriers on the 
west coast(operators of tugs, barges, scows 
and ferries) to report domestic cargo 
movements on a monthly basis. They are not 
required to report ballast movements and in 
the case of a tug-barge/scow unit, only the 
barge/scow report is required. 

Collection 

Shipping reports are completed in dupli-
cate and filed with the Collector of Customs 
at the time of vessel departure. When 
vessels call at non-customs ports, the 
shipping reports covering these calls are 
taken or mailed to the nearest Collector of 
Customs. The original copies are then mailed 
daily to Statistics Canada, Ottawa by the 
(ustoms officials of Revenue Canada.

Processing 

upon receipt, in the Surface and Marine 
Transport Section of the Transportation and 
Communications Division, the documents are 
manually sorted and edited for consistency 
and reliability of reported data. Selected 
fields are then coded to facilitate data 
processing. 

The coding and editing procedures involve 
assignment of numeric codes to all ports and 
commodities, checking for consistency of 
information in comparison to previous trends 
and port activities, the use of reference 
materials for missing or questionable data 
and the follow-up of questionable reports by 
telephone. In this case, either the shipping 
companies or customs offices involved are 
contacted. 

Reliability and Limitations of the Data 

Developments to improve existing shipping 
reports as a means to collect better coast-
wise shipping statistics have begun with the 
implementation of the 3.4 Towboat and Ferry 

•  Operators Shipping Report. This report was 
designed for a specific type of operation 
and is presently used by the members of the 
ouncil of Marine Carriers on the west coast 

Fiabilité et limites des données

If the reports' evaluation is 
satisfactory then the use of this report 
will be considered for expansion to other 
carriers in other reqions offering these 
services. 

While every effort has been made to 
remove methodological and clerical errors, 
the statistics contained in this report 
should be used with caution and due allow-
ance for their limitations. Mthough the 
data are considered representative of coast-
wise activity, the figures are known to 
understate shipping activity as well as dis-
tort specific commodity figures. Generally, 
the factors contributing to these problems 
can be grouped into the following broad 
categories. (For other related limitations 
refer to the section on "Concepts".) 

Incon1ete Coverage 

Shipping reports are not submitted for 
all vessel arrivals and departures at Cana-
dian ports. It is estimated that 10% of all 
shipping reports are missing principally due 
to the poor response of particular carriers. 

Data on cargo and vessel movements for 
vessels not in the universe are excluded 
from this publication. This has a signifi-
cant impact on shipping activity for such 
ports as the North Arm Fraser River Harbour 
where most of the vessels providing marine 
transportation are of a size which excludes 
them from the universe.

Distortion in the Data 

The term "general cargo" is considered by 
some respondents to he synonymous with "mis-
cellaneous". Consequently, general cargo 
figures tend to be inflated and commodity 
data may be somewhat lower than actual. 

Commodity descriptions tend to reflect 
rate and tariff classifications which may 
differ from the commodity groupings con-
tained in the Standard Commodity Classifica-
tion. Some distortions of the data may 
result from judgement decisions by respon-
dents or editors. In addition, some commod-
ity information and tonnage are reported as 
aggregated summaries of the cargo and it is 
therefore difficult to code this tvn' if

Analysis 

In the third quarter of 1982, domestic 
shipping at Canadian ports totalled 
39 478 860 t. Vessels arriving and departing 
in domestic shipping during this period 
amounted to 17,136 with a net registered 
tonnage of 46.1 million tons. Vessel arri-
vals numbered 8,676 with a net registered 
tonnaqe of 23,125,634 tons and vessel 
departures totalled 8,460 with a net regis-
tered tonnage of 22,939,993 tons. Of the 
total vessel movements in domestic shipping, 
10,473 or 61.1% were cargo movements. 

Newfoundland ports handled 33.9 10 of the 
total vessel movements in this period, fol-
lowed by Quebec ports, which handled 18.6 00'. 

It should be noted that vessel arrivals and 
departures at British Columbia ports are 
understated as the 5.4 Towboat and Ferry 
Operators Shipping Report does not require 
any reporting of ballast movements by the 
members of the Council of Marine Carriers.

Traffic by Region 

For the purpose of presenting information 
in this report, Canada has been divided into 
three maritime regions: the Atlantic, the 
Great Lakes and the Pacific. 

The Atlantic region handled the largest 
amount of domestic cargo, 15 070 457 t, or 
38.2% of all cargo. Québec handled 76.8%, 
followed by Nova Scotia with 9.6%, New-
Brunswick with 6.4%, Newfoundland with 5.1%, 
Prince Edward Island with 1.2% and Northwest 
Territories, 0.9%. The major commodities 
handled were wheat, fuel oil and iron ore 
and concentrates. 

The Great Lakes region ranked second in 
terms of cargo, handling 13 957 731 t or 
35.3% of all cargo. The major commodities 
handled were wheat, iron ore and concen-
trates and bituminous coal. 

The Pacific region ranked third in terms 
of cargo, handling 10 450 672 t or 26.5% of 
all cargo. The major commodities handled 5 	were logs, pulpwood and sand and gravel. 

The conversion of some units to other 
measurements can lead to distortion of the 

S 	data when precise knowledge of the commodity 
in question is unknown (e.g., specific 
iravity for liquid commodities).

Atlantic, 28.0 90' and 48.4%; Great Lakes, 
45.5% and 25.2 00'; and the Pacific, 26.5% and 
26.4%, respectively. 

Cargoes Unloaded 

The commodities which made up the highest 
volume of cargo unloaded in coastwise ship-
pinq in this period and their respective 
tonnaqes were as follows: wheat, 
4 491 957 t; logs, 2 317 220 t; fuel oil, 
2 210 636 t; iron ore and concentrates, 
1 775 300 t and pulpwood 1 240 457 t. These 
five commodities represented 61.0% of the 
total cargo unloaded in domestic shipping in 
the third quarter of 1982. 

Port Activity

Hamilton, 1 491 756 t; Vancouver, 1 314 767 
t; North Arm Fraser River, 1 257 851 t; Port 
Cartier, 1 223 777 t; East Coast Vancouver 
Island, 1 211 413 t and Nanticoke, 1 060 839 
t. These ports handled 49.8% of the total 
cargo handled in domestic shipping. The 
first five ports handled 37.7% of the total 
carqo handled. 

The major commodities handled at Thunder 
Bay were wheat, 4 429 416 t loaded; bitu-
minous coal, 918 607 t loaded and barley 
752 059 t loaded. The majority of the wheat 
and barley were unloaded at Québec, Port 
Cartier, Montréal and Baie Comemu. All of 
the bituminous coal was unloaded at 
Nanticoke and all of the iron ore and 
concentrates was unloaded at Hamilton. 

The port of Montréal loaded 544 767 t of 
fuel oil and 415 065 t of crude petroleum. 
Québec, Port Alfred, Goose Bay and the ports 
of the Northwest Territories unloaded 46.0% 
of the fuel oil. The crude petroleum was 
unloaded at Saint John, 262 158 t and 
Halifax, 152 907 t. The major commodities 
unloaded were wheat, 821 717 t and fuel oil, 
180 689 t. Of the total wheat unloaded, 
809 720 t were loaded at Thunder Bay, and of 
the total fuel oil unloaded, 73 505 t were 
loaded at Québec and 53 462 t were loaded at 
Sarnia. 

The major commodity handled at Québec was 
wheat, 1 155 619 t all unloaded from Thunder 
Bay. The major commodity loaded was fuel 
oil. Of the 257 948 t loaded, the majority 
was unloaded at Montréal, 93 994 t; Sarnia, 
49 011 t and Saint John, 10 458 t.
