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INTRODUCTION

I'he S.1 System of duta eollection obtains onigin
and destination commodity statistics tor vessel traffic
at Canadian ports.

Data collected from the S.1 Shipping Report in-
clude vessel particulars such as: name of vessel, country
of registry, net and gross registered tonnage and cargo
particulars such as: commodity description, tonnage
and port where cargoes were loaded or unloaded. These
variables constitute the data base for the shipping sta-
tistics compiled by the Transportation and Communi-
cations Division of Statistics Canada. Preliminary figures
are published on a monthly basis Shipping Statistics
(Catalogue 54-002), while final figures are published
in tabular form in the following five-part annual Ship-
ping Report:

Data are also made available on an occasional
basis in the Service Bulletin Water Transport (Catalogue
54-003). Additional tabulations are available on re-
quest by contacting the Chief, Water Transport Sec-
tion. Transportation and Communications Division,
Statistics Canada, Ottawa, K1A 0T6.

Background to the Survey

The Shipping Report began in 1938 when the
responsibility for publishing basic shipping information
on vessel traffic and bulk commodity loadings and un-
loadings at Canadian ports was transferred from the
Customs Division of the Department of National Reve-
nue to the Dominion Bureau of Statistics (now Statistics
Canada). There were five commodity group classifica-
tions: agricultural products, animal products, mine
products, forest products and manufactures and miscel-
laneous products. At that time coverage of the vessel
traffic was confined to the 10 ports under Harbour
Commission control.

The S.1 Shipping Report was designed and im-
plemented in 1940. Data were collected and compiled
from this report for nine commodity classes: general,
coal, grain, iron and steel, lumber and timber. oil
(including gasoline), ores and stone. wood pulp and
miscellaneous.

Le systéme S.1 de collecte, recueille des statistiques
sur l'origine et la destination des marchandises transportées
par les navires aux ports canadiens.

Les données recueillies & I'aide du Rapport sur la
navigation (formule S.1) fournissent des renseignements
sur les navires tels que le nom du navire, le pays d’imma-
triculation et la jauge nette et brute au registre, de méme
que des renseignements portant sur le genre de marchan-
dises, le nombre de tonnes et le port de chargement ou de
déchargement de la cargaison. Ces variables constituent
la base des statistiques sur la navigation compilée par la
Division des transports et des communications de Statis-
tique Canada. Des chiffres préliminaires sortent chaque
mois, Statistiques maritimes (n®© 54 -002 au catalogue) et
les chiffres définitifs paraissent sous forme de tableaux
dans les cinq bulletins Transport maritime:

Les données sont également publiées dans un bulle-
tin de service hors série intitulé Transport par eau (n©
54-003 au catalogue). D’autres totalisations peuvent étre
obtenues en s'adressant au Chef de la Section du transport
par eau, Division des transports et des communications,
Statistique Canada, Ottawa, K1A 0T6.

Historique de I'enquéte

Le Rapport sur la navigation a été lancé en 1938 au
moment ol le Bureau fédéral de la statistique (maintenant
Statistique Canada) déchargeait la Division des douanes
(ministére du Revenu national) de la publication des ren-
seignements de base sur la navigation et le chargement et
déchargement des marchandises en vrac aux ports cana-
diens. Il y avait alors cing groupes de marchandises: les
produits agricoles, les produits d’origine animale, les pro-
duits miniers, les produits forestiers et les produits ouvrés
et divers. Le champ de I’enquéte se limitait au trafic des
navires dans les 10 ports controlés par la Commission des

ports.

Le Rapport sur la navigation (formule S.1) a été
congu et appliqué en 1940. Les données étaient recueillies
et compilées a partir de ce rapport pour neuf groupes de
marchandises: marchandises générales, charbon, céréales,
fer et acier, bois de construction et boisen grumes, pétrole
(y compris I'essence), minerais et pierre, pate de bois et
produits divers.



In the ensuing years, the scope of the survey was
expanded to include origin and destination statistics
and some breakdown of the cargo carried. The vessel
traffic included has been expanded to all the major
ports of Canada.

The collection of statistics on containerized
freight was introduced in 1971. This provides data on
the tonnage of cargo moved as containerized freight in
international trade, as well as statistics on the move-
ment of containers by size, type and trade route to and
from the six major container ports, i.e.. Halifax, Saint
John, Québec, Montréal, Toronto and Vancouver.

Survey Objectives

The survey provides basic shipping data used by
federal and provincial departments. shipping firms,
consultants, interested associations and companies
concerned with trade, industry and transport, in order
to:

1. identify the pattern of commodity movements by
registry of vessels:

. measure the volume of domestic and international
cargoes handled at Canadian ports by origin and
destination

. assist in transportation studies; and

. support the presentation of briefs, submissions and
inquiries to regulatory authorities and/or commis-
sions.

Survey Universe

An S.1 Shipping Report should be completed for
each vessel entering or leaving a Canadian port in do-
mestic or international shipping. Exemptions from this
filing requirement are movements of the following
vessels:

1. cargo vessels under 15 net registered tons;

. tugs or other vessels under 15 gross registered tons,

. Canadian naval or fishing vessels.

