Le present bulletin contient Is statistique financiare, 
d'emploi et d'exploitation des entreprises de transport par 
eau au Canada. 

Source 

Statiatique Canada a dresse une liste des societes et 
des personnes exploitant le transport par eau afin de pouvoir 
mener l'enquate annuelle sur le transport par eau. Lea 
établiasements ddclarants sont classes dans Is branche numéro 
504 de Is Classification des activitea économiquea. Len 
propridtaires et exploitants de bateau de peche et d'embar-
cations de plaisance ne sont pas compris dana l'enquête. 

Traitement des données 

Dans Is présente publication, lea etablissements sont 
clasaées en trois grandes categories: 

Lea transporteurs pour compte d'autrui et en location, 
publics et b forfait, sont des citoyens canadiens ou des 
socidtés constituées au Canada qui exercent principalement 
le coninerce de transporter des passagers ou des marchan-
discs par eau moyennant rémunération. Ces transporteurs 
peuvent exploiter des navirea possedés en propre ou 
affritCs et leurs activités figurent aux tableaux I a 18. 

Lea proprietaires frétant des navires coque-nue: ils sont 
egalement des personnee domicilides au Canada et gui 
frItent leurs nsvires a autrui pour une pCriode determinee;

Statistics Canada has compiled a list of compa-
nies and individuals engaged in the water transpor-
tation industry to form the basis of the annual Water 
Transportation Survey. Establishments reporting fall 
under Industry No. 504 of the Standard Industrial 
Classification. The owners and operators of fishing 
vessels and pleasure craft are excluded in this survey 

Treatment of Data 

In this publication, establishments are divided 
into three major categories: 

For-hire carriers, both conon and contract, are 
Canadian incorporated companies or individuals 
engaged primarily in the business of transporting 
passengers or goods by water for compensation. 
These carriers may operate self-owned and/or 
chartered vessels, and are presented in Tables 1 
through 18. 

Owners leasing vessels under bareboat charter, are 
also Canadian domiciled and charter their vessels 
to others for an agreed period of time and with a 
transfer of the management responsibility over the 
ship, its manning, use and operating requirements. 
Statistics relating to this category form Tables 19, 
O and 21. 

'rivate carriers are defined as an operating division 
f a firm or conversely a separately incorporated 

company which serves primarily to transport the goods 
'f the parent firm as an integral part of total 
operations. Information detailing this category is 
contained in the final pages of this publication, 
cossnencing with Table 22. 

The for-hire carriers are classed according to 
annual operating revenue as follows: 

Class 	I - Operating revenues over $500,000. 

Class II - Operating revenues between $50,000 
and $500,000. 

Class  III - Operating revenues under $50,000. 

Each of the establishments included in the for-
hire and private categories is allocated to a geo-
graphical division in accordance with the region 
served by all or the majority of the vessels operated 
by the carrier: 

The Atlantic Division is made up of those carriers 
whose principal region of operation is the waters 
adjacent to the Atlantic Coast and that portion of 
the St. Lawrence River which is east of "inland 
waters". 

The Inland Division consists of all carriers whose 
principal region of operation is the "inland waters", 
which is defined by the Canadian Shipping Act as 
being all rivers, lakes and other navfable fresh

The Pacific Division is made up of those carriers 
whose principal region of operation is the waters 
adjacent to the Pacific Coast. 

The Ocean-going Division consists of all carriers 
who engage in world-wide trade.

During 1971 operating revenues for companies 
covered by this report again showed a sharp increase, 
totalling $473 million compared to $469 million the 
previous year. The reported net income before income 
taxes was $36,864,480 compared with $31,671,438 in 
1970. 

The Class I carriers accounted for the increase 
in operating revenue, up 1.6 7, to $453,086,655 while 
Class II experienced a decline of 14.3 7. to 
$18,822,827. These fluctuations were due in part 
to amalgamations within these two classes. By 
Division, the Atlantic and Pacific areas showed an 
upswing in gross operating revenues, while Ocean - 
going and Inland operations were slightly lower. 
However, subsidies to all for-hire carriers during 
1971 totalled $36,836,065 compared to $35,147,083 
and after provision for taxes there remained a net 
income of $24,828,128 some $5 million higher than 
the previous year. 

At the end of the year the for-hire carriers had 
an original investment of $712,785,460 and after 
depreciation reported $412,042,075 as the value of 
vessels, and other facilities contributing to their 
operations. 

Additions to fleets was reported at $41,254,009 
compared to $33,120,497 in the previous year, some of 
the expenditure going toward the purchase of existing 
craft from other owners, this being partially reflect-
ed in the $34,980,612 figure reported in the vessel 
retirement figure. 

One of the major coSt elements was labour which 
totaled $128,441,679 or 26.6 7. of operating expenses. 
The corresponding percentages in 1970 and 1969 were 
25.9 7, and 26.1 7 respectively. The for-hire carriers 
employed 17,287 down 717 from 1970, of which 11,457 
were vessel crews, which were fewer in number by 
343, possibly due to further mechanization in the 
industry. 

Accidents among the surveyed firms claimed 7 
lives and an additional 1,482 injuries, while in 1970 
mishaps caused 24 fatalities and 1,622 other injuries, 
the majority involving crew members. 

Eight vessels, 2 more than in 1970 were sunk or 
written off in accidents; their value was $2,320,571 
compared with $889,632 a year earlier.

Private Carriers 

This group of 38 carriers operating 251 vessels 
with operating expenses totalling $125,125,134 during 
1971, employed 1,509 persons with a payroll figure of 
$15,656,883. These companies show an original invest-
ment in vessels and floating equipment at the end of 
the year of $80,270,150 and a reported depreciated 
value of $43,487,319. 

International Ferries 

In a letter dated July 4th, 1972 to subscribers 
to the publication "International Toll Bridges, Tunnels 
and Ferries", Catalogue 53-202, it was indicated that 
1971 data on international ferry operations would 
appear in this publication. However, as it is doubt-
ful that this data would be of general interest it 
has been decided not to include it.
