Source 

Statistics Canada has compiled a list of compa-
nies and individuals engaged in the water transpor 
tation industry to form the basis of the annual Water 
Transportation Survey. Establishments reporting fall 
under Industry No. 504 of the Standard Industrial 
Classification. The owners and operators of fishing 
vessels and pleasure craft are excluded in this survey 

Treatment of Data 

In this publication, establishments are divided 
into three major categories: 

For-hire carriers, both coemon and contract, are 
Cansdian incorporated companies or individuals 
engaged primarily in the business of transporting 
passengers or goods by water for compensation. 
These carriers may operate self-owned and/or 
chartered vessels. 

Owners leasing vessels under barebost charter, are 
also Canadian domiciled and charter their vessels 
to others for an agreed period of time and with a 
transfer of the management responsibility over the 
ship, its manning, use and operating requirements. 

private carriers are defined as an operating division 
t a firm or conversely a separately incorporated 
ompany which serves primarily to transport the goods 
'f the parent firm as an intergral part of total 
perat ions. 

The for-hire carriers are classed according to 
annual operating revenue as follows: 

Class 

I - Operating revenues over $500,000. 

II Operating revenues between $50,000 
and $500,000. 

III Operating revenues under $50,000. 

Each of the establishments included in the for-
hire and private categories is allocated to a geo-
graphical division in accordance with the region 
served by all or the majority of the vessels operated 
by the carrier: 

The Atlantic Division is made up of those carriers 
whose principal region of operation is the waters 
adjacent to the Atlantic Coast and that portion of 
the St. Lawrence River which is east of "inland 
waters". 

The Inland Division consists of all carriers whose 
principal region of operation is the "inland waters", 
which is defined by the Canadian Shipping Act as 
being all rivera, lakes and other navigable fresh 
waters within Canada, including the St. Lawrence River 
as far seaward as a straight line drawn: 
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(a) from Cap des Roaiers to West Point, Anticosti 
Island, and 

(b) from Anticosti Island to the north shore of the 
St. Lawrence River along the meridian of long!-
tude sixty-three degrees west. 

The Pacific Division is made up of those carriera 
whose principal region of operation is the waters 
adjacent to the Pacific Coast. 

The Ocean-going Division consists of all carriers who 
engage in world-wide trade.

For-hire Carriers 

During 1973 operating revenues for companies 
covered by this report again showed a sharp increase, 
totalling $579 million compared to $495 million the 
previous year. The reported net income before income 
taxes was $35,378,953 compared with $35,259,733 in 1972. 

The Class I carriers accounted for the increase 
in operating revenue, up 18.0% to $561,470,622 while 
Class II experienced a decline of 8.1% to $16,125,979. 
These fluctuationa were due in part to amalgamations 
within these two classes. By Division, the Atlantic 
showed a gross operating revenue percentage increase of 
12.4, while the Pacific, Inland and Ocean areas showed 
percentage increases of 24.8, 6.5 and 26.8, respectively 
However, subsidies to all for-hire carriers during 1973 
totalled $67,699,082 compared to $51,538,118 and after 
provision for taxes there remained a net income of 
$22,288,456 some $700 thousand higher than the previous 
year. 

At the end of the year the for-hire carriers had 
an original investment of $704,285,434 and after depre-
ciation reported $437,404,039 as the value of vessels, 
and other facilities contributing to their operations. 

Additions to fleets was reported at $85,905,977 
compared to $70,752,125 in the previous year, some of 
the expenditure going toward the purchase of existing 
craft from other owners, this being partially reflect-
ed in the $46,871,628 reported in the vessel retire-
ment figure. 

One of the major Cost elements was labour which 
totaled $176,195,388 or 28.5% of operating expenses. 
The corresponding percentages in 1972 and 1971 were 
27.77. and 26.6% respectively. The for-hire carriers 
employed 18,571 up 824 from 1972, of which 12,542 were 
vessel crews, which were greater in number by 1,526. 

Accidents among the surveyed firms claimed 6 lives 
and an additional 1,320 injuries, while in 1972 mishaps 
caused 15 fatalities and 1,104 other injuries, the ma-
jority involving crew members. 

Two vessels, 7 less than in 1972 were aunk or 
written off in accidents; their value was $279,426 Com-
pared with $856,357 a year earlier.

En 1973 lea recettea d'exploitation des compagnies.obser-
vées ont enregiatré une nouvelle at importante augmentation 
pour se fixer 1h $579 millions contre $495 millions lannée 
précédente. La revenu net avant limpOt sur le revenu se 
montait h $35,378,953 au lieu de $35,259,733 en 1972. 

Lea transporteurs de Is classe I figurent pour une atiy,:e-
tation de 18.0 1 des recettea d'exploitation, qui ont atteint 
$561,470,622; tandis que ceux de Is classe II ont connu Un 
baisse de 8.1 1, le montant s'étant établi a $16,125,979. 
fluctu.tiona sont dues en partie aux fusions qui ont eu lie 
i'intérteur de ces deux classes. Par division, celle de 
l'Atlantique a fait apparattre une hausse de 12.4 7. pour ces 
recettes d'exploitation brutes, tandis que celles do Pacifique, 
des eaux intérieures et du transport au long cours augmenterent 
de 24.8 7., 6.5 % et 26.8 % respectivement. Cependant, en 1973 
lea subsides accordés b toos lea transporteurs pour compte 
d'autrui et en location ont totaliaé $67,699,082 contre 
$51,538,118 en 1972, et deduction faite des provisions pour 
impôts le revenu net ee montait b $22,288,456, soit environ 
700 silIca de plus que l'année précédente. 

A is fin de l'année lea transporteurs pour compte dautrui 
et an location avaient on investissetnent initial de $704,285,434,

Some 43 owners exclusively chartered their 
':esseia bareboat, that is, all operating costs being 
he responsibility of those chartering the craft. 
Revenues for the use of the 127 vessels amounted to 
$12,973,233. Net  profit before income taxes totalled 
$3,829,061 compared with $2,453,700 in 1972. 

Private Carriers 

This group of 43 carriers operating 215 vessels 
with operating expenses totalling $212,552,971 during 
1973, employed 1,666 persons with a payroll figure of 
$17,762,683. These companies show an original invest-
ment in vessels and floating equipment at the end of 
the year of $88,244,263 and a reported depreciated 
value of $51,850,474. 

International Ferries 

In a letter dated July 4th, 1972 to subscribers 
to the publication "International Toll Bridges, Tunnels 
and Ferries", Catalogue 53-202, it was indicated that 
data on international ferry operations would appear 
in this publication, However, as it is doubtful that 
this data would be of general interest it was decided 
not to include it.
