Survey Objectives 

The objectives of the Financial Survey 
of Canadian Water Carriers are: 

(1) to provide establishment-oriented industry 
statistics such as ownership, employment, 
operating revenues and expenses, property 
value and vessel ownership; 

(2) to classify new undertakings entering the 
industry by size, type and area of oper-
ation. 

The information collected serves: 

(1) to measure the size, structure and impor-
tance of the Canadian water carrier in-
dustry; 

(7) to aid in the assessment of the industrial 
Cwth rate reflected by this activity and 
provide information on regional devel- 

mont; 

to assist in transportation studies, par- 
ticularly in transportation planning; 

(4) to support the presentation of briefs, 
submissions and other reports to regu-
latory authorities and commissions; 

(5) to provide inputs into national statis-
tical aggregates, such as Gross National 
Product, which in turn are used for 
formulating national or regional economic 
policy. 

Statistical Framework 

The Financial Survey of Canadian Water 
Carriers follows two statistical frameworks: 

(a) Coverage of the for-hire carriers, gov-
ernment carriers and sightseeing opera-
tions follows the framework of the System 
of National Accounts (SNA). For these

The Water Transport Activity Reporting 
Unit is defined as the smallest unit 
which Is a separate operating entity 
capable of reporting: 

(a) Operating expenses. 
(b) Fuel consumption. 
(c) Employment. 
(d) Tonnage carried. 

Data collected from the Water Transport 
Activity Reporting Units do not contribute 
direct to the System of National Accounts 
because they are normally covered by some 
industry. 

Survey Universe 

The bench mark for the survey universe 
was established with the completion of the 
1974 Data sheet survey. The survey universe 
of carriers is maintained by an annual review 
of lists of carriers maintained by the Cana-
dian Transport Commission, Transport Canada, 
the Business Register Division of Statistics 
Canada, and the Transportation and Communi-
cations Division.

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For survey purposes, the reporting units 
ich are included in the survey universe 
long to one of four groups: 

I) The Canadian for-hire water transportation 
carriers which will also be called the 
Water Transportation Industry. 

(2) The Canadian private water transportation 
carriers. 

(3) The government water transportation car-
r ier s. 

(4) The Canadian sightseeing carriers. 

The for-hire water transportation car-
riers include establishments whose activities 
involve time and voyage charters (vessels and 
crew) or bareboat charters (vessels only) from 
others. (For a full list of the types of 
inclusions in the industry, see the listing 
of Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) 
504 in Appendix 2.) 

The private carriers are involved in the 
transport of goods or passengers for their 
own (or a parent) company. While water trans-
port is an important part of their activities 
it is not the principal source of revenue for 
Ho company and therefore the company as a 
H ole is not assigned to Standard Industrial 
Hssification 504. Among such private car- 

rs are those Involved in carrying petroleum 
wood products, or engaged in dredging

The government carriers are any federal, 
provincial, territorial or municipal carriers 
engaged in the transport of commodities or 
passengers. This is the second year that 
these carriers have been tabulated separately 
from the for-hire carriers. 

The sightseeing carriers are involved 
in passenger sightseeing and tourism. As a 
group they fall under Standard Industrial 
Classification 519, Other Transportation, 
which includes various transportation activ-
ities not included in the definitions of the 
major modes.

Quality and Limitations 

Although not all carriers engaged in 
water transportation are included in this 
report, coverage is considered representative 
of the activity. However, before any infer-
ences can be drawn from the data, the follow-
ing general and specific limitations should 
be noted. 

