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Data presented in this publication are 
produced from the results of a census of 
Canadian-domiciled water carriers. Only 
those for-hire, government and sightseeing 
carriers reporting total gross operating 
revenues of $100,000 and more in 1980 were 
included in the 1981 survey. Sightseeing 
carriers are shown separately in Table 1 but 
are included in "For-hire" in all other 
tables. 

Survey Objectivea 

The objectives of the Financial Survey of 
Canadian Water Carriers are: 

to provide establishment-oriented industry 
statistics such as ownership, employment, 
operating revenues and expenses, property 
value and vessel ownership; 

to classify new undertakings entering the 
industry by size, type and area of opera-
ion. 

The information collected serves: 

to measure the size, structure and impor-
tance of the Canadian water carrier indus-
try; 

to aid in the assessment of the industrial 
growth rate reflected by this activity and 
to provide information on regional develop-
ment; 

to assist in transportation studies, partic-
ularly in transportation planning; 

to support the presentation of briefs, sub-
missions and other reports to regulatory 
authorities and commissions; 

to provide inputs into national statistical 
aggregates, such as Gross National Product, 
which in turn are used for formulating na-
tional or regional economic policy.

Statistical Framework 

The Financial Survey of Canadian Water 
[Hrriers follows the framework of the System 
nf National Accounts (SNA). 

Cadre atati8tique 

Le cadre statistique adopté pour l'enquête 
financière des transporteurs per esu dorniciliés 
au Canada est le Système de comptabilité natio-
nale (SCN). 
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The tabulation unit is normally the 
"establishment't as defined in the Standard 
Inckjstrial Classification Manual (Catalogue 
12-501E). 

The establishment is defined as the 
smallest unit which is a separate operating 
entity capable of reporting: 

operating expenses; 
fuel consumption; 
employment; 
tonnage carried. 

It should be noted that, in some instan-
ces, two or more statistical units are 
reported and processed as one, because sep-
arate accounts are not available from the 
respondents. Accordingly, the tabulation 
unit may represent several associated firms. 

Survey Universe 

The universe of water carriers consists 
of all Canadian-domiciled undertakings en-
gaged in the operation of vessels for the 
transport of freight and passengers overseas 
or on inland and coastal waters and charter-
ers of such vessels. Included are ferry 
services, harbour vessel operations, marine 
towing of log booms, vessels and scows, and 
tugboat services. 

The survey universe is maintained by an 
annual review of lists of carriers main-
tained by the Canadian Transport Commission, 
Transport Canada, the Business Register 
Division of Statistics Canada and the Trans-
portations and Communications Division. 

To reduce response burden, those for-hire 
water transport and sightseeing carriers 
reporting total gross operating revenues of 
less than $100,000 for 1980 were not includ-
ed in the 1981 survey. Beginning with the 
1978 publication, no data are available for 
Class III carriers. 

Types of Water Carriers 

For publication, the reporting units 
which are included in the survey universe 
are assigned to one of four groups: 

the Canadian for-hire water transportation 
carriers which will also be called the Water 
Transportation Industry;

L'univers de l'enquête eat mis b jour grce a 
une revision annuelle des listes de transporteurs 
tenues par la Commission canadienne des trans-
ports, Transports Canada, la Division du registre 
des entreprises de Statistique Canada et la 
Division des transports et des communications. 

Pour réduire le fardeau de réponses, on n'a 
pas inclus dams l'enquête de 1981 lea transpor-
teurs par eau pour compte d'autrui et les trans-
porteurs touristiques ayant déclaré des revenus 
bruts d'exploitation de mins de $100,000 au 
total pour 1980. Depuis la publication de 1978, 
il n'y a aucune dennée pour les transporteurs de 
la catégorie III.

Lea transporteurs gouvernementaux mont toutes 
les entreprises fédérales, provinciales, territo-
riales ou niunicipales transportant per eau des 
marchandises ou des passagers. Ce groupe comprend 
les sociétés de Is Couronne et certains services 
fortement subventionnés exploités pour le compte 
d'organismes publics. Ce groupe est indiqué me-
parément pour éviter de fausser lea données sur 
lea transporteurs pour compte d'autrui. 

Les transporteurs privés s'occupent du trans-
port de passagers et de marchandises pour leur 
compte ou pour le compte d'une entreprise-mère.

The for-hire water transportation car-
riers included establishments whose ac-
tivities involve time and voyage charters 
(vessels and crew) or bareboat charters 
(vessels only) from others. (For a full list 
of the types of inclusions in the industry, 
see the listing, Standard Industrial 
Classification (SIC) 504, Appendix II.) 

