and destination commodity statties for vssel traffie 
at Canadian ports. 

Data collected from the Si Shipping Report 
include vessel particulars such as: name of vessel, 
country of registry, net and gross registered tonnage 
and cargo particulars such as: commodity description, 
tonnage and port where cargoes were loaded or un-
loaded. These variables constitute the data base for the 
shipping statistics compiled by the Transportation and 
Communications Division of Statistics Canada. Prelim-
inary figures are published on a monthly basis Shipping 
Statistics (Catalogue 54-002), while final figures are 
published in tabular form in the following five-part 
annual Shipping Report:

Background to the Survey 

The Shipping Report began in 1938 when the 
responsibility for publishing basic shipping information 
on vessel traffic and bulk commodity loadings and Un-
loadings at Canadian ports was transferred from the 
Customs Division of the Department of National Reve-
nue to the Dominion Bureau of Statistics (now Statis-
tics Canada). There were five commodity group clas-
sifications: agricultural products, animal products, 
mine products, forest products and manufactures and 
miscellaneous products. At that time coverage of the 
vessel traffic was confined to the 10 ports under Har-
bour Commission control. 

Historique de l'enqute 

Le Rapport sur Ia navigation a été lance en 1938 au 
moment oi he Bureau fédéral de ha statistique (maintenant 
Statistique Canada) déchargeait Ia Division des douanes 
(ministère du Revenu national) de la publication des ren-
seignernents de base sur Ia navigation et le chargement et 
déchargement des marchandises en vrac aux ports cana-
diens. II y avait alors cinq groupes de marchandises: les 
produits agricoles, les produits d'origine animale, les pro-
duits miniers, les produits forestiers et les produits ouvrés 
et divers. Le champ de l'enquete se limitait au trafic des 
navires dans les 10 ports contrOlés par Ia Commission des 
ports. 



The S.l Shipping Report was designed and imple-
mented in 1940. Data were collected and compiled 
from this report for nine commodity classes: general, 
coal, grain, iron and steel, lumber and timber, oil 
(including gasoline), ores and stone, wood pulp and 
miscellaneous. 

In the ensuing years, the scope of the survey was 
expanded to include origin and destination statistics 
and some breakdown of the cargo carried. The vessel 
traffic included has been expanded to all the major 
ports of Canada. 

The collection of statistics on containerized 
freight was introduced in 1971. This provides data on 
the tonnage of cargo moved as containerized freight in 
international trade, as well as statistics on the move-
ment of containers by size, type and trade route to and 
from the six major container ports, i.e., Halifax, Saint 
John, Québec, Montréal, Toronto and Vancouver. 

Survey Objectives 

The survey provides basic shipping data used by 
federal and provincial departments concerned with 
trade, industry and transport, shipping firms, consul-
tants, interested associations and companies as well as 
educational and research institutions, in order to: 

1. identify the pattern of commodity movements by 
registry of vessels; 

2. measure the volume of domestic and international 
cargoes handled at Canadian ports by origin and 
destination; 

3. assist in transportation studies; and 
4. support the presentation of briefs, submissions and 

inquiries to regulatory authorities and/or commis-
sions. 

Survey Universe 

Le Rapport sur la navigation (formule S.l) a ét 
concu et appliqué en 1940. Les données dtaient recueilhc 
et compilées a partir de ce rapport pour neuf groupes d 
marchandises: marchandises génerales, charbon, céréalc 
fer et acier, bois de construction et bois en grumes, pétrole 
(y compris l'essence), minerais et pierre, pate de bois et 
produits divers. 

Par Ia suite, l'enquete a été étendue a l'origine eta Ia 
destination, de méme que Ia ventilation de certains types 
de marchandises transportées. Le traflc des navires a été 
pris en compte a tous les grands ports du Canada. 

La collecte des statistiques sur les marchandises con-
teneurisées a été introduite en 1971. On obtient ainsi des 
données sur le nombre de tonnes de marchandises trans-
portées par conteneur en commerce international, de 
méme que des chiffres sur le rnouvement des conteneurs 
selon Ia taille, le genre et l'itinéraire commercial emprunté 
en provenance et a destination des six principaux ports 
pour conteneurs, c.-a-d., Halifax, Saint John, Québec, 
Montréal, Toronto et Vancouver. 

Objectifs de l'enquéte 

L'enquéte fournit des données essentielles sur Ii 
navigation qui sont utilisées par les ministères féddraux 
provinciaux intdressés au commerce, a l'industrie et 
transport, des entreprises maritimes, des experts-conscii 
des associations et des sociétés, de méme que par des ët.-
blissements d'enseignement et de recherche, afin de: 

1. établir un schema du mouvement des marchandises 
selon l'immatriculation des navires;

Survey Methodology 

I l\ hy uutlines the procedures involved in 
llcting shipping statistics and the production of the 

tabular statistics in the publications. 

