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INTROD(JCI ION 

This publication presents statistics on 
the carriage of goods by the marine mode of 
transport in Canadian coastal waters, the 
Great Lakes and the St. Lawrence Seaway. 
This activity is alternatively described as 
domestic or coastwise shipping. 

The information on coastwise shipping is 
collected by means of a series of reporting 
forms. These are completed by agents or op-
erators of vessels and forwarded to Statis-
tics Canada for editing, compilation and 
processing. These reporting forms are 
described as "Shipping Reports" and are 
explained under "Methodology". Shipping 
reports give details on the port, the vessel 
and the cargo transported. Information col-
lected on these variables is combined to 
form the data base for coastwise shipping. 

Table 14 summarizes vessel arrivals and 
iepartures and cargo loaded and unloaded in

A List of Canadian Ports for which ship-
ping data are available is shown at the end 
of this publication. British Columbia Ports, 
n.e.s., have been grouped by geographical 
areas of operation. 

The published List of Commodities is bas-
ed on the Standard Commodity Classification 
published by Statistics Canada. There are 
217 categories of goods identified; non-
specific categories such as general cargo 
and containerized freight are included in 
this list. 

Since the program to collect internat ion-
al data by means of the "Shipping Report" 
was cancelled in 1978, a new data base was 
completed from the 46 General Declaration 
form of Revenue Canada. These data are pub-
lished in International Vessel Traffic Sta-
tistics (Catalogue 54-004 quarterly) com-
mencing with the first quarter of 1979 and 
annually under the same title in Catalogue 
54-209. 

Other water transportation data are made 
vailable on an occasional basis in the Ser-

INTRODUCTION 

Cette publication présente des statistiques 
sur le transport maritime de marchandises dans 
les eaux côtières canadiennes, les Grands Lacs et 
Ia vole maritime du Saint-Laurent. On pane éga-
lement de cabotage pour designer la navigation 
nat ionale. 

Les renseignements sur is navigation nationale 
sont recueiilis au moyen d'une série de formules 
remplies par les agents ou les exploitants de 
navires et transmises a Statistique Canada en vue 
du contrôle, du rassemblement et du traitement 
des données. One explication du contenu de ces 
"Rapports sur la navigation" figure la section 
"Méthodologie". Les rapports de navigation ser-
vent b recueillir des renseignements sur le port, 
le navire et la cargaison transportée, qui sont 
alors totalisés pour produire la base de données 
sur is navigation nationale. 

Le tableau 14 fait le résumé des navires en-
trés et sortis et des marchandises chargées et 
déchargées mu titre du transport intérieur, de 
1946 a 1981 inclusivement. 

One hate des ports canadiens pour lesquels on 
dispose des données Sw' le navigation est publiée 
dans la dernière partie de cette publication. Les 
ports habituellement désignés saus Ports de Ia 
Colombie-Britannique, n.d.a., ont été regroupés 
par region géographique d'opérations.

Historigue 

En 1938, le Bureau fédéral de la statistique 
(maintenant Statistique Canada) déchargeait la 
Division des douanes du ministère du Revenu 
national de la publication des renseignements de 
base sur la navigation et le chargement et le de-
chargement de marchandises en vrac dans les ports 
canadiens. Ii y avait alors cinq groupes de mar-
chandises: les produits agricoles, les produits 
d'origine animale, les produits miniers, les pro-
duits forestiers et les produits manufactures et 
divers. Le champ de l'enquête se limitait au 
trafic des navires dans les 10 ports places sous 
lautorité de la Commission de ports. 

One nouvelle formule de declaration a été con-
cue et appliquée en 1940. Les données étaient re-

Background 

In 1938 the responsibility for publishing 
basic shipping information on vessel traffic 
and bulk commodity loadings and unloadings 
at Canadian ports was transferred from the 
Customs Division of the Department of Natio-
nal Revenue to the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics (now Statistics Canada). Five conimo-
dity group classifications were reported: 
agricultural products, animal products, mine 
products, forest products and manufactures 
and miscellaneous products. At that time 
coverage of the vessel traffic was confined 
to the 10 ports under Harbour Commission 
control. 

A revised reporting form was designed and 
implemented in 1940. Data were collected and 
compiled from this report for nine commodity 
classes: general, coal, grain, iron and 
steel, lumber and timber, oil (including 
gasoline), ores and stone, wood pulp, and 
miscellaneous. 

Since 1940, the scope has been expanded 
to collect origin and destination data, more 
commodity information on cargo carried, and 
additional vessel traffic information or 
vessel movements at major Canadian ports. 

Ibjecti Is

record the pattern of domestic commodity 
movements; 

measure the quantity of domestic cargo 
handled at Canadian ports; 

identify the ports of origin and destination 
of domestic commodity movements; 

assist in transportation studies; and 

provide information for the presentation of 
briefs, submissions and inquiries to regula-
tory authorities and/or commissions.

