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The following statistics include tboe of the telegraph departments of the Canadian National, 

Canadian Paci.Cic, Northern Alberta, and Teaiskaxning and Northern Ontario Railways, the North American 

Telegraph Company which operates north and west of Kingston, the Dominion Government Telegraph Department 

which operates lines in Nova Scotia, Now Brunswick, Northern Quebec, and the Western provinces up to the 

Yukon Territory and a email mileage in Ontario, and the Canadian operations of the Canadian Marconi wire-

less system and of the several cable companies with stations in Canada. 

The Western Union Tel.graph system operates across the south western part of Ontario bet does 

no local business and the operating expenses of these lines have been considered also as revemies • It 

also relays trans-Atlantic messages to Canso, Nova Scotia, but the system used in hInd1jng these will not 

allow a segregation of such messages and consequently they are not included in the Canadian messages. The 

paid wireless messages of the Canadian Marconi Company to and from boats on the Great Lakes and St.Lawrence 
River and messages to and from stations have been classed with telegrams and the messages to and from boats 

at sea and across the Atlantic Ocean have been Included with cablegrams. 

Adjustments In the Canadian Pacific Railway Company's Investments in commercial telegraph of 

$2,877,460 accounted for the major portIn of the apparent increase in total cost of property from 
$49,192,661 in 1942 to $52,553,160 in 1943. Gross revenues Increased from $14,826,451 in 1942 to 

$16,990,580, operating expenses Increased from $11,925,417 to $12,952,856, and net revenues increased from 

$2,901,014 to $4,037,744 or by 39 p.c. 

Pole line mileage showed little change at 52,414, but wire mileage increased from 381,955 to 

584,550. The number of employees also rose from 7,544 in 1942 to 8,550 and the pay roll increased from 

$11,424,268 to $12,596,479. The employees exclude those on a commission basis and the co.isaions also are 

excluded from the wages; these amounted to $478, 864, of which $219,515 was earned by railway employees. 

Telegrams sent increased from 15,660,987 to 14,766,198 while the number received from the United 

States for delivery in Canada dropped from 1,761,144 to 1,703,366. Cablegrams, exclusive of wireless 
messages to vessels at sea, increased from 2,831,549 to 3,047,403. 

Money transferred by telegraph increased by 41 p.c., amounting to $7,677,080 as against $6,439,880 

in 1942.
