The following statistics include those of the telegraph departments of the Canadian National, 

Canadian Pacific, Northern Alberta, and Temiscanixig and Northern Ontario Rmilays, the North American 

Telegraph Company which operates north and west of Kingston, the Dominion Government Telegraph Department 

which operates lines in Nova Scotia, New &'imswick, Northern Quebec, and the be&tern provinces up to the 

Yukon Territory and a small mileage in Ontario, and the Canadian operations of the Canadian Marconi wire-

less system and of the several cable companies with stations in Canada. 

The iestern Union Telegraph system operates across the south western part of Ontario but does no 

local business and the operating expenses of these lines have been considered also as revenues • It also 

relays trans-Atlantic messages to Canso, Nova Scotia, but the system used in handling these will not allow 

a segregation of such messages and consequently they are not included in the Canadian messages • The paid 

wireless messages of the Canadian Marconi Company to and from boats on the Groat Lakea and bt. Lawrence 
River and messages to and from stations have been classed with telegrams ama the messages to and from boats 

at sea and across the Atlantic Ocean have been included with cablegrams. 

Revisions in 1943 in the snary tables were due to data being received after the 1943 report was 

issued. 

Gross revenuel increased from 416,955,288 in 1943 to $16,986,491, the increase being continuous 
since 1935. Operating expenses increased more than revenues and net revenues were reduced from 44,015,180 

to 2,581,856. Pole line mileage showed no increase during the year but wire mileage increaa.d from 384,350 

to 387,677 miles. The number of employees declined from 8,350 to 8,050 but salaries and wages increased from 

12,590,548 to 13,634,064. This is exclusive of comissions paid to railway employees and other persons 

which amounted in 1944 to 477,870. 

The number of telegrams sent from Canadian offices increased from 14,766,198 to 14,805,161, but 

telegrams received from the United States and handled by Canadian systems declined from 1,705,366 to 1,640,289. 

The decrease in cablegrams from 3,013,752 in 1943 to 2,324,863 was affected by cable interruptions, by reduced 

government business and by the cancellation of letter telegraph service by wireless in December, 1943. 

The amount of money transferred by telegraph increased from $7,677,080 in 1943 to 0,242,926 which 

was more than double the pro-war figure.
