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The following statistiCs include those of the telegraph departments of the Canadian National, 

Canadian Pacific, Northern Alberta, and Ontario Northland (fornerly Teniskaming and Northern Ontario) 

Railways, the North American Telegraph Company which operates north and west of Kingston, the Dominion 
Government Telegraph Service which operates lines in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Northern Quebec, and 

the Western provinces up to the Tukon Territory and a small mileage in Ontario, and the Canj14am operations 

of the Canadian Marconi wireless system and of the several cable companies with stations in Canada. 

The Western Union Telegraph system operates across the south western part of Ontario but doss 

no local business and the operating expenses of these lines have been considered also as revenues. It also 
relays trans-Atlantic messages to Canso, Nova Scotia, but the system used in handling these will not allow 

a segregation of such messages and consequently they are not included in the Canadian messages. The paid 

wireless messages of the Canadian Marconi Company to and fum vessaja on the Great Lakes and St. Lawrence 
River and messages to and from stations have been classed with telegrams and the messages to and from vessels 

at sea and across the Atlantic Ocean have been included with cablegrams. 

The Pacific Conmunication System constructed as a war measure on the mainland in British Càlumbla 

and on Vancouver Island was taken over by the War Assets Corporation and the Department of Public lorks took 

over the greater part of it in 1946, greatly increasing the property account of the Dominion Govermasuit Service. 

The comanmications system along the Alaaka Highway which had been transferred from the United 

States to the Canadian Government was operated by the Canadian National Railways as from April 1, 1947, as 

aente for the Dominion Government. The statistics of this sytesa are not included in this report but will 

be included in subeequent reports. 

GrOSS revenues increased over 1946 revenues by 2.9 p • c • to reach a new high record at $18,514,525. 

Operating 4acpensov also reached a new peak at $17,359,796 and the net operating revenues declined to $1,154,729, 

the smallest since 1938. Wire mileage continued to increase, amounting to 401,805 miles at the and of 194?. 

The number of employees increased from 8,605 in 1946 to 8,711 or by 1.5 p.c., and wages increased by 10.5 p.c. 

to $17,195,861. The number of telegrams sent increased to 16,595,980 and the number received from the United 

States to 2,591,794 but the number of cablegrams handled continued to decline from the 1945 peak of 5,015,752 

to 1,615,621. The amount of money transferred by telegraph increased to a new high at $10,988,591 'ioh was 
more than twice the pr.-war armual transfer.
