The following statistics include those of the telegraph depa.rtmenta of the Canadian National, 

Canadian Pacific, Northern Alberta, and Ontario Northland Railways, the North American Telegraph Company 

which operates north and west of Kingston, the Dominion Govemnnent Telegraph Serv-ice which operates lines in 

Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Northern Quebec, and the Western provinces up to the Yukon Territory and a small 

mileage in Ontario, and the Canadian operations of the Canadian Marconi wireless system and of the several 

cable companies with stations in Canada. 

The Western Union Telegraph system operates across the south western pert of Ontario but dose no 

local business and the operating expenses of these lines have been considered also as revenues. It also 

relays trans-Atlantic messages to Canso, Nova Scotia, but the syatem used in handling these will not allow a 

segregation of such messages and consequently they are not included in the Canadian messages. The paid wire-

less messages of the Canadian Marconi Company to and from vessels on the Great Lakes and St. Lawrence River 

and messages to and from stations have been classed with telegrams and the messages to and from vessels at 

sea and across the Atlantic Ocean have been included with cablegrams. 

The Pacific Coxiunicationa System constructed as a war measure on the mainlmd of British Coluabia 

and on Vancowver Island is now a part of the Government Telegraph Service. The national network operated by 

the Royal Canadian Army Signal Corps is not included in this report. 

Gross telegraph and cable revenues for 1948 at 419,422,788 registered an increase of $908,265 or 

4.9 p.c. over 1947 to establish a new record, but operating expenses junped $2,932,606 or 16.9 P.C., due to 

wage increases and higher costs of materials,to reach $20,292,402 compared with $17,359,796 one year earlier. 

Net  revenues showed the first deficit since annual reports were first compiled by the Bureau for 1917. The 

d*..±'icit in 1948 was 869,614 compared with net revenues of $1,154,729  in 1947, a worsening of some $2 million. 

Net  corporate income was reduced from a profit of $939,487 in 1947 to a debit of $1,468,824 in the year under 

review. Apparently tariffs were insufficient to meet even operating costs and only S of the U companies 

reporting had any net income to show for 1948 operations. Canadian National had a loss of $827,427, Dominion 

Government Service, 4188,614, Marconi, 4161,156, and Pacific Cable, $511,671. 

Wire mileage increased 3,857 miles during the year to 405,640 miles. Telegrams sent numbered 

1;,970,03.1 against 16,595,980 one year earlier, while receipts from the United States were down 548,557 to 

,043,457. Cablegrams have declined steadily since the war time peak of 1943 and totalled 1,579,679, off 

33,942, from 1947. Money transfers in 1948 were a record $11,512,194 compared with $10,988,591 in the pre- 

ceding year.
