Coverage 

Statistics in this report now include those for the province of Newfoundland as 
well as the data for the telegraph departhenta of the Canadian National, Canadian Pacific, 
Northern Alberta, and Ontario Northland Railways, the North American Telegraph Company which 
operates in the vicinity of Kingston, Ontario, the Dominion Government Telegraph Service which 
operates lines in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Northern Quebec, and the Western provinces up to 
the Yukon Territory and a small mileage in Ontario; also the Canadian operations of the 
Canadian Marconi Wireless system and of the several cable companies with stations in Canada. 
The Cable and Wireless, Limited, reporting for the first time, had operations at Harbour Grace, 
Newfoundland. 

The Western Union Telegraph system operates across the south western part of 
Ontario but does no local business and the operating expenses of these lines have been consider-
ed also as revenues. It also relays trans-Atlantic mes;3ages through Canso, Nova Scotia, and 
Newfoundland, but the system used in handling these will not allow a segregation of such 
messages and consequently they are not included in the Canadian messages. The paid wireless 
messages of the Canadian Marconi Company to and from vessels on the Great Lakes and St. 
Lawrence River and messages to and from stations have been classed with telegrams ,and the 
messages to and from vessels at sea and across the Atlantic Ocean have been included with 
cablegrams. 

The Pacific ConimurLicationa System constructed as a war measure on the mainland of 
British Columbia and on Vancouver Island is now a part of the Government Telegraph Service. 
The national network operated by the Royal Canadian Army Signal Corps is not included in this 
report. 

Review of 1949 Operations 

The addition of Newfoundland operations naturally affects comparisons with data 
published for previous years and increases are shown in investment, pole line and wire mileage, 
offices, messages, revenues, expenses, etc. Gross telegraph and cable revenues totalled a 
record $22,256,557 for 1949, an advance of 14.6 p.c. or 2,833,769 over those reported for 
the preceding year and were more than double the 1939 total. Operating expenses increased 
$1,770,541 or 8.7 p.c. to $22,062,943 compared with $20,292,402 in 1948. The first deficit in 
net revenues since annual reports were compiled in 1917 had appeared for 1948 but revenues 
exceeded operating expenses by $193,614 in 1949, although after other charges net corporate 
income registered a debit of $62,571 against a loss of $1,468,824 one year earlier. Seven 
of the twelve companies reporting showed losses in net income account on the year' a operations 
but the Canadian Pacific and Canadian Marconi companies made appreciable gains over 1948 
tending to offset deficits shown by several other companies. 

Cost of property and equipaent was placed at $76,248,953 at the and of 1949 
compared with $71,120,585 one year earlier. Telegrams sent totalled 18,099,644 against 
16,970,011 in 1948 while the number received from the United States was down slightly at 
1,963,434 compared to 2,043,457 for the preceding year. Cablegrams though still well below 
wartime volume amounted to 1,642,278 as against 1,579,679 in 1948 and the record 3,013,752 
for 1943. Money transfers established a new record at $12,469,348, up $957,154 over the 1948 
total.
