The principal change in the composition of this annual report was the inauguration
of a new Crowm Corporation - "Cenadian Overseas Telecommunication Corporation® which was
sanctioned by Parliament in 1949 to establish public ownership and consolidation of the radio
and cable systems in line with rscommendations of the Commonwealth Telegraphs Conferance held
in Austrnlia, 1942, On April 1, the C.0.T.C, took over the operations and external tele-
communications assets in Canada of the Halifax and Bermudas Cable Company, the Pacific Cable
Board, the Cable and Wireless Ltd., and the Canadian Msrconi Company. Expropriation proceed-
ings againgt the last two were initiated June 7th. The employees of the predecessor companies
wers taken over by the Corporation. Totel assets were listed at $3,436,780 at the end of 1950.
Financlal data shown for the compenies taken over by the C.0.T.C. cover only the first three
months of the year while Corporation statistics are for the nine months, April to December.
The Corporation operates the Canadian terminals of cables across the Atlantic and Pacific and
with the West Indies through Bermuda. Radio-telegraph services are provided between Montreal
and the United Kingdom, Australia, Barbados, New York, St. Pierre and Miquelon and radiotele-
phone 1links with and via the United Kingdom and the West Indies. Overseas messages (Januery -
March) of the companies absorbed by the C.0.T.C, are included in the total for the Corporation
which thus covers the full year.

Review of 1950 Results

Gross telegreph and cable revenues for the year reached a new record of $23,922,225,
a gain of $1,665,668 or 7.5 p.c. over those reported for 1949. Newfoundland data were included
for both years. The 1950 revenues were 2.2 times those of 1940. Operating expenses advanced
from $22,062,943 to $22,545,625, up $482,682 or 2.2 p.c. Net revenues thus recovered sharply
from $193,614 in 1949 to $1,375,670 in the year under review. A considerable revision of the
classifications of telegrams and tariffs took place in 1950 by the Canedian Qverseas Tele-
communication Corporation. Special half price "Government" rates were withdrawn on service to
the British Isles, New Zealand and Australia and this helped revenues. Net corporate income for
all telegreph and cable companies recovered from a deficit of $62,571 in 1949 to a credit of
$853,015 in 1950, The loss in 1948 had been $1,468,824 whereas sizeable corporate income had
been earned for all previous years back to 1934, The Conadian Netional and Canadian Pacific
Telegraph services reported decided improvement in net income over 1943 with the former showing
a net of $232,358 against a deficit of $403,121 one year earlier. Cost of property and equipment
rose from 376,248,953 to $82,295,908 at the end of 1950, as new construction to the value of some
$4,049,000 was carried out during the year, and alteration and repair work of nearly $2,866,000.

Telegrams sent increased to a record 18,519,584, up some 420,000 over 1949, while
the number received from the United States was nearly maintained at 1,958,191 compared with
1,963,434 one year earlier. Cablegrams totalled 1,687,721 or 45,443 above 1949. Current totals,
however, are well below wartime volume with the peak of 3,013, 752 attained in 1943, Money
transfers were a new high at $12,733,989 - more than 4 times the amount transferred in 1940 - and
$264,641 above 1949,

Employees of the reporting companies numbered 9,757 and earnmed $22,299,246 in salaries
and wages, or an average of $2,285.,45 compared with 9,555 earning $21,689,856 in 1949. The nine-
day rail strike in August had an adverse effect on business. Telegraph employees were accorded
the wage increase and granted a five-day work-week effective June 1, 1951.

Pole line mileage at the year end was nearly 52,000 miles while wire mileage approached

Les services télégraphiques du National-
Canadien et du Pacifique-Cenadien signalent des augmentations du revenu net au regard de 1949, le
premier enregistrant un revenu net de §232,368, au regard d'un déficit de $403,121 un an auparavant,
Le cofit des biens et de l'équipement passe de §76,248,955 en 1949, & $82,295,908 & la fin de 1950,
de nouvelles constructions d'une veleur de $4,049,000 ayant été élevées au cours de 1'année, et des
travaux de modifications et de réparations d'une valewr de prés de $2,866,000 ayant été effectuds.
