With the present edition, the telegraph operations of the Northwest Communications System have been added.
This aystem is operated by the Cenadisn Nationsl Telegraph Company for the Department of Transport and serves the areas
slong the Northwest Highway to Alaska in Alberta, British Columbia, Yukon snd the Northwest Territories. The current
operating deficits are covered by the Department and working capitel is voted as required for the purchase of materials
and supplies. The strategic importsnce of this system compensates for the relatively small volume of commercial busi-
ness transacted. The usual industrial compsrisons of revenues and expenses to messages carried are not quite valid in
this case. For the second time the operations of the Canadian Oversess Telecommunication Corporaticn are reported and
cover a full year's atatistics whereas the first report covered only nine months from April lst, 1950. The Corporation
reported en active and profitable year with service provided to every known destination of importance. The increase
in traffic receipts in 1951 was partially offset by heavy additional expenses arising meinly from a general revision
of salary scales and the introduction of the 4O-hour week, as well as increased cost of materials. A rising trend in
overseas telecommunications genmerally is evident and considersble expansion is planned in line with Canada's growing

stature in international affairs - commercially, diplomstically and militarily.

Review of 1951 Operations,

.

Telegraph and cable gross revenuesduring 1951 attained a new all-time high at $29,128,473 to post an in-
crease of $5,206,248 or 21.8 p.c. over 1950 and were 2.28 times the revenues for 1941 of §2,777,920. Operating ex-
penses jumped slightly more rising $5,261,92z or by 23.3 p.c. to $27,807,547. Net revenues were consequently reduced
from $1,37,600 to $1,320,926. Net corporate income for 1951 was $653,586 sgainst $853,015 in the preceding year and
losses in 1949 and 1948. However, six of the eleven reporting companies end systems showed deficits in net income for
1951. Cost of property and equipment rose from $82,295,908 in 1950 to $90,505,832 with some $2,213,000 credited to the
Northwest Communications System. New construction was valued at $6,130,971 while $4,053,705 was expended on alterstiom,

maintenance and repair work during the year under review. These total $10,184,67 against $6,914,731 in 1950.

Telegrams sent were a new record at 19,693,085, up 1,174,000 over 1950 while receipts from the United States
improved over 164,500 to 2,122,752. Cablegrsms numbered 1,785,836 or 98,000 above the preceding year; the total, how-

ever, was well below wertime peaks. Money trensfers amounted to $16,955,699 - a new high - up $4,222,000 over 1950.

Employment was provided for 10,611 workers who earned $27,058,260 in salaries and wages compared with 9,757
receiving $22,299,2(6 one year earlier. 4 shorter work week necessitated wider employment after June lst and telegram
rates pdvanced effective November lst on domestic messages. The abolition of government preferentisl retes in some re-
lations was also granted.

Pole line mileage at year end was 53,580 miles while wire mileage reached an impressive 435,348. Some

5,233 offices were maintsined for receiving and sending purposes.
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Le présent rapport comprend pour ls premisre fols la statistique de ls Northwest Communicetions Systes. La
Cansdian National Telegrsph Company exploite ce service pour le compte du ministere des Trensports en bordure de 1'Alcan,
ob Alberta, en Colombie-Britannique, au Yukon et dans les Territoirss du Nord-Ouest. Le déficit d'exploitation courant
est s0ldé par le ministére et lo capital de roulement est vota a mesure que 1l'exigent les achats d'équipement et de four-
nitures. L'importence de ce résesu du point de vue strategique compense le volume relativement faible de ses affeirss.
Le repprochment industriel ordinsirs des recettes et depenses a 1'egsrd des messages transmis ne vaut pas tout 8 fait pour
ce service. La statistique de la Socoitd canadienns des télécommunicetions transmarines est comprise pour la deusieme
fois; elle porte sur l'année entidre, tandis que 1'an dernier, elle ne portait que sur les neuf mois & compter du 1°T
avril 1950. La Soocléte s ddolaré une snnee sotive et lucrative, syant trsnsuis des messages & tous les endroite d'impor-
tanse connus. L'augmentstion des recettes provenant du trafic en 1951 s été neutralisde en partie par des dépenses supple-
sentaires considérsblement sccrues & causs surtout de 1'augmentation genersle des sslaires st de 1'introduotion de la se-
maine de travail de 40 heures, alnei que de la hausse du colt de 1'équipement. La tendance des télécommunications trans-
marines est générslement & la hsusse et on projette une expansion comsidérsble en conformitd du prestige croissent du

Cansda dans les affaires internationales du point de vue commercial, diplomatique et militaire.

Revue do 1'gpotivité en 1951

Les racettes brutes des telégrsphes et cables op atteint un sommet sans précédent de $29,128,473 en 1951, soit
une sugmentation de $5,206,248 ou 21.8 p. 100 sur 1950 et 2.28 fois le total de $12,777,920 pour 1941. Les dépenses d'ex-
ploitation acousent une svance légérement plus prononcee ($5,261,922 ou 23.3 p. 100) pour a'établir a $27,807,547. En con-
séquence, le revenu net dimioue de $1,3%,600 & $1,320,9%. Le revemu corporatif net est de $653,586 en 1951, contre $853,-
015 1'année préoedents et un défiolt en 1949 et 1948. Toutefols, 6 des 11 sociétes ou résesux qui ont fait rapport acousent
un déficit de revenu net en 1951. Le cout des biens et de 1'equipement passe de $82,295,908 en 1950 a $90,505,832, la Korth-
west Communications System figurant pour $2,213,000. Les nouvelles construotions atteignent une valeur de $6,130,971 et les
modifications, 1'entretien et ls reparation, $4,053,705; réunia, ces postes de dépenses s'élevant a $10,18,,67% en comparai-
son de $6,914,731 en 1950.

Le nombre de télegremmes expédies passe a un sommet de 19,693,085, augmentstion de 1,174,000 eur 1950, tsndis que
les mosaages regus des Etats-Unis sugmentent de plus de 164,500 pour s'éteblir a 2,122,752. Les odblogrammes se ohiffrent
par 1,785,836 eoit 98,000 de plus que l'snnde prscédente. Toutefois, le totsl reste de beaucoup inferieur & celui des sommets
touchés en temps de guerre. Les transferts moncteires s'dtablissent au total sene precedent de $16,955,699, sugmentation de
$4,222,000 en comparaison de 1950. Les societes emploient 10,611 personnes qui touchent $27,058,200 en salaires et gages,
cont:-o 9,757 employes touchant $22,299,246 en 1950. La semaine de travail plus courte s cause ume sugmentstion de personnel
apres le ler juin et le tarif des télegrammes e monts & compter du 1°T poveabre, en ce qui concerns le service domestiqus. On
s aussi oopsenti, a certains egards, a sbolir les tarifs speclaux pour le gouvernement. & la fin de 1'annde, les milles de

ligoes sur poteaux s'élévaient a 53,580, alors que les milles de f11 atteignaient le total imposant de 435,348. Les postes
de reception et d'émission se chiffralent par 5,233.
