xpansion continued in Canada's communication network during 1952, despite continuing delays in the delivery 

of new equipment, and carrier channel mileage was considerably increased. Further progress was reported by the major 

companies in mechanizing the handling of conimercial message traffic and a substantial increase was reported in the 

volume of private leased wire business. Higher message rates and advanced rentals for teletypes and associated 

equipment helped towards a higher level of earnings. Wage increases were under dispute in the latter part of the year 

and a settlement presaged increased massage rates for 1953, effective February 1. Investment rose by $9,714,760 

during the year as the Canadian National added $6,548,298 to improve facilities and modernize broadcasting service. 

Pole line mileage decreased due to abendonments and new methods of transmission notably in Newfoundland and the 

Yukon. 

Review of 195 2 Operations 

Telegraph and cable gross revenuse during 1952 attained a new all-time high at $33,093,843  to poet an in-

crease of $3,965,370 or 13.6 p.c. over 1951 and were two and a quarter times the reventwe for 1942  of $14,826,431. 

Operating expenses increased by $3,809,609 or 13.7 p.o. over 1951 to $31,617,156. Net  revenuseiniproved from 

$1,320,926 to $1,476,687. Net  corporate income for 1952 was $615,781 against $653,586 in the preceding year, 

$853,015 in 1950, and losea in 1949 and 1948. However, five of the eleven reporting companies and syBtena showed 

deficits in net income for 1952. Cost of property and equipment rose from $90,505,832 in 1951 to $100,220,592 with 

some $2,236,750 credited to the Northwest Ccmmunicationa System. New construction was valued at $10,935,429 while 

$4,966,432 was expended on alteration, maintenance and repair work during the year under review. These total 

$15,901,861 against $10,184,676 in 1951. 

Telegrams sent dropped to 19,513,250  from  19,693,085 in 1951 while receipts from the United States also 

eased 21,806 to 2,100,946. Cablegrams numbered 1,934,433 or 148,597 above the preceding year; the total, however, 

was well below wartime peaks. Money transfers amounted to $19,514,490 - a new high - up $2,558,791 over 1951* 

ployment was provided for 11,272 workers who earned $29,17,720 in salaries and wages compared with 

10,611 receiving $27,058,260 one year earlier. A shorter work week required additional employees after June let, 

1951 and telegram rates advanced effective November 1st, 1951 on domestic messages. The abolition of government 

preferential rates in some relations was also granted.