Survey Methodology

The Report

The Shipping Report is a differentiated system of
collection reports. Supplementary reports were designed
to accommodate special reporting situations. The re-
ports used are as follows:

La collecte des statistiques sur les marchandises con-
teneurisées a été introduite en 1971. On obtient ainsi des

Objectifs de I'enquéte

L'enquéte fournit des données essentielles sur la
navigation qui sont utilisées par les ministéres fédéraux et
provinciaux, des entreprises maritimes, des experts-conseil,
des associations et des sociétés, de méme que par des
établissements d’enseignement et de recherche, intéressés
au commerce, a I'industrie et au transport, afin de:

1. établir un schéma du mouvement des marchandises
selon 'immatriculation des navires;

. mesurer le volume des cargaisons nationales et intern-
tionales manutentionnées dans les ports canadicns,
selon 'origine et la destination;

. aider aux études sur le transport; et

. appuyer la présentation de mémoires, comptes renducs
et requétes adressés aux autorités et (ou) aux commis-
sions investies d’un pouvoir de réglementation.

Univers de I'enquéte

Un Rapport sur la navigation (formule S.1) doit étre
rempli pour chaque navire qui entre dans un port canadien
ou qui en sort, qu'il s'agisse de navigation nationale ou
internationale. Les mouvements des navires suivants n’ont
pas a étre consignés:

1. les cargos d’une jauge nette au registre inférieure a 15
tonnes;

. les remorqueurs ou autres navires d'une jauge brute au
registre inférieure @ 15 tonnes brutes;

. les bateaux de péche et navires de la marine canadienne.

Méthodes de I'enquéte

La déclaration

Le Rapport sur la navigation fait partie d'un en-
semble de formules distinctes servant & la collecte des
données. Des formules supplémentaires sont prévues poul
les cas particuliers. Les formules utilisées sont les suivantes



1. The S.1 Shipping Report is the principal form used
for data collection.

2 The S.2 Shipping Report accommodates shipping
companies which at the time of loading or discharge
cannot conveniently provide a breakdown of cargo.
In this case, an S.| Shipping Report is submitted
with the notation **S.2 Shipping Report to follow™
and an S.2 Shipping Report is fited within 10 days
of the departure of the vessel.

3. The 8.3 Shipping Report is used for vessels making
numerous trips per month to the same ports.

4. The S.1a Shipping Report (Containers) collects data
particulars on international containerized freight
movements at the following major container ports:
Halifax. Saint John. Québec. Montréal, Toronto and
Vancouver. Containerized traffic in domestic trade
is compiled as “general cargo™. For fully cellular
vessels, the S.1a replaces the S.1. For vessels carrying
both containerized and non-containerized cargo. the
S.la is filed for the containerized portion and an S.1
for the non-containerized portion.

The Collection Phase

Agents or operators of cargo vessels of 15 net
registered tons or over and tugs or other vessels of 15
uruss registered tons or over. arriving at or departing
from a port in Canada must complete an S.1 Shipping
Report in duplicate and file them with the Collector of
Customs at the time of vessel departure. When vessels
call at non-customs ports, the S.I Shipping Reports
covering these calls are taken or mailed to the nearest
Collector of Customs. The original copies of shipping
reports are then mailed daily to Statistics Canada.
Ottawa by the customs officials of Revenue Canada.

The Processing Phase

Upon receipt in the Water Transport Section of
the Transportation and Communications Division, the
documents are manually sorted and edited for consis-
tency and reliability of reported data. Selected fields
are then coded to facilitate data processing.

The coding and editing procedures involve the as-
signment of numeric codes to all ports and commodities.
a check for consistency of information in comparison
to previous trends and port activities, the use of refe-

La collecte des données

Les agents et exploitants de navires & marchandises
d’'une jauge nette de 15 tonnes ou plus su registre ¢t les
rentorqueurs ou autres bateaux juugeant 15 tonnes brutes
ou plus au registre qui arrivent a un port canadien ou qui
le quittent doivent remplir un Rapport sur la navigation
(formule S.1) en double exemplaire et lc remettre su
receveur de fa douane lors du départ du navire. Lorsqu’un
navire fait escale a un port non douanier. fa formule doit
étre remise ou postée au plus proche receveur de la
douane. Chaque jour, les douaniers de Revenu Canada
envoient par la poste original des rapports a Statistique
Canada a Ottawa.

Le dépouillement

Dés réception des documents a la Section du trans-
port par eau de la Division des transports et des communi-
cations, des commis le trient ct les vérifient afin dassurer
I'uniformité et la fiabilité des données déclarces. Certaines
parties du questionnaire sont alors codées afin de faciliter
te dépouillement des données.

Le codage et le controle comprennent attribution
de codes numériques a tous les ports et & toutes les mar-
chandises. une vérification de I'unitormité des renseigne-
ments sur les tendances et activités du port déelarées anté-



rence materials for missing or questionable data and
the follow-up of questionable reports by telephone. In
this case, either the shipping companies or customs of-
fices involved are contacted.

Preliminary data are presented in the monthly

publication Shipping Statistics (Catalogue 54 -002).

Reliability and Limitations of the Data
While every effort has been made to remove

methodology and clerical errors the statistics contained
in this report should be used with due allowance for
their limitations. Although the data are thought to be
representative of the true shipping activity, the figures
are known to understate the total shipping activity as
well as distortspe cific commodity figures. Generally, the
factors contributing to these problems can be grouped
into the following broad categories. For other related
limitations refer to the section on survey concepts.

Incomplete Coverage

I

Shipping reports are not collected for all vessel arri-
vals and departures at Canadian ports. It is estimated
that 10% to 20% of all shipping reports are missing
principally due to the poor response of particular
carriers.

At present, data are not collected for carriers opera-
ting on the Mackenzie River system and smaller in-
land lakes. Shipping activities in these areas repre-
sent only a very small portion of the total shipping
activity .