General Limitations 

There are four potential sources of 
errors or distortions which may affect the 
quality of the survey data and which survey 
and quality control procedures attempt to 
minimize. These sources of errors or dis-
tortions are as follows:

Specific Limitations 

(1) Prior to the introduction of the Water 
Transportation Report, 1975 all the gross 
water transportation revenues of a carrier 
were assigned to either the domestic or 
international service area according to 
the service which generated the largest 
portion of the gross water transportation 
revenue. This method of calculating 
domestic and international service revenue 
introduced distortions in the published 
figures for different water transport 
services as the larger carriers, partic- 
ularly those in Class I, would tend to 
operate in more than one service area; 
for example a carrier operating on inland 
waters and doing 45% of his traffic bet-
ween Canadian ports on the St. Lawrence 
River and 55% of his traffic between

Overview, Canadian Water Transportation 

Revenues 

During 1977, water transportation gen-
erated revenues of $1.415 billion for 569 
Canadian domiciled for-hire, private, govern-
ment, and sightseeing carriers. This is an 
increase of 25 in the number of carriers from 
1976 (544 to 569),  and an increase of $138 
million in the water transportation revenue 
from 1976 ($1.277 to $1.415 billion). 

The largest portion of these revenues, 
$920.6 million ($860.6 million in 1976), was 
generated by 412 for-hire carriers (409 in 
1976) representing the for-hire water trans-
portation industry. In addition to the 
Industry (Standard Industrial Classification 
504), there were $230.0 ($207.6 in 1976) 
million revenues generated by the water trans-
port operations of 82 (67 in 1976) private 
carriers, $259.8 ($205.8 in 1976) million 
revenues generated by 41 (40 in 1976) govern-
ment carriers and $4.4 ($3.4 in 1976) million 
revenues for 34 (28 in 1976) water sightseeing 
establishments.

Recettes d'exploitation 

En 1977, les 569 entreprises canadiennes de 
transport par eau pour compte d'autrui, privées, 
gouvernementales, et touristiques ont réalisë des 
recettes de $1.415 milliard. Ceci représente une 
augmentation de 25 transporteurs par rapport A 1976 
(569 contre 544), et une augmentation de $138 mil-
lions dams les recettes générées par le transport 
par eau par rapport 5 1976 ($1.277 a $1.415 nil-
hard).

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Of the 412 for-hire carriers that con- 
[tute the industry, the largest 66 were as- 
ried to financial Class I, those whose gross 
ter transportation operating revenues are 

greater than or equal to $1,000,000 in the 
year; 116 to Class II, gross water transporta-
tion operating revenues greater than $100,000 
and less than $1,000,000, and the remaining 
230 to Class III, gross water transportation 
operating revenues less than or equal to 
$100,000. The 66 Class I carriers generated 
$845.3 million in revenue which is 92% of the 
industry total of $920.6 million or 60% of the 
total water transportation activity revenue of 
$1.415 billion. 

The 82 private carriers, which carry 
their own or their parent companies' commod-
ities and passengers, in many cases do not 
report commercial revenue from their activi-
ties. However, the $230.0 million of oper-
ating revenue reported by these carriers, 
while not covering their expenses, neverthe-
less represents 16% of the total water activ-
ity revenue. This is three times as large as 
the $75.3 million operating revenue reported 
for Classes II and III for-hire carriers 
combined. 

The 41 government carriers, which are 
federal, provincial, territorial, or munici-
pal undertakings engaged in the transport of 
commodities or passengers, often operate a 
subsidized service and do not report commer-
cial revenue from their activities. However, 
the $259.8 million of operating revenue re-
ported by these carriers, while not covering 
their expenses, nevertheless represents an-
other 18% of the total water activity revenue 
in 1977.

There were 19,285 vessel crew reported 
by the 569 carriers. Their wages were $333.9 
million which includes certain additional 
benefits paid by the employer. Again the 
largest share of these totals was reported by 
the 412 industry carriers with vessel crew of 
8,958 and wages of $166.5 million. The pri-
vate carriers reported 2,369 crew and $33.3 
iilliom wages..

The 569 water carriers owned property 
and equipment valued at an original cost of 
$1.835 billion. The 67 Class I for-hire car-
riers owned property and equipment amounting 
to 51.8% of the total or $952 million, the 
private carriers accounted for 10.0% or $184 
million and the government carriers for 29.0% 
or $534 million. The accumulated depreciation 
amounted to $619 million for the 569 carriers 
leaving the depreciated value of the property 
and the equipment at $1.216 billion. 