The sightseeing carriers are involved 
in passenger sightseeing and tourism. As 
a group they fall under SIC 519 - Other 
Transportation, which includes various 
transportation activities not included in 
the definitions of the major modes. Except 
for the summary table, these carriers are 
included with the for-hire carriers. 

The government carriers are any federal, 
provincial, territorial or municipal car-
riers engaged in the transport of commodi-
ties or passengers. Crown corporations are 
included in this group, as are some heavily 
subsidized services operated for government 
agencies. The group is tabulated separately 
in order to avoid distortion of the for-hire 
nrrier data. 

he private carriers are involved in the 
transport of goods or passengers for their 
own (or a parent) company. While water 
transport is an important part of their 
activities it is not the principal source of 
revenue for the company and therefore the 
company as a whole is not assigned to SIC 
504. Among such private carriers are those 
involved in carrying petroleum or wood prod-
ucts, or engaged in dredging operations. 
(For a list of industries and associated 
SIC's to which the private carriers belong, 
see Appendix III.) 

Exclusions from the Survey Universe 

The survey universe did not include the 
following 

for-hire, government and sightseeing car-
riers reporting less than $100,000 total 
gross revenues in the previous year; 

private pleasure craft; 

fishing operations (SIC 041);

Quality and Limitations 

Although not all carriers engaged in 
water transportation are included in this 
report, coverage is considered representa-
tive of the activity. However, before any 
inferences can be drawn from the data, the 
following general and specific limitations 
should be noted. 

General Limitations 

There are four potential sources of 
errors or distortions which may affect the 
quality of the survey data and which survey 
and quality control procedures attempt to 
minimize. These sources of errors or dis-
tortions are as follows: 

Reporting errors. A respondent may misin-
terpret a question and not complete it or 
may include the wrong categories of data in 
a particular response to a question. 

Editing errors. Invalid data not caught by 
manual and computer edits may have been used 
in tabulations. 

Calculation distortions. Conversion factors 
and other calculations may introduce minor 
distortions in the data. 

Estimation distortions. A report or a par-
ticular field on a report may have had to be 
estimated.

Qualité et restrictions 

Même si toutes lea eritreprises dont lea re-
cettes proviennent du transport par eau ne sont 
pas prises en compte ici, le champ d'observation 
est considéré come étant représentatif de l'in-
dustrie.

Specific Limitations 

Prior to the introduction of the Water 
Transportation Report, 1975, all the gross 
water transportation revenues of a carrier 
were assigned to either the domestic or 
international service area according to the 
service which generated the largest portion 
of the gross water transportation revenue. 
This method of calculating domestic and 
international service revenue introduced 
distortions in the published figures for 
different water transport services as the 
larger carriers, particularly those in Class 
I, would tend to operate in more than one 
service area; for example a carrier oper-
ating on inland waters and doing 45% of 
his traffic between Canadian ports on the 
St. Lawrence River and 55% of his traffic 

Restrictions spécifiques

This procedure improved the accu-
racy of the published data and the count of 
undertakings operating within each area. 

However, the doove procedure has limita-
tions for carriers which operated a service 
between two domestic service areas. The 
revenue generated by that service has been 
divided equally between the two areas irre-
spective of the location of the actual 
source of revenue. 

Beginning with the 1978 survey, for-hire 
water transport and sightseeing carriers 
with gross operating revenues of less than 
$100,000 were excluded. Consequently, the 
tabulations cover only Class I and Class II 
carriers. 

Tn 1977, such carriers earned 3% of the 
ttil for-hire carrier water transport rev-
enue and 2 10' of all water transport revenue. 
\].lowances should be made for the reduction 
in coverage, especially in making detailed 
comparisons with previously published data. 

Each carrier was asked to report for the 
fiscal year ending any time between April 1, 
1981 and March 31, 1982. Accordingly the 
data collected and tabulated are not neces-
sarily related to a reference period which 
is common to all carriers surveyed. However, 
an internal study revealed that for approxi-
mately 46% of the reporting units the year-
end was December 31.

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Survey Methodology 

A mail census was carried out for all 
private carriers and for those for-hire, 
government, and sightseeing carriers re-
porting total gross operating revenues of 
$100,000 and more in 1980. Differentiated 
questionnaires were employed, suited in 
length and complexity to the type and size 
of the water carrier operation being sur-
veyed. 