The Report 
The S.l Shipping Report is the principal form 

used to collect statistics on vessel and cargo movements 
to and from Canadian ports, in both coastwise and 
international seaborne shipping. The S.2 Shipping 
Report, S.3 Shipping Report and S.la Shipping Report 
(Containers) were introduced to accommodate special 
reporting situations. 

The S.2 Shipping Report accommodates shipping 
companies which at the time of loading or discharge 
cannot conveniently provide a breakdown of cargo. 
In this case, an S.l Shipping Report is submitted 
with the notation "S.2 Shipping Report to follow" 
and an S.2 Shipping Report is filed within 10 days 
of the departure of the vessel. 

2. The S.3 Shipping Report is used for vessels making 
numerous trips per month to the same ports. 

The S.la Shipping Report (Containers) collects data 
particulars on international containerized freight 
rilovements at the following major container ports: 
I lalifax, Saint John, Québec, Montréal, Toronto 
and Vancouver. Containerized traffic in domestic 
trade is compiled as "general cargo". For fully cel-
lular vessels, the S.la replaces the S.I. For vessels 
carrying both containerized and non-containerized 
cargo, the S.la is filed for the containerized portion 
and an S.1 for the non.containerized portion. 

The Collection Phase 
Agents or operators of vessels of 15 net register-

ed tons or over and tugs or other vessels of 15 gross 
registered tons or over, arriving at or departing from a 
port in Canada must complete an S.l Shipping Report in 
duplicate and file them with the Collector of Customs 
at the time of vessel departure. When vessels call at non-
customs ports, the S.l Shipping Reports covering these 
calls are taken or mailed to the nearest Collector of 
Customs. The original copies of shipping reports are 
then mailed daily to Statistics Canada, Ottawa by the 
customs officials of Revenue Canada. 

The Processing Phase 
Upon receipt in the Water Transport Section of 

the Transportation and Communications Division, the 
documents are manually sorted and edited for consist-
ncy and reliability of reported data. Selected fields 

are then coded to facilitate data processing. 

Méthodes de l'enquéte 

Voici un aperçu des méthodes utilisées pour col-
lecter les données sur le transport et produire les tableaux 
des publications. 

La declaration 
La formule S.1 est Ia principale forniule utiliséc 

pour la collecte de renseignements sur les mouvements des 
navires et des niarchandises a destination et en provenance 
des ports canadiens, tarn pour le cabotage que la naviga-
tion internationale. Les formules S.2, S.3 et S.la pour les 
conteneurs, ont été introduites afin de repondre a des 
besoins spéciaux de declaration. 

1. La formule S.2 est destinée aux sociétés de navigation 
qui, lors du chargement ou du déchargement, ne peu-
vent fournir facilement une ventilation de Ia cargaison. 
Dans ce cas, une formule S.l est envoyée avec Ia men-
tion "formule S.2 suivra"; celle.ci est remplie dans les 
lOjours qui suivent le depart du navire. 

2. La formule S.3 est utiisée pour les navires effectuant 
de nombreux voyages chaque mois aux mémes ports. 

La formule S.Ia (transport maritime par conteneur) 
recueille des details sur les mouvements internationaux 
des marchandises conteneurisées aux grands ports pour 
conteneurs suivants: Halifax, Saint John, Québec, 
Montréal, Toronto et Vancouver. Les marchandises 
conteneurisées transportëes a l'intérieur du Canada 
sont regroupées sous "cargaison générale". Dans le cas 
des navires entiêrement cellulaires, Ia formule S.la 
remplace Ia formule S.I. Pour les navires transportant 
une partie de leur cargaison en conteneurs, on rempli Ia 
forniule S.la pour les marchandises conteneurisées et Ia 
formule S.l pour les marchandises non conteneurisées. 

La collecte des données 
Les agents et exploitants de navires d'une jauge net-

te de 15 tonnes ou plus au registre et les remorqueurs ou 
autres bateaux jaugeant 15 tonnes brutes ou plus au 
registre qui arrivent a un port canadien ou qui le quittent 
doivent remplir un Rapport sur la navigation (formule S.l) 
en double exemplaire et le rernettre au receveur de Ia dou-
ane lors du depart du navire. Lorsqu'un navire fait escale a 
un port non douanier, Ia formule doit ëtre remise ou 
postée au plus proche receveur de la douane. Chaque jour, 
les douaniers de Revenu Canada envoient par Ia poste 
l'original des rapports a Statistique Canada a Ottawa. 