Concepts 

Navires 

Entrent dans Ia catégorie de Ia navigation 
nationale: 

les navires immatriculés au Canada gui naviguent 
entre deux ports canadiens, sans charger ni de-

Cargaison 

Les marchandises sont chargées et déchargées 
dans les ports canadiens. Les rnarchandises de 
cabotage chargées pendant une saison de navi-
gation, mais non déchargées avant la saison 
suivante, sont prises en compte dans le rapport 
annuel de l'année suivante. Ce point est très 
important lorsqu'on étudie le commerce des cé-
réales. 

Les "marchandises générales" sont celles qui 
ne peuvent être identiIiées avec precision sur 
la formule de navigation. Les livraisons en 
vrac gui ne sont pas des marchandises qénéra-
les, s'entendent habituellernent de marchandises 
pêle-mêle, sans emballage ni arrimage; en voici 
des exemples: toutes les céréales, le ciment, le 
coke, le pétrole, les liquides transportés dans 
des reservoirs, les minerais et minéraux, la 
fonte en gueuses, les déchets de fer et d'acier, 
tes billes de bois, le sucre brut et le bois a 
pâte. 

Concepts 

Vessel 

A vessel is classed as being in coastwise 
shipping when: 

it is of Canadian registry, sails between 
two Canadian ports and loads or unloads no 
foreign freight; or 

it is of foreign registry, but is granted a 
waiver by the Canadian Transport Commission 
to engage in coasting service. 

Only data relating to those vessels which 
are engaged in port-to-port transportation 
of goods have been included; data relating 
to the intraport movements of goods have 
been excluded. 

A vessel is considered arriving or de-
parting "in ballast" if cargo is neither 
loaded nor unloaded at a port. 

Coastwise shipping data are collected for 
vessels calling at coastal ports along the 
St. Lawrence River, Great Lakes, Hudson Bay 
and Arctic Ocean. Waters such as Lake 
Winnipeg and the Mackenzie River are not 
included. 

The "gross registered tonnage" of a yes-
;i is the capacity in cubic feet of the 
spaces within the hull and of the enclosed 
spaces above the deck divided by 100. 

The "net registered tonnage" of a vessel 
is the gross registered tonnage less the 
space, expressed in tons, that is used for 
the accommodation of personnel, propelling 
machinery and fuel. 

Cargo 

The cargo is loaded and unloaded at Cana-
dian ports. Domestic cargoes which are 
loaded in one navigational season but not 
discharged until the following season are 
recorded in the following year's annual re-
port. This is particularly important in the 
movements of grains. 

"General cargo" refers to the commodities 
which were not specifically identified on 
the reporting forms. Bulk shipments are not 
included with general cargo. Bulk shipments 
usually refer to commodities that are loose 
or in mass such as all grains, cement, coke, 
petroleum, liquids carried in tanks, ores 
and minerals, pig iron, scrap iron and

Port 

The ports must be located within Canadian 
geographic limits. 

Some ports frequently engage in "lighter-
ing" where the cargo is loaded in the har-
bour rather than at a dock or wharf and the 
tonnage is included with the port totals. 

The terms "origin" and "destination" 
refer to the ports of loading and unloading 
and not to terminatinq points of the goods 
or shipments. 

Canadian ports have been grouped into 
three regions: 

Atlantic, Arctic waters, northern Manitoba, 
northern Ontario, northern Quebec and the 
Lower St. Lawrence River ports (Montréal and 
below); 

Great Lakes and Upper St. Lawrence River 
ports (above Montréal); and 

Pacific ports.

tered tons; 

Canadian naval or fishing vessels; and 

ballast movements for members of the Council 
of Marine Carriers who report on the S.4 
report. 

Methodology 

The Reporting Forms 

The following shipping reports are used 
to obtain coastwise shipping statistics: 

The 5.1 Domestic Shipping Report. This is 
the principal form used for data collection. 
Agents or operators of vessels arriving at 
or departing from Canadian ports complete 
this report for each vessel within the

The 5.3 Shipping Report. This report is used 
for vessels making several calls along a 
regular route. Each report covers one round-
trip voyage. These reports are specifically 
used for vessel movements along the coast of 
Newfoundland; or between Newfoundland and 
the mainland. 

The S.4 Towboat and Ferry Operators Shipping 
Report. This report was implemented January 
1st, 1979 and is used by the members of the 
Council of Marine Carriers on the west coast 
who operate tugs, barges, scows and ferries 
to report domestic cargo movements on a 
monthly basis. They are not required to re-
port ballast movements and in the case of a 
tug-barge/scow unit, only the barqe/scow 
report is required. 

Collection 

' 	 Shipping reports are completed in dup- 
irate and filed with the Collector of Cus-
orns at the time of vessel departure. When 

vessels call at non-customs ports, the ship-
ping reports covering these calls are taken 
or mailed to the nearest Collector of Cus-
toms. The original copies are then mailed 
daily to Statistics Canada, Ottawa by the 
customs officials of Revenue Canada.

Collecte

Processing 

Upon receipt, in the Surface and Marine 
Transport Section of the Transportation and 
Communications Division, the documents are 
manually sorted and edited for consistency 
and reliability of reported data. Selected 
fields are then coded to facilitate data 
processing. 