Distortion in the Data

Technological and other changes can distort year-to-
year comparisons. The introduction of containeriza-
tion causes an apparent drop in shipments of some
commodities as the contents of containers are not
reported.

. Some respondents consider the term “‘general cargo”

to be synonymous with “miscellaneous™; conse-
quently, general cargo figures tend to be inflated
and data for individual commodities may be some-
what lower than actual.

. Commodity designations tend to reflect rate and

tariff classifications, where these differ in structure
from the Standard Commodity Classification based
commodity groupings, a judgement decision is made,
either by the respondent or the editor and some
distortions of the data may result. Inaddition, some
reported commodity information and related ton-
nage represent aggregated summaries of the cargo
detail and is therefore difficult to code to the proper
commodity group.

Fiabilité et limites des données

Méme si I'on a tenté par tous les moyens possibles
d’enlever les erreurs de méthodologie et de codage, les sta-
tistiques présentent certaines limites lors de leur utilisa-
tion. En effet, les chiffres sont censés représenter I'activité
réelle aux ports, mais on sait qu'ils la sous-estiment en
plus de fausser certaines données concernant les marchan-
dises. D’une maniére générale, les causes de ces problémes
peuvent étre regroupées selon les catégories ci-dessous. La
rubrique portant sur les concepts de I’'enquéte explique les
autres limites.

Champ d’observation incomplet

1. Les rapports sur la navigation ne sont pas recueillis
pour toutes les arrivées et départs de navires dans les
ports canadiens. On estime qu'il manque de 10% a
20 % des rapports, principalement a cause de la piétre
collaboration de certains transporteurs.

A T'heure actuelle, on ne recueille pas de données sur
les transporteurs utilisant le réseau du fleuve Mackenzic
et les petits lacs intérieurs. La navigation dans ces sec-
teurs ne représente qu’une trés faible partie de la navi-
gation totale.

Distorsion des données

1. Les modifications techniques ou autres peuvent fausser
les comparaisons annuelles. La conteneurisation a en-
trainée une chute apparente des livraisons de certaines
marchandises du fait que le contenu n’est pas indiqué.

2. Certains enquétés pensent que “cargaison générale” est
synonyme de ‘“divers”; par conséquent, les chiffres re-
latifs aux cargaisons générales tendent i étre gonflés et
les données concernant chaque marchandise, quelque
peu sous-estimées.

3. Les appellations de marchandises tendent a s’inspirer
des nomenclatures douaniéres; lorsqu’elles different
des groupes de la Classification type des produits, 'en-
quété ou le vérificateur doit prendre une décision, et
ainsi pourait possiblement fausser les données. En
outre, certains chiffres de marchandises et de tonnage
représentent un groupement agrégat de quelques mar-
chandises, rendant ainsi difficile leur codage i la classe
de produits approprice.



4. The use of conversion factors may cause distortions
as some units are not readily convertible to other
units without knowledge of the more technical as-
pects of the commodity in question (e.g., specific
gravity for liquid commodities).

Improving the Reliability of Data

An Interdepartmental Committee on Shipping
Statistics was formed in August 1973, under the chair-
manship of the Director of the Transportation and
Communications Division of Statistics Canada to estab-
lish policy guidelines for a new Water Transport Statis-
tical System. This committee recommended that inter-
national water transport statistics be collected by means
of existing customs documentation. An analysis of the
customs documentation as a replacement for the inter-
national portion of the S.1 Shipping Report demon-
strated that the coverage problem would be substantially
alleviated. Steps have been taken to build the base for
this improvement. However, it will be necessary to
continue collecting and releasing information based on
the S.1 form for several years, until alternatives based
on statistical outputs of existing customs documenta-
tion have been tested, funded, implemented and
validated.

Survey Concepts

The following characteristics define the survey
concepts.

Vessel Concepts

The term “international shipping” is used for
vessels classed as being in foreign service, that is:

1. the vessel arrives from or departs for a foreign port;

2. cargo is loaded for or unloaded from a foreign port;

3. the registry of the vesselis other than Canadian (even
though the vessel may have sailed between two
Canadian ports).

A vessel is classed as being in *‘domestic shipping”

if:
1. it is of Canadian registry, sails between two Canadian
ports and loads or unloads no foreign freight; or

2. it is of foreign registry, but is granted a waiver by
the Canadian Transport Commission to engage in
coasting service.

Vessels entering a port at the end of a year and
clearing it the following January are counted as an arri-
wi and a departure for the year in which each of the
movements occurred. In addition, the entry of a vessel

Rehaussement de la fiabilité des données

Un comité interministériel des statistiques de la na-
vigation a été formé en aolt 1973, sous la présidence du
directeur de la Division des transports et des communica-
tions de Statistique Canada, afin d’établir les lignes direc-
trices d’'un nouveau systéme statistique du transport par
eau, Ce comijté a recommandé que les statistiques sur le
transport maritime international soient recueillies a I'aide
des formules de douane actuelles. Une analyse de ces for-
mules comme moyen de remplacement de la partie inter-
nationale de la formule S.1 du rapport sur la navigation a
montré que le probléme du champ d’observation serait en
grande partie solutionné. On a d’ailleurs entrepris des dé-
marches a cette fin. Toutefois, il faudra continuer a re-
cueillir et & publier pendant plusieurs unnées encore les
renseignements a I'aide de la formule S.1 tant que nous
n'aurons pas adopté une solution définitive basée sur les
rapports de douane actuels.