Of the $1.835 billion, vessels and 
floating equipment amounted to $1.514 billion 
or 82%, followed by terminal property and 
equipment with $232 million or 13%, other 
property and equipment with $73 million or 4% 
and land with $16 million or 1%.

Private Carriers 

In addition to the Canadian for-hire 
water carriers which represent the water 
transportation industry, there were 83 private 
carriers which carried or towed their own, or 
their parent companies' goods or passengers. 
Such carriers, while clearly engaged in the 
activity of water transportation, are assigned 
under the rules of the Standard Industrial 
Classification framework to an industry out-
side of transportation. Where at least the 
principal source of total revenue of a company 
can be assigned to an industry other than 
transportation and the water activity serves 
the need of the remaining portion of the com-
pany, the carrier is classed as "private" in 
this survey. 

In such cases, there may be no commer-
cial revenue attributable to the water car-
rier, or where there are such revenues they do 
not cover expenses. Nevertheless, the private 
carriers reported that their water transport 
activities generated $230.0 million (16.2% of 
total revenues) and vessel operating costs of 
$252.0 million (19.9% of the total vessel 
operating expenses for all carriers). 

Gross water transportation revenues gen-
erated by the 83 Canadian domiciled private 
carriers totalled $230.0 million in 1977 of 
which the largest portion, $167.8 million, in-
volved the transport of commodities. Other 
revenue generating activities included time

Sur le plan international, les transporteurs 
gouvernementaux operant entre des ports canadlens 
et des "autres" ports des E.-U. ont touché $3.3 
millions. 

Les frais d'exploitation des navires ont to-
talisé $281.8 millions. La plus grande part de ces 
dépenses va A la rémunération des équipages avec 
$133.2 millions (47 Z), suivi de l'entretien et de 
la reparation, $38.6 millions (14 %) et des dé-
penses en combustible et huiles de graissage, 
$30.5 millions (11 %). Les $79.5 millions restants 
ont été dépensés principalement pour l'achat de 
services de transport (c.-a-d., affrètement 
autrui (coque-nue, a temps, au voyage), touage) 
avec $20.3 millions; l'amortissement, $18.4 mil-
lions; l'approvisionnement des navires, $8.9 mil-
lions; l'assurance des navires et de la cargaison, 
$3.2 millions; commissions, droits de quai, frais 
de pilotage et droits de canal, $479,943 et autres 
frais d'exploitation des navires, $28.1 millions. 

Government Carriers 

In addition to the Canadian for-hire 
water carriers and the Canadian private car -
riers, there are the government carriers. 
They are federal, provincial, territorial or 
municipal carriers engaged in the transport 
of commodities or passengers. 

Gross water transportation revenue gen-
roted by the 41 government undertakings to-

Lolled $260.3 million in 1977 of which 
Liie largest portion, $145.9 million, came from 
ubsidies. Other revenue generating activi- 
:cs included transport of commodities ($59.6 

dillon), transport of passengers ($307 mil-
lion), towing ($16.0 million), time charter 
to others ($3.1 million), voyage charter to 
others ($4.6 million) and other vessel reve-
nues ($371,300). 

By area of operation, the carriers 
operating on Pacific waters in domestic trade 
accounted for $53.9 million followed by 
Atlantic waters, $26.2 million, Arctic and 
Mackenzie River, $15.7 million and Inland 
waters, $15.3 million. 

In the case of international o5erations, 
government carriers operating between Canadian 
ports and "other" U.S. ports generated $3.3 
million. 

Vessel operating cost5 totalled $281.8 
million. Vessel crew wages and salaries com-
prised the largest portion at $133.2 million 
(47%) followed by vessel maintenance and re-
pairs, $38.6 million (14%) and by fuel and 
lubricating oils, $30.5 million (117). The 
other $79.5 million is comprised principally 
of purchased transport (i.e., bareboat, time 
.ud voyage charter hire, towage), $20.3 mil-
Lion; depreciation, $18.4 million; vessel pro- 
visions, $8.9 million; vessel and cargo in- 
strance, $3.2 million; agency fees, berthage, 
ilotage and canal tolls, $479,943 and other 

vessel operating costs, $28.1 million. 