The different phases of production are 
listed in order of execution: 

Collection. Collection of the survey docu-
ments is conducted from both the Marine 
Transport Unit of the Transportation and 
Communications Division and the Regional 
Offices of Statistics Canada located in 
eight major centres throughout Canada. 
Detailed instructions are provided to the 
Regional Offices to maximize their collec-
tion efforts. 

Manual edit. The answers on filed ckcuments 
are compared with the responses of the 
previous year for consistency. The data are 
also validated according to explicit cleri-
cal procedures. 

Con,uter edit. A series of computerized 
edits are performed to check the addition 
and subtraction of completed fields as well 
as the relationships between selected 
fields. Invalid records are rejected for 
manual correction. 

Estimation phase. Reports or missing values 
in a report are estimated only if all 
efforts to obtain the required actual 
figures have failed. 

Calculation phase. Quantities provided on 
edited records are converted to a standard 
unit of measure. Domestic and international 
distributions of revenues or other vari-
ables are calculated for tabulation pur-
poses.

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Overview, Canadian Water Transportation 

Revenues 

During 1981, water transportation gener-
ated revenues of $2.051 billion for 315 
Canadian-domiciled for-hire, private, gov-
ernment, and sightseeing carriers. This is 
an increase of seven in the number of 
carriers from 1980 (308 to 315), and an 
increase of $211 million in the water 
transportation revenue from 1980 ($1.841 to 
$2.052 biflion). 

The largest portion of these revenues, 
$1.324 billion ($1.224 billion in 1980), was 
generated by 212 for-hire carriers (210 in 
1980) representing the for-hire water trans-
portation industry. In addition to the in-
dustry (SIC 504), there were $311.7 million 
($257.8 million in 1980) revenues generated 
by the water transport operations of 51 (49 
in 1980) private carriers, $406.1 million 
($350.8 million in 1980) revenues generated 
by 29 (26 in 1980) government carriers and 
$10.2 million ($8.4 million in 1980) reve-
nues for 23 (23 in 1980) water sightseeing 
establishments. 

Of the 212 for-hire carriers that con- 
itute the industry, the largest 84 were 

acaigned to financial Class I, those whose 
Foss water transportation operating rev-
rules were greater than or equal to 
$1,000,000 in the year and 128 to Class II, 
1(JSS water transportation operating reve-
nues greater than $100,000 and less than 
$1,000,000. The 84 Class I carriers gener-
ated $1.257 billion in revenue which is 
95.0% of the industry total of $1.324 
billion or 61.3% of the total water trans-
portation activity revenue of $2.052 
billion. 

The 51 private carriers, which carry 
their own or their parent companies' commod-
ities and passengers, in many cases do not 
report commercial revenue from their activ-
ities. However, the $311.7 million of oper-
ating revenue reported by these carriers, 
while not covering their expenses, 
nevertheless represents 15.2% of the total 
water activity revenue. This is more than 
four times as large as the $66.5 million 
operating revenue reported for Class II 
for-hire carriers. 

The 29 government carriers, which are 
federal, provincial, territorial or munici-
pal undertakings engaqed in the transport of 
commodities or passengers, often operate a 
subsidized service and do not report commer-
cial revenue from their activities. However,

1980) représentant l'industrie du transport par 
eau pour compte d'autrui.

Des 212 transporteurs pour compte d'autrui 
constituant l'industrie, les 84 plus importants 
ont été attribués a la categorie financière I, 
c'est-à-dire ceux dont les recettes d'exploi-
tation brutes du transport par eau étaient 
supérieures ou égales a $1,000,000 au cours de 
l'année; 128 ont compose la catégorie II 
(recettes d'exploitation brutes du transport per 
eau supérieures a $100,000 et inférieures a 
$1,000,000). Les 84 transporteurs de la catéqorie 
I ont touché en revenu $1.257 milliard, ce gui 
représente 95.0% des recettes totales de 
l'industrie ($1.324 milliard) ou 61.31M de celles 
au titre du transport par eau ($2.052 milliard). 

Les 51 entreprises privées qui transportaient 
des passagers et des marchandises pour leur pro-
pre compte ou pour le compte de l'entreprise mere 
n'ont souvent déclaré aucune recette commerciale 
provenant de leurs activités.

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the $406.1 million of operating revenue 
reported by these carriers, while not cover-
ing their expenses, nevertheless represents 
another 19.8% of the total water activity 
revenue in 1981. 