Le dépouillement 
Des reception des documents a Ia Section du trans-

port par eau de la Division des transports et des com-
munications, des commis les trient et les vérifient afin 
d'assurer I'uniformité et la fiabilité des données déclarées. 
Certaines parties du questionnaire sont alors codées afin de 
faciliter de dépoulilement des données. 
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The coding and editing procedures involve the 
assignment of numeric codes to all ports and com-
modities, a check for consistency of information in 
comparison to previous trends and port activities, the 
use of reference materials for missing or questionable 
data and the follow-up of questionable reports by tele-
phone. In this case, either the shipping companies or 
customs offices involved are contacted. 

Preliminary data are presented in the monthly 
publication Shipping Statistics (Catalogue 54-002). 

Le codage et le contrôle comprennent l'attribution 
de codes numériques a tous les ports et a toutes les ma 
chandises, une verification de l'uniformité des renseigne 
ments sur les tendances et activités du port déclarées ante-
rieurement, l'utilisation de documents de référence lors-
qu'il manque des chiffres ou que les données sont douteu-
ses et le suivi téléphonique dans le cas de rapports peu 
fiables. On communique alors avec la société de navigation 
ou le bureau de douane en cause. 

Les données préliminaires sont totalisées et présen-
tees dans Ia publication mensuelle Statistiques maritimes 
(nO 54-002 au catalogue). 

Reliability and Limitations of the Data 

While every effort has been made to remove 
methodology and clerical errors the statistics contained 
in this report should be used with due allowance for 
their limitations. Although the data are thought to be 
representative of the true shipping activity, the figures 
are known to understate the total shipping activity as 
well as distort specific commodity figures. Generally, 
the factors contributing to these problems can be 
grouped into the following broad categories. For other 
related limitations refer to the section on survey con-
cepts. 

Incomplete Coverage 
1. Shipping reports are not collected for all vessel ar-

rivals and departures at Canadian ports. It is esti-
mated that 10% to 20% of all shipping reports are 
missing principally due to the poor response of par-
ticular carriers. 

2. At present, data are not collected for carriers oper-
ating on the Mackenzie River system and smaller in-
land lakes. Shipping activities in these areas repre-
sent only a very small portion of the total shipping 
activity. 

Distortion in the Data 
1. Technological and other changes can distort year-to-

year comparisons. The introduction of containeriz-
ation causes an apparent drop in shipments of some 
commodities as the contents of containers are not 
reported. 

2. Some respondents consider the term "general cargo" 
to be synonymous with "miscellaneous"; conse-
quently, general cargo figures tend to be inflated 
and data for individual commodities may be some-
what lower than actual. 

Fiabjilté et limites des données 

Méme si I'on a tenté par tous les moyens possibles 
d'enlever les erreurs de méthodologie et de codage, les 
statistiques presentent certaines limites lors de leur utilisa-
tion. En effet, les chiffres sont censés représenter l'activité 
réelle aux ports, mais on sait qu'ils Ia sous-estiment en 
plus de fausser certaines données concernant les marchan-
dises. D'une manière générale, les causes de ces problémes 
peuvent être regroupées selon les categories ci-dessous. La 
rubrique portant sur les concepts de l'enquete explique les 
autres limites. 

Champ d'observation incompkt 
Les rapports sur Ia navigation ne sont pas recuei1Ii 
pour toutes les arrivées et departs de navires dans les 
ports canadiens. On estime qu'il manque de 10 % a 
20 % des rapports, principalement a cause de Ia piètre 
collaboration de certains transporteurs. 

2. A l'heure actuelle, on ne recueille pas de données sur 
les transporteurs utiisant le réseau du fleuve Mackenzie 
et les petits lacs intérieurs. La navigation dans ces sec-
teurs ne représente qu'une trés faible partie de Ia navi-
gation totale. 

Distorsion des données 
1. Les modifications techniques ou autres peuvent fausser 

les comparaisons annuelles. La conteneurisation a 
entramnée une chute apparente des livraisons de certaines 
marchandises du fait que le contenu n'est pas indiqué. 

2. Certains enquëtés pensent que "cargaison générale" est 
synonyme de "divers"; par consequent, les chiffres 
relatifs aux cargaisons générales tendent a être gonflés 
et les données concernant chaque marchandise, quel-
que pen sous-estimées. 
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$ Commodity designations tend to reflect rate and 
tariff classifications; where these differ in structure 
fwin the Standard Commodity Classification based 
commodity groupings, ajudgement decision is made, 
either by the respondent or the editor and some dis-
tortions of the data may result. In addition, some 
reported commodity information and related ton-
nage represent aggregated summaries of the cargo 
detail and is therefore difficult to code to the pro-
per commodity group. 