The coding and editing procedures involve 
assignment of numeric codes to all ports and 
commodities, checking for consistency of in-
formation in comparison to previous trends 
and port activities, the use of reference 
materials for missing or questionable data 
and the follow-up of questionable reports by 
telephone.

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Fiabilité et limites des données 

Le développement de différents moyens pour 
améliorer les rapports maritinies actuels pour 
collecter de meilleures statistiques sur le cahn-
tage a débuté avec l'implentation de la formu1 
S.4 Exploitants de remorqueurs et traversiers.

Champ d'observation incomplet 

Les rapports sur is navigation ne soot pas 
remis pour tous les mouvements de navires dans 
les ports canadiens. On estime qu'il manque 10% 
des rapports, principalement a cause de la pitre 
collaboration de certains transporteurs. 

Les données sur les mouvements des cargos et 
des navires qui ne font pas partie de l'ur,ivers 
ne soot pas comprises dans cette publication. Ce 
champ d'observation limité a un effet important 
sur les données des ports comae celui de l'em-
branchemerit nord de fleuve Fraser, oi la plupart 
des navires gui y accostent ont une jauge infé-
rieure a celie des navires compris dans i'uni- 
vers. 

Reliability and Limitations of the Data 

Developments to improve existing shipping 
reports as a means to collect better coast-
wise shipping statistics have begun with the 
implementation of the 5.4 Towboat and Ferry 
Operators Shipping Report. This report was 
designed for a specific type of operation 
and is presently used by the members of the 
Council of Marine Carriers on the west 
coast. If the report's evaluation is satis-
factory then the use of this report will be 
considered for expansion to other carriers 
in other regions offering these services. 

While every effort has been made to re-
move methodological and clerical errors, the 
statistics contained in this report should 
be used with caution and due allowance for 
their limitations. Although the data are 
considered representative of coastwise acti-
vity, the figures are known to understate 
shipping activity as well as distort speci-
fic commodity figures. Generally, the fac-
tors contributing to these problems can be 
grouped into the following broad categories. 
(For other related limitations refer to the 
section on "Concepts".) 

Incomplete Coverage 

Shipping reports are not submitted for 
all vessel arrivals and departures at Cana-
dian ports. It is estimated that 10% of all 
shipping reports are missing principally due 
to the poor response of particular carriers. 

Data on cargo and vessel movements for 
vessels not in the universe are excluded 
from this publication. This has a sigriifi-
cant impact on shipping activity for such 
ports as the North Arm Fraser River Harbour 
where most of the vessels providing marine 
transportation are of a size which excludes 
them from the universe.

Distortion in the Data 

The term "general cargo" is considered by 
some respondents to be synonymous with 
"miscellaneous". Consequently, general cargo 
figures tend to be inflated and commodity 
data may be somewhat lower than actual. 

Commodity descriptions tend to reflect 
rate and tariff classifications which may 
differ from the commodity groupings con-
tained in the Standard Commodity Classifica-
tion. Some distortions of the data may

This summary 
covers those areas of Canada that engage in 
coastwise trade: Newfoundland, Prince Edward 
Island, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec, 
Ontario, Manitoba, British Columbia and the 
Northwest Territories. In each of these 
areas, the cargoes handled in coastwise 
shipping, interprovincial trade, port activ-
ities, ship movements and main commodities 
carried are highlighted. 

Coastwise Shiooina Statistics 

Domestic shipping at Canadian ports dur-
ing 1981 decreased 13.9% over 1980 to 
142 542 186 tonnes. Total cargo decreased by 
22 980 402 tonnes although two areas out of 
nine recorded increases. The two areas which 
recorded increases were: New Brunswick, 
15.6% to 3 379 468 tonnes and Nova Scotia, 
10% to 6 725 040 tonnes. The seven areas 
which recorded decreases were: British 
Columbia, 22.610 to 52 004 606 tonnes; North-
west Territories, 13.8% to 151 716 tonnes; 
quebec, 12.5% to 36 288 121 tonnes; Ontario, 

'  8.8% to 39 889 802 tonnes; Newfoundland, 
8.5% to 2 978 655 tonnes; Prince Edward 
bland, 6.910 to 556 493 tonnes and Manitoba, 
5.6% to 18 785 tonnes. 

Vessel Activit 

Vessels arriving and departing in domes-
tic shipping during 1981 amounted to 68,170 
which was a decrease of 9.8% from the pre-
vious year. The net registered tonnage of 
these vessels totalled 162,591,515 tons, a 
decrease of 6.9% from 1980. Vessel arrivals 
niiiibered 34,271 with a registered net ton-
nage of 81,637,381 tons and vessel depar-
tures totalled 33,899 with a registered net 
tonnage of 80,954,134 tons. Of the total 
vessel movements of 68,170 in domestic ship-
ping 43,502 or 63.8% were cargo movements. 

CoRodity

Vessel Activity 

There were 20,119 vessel movements in do-
mestic shipping at Newfoundland ports during