Concepts de I'enquéte

Les caractéristiques qui suivent définissent les con-
cepts de Penquéte.

Concepts relatifs aux navires

On utilise l'expression ‘“‘transport international”
pour désigner les navires classés dans le service interna-
tional, c.-a-d. que:

1. le navire arrive d’un port étranger ou part a destination
d’un port étranger;

2. les marchandises sont chargées & bord d’un navire &
destination d’un port étranger ou déchargées d’un na-
navire en provenance d’un port étranger;

3. le navire n'est pas immatriculé au Canada (méme s’il a
navigué entre deux ports canadiens).

Appartiennent a la catégorie “‘transport intérieur”:

1. les navires immatriculés au Canada qui naviguent entre
deux ports canadiens sans embarquer ni débarquer de
fret étranger; ou

2. les navires battant pavillon étranger qui détiennent un
permis de cabotage délivré par la Commission cana-
dienne des transports.

Les navires qui entrent dans un port 4 la fin de I'an-
née et qui n'en sortent qu’'en janvier de 'année suivante
sont comptés comme une entrée ou une sortie pour I’année
au cours de laquelle le mouvement s’est produit. De plus,



into a port can be classified as an international service,
whereas the departure can be classified as domestic: the
reverse situation also applies.

Only data relating to those vessels which are en-
gaged in port-to-port transportation of goods for com-
pensation have been included; all intraport movements
have been excluded.

A vessel is considered arriving or departing “‘in
ballast™ if cargo is neither loaded or unloaded at a port.

Operating data are collected for vessels calling at
coastal and Great Lakes ports. Waters such as Lake
Winnipeg and the Mackenzie River are not included in
the survey.

The term “‘gross registered tonnage’ of a vessel
refers to the capacity in cubic feet of the spaces within
the hull and of the enclosed spaces above the deck
divided by 100.

The term “net registered tonnage” of a vessel re-
fers to the gross registered tonnage less the space used
for the accommodation of the personnel, propelling
machinery and fuel.

Cargo Concepts

Domestic cargoes which are loaded in one naviga-
tional season but not discharged until the following
season are recorded in the following years annual report.
This is particularly important in the movements of grains.

The term “‘general cargo” refers only to commo-
dities which were not specifically identified on the
shipping reports; it is not intended to indicate any dis-
tinction between bulk and other commodities.

The term ‘“bulk cargo” refers to commodities
that are loose or in mass, generally being shovelled,
pumped, blown, scooped or forked in their handling.
Included in this definition are all grains, cement, coke,
petroleum, liquids carried in tanks, ores and minerals,
pig iron, scrap iron and steel. pulpwood poles and logs,
raw sugar and pulpwood.

All volume data are presented in short tons
(2,000 pounds) and metric tonnes (1 000 kilograms).

Some ports frequently engage in “lightering”; in
cases where the cargo is loaded or unloaded in the
harbour rather than at a dock or wharf. the tonnage is
included with the port totals.

I'arrivée ou le départ d’un navire peut aussi bien ressortir
4 lu navigation internationgle quiau cibotage, ou vice versa.

Scules les doundes qui se rapportent aux navires ef
fectuant le transport d’un port a I'autre, de marchandises
payants, sont indiquées ici; on n’a pas tenu compte des
mouvements dont le lieu de départ et d’arrivée est le
méme port.

Un navire est considéré comme entrant ou sortant
“sur lest” si des marchandises ne sont ni embarquées ni
débarquées a un port.

Les données d’exploitation sont recueillies pour les
navires faisant escale aux ports cotiers et a ceux des Grands
Lacs. Certaines eaux comme le lac Winnipeg et le fleuve
Mackenzie n’entrent pas dans le champ de I'enquéte.

La “jauge brute au registre” d’un navire est égale a
la capacité en pieds cubes de I’espace a lintérieur de la
coque et de I'espace fermé au-dessus du pont, divisée par
100.

La “jauge nette au registre™ d’un navire correspond
au nombre de tonnes brutes au registre, moins les quartiers
de I'équipage, la salle des machines et les réservoirs de
mazout.

Concepts relatifs aux marchandises

Les marchandises de cabotage chargees pendant une
saison de navigation, mais non déchargées avant la saison
suivante, sont prises en compte dans le rapport annuel de
'année suivante. Ce point est trés important lorsqu’on
étudie le commerce des céréales.

L’expression cargaison générale se rapporte unique-
ment aux marchandises non précisées dans le rapport sur
le transport maritime; elle ne sert pas a faire une distinction
entre les marchandises en vrac et les autres marchandises.

L'expression “‘marchandises en vrac” désigne des
marchandises non arrivées ou péle-méle, habituellement
pelletées, pompées, soufflées, puisées ou fourchées. Se re-
trouvent dans cette catégorie toutes les céréales, le ciment,
le coke, le pétrole, les liquides en citerne, les minerais et
minéraux, la fonte en gueuses, la ferraille et les déchets
d’acier, le bois a pite, les billes, le sucre brut et la pate de
bois. '

Toutes les quantités sont exprimées en tonnes
courtes (2,000 livres) et en tonnes métriques (1 000
kilogrammes)

Dans certains ports, les marchandises sont fréquem-
ment embarquées ou débarquées “‘par allége™ plutot qu'a
un dock ou un quai. Le tonnage est alors compris dans e
tonnage total du port.