The number of passenger and vehicle 
fares totalled 35,994,331. The distribution 
of fares by area of operation is as follows: 
Pacific, 25,315,358; Inland, 6,137,949; 
Atlantic, 4,248,410; international (i.e., be-
tween Canada and the United States), 265,267. 
The remaining 27,347 are ferries that are 
part of a highway system and are toll free.

Sightseeing 

A final group of 34 water carriers which 
cannot be classed as for-hire water carriers 
(Standard Industrial Classification 504) but 
which are clearly "for-hire" In their type 
of operations, provide sightseeing and spe-
cial touring services. As such, they fall 
under "Other Transportation" (Standard Indus-
trial Classification 519). While they form 
part of the total water activity in Canada 
and in aggregate generate $4.4 million reve-
nue, their size relative to the other water 
activity sectors is quite small. Neverthe-
less, they provide unique and special ser-
vices which merit mention. In all tables, 
they are tabulated under for-hire carriers, 
except for Table 1 (summary table).

Atlantic - The waters adjacent to the 
Canadian Atlantic Coast and that portion of 
the St. Lawrence River which is east of "in-
land waters". 

Pacific - The waters adjacent to the 
Canadian Pacific Coast. 

Inland waters - Defined by the Canada 
Shipping Act as: "all rivers, lakes and other

Canadian-domiciled Carrier 

An undertaking located in Canada which 
owns, charters and/or operates a vessel of 
Canadian or other registry for the purposes 
of transporting goods and/or passengers, ei-
ther for-hire or for a parent or sister com-
pany. Included are Canadian subsidiaries of 
foreign domiciled corporations. All carriers 
were grouped into five categories according 
to the following definitions of water trans-
port carriers: 

Commercial waterborne carrier (owned or 
chartered) - Any water carrier undertaking 
engaged in the transport of commodities or 
passengers for compensation or reward. 

Chartering undertaking - Any undertaking 
engaged in the charter or sub-charter to 
others of vessels on a bareboat or time basis 
for compensation or reward. 

Private or industrial waterborne car-
rier - Any water carrier undertaking which 
is engaged primarily in the transport of its 
own commodities (or passengers) or those of 
its parent or sister company. 

Sightseeing undertakin& - Any water car-
rier undertaking engaged in the transport of 
passengers for the purpose of viewing or 
visiting historical or scenic sites. 

Government undertaking - Any federal, 
provincial, or municipal undertaking engaged 
in the transport of commodities or passengers

Chartering Terms 

Bareboat charter - A form of charter 
party in which an owner charters his vessel 
to a charterer for a definite period of time, 
to be managed by the charterer as he wishes. 
The charterer engages the master, officers 
and crew, takes over full control of the ship, 
and employs it as if it were a unit of his 
own fleet. 

Charterer - The person to whom is given 
the use of the entire ship of part of it for 
the transportation of goods or passengers. 

Charter party - An agreement by which 
a shipowner agrees to place an entire ship 
or part of it, at the disposal of an under- 
taking or person, for the conveyance of goods 
or passengers.

Sub-charter - A form of charter party 
whereby a vessel is chartered from an owner 
and then is chartered out to another party.

Establishment - For statistical pur-
poses, the smallest industrial unit which is 
a separate operating entity capable of report-
ing all elements of basic industrial statis-
tics. For industrial statistics, this re-
quires as a minimum the reporting of data for 
the main elements of input and output without 
resorting to the allocation of joint expenses 
or "fixed" costs. 

Fuel oil - Includes Bunker "C", inter-
mediate, diesel oil and gas oil in this gen-
eral category of vessel fuel. 

Gross operating revenue - The sum of 
the gross revenues gained from the following 
sources: transporting commodities, transport-
ing passengers, bareboat charter to others, 
time charter to others, voyage charter to 
others, towing and subsidies for water trans-
portation. 

Gross registered tonnage - The capacity 
cubic feet of the spaces within the hull 

irid the enclosed spaces above the deck of a 

p 5sel divided by 100. 

Pilotage - A public service established 
to provide pilots for vessels entering or 
leaving harbours, or in narrow waters.