Completing the total water activity are 
the 23 sightseeing and tourist carriers, 
whose total operating revenue is $10.2 mil-
lion. These carriers operate for the most 
part only during the summer tourist period 
and are therefore the most seasonal of all 
water carriers. 

Vessel Crew and Wages 

There were 19,328 vessel crew reported by 
the 315 carriers. Their wages were $464.4 
million which includes certain additional 
benefits paid by the employer. Again the 
largest share of these totals was reported 
by the 212 industry carriers with vessel 
crew of 8,344 and wages of $236.6 million. 
The private carriers reported 1,218 crew and 
$36.4 million wages. The government carriers 
reported 9,393 crew and $189.2 million 
wages. The smallest component of the total 
activity was the 373 crew reported by the 
sightseeing undertakings who earned $2.2 
million. While Class I industry carriers 
reported 38.3% of total crews and 47.4% of 
total wages, it is noteworthy that the gov-
ernment carriers reported 48.6% of total 
crew personnel and 40.8% of total crew 
wages. 

Nuer of Vessels 

A total of 1,995 vessels were reported as 
owned and operated by the 315 for-hire, pri-
vate and government carriers. The for-hire 
industry accounted for 1,251 which are dis-
tributed by type of vessel as follows: three 
container ships, three roll on/roll off 
freighters, 29 general cargo ships, 114 bulk 
carriers, 21 tankers, 352 tugs, 528 barges 
and scows, 18 passenger ships, 34 ferries 
and 149 other vessels which are primarily 
under 15 gross registered tons. The private 
carriers accounted for 200 vessels owned and 
operated which were distributed as follows: 
two container ships, one general cargo 
ship, three bulk carriers, 13 tankers, 51 
tugs, 23 barges and scows, height passenger 
ships, five ferries and 94 other vessels. 
The government carriers accounted for 494 
vessels owned and operated which were 
distributed as follows: one roll on roll off 
freighter, two general cargo ships, 24 tugs, 
157 barges and scows, 27 passenger ships, 93 
ferries and 190 other vessels. 

Property and Equipment 

The 315 water carriers owned property and 
equipment valued at an original cost of

amounting to 66.9% of the total or $1.715 
billion, the private carriers accounted for 
tb.9% or $178 million and the government car-
riers for 22.3% or $573 million. The accumu-
lated depreciation amounted to $872 million 
for the 315 carriers leaving the depreciated 
value of the property and the equipment at 
$1 .692 billion. 

Of the $2.564 billion, vessels and float-
ing equipment amounted to $2.162 billion or 
84.3%, followed by other property and equip-
ment with $216.0 million or 8.4%, terminal 
property and equipment with $169.9 million 
or 6.6% and land with $16.2 million or 0.6%. 

For-hire Carriers, the Water Trsportation 
Industry 

Gross water transportation revenue gener-
ated by the 235 Canadian-domiciled commer-
cial carriers totalled $1.334 billion in 
1981 of which the largest portion, $833.1 
million involved the transport of commod-
ities. Other revenue generating activities 
included towing ($225.1 million), time char-
ter to others ($93.3 million), voyage 
Tharter to others ($72.3 million), bareboat 
-barter to others ($47.1 million), transport 
at passengers ($26.0 million) and other 

ssel revenues ($17.2 million). 

For the purpose of classifying carriers 
by financial size, subsidies totalling $19.9 
millions have been included with revenues. 

By area of operation, the 87 carriers who 
operated on Inland waters in domestic trade 
accounted for $323.6 million. This was ahead 
of the 69 carriers who operated on Pacific 
waters in domestic trade which generated 
$190.4 million and the 42 Atlantic coastwise 
carriers in domestic trade which generated 
$83.0 million. In addition to these domestic 
operations, the 11 carriers operating in the 
Arctic and Mackenzie River regions reported 
revenue at $36.7 million. 

In the case of international operations, 
45 carriers operated between international 
points of origin or destination. Carriers 
operating between Canadian and other foreign 
ports earned $318.0 million, followed by 
$276.0 million between Canadian and U.S. 
Great Lakes ports, $138.1 million between 
two foreign ports and $108.3 million between 
any Canadian ports and other U.S. ports. 

The 235 commercial water carriers report-
rd their principal activities as follows: 76 
2.2%) were involved in towing, 61 (25.9%) 

-bartering to others, 53 (22.5%) transport 
at commodities, 36 (15.2%) transport of pas-
sengers and nine (3.8%) other vessel opera-
tions.