4. The use of conversion factors may cause distortions 
as some units are not readily convertible to other 
units without knowledge of the more technical as-
pects of the commodity in question (e.g., specific 
gravity for liquid commodities). 

Improving the Reliability of Data 
An Interdepartmental Committee on Shipping 

Statistics was formed in August 1973, under the chair-
manship of the Director of the Transportation and 
Communications Division of Statistics Canada to estab-
lish policy guidelines for a new Water Transport Statis-
tical System. This committee recommended that inter-
national water transport statistics be collected by 
means of existing customs documentation. An analysis 
of the customs documentation as a replacement for the 
international portion of the S.! Shipping Report 
demonstrated that the coverage problem would be sub-
stantially alleviated. Steps have been taken to build the 
hase for this improvement. However, it will be neces-
sary to continue collecting and releasing information 
based on the S.l form for several years, until alterna-
tives based on statistical outputs of existing customs 
documentation have been tested, funded, implemented 
and validated. 

Survey Concepts 

The following characteristics define the survey 
concepts. 

Vessel Concepts 
The term "international shipping" is used for 

vessels classed as being in foreign service, that is: 

1. the vessel arrives from or departs for a foreign port; 

2. cargo is loaded for or unloaded from a foreign port; 

3. the registry of the vessel is other than Canadian 
(even though the vessel may have sailed between 
two Canadian ports). 

Les appellations de marchandises tendent a s'inspirer 
des nomenclatures douanieres; lorsqu'elles different des 
groupes de la Classification type des produits, l'enquete 
ou le vérificateur doit prendre une decision, et ainsi 
pourrait possibleinent fausser les données.

4. L'utiisation des facteurs de conversion peut entrainer 
des distorsions parce qu'il n'est pas facile de convertir 
certaines unites sans connaitre les caractéristiques 
techniques des marchandises en cause (par ex., Ia densité 
des liquides). 

Rehaussement de La fiabiité des données 
Un cornité interministériel des statistiques de la navi-

gation a été formé en aoüt 1973, sous Ia présidence du 
directeur de Ia Division des transports et des communi-
cations de Statistique Canada,afin d'établir les lignes direc-
trices d'un nouveau système statistique du transport par 
eau. Ce comité a recommandé que les statistiques sur Ic 
transport maritime international soient recueillies a l'aide 
des formules de douane actuelles. Une analyse de ces 
formules comme moyen de remplacement de Ia partie 
internationale de la formule S.1 du rapport sur Ia naviga-
tion a montré que le problème du champ d'observation 
serait en grande partie solutionné. On a d'ailleurs entre-
pris des démarches a cette fin. Toutefois, ii faudra conti-
nuer a recueillir et a publier pendant plusieurs années 
encore les renseignements a l'aide de Ia formule S.l tant 
que nous n'aurons pas adopté une solution definitive 
basée sur les rapports de douane act uels. 

Concepts de l'enquëte 

Les caractéristiques qui suivent définissent les con-
cepts de l'enquéte. 

Concepts relatifs aux navires 
On utilise l'expression "transport international" 

pour designer les navires classes dans Ic service internation-
al, c.-à-d. que: 

I. Ic navire arrive d'un port étranger ou part a destination 
d'un port étranger; 

2. les marchandises sont chargées a bord d'un navire a 
destination d'un port étranger ou déchargées d'un 
navire en provenance d'un port étranger; 

3. le navire n'est pas immatriculé au Canada (méme s'il a 
navigué entre deux ports canadiens). 
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A vessel is classed as being in "domestic shipping" 
if: 

1. it is of Canadian registry, sails between two Canadi-
an ports and loads or unloads no foreign freight; or 

2. it is of foreign registry, but is granted a waiver by 
the Canadian Transport Commission to engage in 
coasting service. 

Vessels entering a port at the end of a year and 
clearing it the following January are counted as an 
arrival and a departure for the year in which each of the 
movements occurred. In addition, the entry of a vessel 
into a port can be classified as an international service, 
whereas the departure can be classified as domestic; the 
reverse situation also applies. 

Only data relating to those vessels which are en-
gaged in port-to-port transportation of goods for 
compensation have been included; all intraport move-
ments have been excluded. 

A vessel is considered arriving or departing "in 
ballast" if cargo is neither loaded or unloaded at a port. 