Transshipments of cargoes, which are cargoes
coming into a Canadian port en route to a port in a
foreign country by water, are reflected in port totals.
Therefore. for international trade, the published
loadings and unloadings do not represent the exports
and imports at a particular port.

The terms “origin’’ and ‘‘destination” refer only
to the ports of loading and unloading and not necessarily
to the ultimate (perhaps inland) terminal points.

Part II — International Seaborne Shipping (by Port)

Tables presented in this publication cover cargo
loaded and unloaded for or from foreign countries by
individual Canadian port: by commaodity type and ton-
nage. Also covered is the number of vessel departures
by net registered tonnage, rig and province: number of
vessels arrived and departed (in ballast and with cargo)
by individual Canadian port; cargo handled at individual
Great Lakes ports and shipped via the St. Lawrence
River and, tugs departed from Canadian ports by num-
ber and gross registered tonnage.

Appendix A lists the Canadian ports for which
shipping data are tabulated separately. These data are
derived from the names assigned to the areas of loading
or unloading by the survey respondents.

Appendix B consists of a commodity list, based
on the Standard Commodity Classification Manual
published by Statistics Canada. This commodity list
identifies the 217 potential categories of goods into
which cargo types are grouped. Non-specific categories
of goods such as general cargo and containerized freight
are included in this list. Reference to this appendix witl
enable users to obtain a more complete description of
those commodities which have been necessarily abbre-
viated in the tables.

STATISTICAL HIGHLIGHTS

Cargo handled at Canadian ports in international
shipping increased 4.3% to 196,929.094 tons
(178 652 269 metric tonnes — t) from the 1976 figure
of 188,815,099 tons (1712901761). Total cargo
unloaded amounted to 64,905,985 tons
(58 882 220 t), a slight increase over 1976, and cargo
loaded increased to 132,023,109 tons (119 770049 t)
at 4.3% increase from last year. Vessel departures from
Canadian ports numbered 23,456 with a net registered
wonnage of 132.147.120 tons. Vessel arrivals totalled
23374 and their net registered tonnage amounted to
132,266,746 tons. The total arrivals and departures
represented a 6.6% increase in vessel movements from
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Les totaux portuaires comprennent les marchandises
transbordées par eau, c.-a-d. les marchandises qui arrivent
a un port canadien et qui sont destinées a un port étranger.
Par conséquent, pour le commerce international, les don-
nées publiées ne représentent pas les exportations ni les
importations parce qu’elles comprennent les marchandises
transbordées.

Partie II — Navigation maritime internationale (par port)

Les tableaux de la présente publication concernent
les marchandises chargées et déchargées a destination ou
en provenance de ports étrangers, selon chaque port cana-
dien; seton le genre de marchandise et le tonnage. On y
trouve également le nombre de navires sortis selon leur
jauge nette au registre, leur gréement et la province. le
nombre de navires entrés et sortis (sur lest et avec cargai-
son), selon chaque port canadien; les marchandises manu-
tentionnées a chaque port des Grands Lacs et expédiées
par le Saint-Laurent et, le nombre de remorqueurs en pro-
venance de ports canadiens, selon le nombre et leur jauge
brute au registre.

L’appendice A comprend la liste des ports canadiens
pour lesquels on calcule séparément les statistiques sur la
navigation. Cette liste est établie en fonction des zones
d’embarquement et de débarquement indiquées par les
déclarants.

L'appendice B constitue une liste de marchandises
fondée sur la Classification type des produits publiée par
Statistique Canada. Cette liste groupe les 217 catégories
possibles qui s’appliquent aux marchandises de cargaison.
Les catégories de produits non décrites ailleurs, comme les
marchandises diverses et les marchandises transportées par
conteneur figurent dans cette liste. Le lecteur trouvera
dans cet appendice une description plus compléte des
marchandises, qu'il a nécessairement fallu abréger dans les
tableaux.

POINTS SAILLANTS

Le volume de marchandises manutentionnées dans
les ports canadiens au titre du trafic international a
augmenté de 4.3 %, passant de 188,815,099 tonnes
(171 290176 tonnes métriques - t) en 1976 a
196,929,094 tonnes (178 652 269 t). Le volume total de
marchandises déchargées s'est établi a 64,905,985 tonnes
(58 882220 t), une légére hausse par rapport a 1976,
tandis que les marchandises chargées progressaient de
4.3% pour se fixer a 132,023,109 tonnes
(119770049t). On a dénombré 23456 dépuarts de
navires des ports canadiens, ceux-ci enregistrant une jauge
nette de 132,147,120 tonnes. Il y a eu 23,374 arrivées
de navires dont la jauge nette totale s’est établie a



last year and a 6.4% increase in net registered tonnage.
Prince Edward Island and New Brunswick were the
only provinces to record decreases this year falling
58.4% and 6.1% respectively in total cargo handled.
The remaining provinces recorded increases from a low
of 1.3% in Ontario to a high of 12.6% in Newfound-
land. The Northwest Territories almost doubled their
international cargo figure of 6,599 tons (5986 ) in
1976 to this year’s total of 12,043 tons (10 926 1).

Newfoundland’s 12.6% increase in total interna-
tional cargo handled in 1977 consisted of 1,502,686
tons (1 363 241 t) of cargo loaded and 1,150,086 tons
(1 043 378t) unloaded. The major factors that con-
tributed to the respective 7.3% and 20.5% increases
were increased loadings; 68,400 tons (62 053t) of
asbestos at Baie Verte, 295,394 tons (267 980 t) of
newsprint paper at Corner Brook, 521,983 tons
(473 534 t) of gypsum at Stephenville and additional
unloadings; 555,381 tons (503 835 t) of crude petro-
leum at Holyrood and 429,738 tons (389 851 t) of
phosphate rock at Long Harbour.