(16.910). The other $419.7 million is com-
prised principally of vessel maintenance and 
repairs, $133.3 million; depreciation, $81.6 
million: vessel and cargo insurance, $44.5 
million; agency fees, berthage, pilotage and 
canal tolls, $42.4 millions and vessel 
provisions, $19.9 million. The remaining 
$96.4 million contains other vessel operat-
ing costs. 

The number of passenger and vehicle fares 
totalled 6,908,552. The distribution of 
fares by area of operation is as follows: 
Inland, 	4,972,150; 	Atlantic, 	1,119,006: 
Pacific, 	495,429: 	international 	(i.e., 
between Canada and the U.S.), 315,731 and 
Arctic and Mackenzie River, 6,236. 

Private Carriers 

In addition to the Canadian for-hire 
water carriers which represent the water 
transportation industry, there were 51 pri-
vate carriers which carried or towed their 
own, or their parent companies' goods or 
passengers. Such carriers, while clearly 
engaged in the activity of water transpor-
tation, are assigned under the rules of the 
SIC framework to an industry outside of 
transportation. Where at least the principal 
source of total revenue of a company can be 
assigned to an industry other than transpor-
tation and the water activity serves the 
need of the remaining portion of the com-
pany, the carrier is classed as "private" in 
this survey. 

In such cases, there may be no commercial 
revenue attributable to the water carrier, 
or where such revenues do not cover ex-
penses. Nevertheless, the private carriers 
reported that their water transport activi-
ties generated $311.7 million (15.2% of 
total revenues) and vessel operating costs 
of $375.6 million (20.1% of the total vessel 
operating expenses for all carriers). 

Gross water transportation revenues gen-
erated by the private carriers totalled 
$311.7 million in 1981 of which the largest 
portion $244.5 million, involved the 
transport of commodities. Other revenue 
generating activities included towing ($47.5 
million), time charter to others

The other $73.2 million is 
cnmprised principally of vessel maintenance 
Hd repairs, $20.8 million; agency fees, 
H-rthage, pilotage and canal tools, $7.3 
million; depreciation, $6.3 million; vessel 
and cargo insurance, $4.0 million; vessel 
provisions, $3.3 million; and other vessel 
operating costs, $31.5 million. 

Government Carriers 

In addition to the Canadian for-hire 
water carriers and the Canadian private car-
riers, there are the government carriers. 
They are federal, provincial, territorial or 
municipal carriers engaged in the transport 
of commodities or passengers. 

Gross water transportation revenue gen-
erated by the 29 government undertakings 
totalled $406.1 million in 1981 of which the 
largest portion, $210.7 million, came from 
subsidies. Other revenue generating activi-
ties included transport of commodities 
($107.9 million), transport of passengers 
($56.7 million), voyage charter to others 
($14.2 million), time charter to others 
($10.2 million), other vessel revenues ($5.7 
million) and towing ($692,052). 

By area of operation, the carriers opera-
ting on Pacific waters in domestic trade 
occounted for $102.1 million followed by 
Atlantic waters, $39.0 million, Arctic and 
Mackenzie River, $27.4 million and Inland 
waters, $13.7 million.

Sightseeing 

A group of 23 water carriers which cannot 
be classed as for-hire water carriers (SIC 
504) but which are clearly "for-hire" in 
their type of operations, provide sight-
seeing and special touring services. As 
such, they fall under "Other Transportation" 
(SIC 519). While they form part of the total 
water activity in Canada and in aggregate 
generate $10.2 million revenue, their size 
relative to the other water activity sectors 
is quite small. Nevertheless, they provide 
unique and special services which merit 
mention. In all tables, they are tabulated 
under for-hire carriers, except for Table 1 
(summary table).

Chartering 	undertaking. Any 	undertaking 
engaged in the charter or sub-charter to 
others of vessels on a bareboat or time 
basis for compensation or reward. 

Private or industrial waterborne carrier. 
Any water carrier undertaking which is 
engaged primarily in the transport of its 
own commodities (or passengers) or those of 
its parent or sister company. 

Siitseeing undertaking. Any water carrier 
undertaking engaged in the transport of pas-
sengers for the purpose of viewing or visit-
ing historical or scenic sites. 

Government undertaking. Any federal, provin-
cial, or n&inicipal undertaking engaged in 
the transport of commodities or passengers. 

Chartering Terms 

Bareboat ebarter. A form of charter party in 
which an owner charters his vessel to a 
charterer for a definite period of time, to 
be managed by the charterer as he wishes. 
The charterer engages the master, officers 
and crew, takes over full control of the 
ship, and employs it as if it were a unit of 
his own fleet.