Operating data are collected for vessels calling 
at coastal and Great Lakes ports. Waters such as Lake 
Winnipeg and the Mackenzie River are not included in 
the survey. 

The term "gross registered tonnage" of a vessel 
refers to the capacity in cubic feet of the spaces within 
the hull and of the enclosed spaces above the deck 
divided by 100. 

The term "net registered tonnage" of a vessel 
refers to the gross registered tonnage less the space 
used for the accommodation of the personnel, propel-
ling machinery and fuel. 

Cargo Concepts 
Domestic cargoes which are loaded in one navi-

gational season but not discharged until the following 
season are recorded in the following years annual re-
port. This is particularly important in the movements 
of grains. 

The term "general cargo" refers only to com-
modities which were not specifically identified on the 
shipping reports; it is not intended to indicate any dis-
tinction between bulk and other commodities. 

Appartiennent a Ia calL: 

1. les navires immatriculés au t. aiia.Ia qul naviguent em 
deux ports canadiens sans embarquer ni debarquer d

les navires battant pavilion étranger qui ddtiennent un 
perrnis de cabotage ddlivré par Ia Commission canadien-
ne des transports. 

Les navires qui entrent dans un port a la fin de 
l'année et qui n'en sortent qu'en janvier de l'annde sui-
vante sont comptés cornme une entrée ou une sortie pour 
l'année au cours de laquelle le mouvement s'est produit. 
De plus, l'arrivée ou le depart d'un navire peut aussi bien 
ressortir a Ia navigation internationale qu'au cabotage, ou 
vice versa. 

Seules les données qui se rapportent aux navires ef-
fectuant le transport d'un port a l'autre, de marchandises 
payantes, sont indiqudes ici; on n'a pas tenu compte des 
mouvements dont le lieu de depart et d'arrivée est le 
méme port. 

Un navire est considéré comme entrant ou sortant 
"sur lest" si des marchandises ne sont ni embarquées ni 
dëbarquées a un port. 

Les données d'exploitation sont recueillies pour c 
navires faisant escale aux ports côtiers et a ceux des Gran 
Lacs. Certaines eaux comme le lac Winnipeg et le fleu'. 
Mackenzie n'entrent pas dans Ic champ de l'enquéte. 

La "jauge brute au registre" d'un navire est egale a 
Ia capacité en pieds cubes de l'espace a l'intérieur de Ia 
coque et de l'espace fermd au-dessus du pont, divisée par 
100. 

La "jauge nette au registre" d'un navire correspond 
au nombre de tonnes brutes au registre, moms les quar-
tiers de l'équipage, Ia salle des machines Ct les reservoirs de 
mazout. 

Concepts relatifs aux marchandises 
Les marchandises de cabotage chargées pendant une 

saison de navigation, mais non déchargées avant la saison 
suivante, sont prises en compte dans le rapport annuel 
de l'année suivante. Ce point est très important lorsqu'on 
étudie le commerce des céréales. 

L'expression "cargaison générale" se rapporte uni-
quement aux marchandises non précisées dans le rapport 
sur le transport maritime; elle ne sert pas a faire une distinc-
tion entre les marchandises en vrac et les autres marchan- 



The term "bulk cargo" refers to commodities 
that are loose or in mass, generally being shovelled, 
pumped, blown, scooped or forked in their handling. 
Included in this definition are all grains, cement, coke, 
petroleum, liquids carried in tanks, ores and minerals, 
pig iron, scrap iron and steel, pulpwood, poles and logs, 
raw sugar and wood pulp. 

All volume data are presented in tons of 2,000 
pounds. 

Some ports frequently engage in "lightering"; in 
cases where the cargo is loaded or unloaded in the har-
bour rather than at a dock or wharf, the tonnage is in-
cluded with the port totals. 

Transshipments of cargoes, which are cargoes 
coming into a Canadian port en route to a port in a 
foreign country by water, are reflected in port totals. 
Therefore, for international trade, the published load-
ings and unloadings do not represent the exports and 
imports at a particular port. 

The terms "origin" and "destination" refer only 
to the ports of loading and unloading and not neces- 
sarilv to t1c itltii:tc (rI:p inliiiJ) 	 III 	points. 

L'expression "marchandises en vrac" désigne des 
marchandises en bloc ou pêle-mêle, habituellement 
pelletées, pompées, soufflées, puisées ou fourchées. Se re-
trouvent dans cette catégorie toutes les céréales, le ciment, 
le coke, le pétrole, les liquides en citerne, les minerais et 
minéraux, Ia fonte en gueuses, Ia ferraille et les déchets 
d'acier, le bois a pâte, les billes, le sucre brut et la pâte de 
bois. 