At Prince Edward Island, the decrease to 75,442
tons (68 441 t) from the 1976 figure of 181,189 tons
{164 372 t) was due to reduced shipments of potatoes.
The port of Summerside reflected this reduction in
potato shipments with a decrease of 68.2% or 74,213
tons (67 325 t) from 1976.

Nova Scotia registered a 3.8% increase in interna-
tional cargo handled in 1977. Increases in shipments of
gypsum of 34.0% at Halifax to 2,129,797 tons
(19321221t) and 19.9% at Hantsport to 1,445,986
tons (1 311 779 t) were the most significant factors for
the increase in cargo loaded. The decrease of 3.9% in
Nova Scotia’s unloadings of international cargo was
mainly due to the reduction in crude petroleum
unloaded at Halifax which fell 19.0% to 4,011,501
tons (36391761). The port of Halifax recorded
8,944 011 tons (8 113 924 t) of cargo handled which
represents a 4.4% increase in cargo tonnage loaded and
unloaded. Although loadings increased by 33.6%,
unloadings fell 10.7% to 5,057,756 tons (4 588 328 t)
in 1977.

Cargo loaded at New Brunswick ports increased
10.6% to 3,631,203 tons (3 294 313 t). They suffered
a reduction in shipments from foreign ports to
5,884,918 tons (5338742 t), a 14.1% decrease from
1976. Increased loadings of zinc ore and concentrates
at Dalhousic amounting to 368,482 tons (334 282 1)
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132,266,746 tonnes. Le nombre total d’arrivées et de dé-
parts a augmenté de 6.6 % par rapport aux mouvements
observés I'an dernier, la jauge nette marquant une hausse
de 6.4 %. L’[le-du-Prince-Edouard et le Nouveau-Brunswick
ont été les seules provinces a enregistere une baisse cette
année de 58.4 % et 6.1 % respectivement au titre du volu-
me total de marchandises manutentionnées. Dans les autres
provinces, les augmentations se sont chiffrées entre 1.3 %
en Ontario et 12.6 % a Terre-Neuve. Quant aux Territoires
du Nord-Ouest, ils ont presque doublé le volume de mar-
chandises manutentionnées au titre du trafic international,
celui-ci passant de 6,599 tonnes (59861) en 1976 a
12,043 tonnes (10 926 t) cette année.

L’augmentation de 12.6 % observée a Terre-Neuve
sur le chapitre du volume de marchandises manuten-
tionnées au titre du trafic international en 1977 com-
prenait 1,502,686 tonnes (1 363 241 t) de marchandises
chargées et 1,150,086 tonnes (1 043 378 t) de marchan-
dises déchargées. Les principaux facteurs qui ont contri-
bué a ces hausses respectives de 7.3 % et 20.5 % ont été les
suivants: chargements accrus de 68,400 tonnes (62 053 t)
d’amiante a Baie Verte, de 295,394 tonnes (267 980 t) de
papier journal a Corner Brook, de 521,983 tonnes
(473 534 t) de gypse a Stephenville; en outre, il y a eu des
déchargements  additionnels de 555,381  tonnes
(503 835t) de pétrole brut a Holyrood et de 429,738
tonnes (389 851 t) de roche phosphatée a Long Harbour.

En Nouvelle-Ecosse, le volume de marchandises
manutentionnées au titre du trafic international en 1977 a
augmenté de 3.8 %. Ce sont les livraisons de gy pse qui ont
le plus contribué a cette hausse puisqu’il y a eu augmen-
tation de 34.0% a Halifax ol elles se sont établies a
2,129,797 tonnes (1 932 122 t) et de 19.9 % a Hantsport
ol elles sont montrées a 1,445,986 tonnes (1 311 779 t).
La baisse de 3.9 % des déchargements de marchandises au
titre du trafic international en Nouvelle-Ecosse s’explique
principalement par une diminution des expéditions de
pétrole brut a Halifax qui sont tombées de 19.0% a
4,011,501 tonnes (36391761t). Quant au port de
Halifax, on a enregistré 8,944,011 tonnes (8 113 924 t) de
marchandises manutentionnées, ce qui représente une
hausse de 4.4 % du volume de marchandises chargées et
déchargées. Par contre, méme si les chargements ont
progressé de 33.6 %, les déchargements sont, pour leur

Nouveau-Brunswick aient augmenté a 3,631,203 tonnes

and additional shipments of wheat 556,318 tons
(504 679 t). gasoline 296,468 tons (268953 t) and
fuel oil 219,886 tons (199 4791t) at Saint John
contributed to the increase in cargo loaded, while the
major factor for the reduction in cargo unloaded was
due to the 16.7% decrease in crude petroleum at Saint
John. The total unloading of crude petroleum was
4,835.445 tons (4 386 643 t), down 969.559 tons
(879 569 t) from 1976.