Toutes les données sur le volume sont présentées en 
tonnes de 2,000 livres. 

Dans certains ports, les marchandises sont fréquem-
ment embarquées ou débarquées "par allege" plutOt qu'â 
un dock ou un quai. Le tonnage est alors compris dans le 
tonnage total du port. 

Les totaux portuaires coniprennent les marchandises 
transbordées par eau, c.-à-d., lesmarchandises qui arrivent 
a un port canadien et qui sont destinées a un port étranger. 
Par consequent, pour le commerce international, les don-
nées publiées ne représentent pas les exportations ni les 
importations parce qu'elles comprennent les marchandises 
transbordées. 

Les termes "origine" et "destination" ne concernent 
que les ports de chargement et de déchargement et pas 
nécessairement le point de déchargement fInal (qui peut 
etre a l'imitérieur des terres). 

Part V - Origin and Uestination 
for Selected Commodities 

This annual publication presents data on the 
origin and destination of cargoes handled in both inter-
national and domestic shipping for eight major com-
modities. These commodities are: wheat, other grain, 
pulpwood, iron ore (including titanium ore), bitumi-
nous coal, gypsum, newsprint and fuel oil. They were 
selected because of their significance in tonnage terms 
for Canada's waterborne traffic, 

In Table 29 the cargo tons loaded refer to the 
volume shipped from the selected port to the destina-
tion specified in the third column, when the roles are 
reversed, the selected port (column 2) becomes the 
port of destination. 

At the time of tabulation, data for countries are 
grouped into the order of the following geographic 
areas with Commonwealth Nations listed first within 
each area: Western Europe, Eastern Europe, Middle 
East, other Africa, other Asia, Oceania, South America, 
Central America and North America. The full country 
nomenclature for each geographic area is given in 
Appelldi.\ A. 

PartieV - Origine et destination de 
certaines marchandises 

La présente publication renferme des données an-
nuelles sur l'origine et Ia destination du trafic national et 
international de huit marchandises principales. Ce sont: 
le blé, les autres cCréales, Ic bois a pâte, le minerai de fer 
(y compris le niinerai de titane), Ic charbon bitumineux, 
le gypse, le papier journal et le mazout. Elles ont éte choi-
sies parce qu'elles interviennent, du point de vue du ton-
nage, pour une grande partie du trafIc fluvial et maritime 
du Canada. 

Au tableau 29 les tonnes de marchandises char-
gées correspondent au volume de marchandises trans-
portees d'un certain port jusqu'à Ia destination inscrite 
dans Ia troisième colonne; si l'on renverse les rOles, le port 
choisi (colonne 2) devient celui de destination. 

Aux fins des totalisations, les données de chaque 
pays sont groupées par region, en commençant par les 
pays du Commonwealth pour chaque region. Les regions 
sont: les pays d'Europe occidentale, d'Europe orientale, le 
Moyen-Orient, les autres pays d'Afrique et d'Asie, et enfin 
ceux d'Océanie, d'Arnérique du Sud, d'Amérique centrale 
et d'Aniérique du Nord. La nomenclature complete des 
pays de 1iaqtmc répimmim e napIiipme tititre I'apperidice A. 
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Appendix B consists of a commodity list, based 
on the Standard Commodity Classification Manual pub-
lished by Statistics Canada. This commodity list identi-
fies the 217 potential categories of goods into which 
cargo types are grouped. Non-specific categories of 
goods such as general cargo and containerized freight 
are included in this list. Reference to this appendix will 
enable users to obtain a more complete description of 
those commodities which have been necessarily abbre-
viated in the tables.

STATISTICAL ANALYSIS 

In 1976, the eight selected commodities transport-
ed in international shipping amounted to 117,005,094 
tons, an increase of 4.7% over the 111,759,392 tons 
shipped in 1975. Selected commodity loadings at 
Canadian ports totalled 92,551,310 tons in 1976 
(84,047,016 tons in 1975) or 73.1% of all tonnage des-
tined for foreign ports; unloadings totalled 24,453,784 
tons or 39.3% of all tonnage discharged from foreign 
ports. Of the 59,394,921 tons loaded in domestic trade, 
the eight selected commodities accounted for 37,429,331 
tons or 63.0%. 