Quebec, our most important province in terms of
total tonnage of international marine traffic, recorded
a 4.5% increase, handling 85,004,278 tons
(77115047 t) of cargo. Some of the ports that
enjoyed this increase of cargo over 1976 were; Chan-
dler which increased 36.8% to 91,256 tons (82 782 1),
Montréal which increased 14.4% to 9,566,453 tons
(8 679 000 t) with additional loadings of wheat total-
ling 1.702,806 tons (1544 760t) and fuel oil
1,156,175 tons (1 048 863 t) and Port Alfred which
recorded the highest increase in cargo handled with
increased unloadings of alumina and bauxite ores
totalling 3,038,161 tons (2 756 177 t), almost tripling
the 1976 figure. Québec City also had a good year with
a total cargo handling of 9,130,329 tons (8 282 891 t),
an 11.8% increase from last year. Increases in shipments
of wheat 1,543,416 tons (1 400 164 t) and unloadings
of crude petroleum 4,658,286 tons (4 225 927 t) were
the major commodities that contributed to the rise at
Québec City.

During 1977, Ontario ports registered a total of
36,120,496 tons (32768 116 t) of cargo handled in
international shipping which marked a slight increase
over 1976. Unloadings accounted for 25,110,097 tons
(22779 575t) and loadings 11,010,399 tons
(9 988 541 t). The Ontario ports and the commoditics
that affected these increases were: Little Current
591,226 tons (536353 t), of iron ore loaded for
American  ports;  Nanticoke 3,796,296  tons
(3443940 1), all of which was bituminous coal, with
the majority from the United States ports of Conneaut
2,244 947 tons (2 036 578 t) and Ashtabula 1,523,035
tons (1 381 6761); Picton 1,418,617 tons
(1 286946t) with cargoes of iron ore for Buffalo
216,722 tons (196 606 t) and Cleveland 384,343 tons
(348 670t) and cargoes of cement 663369 tons
(601 797 t) of which the most part was destined for
Bay City and Rochester, United States; Sarnia
5,108,858 tons (4 634 702t) with unloadings of
bituminous c¢oal accounting for 2,985,723 tons
(2 708 606 t); Serpent River increased its total tonnage
handled to 272, 746 tons (247 433 t) with increased
unloadings of limestone; Thorold handled 214,230
tons (194 3461t) of cargo with alumina and bauxite
ores and other ores and concentrates totalling 125,595
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par rapport a I'année précédente. Les chargements accrus
de minerais et de concentrés de zinc de 368,482 tonnes
(334 282 t) a Dalhousie et des expéditions additionnelles
de blé de 556,318 tonnes (504 679 t), de 296,468 tonnes

mazout a Saint John ont contribué a 'augmentation du
volume des marchandises chargées; la baisse du volume de
marchandises déchargées a été principalement attribuable
a une diminution du pétrole brut de 16.7 % a Saint John.

Le Québec, la plus importante province au niveau
du volume total de marchandises au titre du trafic
maritime international, a connu une hausse de 4.5 %,
manutentionnant 85,004,278 tonnes (77 115047 t) de
marchandises. Voici quelques-uns des ports qui ont
bénéficié de cette augmentation par rapport & 1976: a
Chandler, augmentation de 36.8% a 91,256 tonnes
(82 782t), Montréal; hausse de 14.4% a 9,566.453
tonnes (8 679 000t), avec des chargements supplé-
mentaires de blé totalisant 1,702,806  tonnes
(1 544 760t) et de 1,156,175 tonnes (1 048 863 1) de
mazout; et port Alfred a enregistré la plus forte augmen-
tation du volume de marchandises manutentionnées avec
une augmentation des déchargements d’alumine et de
bauxite totalisant 3,038,161 tonnes (2 756 177 1), tri-
plant presque le chiffre enrcgistré en 1976.

Au cours de 1977, les ports de I'Ontario ont
enregistré au total 36,120,496 tonnes (32 768 116 t) de
marchandises manutentionnées au titre du trafic interna-
tional, ce qui marquait une légere augmentation par
rapport & 1976. Les déchargements sont intervenus pour
25,110,097 tonnes (22 779 575 t) et les chargements pour
11,010,399 tonnes (9 988 541 t). Cette hausse s'est réflé-
tée a certains ports ontariens dans les marchandises
suivantes: a Little Current, chargements de 591,226
tonnes (536 353 t) de minerai de fer provenant de ports
américains; a Nanticoke, déchargements de 3,796,296
tonnes (34439401t) de charbon bitumineux, la plus
grande partie provenant des ports américains de Conneaut
avec 2,244,947 tonnes (2 036 578 t) ¢t d’Ashtabula avec

de 1,418,617 tonnes (1 286 946 t) avec expdéditions de
minerai de fer vers Buffalo et Cleveland, dont les tonnages

tons (113 9381). Finally, Thunder Bay recorded an
increase in traffic, handling 4,169,499 tons
(3782510t) of cargo. This rise reflected increased
unloadings of bituminous coal totalling 385,049 tons
(349 309 t) and increased loadings of wheat, concen-
trated and complete feeds, flaxseed and rapeseed
amounting to 264,822 tons (240 244 t), 345,348 tons
(313298 1), 207,693 tons (188417 t) and 183,859
tons (166 793 t) respectively.

In Churchill, Manitoba, loadings of wheat that
amounted to 782,536 tons (709 906 t) contributed to
a5.6% increase in total cargo handled during 1977.