Wheat 
International loadings of wheat declined to 

12,766,579 tons this year from the 14,661,962 tons in 
1975. Significant decreases were registered for shipments 
to other Europe (4,389,140 tons in 1976; 5,478,438 
tons in 1975), other Africa (419,303 tons in 1976; 
743,202 tons in 1975) and other Asia (4,240,058 tons 
in 1976; 5,501,760 tons in 1975). Loadings of wheat 
declined 15.4% at Halifax, 31.8% at Baie Comeau, 
18.9% at Montréal, 26.2% at Port Cartier, 31.7% at 
Sorel and 8.2% at Vancouver. Shipments of wheat 
unloaded from the United States Great Lakes ports 
decreased to 834,753 tons from the 1,851,210 tons 
reported in 1975. 

In 1976, domestic loadings of wheat amounted 
to 9,885,711 tons, a 4.8% decrease from the 10,381,590 
tons recorded in 1975. Loadings of this commodity at 
Thunder Bay totalled 9,259,438 tons, a decrease of 
205,949 tons from the previous year. 

Other Grain 
International movements of other grains increa-

sed by 2.2 million tons to 9,837,659 tons in 1976. 
Loadings accounted for 7,484,811 tons(5,813,703 tons 
in 1975) and unloadings, 2,352,848 tons (1,810,901 
tons in 1975). Noticeable increases in tonnage loaded 
were registered for other Europe (5,209,407 tons in 
1976; 3,893,620 tons in 1975), South America (83,151 

ANALYSE STATISTIQUE

In domestic shipping, loadings of the other grains 
accounted for 3,673,359 tons. This represented an in-
crease of 11.5% over the previous year. Loadings at 
Ontario ports increased to 3,657,095 tons (3,277,782 
tons in 1975) and unloadings at Quebec ports increased 
to 3,128,598 tons (2,699,948 tons in 1975). 

Pulpwood 
Loadings of pulpwood in international shipping 

amounted to 741,665 tons, an increase of 47.5% over 
the 502,841 tons handled in 1975. The additional 
200,646 tons of pulpwood destined for United States 
Pacific ports largely contributed to this increase. In-
creases in tonnage of pulpwood loaded were registered 
at the portsofNew Westminster (144,329 tons in 1976; 
95,194 tons in 1975), Sooke (323,820 tons in 1976; 
212,756 tons in 1975) and Vancouver (165,871 tons in 
I )'( 	2k'. I t'u\ i ll  1975) 

Pulpwood loaded in duineslic shipping recorded 
an increase of 7.6% in 1976 to 2,006,563 tons from 
the 1,865,101 tons in 1975. Goose Bay loaded 
the total 197,436 tons of pulpwood registered in 
Newfoundland. Forestville loaded 652,680 tons (or 
69.3% of the Quebec provincial total) and Vancouver 
loaded 553,720 tons (or 63.9% of the British Columbia 
provincial total). 

Iron Ore and Concentrates 
Loadings of iron ore destined for foreign ports 

increased to 50,646,809 tons in 1976. This meant a 
gain of 25.7% over the 40,280,197 tons shipped in the 
previous year. Cargoes destined for the United 
Kingdom, other Europe, other Asia and the United 
States Great Lakes ports increased by 25.9%, 21.9%, 
21.5% and 38.1%, respectively. Shipments from Port 
Cartier (15,786,472 tons) and Sept-Iles (26,095,231 
tons) aggregated to 82.7% of all foreign destinations of 
this commodity. Unloadings from foreign origin total-
led 4,282,930 tons; a decrease of 25.9% from the prev-
ious year. Shipments originating from South America 
dropped to 578,519 tons in 1976 (1,189,771 tons in 
1 975) and from the United States Great Lakes, 
3.144,00 urns j4.1S.247 9rns in 1 079.

In 1976, international movements of bituminous 
coal totalled 10,816,484 tons loaded (11,739,285 tons 
in 1975) and 15,629,034 tons unloaded (16,958,881 
tons in 1975). Cargoes destined for other Asia amount-
ed to 9,855,896 tons or 9 1.1% of the international 
loadings of this commodity at Canadian ports. Unload-
ings from the United States Great Lakes ports totalled 
15,604,332 tons, a loss of 1,271,173 tons from 1975. 

Loadings of bituminous coal in domestic ship-
ping amounted to 604,373 tons in 1976; a decrease of 
40.9% from the 1,023,623 tons in 1975. Shipments 
loaded at Nova Scotia, Ontario and British Columbia 
dropped by 52.6%, 50.2% and 47.2%, respectively. 

Gypsum 
Shipments of gypsum loaded at Canadian ports 

in international trade accounted for 4,473,125 tons in 
1976; an increase of 6.4% from the 4,203,266 tons 
handled in the previous year. All loadings were destined 
for the United States Atlantic and Gulf area. Nova 
Scotia's ports handled 4,027,189 tons or 90.0% of the 
total loadings. 