Ports of the province of British Columbia re-
gistered a 9.1% increase in international shipping with
loadings and unloadings totalling 45,240,627 tons
(41041 891 t) during 1977. These ports shipped
40,476,808 tons (36 720 076 t) of cargo destined for
foreign ports, an increase of 3,686,153 tons
(3344 0221t) over 1976. Shipments received from
foreign ports fell slightly to 4,763,819 tons
(4321 0761t). A few ports that showed increases in
total traffic include: Bamberton 122,705 tons
(111 3141t) with increased loadings of cement to
92,866 tons (84 2441); Cowichan Bay’s loadings
amounted to 298,190 tons (270 515 1), all of which
were composed of lumber and timber; Kitimat's traffic
totalled 1,123,745 tons (1 019 443 t), with additional
loadings of paperboard totalling 176,905 tons
(160484 t) and aluminum amounting to 166,297 tons
(150 865 t). Also, alumina and bauxite ores discharged
at this port totalled 562,413 tons (5102111).
Nanaimo loaded 768,853 tons (697 492 t) of lumber
and timber for a port total of 1,251,051 tons
(1134 936t), Port Alberni had increased loadings of
lumber and timber amounting to 380,998 tons
(345 633 t) which increased its port total to 842313
tons (764 140t) and Vancouver (including Roberts
Bank) increased its total tonnage handled in interna-
tional shipping by 14.9% from 1976 to 33,691,876
tons (30565007 t). Loadings of bituminous coal
10,387,568 tons (9423 445 t), wheat 5,768,042 tons
(5232687t), rapeseed 950,023 tons (861 8481t),
pulpwood 373,009 tons (338 3841t), copper ore
687,274 tons (6234821), sulphur 2,919,886 tons
(2 648 886 t) and lumber and timber 2,455,666 tons
(2227 739t) helped to increase the 1977 total at
Vancouver.

Aux ports de la Colombie-Britannique, le trafic
international a augmenté de 9.1 %, les chargements et
déchargements totalisant 45,240,627 tonnes
{41041 891t) en 1977. Ces ports ont expédié
40,476,808 tonnes (36 720 076 t) de marchandises aux
ports étrangers, ce qui représente une augmentation de
3,686,153 tonnes (3 344 022 t) par rapport a 1976. Les
expéditions recues de ports étrangers sont légérement
tombées a 4,763,819 tonnes (4 321 076 t). Quelques-uns
des ports qui ont enregistré des augmentations au titre du
trafic international sont: Bamberton avec 122, 705 tonnes
(111314 t) de marchandises manutentionnées, dont les
chargements de ciment qui se sont accrus 4 92,866 tonne
(84 244 t); Cowichan Bay, dont les chargements totali-
serent 298,190 tonnes (270 515 t), le tous étant composé

Bank) le volume total de marchandises manutentionnées
au titre du trafic international a augmenté de 14.9 % par
rapport a 1976 pour se chiffrer 2 33,691,876 tonnes
(30 565007 t). Les chargements de 10.387,568 tonnes
(94234451t) de chartbon butimineux, de 5,768,042
tonnes (52326871t) de blé, de 950,023 tonncs

bois a pate, de 687,274 tonnes (623 482 t) de minerai d¢
cuivre, de 2,919,886 tonnes (2 648 886 t) de soufre et de
2,455,666 tonnes (2 227 739 t) de bois de construction et
de bois en grumes ont constitué les principaux facteurs de
cette augmentation au port de Vancouver en 1977,



The tonnage of iron ore loaded in Tasu fell
62.2% to 371,685 tons (337 187 t) resulting in a total
decrease of 61.3% for this port. The traffic at the port
of Texada dropped 65.7% to 116,784 tons (105 945 t),
because of decreased loadings of iron ore which
dropped 65.6% from 1976 to 113,119 tons
(102 620 t). The port of Vanada, which only loads
limestone, reported a 67.1% decrease to 76,500 tons
(69 400 t) of cargoes from last year. Finally, the port
of Victoria recorded a 55.7% drop in total cargo
handled, falling to 460,225 tons (417 502 t). The
absence of wheat loadings and the decrease in logs and
fuel oil handlings were the major factors which caused
this fall in tonnage.

In 1977, international traffic at Northwest Terri-
tories’ ports amounted to 12,043 tons (109261t),
nearly doubling their 1976 tonnage. The tonnage of
fuel oil unloaded which totalled 11,568 tons (10 494 t)
was the main factor contributing to the increase.

Cargoes moved to and from Canadian Great
Lakes ports in international shipping via the St
Lawrence River increased 11.8% to 3,479,875 tons
(3157 0201) from last year. There were 359 vessel
arrivals - with a  total registered net tonnage of
1.898,505 tons carrying 1,461,673 tons (1 326 072 1)
of cargo and 332 vessel departues with a total net
revistered tonnage of 1,892,359 tons carrying
2,018,202 tons (1 830 948 t) of cargo.

Cette baisse de
volume est attribuable au fait qu'il n’y a eu aucun
chargement de blé et 4 une diminution dans les manuten-
tions des billes de bois et du mazout.

En 1977, le trafic international dans les Territoires
du Nord-Ouest s’est établi 4 12,043 tonnes (10926 t),
presque le double du chiffre de 1976. Les déchargements
de mazout qui ont atteint 11,568 tonnes (10494 t)
expliquent en grande partie cette augmentation.

Les marchandises transportées vers et a partir des
ports canadiens des Grands Lacs au titre du trafic
international sur la voie maritime du Saint-Laurent ont
augmenté de 11.8% pour se fixer a 3,479,875 tonnes
(3157020t) par rapport & l'an dernier. Il y a eu 359
arrivées de navires d’une jauge nette totale de 1,898,505
tonnes, transportant 1,461,673 tonnes (1 326 072 t) de
marchandises, et 332 départs de navires, d'une jauge nette
totale de 1,892,359 tonnes, transportant 2,018,202
tonnes (1 830948 t) de marchandises.