Loadings of gypsum in domestic shipping 
amounted to 618,036 tons in 1976; a decrease of 
11.9 % from the 701,957 tons in 1975. Little Narrows, 
Nova Scotia loaded 305,394 tons in 1976 compared to 
the 392,918 tons in the previous year. 

Newsprint Paper 
International movements of newsprint paper to 

foreign destinations accounted for 2,999,327 tons in 
1976, an increase of 476,666 tons from the previous 
year. Significant increases were registered in loadings 
for the United Kingdom (506,175 tons in 1976; 
392,218 tons in 1975), Oceania (120,945 tons in 1976; 
102,218 tons in 1975), United States Pacific ports 
(669,408 tons in 1976; 510,915 tons in 1975) and the 
United States Alantic and Gulf ports (625,792 tons in 
1976; 551,218 tons in 1975). 

Domestic loadings of newsprint totalled 277,416 
tons this year compared to 222,374 tons in 1975. The 
port of Powell River loaded 218,666 tons in 1976 (or 
78.8% of the total domestic loadings) and 165,092 
tons in 1975 (or 74.2% of the total domestic loadings). 

Charbon bituniineux (houllie grasse) 
En 1976, les chargements et les déchargernents

392,918 tonnes l'année précédente. 

Papier journal 
Les mouvements internationaux de papier journal a 

destination des ports étrangers se sont élevés a 2,999,327 
tonnes en 1976, un aecroissement de 476,666 tonnes par 
rapport a l'année précédente. On a observe de fortes haus-
ses pour le Royaume-Uni (506,175 tonnes en 1976; 
392,218 tonnes en 1975), l'OcCanie (120,945 tonnes en 
1976; 102,218 tonnes en 1975), les ports américains du 
Pacifique (669,408 tonnes en 1976; 510,915 tonnes en 
1975) et les ports aménicains de l'Atlantique et du Golfe 
(625,792 tonnesen 1976; 551,218 tonnesen 1975). 

Les chargements intérieurs de papier journal ont 
atteint 277,416 tonnes cette année contre 222,374 tonnes 
en 1975. La port de Powell River a chargé 218,666 tonnes 
en 1976 (ou 78.8 % de tous les chargements intérieurs) et 
165,092 tonnes en 1975 (ou 74.2 % de tous les charge-
ments intérieurs). 
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Fuel Oil 
In 1976, shipments of fuel oil to foreign ports 

decreased 1,700,591 tons from the 1975 total of 
4.323,101 tons. Geographical areas reporting significant 
declines were other Europe (77,803 tons in 1976; 
1,278,045 tons in 1975), other Africa (nil in 1976; 
37,082 tons in 1975), Central America and Antilles 
(nil in 1976; 27,963 tons in 1975) and the United 
States Atlantic and Gulf (391,500 tons in 1976; 
761,402 tons in 1975). In 1976, unloadings of fuel oil 
totalled I ,295 ,699 tons. This represented an increase 
of 4.9% over the 1,235,727 tons transported in 1975. 
Shipments originating from South America amounted 
to 815,090 tons in 1976 compared to the 551,893 tons 
handled in 1975. 

In domestic shipping, loadings of fuel oil drop-
ped to 11,502,923 tons in 1976, a decrease of 6.7% 
from the 12,336,391 tons transported in 1975. In 
1976, loadings in Newfoundland totalled 480,750 tons 
(1,163,344 tons in 1975), Prince Edward Island, 
52,513 tons (51,342 tons in 1975), Nova Scotia, 
2,668,078 tons (2,841,827 tons in 1975), New Bruns-
wick, 1,546,871 tons (1,453,990 tons in 1975). Que-
bec, 3,665,084 tons (3,920,958 tons in 1975), Ontario, 
2.118,024 tons (1,738,347 tons in 1975), Manitoba, 

5fl20 tons (10.208 tons in 1975) and British Colum-
bH, (1X3 ton\ (I j 5(),375 tons iii 1)7). 

Mazout 
En 1976, les expeditions de mazout a destination 

des ports étrangers ont diminué de 1,700,591 tonnes par 
rapport aux 4,323,101 tonnes de 1975. Voici les regions 
qui ont affiché des baisses significatives: autres pays 
d'Europe (77,803 tonnes en 1976; 1,278,045 tonnes en 
1975), autres pays d'Afrique (nul en 1976; 37,082 tonnes 
en 1975), Amérique centrale et Antilles (nul en 1976; 
27,963 tonnes en 1975) et les ports américains de 
l'Atlantique et du Golfe(391,S00tonnesen 1976;761 ,402 
tonnes en 1975).
